MeTrororis, IiL, July 21.—The mest
shocking double murder that ever ocenrred
in this section took place in this city this
evening when Richard Shoemaker killed
KRiocbard Lukens, jr., and George Lukeus,
wounding their father, Ricbard, and then
committed suicide by sending a bullet invo
bis own body.

evening Shoemaker, armed with two large
re}plvarn. walked to Richard Lukens, ir.’s,
gafe, and, finding the two young men stand-
ing 1 the yard, opened fire, shooting
George in the right temple and then send-
inz s bullet through Richard's heart as hie
was holding his babe 1o his arms. Shoe-
maker then entered she yard and lirea shot
after shot inw theyuivering bodies. Rieh-
ard Lukens, sr., hearing the fire, ran to the
scene of the trouble, oniy to be met by the
murderer, who opened tire on hiw, shoos-
ing him in thathigh. By this time acrowd
wus gatherning, and Shoemakerran a couple
of sauares and then, sitting down, sent o
bailet into his abdomen and was dead in a
few miautes, Shoemsker was aboat forty
years of aze, and leaves a wife and two
children. ‘The Lukens boys were aged
about twenty-eight and thirty years. Hoth
bad wives and each one ehilid.

Iioally, with the assistance
of two other men, the bodies were brought
up. Their legs and arms were clasped so
tight that it was a most diflicnlt matter to
disentangle them, ‘The remains have not
been identified.
