Hauk Failures and General Depression
Overcome by Chicago Hulls.

Exports of Wheat for th Wck Reached the
Enormous Total of 5.077.000 Umbels, and a

Uig Decrease in Visible Is Expected.

TKADING AT CHICAGO.

Corn and Oata Higher, but Provisions Were
Wker and Declitit-d- .

CHICAGO. July 22. Tho wheat and corn
market struggled against breaking banks
to-da-y and emerged bmillng with a gain of

sticking to wheat and lo to corn. Very
bad reports of tbe outturn of the oat
threshings gave that market a lively hoist
also. The weak sister among the specu-
lative markets was provisions, which de-

clined, although hog receipts were light.
The heavy exports of wheat, amounting
for tho week to the enormous total of
5.077.000 bushels, make the chief element of
strength., The market at the opening was
about U'Suo higher, and advanced 'so
more, then became weak and, with slight
fluctuations, declined about 5tjc, rallied
again and the closing was lirm at the
top price of the day. Tho market opened
up strong on the big clearances for
the week, but weakened 011 on the
bank failures reported at Milwaukee. Tbe
closing was strong on an increased export
business here, some --J13.0U) bushels being
taken. Operators were not disposed to
sell wheat freely at the current prices, and
there seemed to be fair buying at around
OGo for September. Shorts seemed to be
covering. It was estimated that the
visible supply would show a de-
crease ot about 2.000.000 bushels. Ad-
vices from points in the winter-whea- t
di&tricts say thai farmers are blacking
their wheat, and the movement will bo
light. The receipts for thn weelc at eight
primary points were 1.200,000 bushels
smaller than the corresponding week a
year ago.

Corn was moderately aotive. with a
stronger leeling prevalent. The market
opened at yesterday's closing figures, and
soon sold up 3bc on good buying by some of
the larger receiving concerns, some of
whom were short. It is claimed that
drought is commencing to work some in-
jury in the central portion of this State
aud in northern Indiana and Ohio, but
outside of these localities little complaint
is heard. The weather caused shorts to
feel uneasy and anxious, and many cov-
ered in consequence. The market, after
the early upturn, went back Uc with the
deoline in wheat, but rallied again, selling
upJ4lc. and closed with 7slc gain.
The withdrawals from store wero again
Urao at 5.770 bu, and a good cash demand
it .taM to prevail.

There was a better feeling in oats, with
ottering lighter and demand larger. Open-
ing pricss were near tho bottom, exoept
for May. and tbe cloae was steady at the
fop. with a net gain for tbe day of lc,
September being tbe strongest. There was
a better demand for shorts, owing to con-
tinued reports of rust in Iowa. The late
strength in corn also helped tbe market.

Provisions opened a little higher on
smaller receipts of hogs than expected, but
the bank news from Milwaukee caused a
weak feeling. There was but little trad-
ing. At the close, compared with last
night, pork was nominally unchanged,
with lard .15c lower and ribs .07o lower.

Freights were dull at l3alMic for corn
to Buffalo.

Pratt, who has just died in Concord, was
never many manner connected with pub--
lio life and work as her famous aister and
lather were for many years, tbere is a sense
in which she has been very closely con-
nected with thousands who never saw her.
For she was tho original of "Meg." the
sweet eldest one of the four "Little
Women" who have been like sisters to
all tbe young girls of America since
they first appeared in literature. Aud
many women who used to know "Meg,11
"Jo." "Beth" aud "Amy" almost as well at
their own two sisters, and who rejoiced in
Meg's btave industry and endearing
womanliness and happy home life, will feel
a pang at the loss of a familiar flesh and
blood friend of school girl days in learning
that "Meg," too, has followed hersistersinto
the silent land. "Beth" died first, as in
the story, theu tho bright and talented
"Amy." and only a few years ago.
Louiaa Alcott. at once the prototype and
creator of "Jo." laid down her bnir pen.
The children of Mrs. Pratt were not tbe girl
and boy who figure as Daisy and Demi
in the stories of the Marches, but two sons
whose place of occupation in the world is
in the publishing house whence came "Lit-
tle Men" and the rest of Louisa Alcott' s
books. The younger one took the name of
Johu Alcott legally in deferenco to Louisa
Alcott's will. The elder eon is Mr. F. A-
lcott l'ratt. His little eon bears the name
of Broason Alcott in accordance with tbe
wish of bis paternal grandmother. Mrs.
Pratt, whoso funeral Wedneadar will he in
Concord, the quiet town associated with so
much of the fortunes of our American
literature.
