WHAT 1IK WOULD DO.

Kx Secretary Foster Replies to the Query of
a New York Paper.

Nkw Yokk. July 25. The World prints
the following letter from ex-Secreta- ry of
the Treasury Foster, in reply to its request
for an opinion as to what tho extra session
will accomplish:

"You ask what Congress will do. As the
team is a very wild one, composed of all
kinds of material, much of it unbroken and
more of it badly trainerl, it is quite uncur-
tain whether they can be so groomed and
fed as to enable the skillful and really able
driver to successfully avoid the quick-
sands, round the curves and surmount the
obstacles that abound in the road so as to
bring it into the haven desired. It is
alleged that Bourke Cookran said during
the campaign that platforms were made to
get in on. not to stand on. This view of
party obligation will probably be accepted.
I guess the House will adopt the rules and
ruling that prevailed during 'Czar' Heed's
speakership and will In noma form, after a
prolonged and exciting struggle, repeal the
purchasing clause of the Sherman law with
some kind of a substitute exressed in the
aot or agreed to be passed afterwards; to
which the Senate, after another excited
struggle will probably atrree. After a ses-
sion ot eight or ten months somo kind of
a moderate tarilY act will be passed with-
out much resemblance to the declaration
ot the platform.

"What ought to be done! Repeal the
purchasing clause of the Sherman act
retain, and strengthen, if necessary, tho
clause requiring the Secretary to maintain
the parity of gola and silver; require the
secretary to keep a gold reserve of $100,000.-00- 0

of the old legal tender, and also a gold
reserve equal to -- 0 per cent, of the treasury
notes issued for the purchased bullion;
authorize the issue of silver certificates for
the bullion, only to be put in eiroulation
as treasury notes are retired; authorize the
issue of a three-per-cen- t. bond as preferable
to the bond now at the com maud of the
Secretary; increase the revenues, so as to
enable the Secretary to increase his gold to
a point indicated without the sale of
bonds; liberalize the national banking law
by permitting the banks to issue notes up
to par of the bond in amount equal to cap-
ital and surplus and reduce the tax one-hal- f.

"As, in my opinion, the prospective action
of Congress on the tariff is doing more to
impair values and destroy confidence than
all else, 1 would have it promptly deolare
that it would not legislate upon this sub-
ject."

THE GUITEAU REVOLVER,

Attempt Belnz Made to Recover It for
the Washington Police Mutenra.

"Washington, July 3. Tho police de-

partment officials are trying to get posses-
sion of the pistol with which Guitean shot
Garfield to add it to the museum of such
articles already collected and on exhibi-
tion. Mr. Donovan, who was property
clerk of the department at the time of the
tragedy, eaid that the district attorney
carried it away from the station house
after Guiteau's arrest, and the clerk could
never get him to surrender it. He called
on Colonel Corkhill the following day, and
several times afterwards, but the Colonel
stated that it would remain in his safe
until after the trial, and that then
it would be returned to the police
department, but after the trial and convic-
tion Colonel Corkhill stated that for the
present it would remain in his otlice. Don-
ovan then reported the matter to Commis-
sioner Thomas P. Morgan, then in charge
of the police department, and he under-
stood that his report was referred to the
chief justice of the District Supreme Court.

"About a week afterwards." continues
Donovan, "I received an order of the court
to turn oyer the revolver to Colonel Cork-bil- l,

and on the back of the order was Col.
CorkhiU's reoeipt for the same. 1 reapeot-full-y

returned the order to the court with
the indorsement. 'Not complied with for
tho reason that I was unable to do so, as
the property mentioned was not then nor
ever bad been in my custody.' I also noti-
fied Colonel Corkhill that I had returned
his reoeipt to the court, as I could not ac-
cept ft receipt for property never in my cus-
tody. That closed my eiiorts to get charge
of th revolver."

No
confirmation nor denial of the report
could he had here to-nig- ht, as Second
Aesistant Secretary MoAdoe, who is in
charge of the State Department in the ab-
sence of Secretary Grenham. is at his coun-
try place in Maryland, it was learned,
however, that some of the ofijoinh of the
department did not leave the building
nntil 7 o'clock this evening, which may or
may not be of significance in this connec-
tion, lint little credence was given to the

LATE NEWS FROM BANGKOK

French Minister Has Left the City and
Gone Down tho River on a Gunboat.

Premier Gladstone, with Great Forensic Dis-

play, Fairly Crushes Joseph Chamberlain
in Debate Ofer the Home-Rn- le Bill.

