It was also
given out that Arata, who was lynched
for the Killing of Lightfoot, would Le bare
ted st the sawe hour. The citizens in gen-
eral expected that a collision wounld ocour

between the rough eiement now in town
and the funeral train of the dead murderer.
Shortly before 20'clock it was learped thss
Arata had been privately baoried early
in the morning. and any Pouibiluy
of trounble was averted. Arata’'s romains
were inolosed in a handsome casket costing
£300. The ouly mourners were Lis twWo sis-
ters, & brother-in-law and an unknown
man. A great dewmonstration had been
pianned for Lightfoot’s fuaneral., By 2
o'elock fully two thonsand peopla weare 10
the vicinity of Linecoln Hall, ready to fol-
low the remains to the grave. Shortly
after 2 Jv'olock & heavy rain storm broke
forth and the crowd hurriedly sought shel-
ter. The funeral was not postponed, how-
ever, but atarted at the appointed time, ve-
mg followed DLy about thres hundred
Grand Army men and Ouad Fellows. Light-
foot’s collin cost but $5. a n.ticeable con-
trust to Arata’s elegant casket, No trouble
occarred during the day and everything is
quiet to-niuht, -

Rev. H. A. Buchtel’'s Morping Sermon
at Central-Avenue Methodist Church.

Bringing Men te a Condition of Manly Char-
acter—A Sermon by Kev. Dr. Van

Anda of Keberts Park.

——

FOUNDATION OF THE CHURCH.

Rev. Mr, Buchtel FPreaches on the leasare
of Chriat’'s Stature,

Rev. H. A. Buehtel preached an interest-
ing sermon, yesterdav morning, to a good
audience, at the Central-avenue Methodist
Chnreb. His text was as follows:

Till we all attain unto the unity of the faith
and of the knowledge of the Son of God unto a

full krown man, unto the measare of the stature
of the fullneas of Chriat.—Eph. iv, (3.

The foliowing 18 an excerpt from the
saeérmon:

The letter to the Epliesians is sometimes
ealled a catholio epistlie, for the reason
that it did net spring out of special condi-
tions whieh c¢alled for specifio teachings.
‘T'he npostie bus salwags Dbefore his miond
here o large and digoified programme. He
direots sttention to the foundation, the
work and the sym of the charchh., This
three-fold division is beld clearly 1n view
in every part of this letter. In the para-
graph from whioh this text is taken it is
evident that the apostie is considering t he
aimor pnrpose had in view in the organiza-
tion of the cuurch, Thas is, first, 10 bring
men to the uuity of the faith aud knowl-
edge of the Son of God, and, second, to
bring men toa condition of fall growth;
the measure of Christ's stature.

There is a religion for children and for
the feoble-minded. It bas no requirements
at all. There is also a religion for tae
poorly instructed—for the unhappy mil-
lions who bavealways Leen in the majority
in shis world, It has few requirements,
The Judge of all the earth will do right.
He will know those who would have exhib-
1ted St John's character if sthey bhad bad
St. Jobn's opportunities.

Then there is also a religion for men snd
women who bave had their litein the midat
of the Light of Christian civilization. This
hus two requirements 1n harmony with the
gm‘n] purpoaes for which the church is organ-
1zed,

I ho first of these pnrposes of the gospel
for men and women is to bring thein to a
condition of unity of faith and of knowl-
edge of the Son of God, Atour tiret thought
this willappear impossible, We are aceus-
tomed to remind ourseives that men are
unlike in their mental constitution even as
they are unlike 1u their physical asvect.
Aund from thisdiversity we hastily conclude
that there are no poinus of unity amonyg
men. But when we look more carefully
into buman natare we lind marks of like-
ness which are as striking os the diversity
which we have noted. |I'be soul of man in
its normal condition shows c¢ertain strong
and vniversal ocharacteristios, such as the
oapacity for friendship aund the bhunger for
love. In nothing is this unity of human
natore more surprisingly exhbibited than 1n
ths mupnerin which men have estimated
Jesus Chiist. Toe Loman Catuol.os, the
Greek Caiholios and all the Piotestant
bodies speak practicaily one langusge in
making est:mate of Jesus Christ, Notonly
s0. The whole world of sincere und honest
men of every nation 1s 1n sunvstantial agr-e-
me#nt concerning Jeans Christ, where there
have been reasonably favorable conditions
to consider the person and the teaching of
Jesus, \

The condition of nnity of knowledge of
the Son of God fcllows as a necgessary re-
sult of true faith., 1he walking by faith
Lrings one very quickly nto a large and
delighttfal place where one walks by sight.
The hife of companionship with .Jesus
Christ 1a as iutenseiy real acany fuct in the
material world.

The secound purpose of the gospel is to
bring men to » certain condition of manly
character, descrived here as the measure of
CUhrist's stature, The gospel 18 not & re-
ligion of taith and worship only, The
partial and 1mperfect reiligions have thease
features 1n some measnre, But Corist’s re-
ligion 18 pre-emivnentiy and exclusively the
religion of cuaracter, The uitimate par-

pose of faith and knowledze is to reach the |

grade of full growth 10 manliness, 1 must
urge yon to fix it elearly in your minds
that this is not merely incidental aand sub-
sidiary to some other purpose, bug
toia 18 lhe ulterior purpose of reiigion,
‘IThe church 18 organized for this, Clirisilan
truth 1s believed for this. Everytuing n
the ok arch points to the securing of ckar-
aoter as the Linal and glorious aum of the
KOsSpoL

Consider how worthy of God 1s this trne
concepiton of the purpose of the gospel,
It 18 not to minister to the glory of God in
some indelinite and obscure sense, but 1n &
very definite and rationsl senwse, that s by
the improvement of manp. Man is the ofi-
spring of God, and God is pleased witn
man and glorified by man only as man sets
his face to the light and makes himselt to
become something 10 charaot«r.

The attention of the world 1s just now
attracted to & most conspicuous ilustra-
tion of the manuer in whioh the gospel has
improved man, stimualated Lhim to bhigh
achievement, and quickened him in bis
entire being.

In the Midway Plaisance you see illus-
trations of the fact that missonary opsra-
tions are necessary, In the world’s fair
you see & glorious demonstration of tbhe
fact that missionary operations have suc-
ceeded.

Rew, Dr. Van Anda's Morning Sermon at
Roberta Park M, E, Church.