AI! IS UNCERTAIN.

Grave Apprehensions in Slain Over the
Proposed Blockade To-- SI or row.

Bangkok, July 25. M. Pavie, French
minister resident, started down the river
this afternoon on the warship Inconstante,
accompanied by the war shins Lutin and
Comote. All is quiet in this city. The pilots
of the Frencn gunboats state that they
will anchor to-nig- ht at the deep pool
cove, outside the fortifications and will
cross the bar to-morro- Great uncer-
tainty exists as to what will happen if the
blockade begins to-morro- w. Representa-
tives of neutral powers havejreceived no
official notice of the blookade, and neutral
vessels expect ample time to leave
the river. The British residents will
meet Captain Jones (British minister)
to-morr- ow to complete measures for de-
fense in case the dangerous classes, de-
prived of employment by the blockade,
attempt to rise and loot the city. It has
been arranged already that landing parties
from foreign gunboats shall occupy strat-
egic points. The Siamese will also prob-
ably quarter a detaohment of troops in the
most populous quarters. The government
has issued a proclamation warning
the populace to behave peaceably and
refrain from attaoking foreigners. At 11
o'clock the French vessels had passed the
month of the Menam river and had ex-
changed salutes with the Siamese forts.

The Bangkok correspondent of the Lon-
don Daily Chronicle, telegraphs: "If any-
thing is to be sayed for British inllnence
and commerce with Slam, it is absolutely
neoeasary that British interests he placed in
the hands 3i a strong man, with complete
authority from the home government.
The British residents are complaining
bitterly, of the neglect of their interests.,
The Siamese Cabinet is far from realizing
the critical nature of the sitnation. The
Ministers pursue their ordinary amuse-
ments as if no crisis existed. The royal
family is helpless to stay tho present diffi-
culties. Only energetic measures from
Europe can prevent a complete collapse."

GLADSTONE REPLIED,

Tleoroas Manner In Which the Premier
Fqnched m L.Iber5-Uiilon- lt L,eier,

London, Jnly 25. The House of Com-
mons continued this evening the discussion'
of the iinancial proposals in the home-rul- e

bill. John Redmond, leader of tho Par-nellite- s,

moved an amendment to the effect
that the Irish legislature should receive
immediate control of Irish taxes, as was
proposed originally by Mr. Gladstone, in-
stead of .being forced to leave the
taxes in British bands for six
years, as was stipulated in the new
Iinancial scheme. Mr. Gladstone said the
government could not accept the amend-
ment. John Clanoy, Parnellite for North
Dublin county, said, in support of Mr.
Kcdmond, that unforeseen difficulties
would multiply both inside and outside of
the Irish legislature in case the nower of
collecting taxes in Ireland were reserved
by the imperial government.

Thomau Sexton. antl-Parnelh- te for North
Kerry, argued yiat the burden of tax
gathering was one which the lri?h legis-
lature might well be spared in the lirst
years of its existence. The amendment
was lost by a vote cf 240 to S3. The anti-rurnelllt- es

voted against it.
Josnph Chamberlain, leaderof the Liberal-Union-

ists, moved to make permanent
the provisional arrangement that Irish
taxes should be collected for six years by
the imperial government. In speaking to
his motion Mr. Chamberlain denounced the
government for trucklintr to the National-
ists. These gentlemen, he said, would be
masters of the situation after six years,
and would be able to do pretty muoh as
thy pleased. The Irish government would
then conduct Irish finances so as to give a
good pretext for wringing still more favor-- ,
aide terms from the imperial government.
The Houk) tilled rapidly during Mr.Cham-beilaiu- 's

speech, as it was known that Mr.
Gladstone would reply at length. When
the Premier roso few seats were vacant.

Mr. Gladstone began by comparing Mr.
Chamberlain's attitude towards the bill
with the proverbial attitude of the devil's
advocate, whose function, he said, was to
seize eargerly on every human failing and.
to misconstrue everything capable of mis--:
construing. This sling at Chamberlain
pleased the Irish members immensely and
they greeted it with louding cheering.

"The right honorable gentleman has
brought into public life one of the most
rnibchievous practices ihe practice of con-
tinually and deliberately, with the ut-
most confidence in his own infalli-
bility, ascribing to men who have
the right to stand on the same
level with him. who were at one time his
colleagues and were supposed to be his
friends, motives for their acts which they
indignantly disclaim.
