Board of Works Contract Given a Blow—New

GARBAGE CONTRACT SAT UPON.

Jadge Buskirk FPractically Holdas That Hotel
Men Can Haul Their Own Garbage A way,
The garbage contract was knocked out in

pari by Judge Baskirk yesterday after-

noon in hie ruling in the case against G. A,

Wharton. The defendant was arrested

last week fora violation of the garbage or-

dinnce in oarrying off garvage from the

Ocoidental Hotel,and it wasdecided by the

Lotel and restaurant keepers to make his a

test case and raise the point of constitu-

tionality, Argoment was bheard upon itin
the Police Court yesterday afternoon. J, E.

MeCallough and Charles N. Thompson ap-
peared for the dofense and Assistant
Prosecutor Bell for the State.

Mr., McCullough, in his argument, said
the defense was willing to and did admit
that the city hasa right to, and it jsits
duty to, protect the heaith of i1ts citizens,
He also admitted that the city had the
right to regulate the kind of vessels in
which the garbage should be carried
through the streets of the city, and 1t had
a right to license the removal and punish
any person for removing it wathont license,

the sawe as it licensod other things. He
enid he would even admit that the o1ty
had = rigat to destroy property when 1t
was necessary for the protection of the
health of the citizens, bat in
such cases 1t is time for the
courts to investigate very carefully
and scrutinize the crdinance with a view
to ascertainiong 1f 1t is not noreasonable,
The points raised by the delense were that
while the city undouutedly had the right
to regulate the removal of garbage it had
no right to ereate a monopoly and compel
the citizens to employ any given person
snd po other aund to stipulate the price
that shouid be paid for its removal by this
iodividual.

Mr. Bell for the State argued that the
ordinance dil nos grant & monopoly and
that the city had the same right to grant
the exclasive right to remove garbage that
it did to grant to the street-car company the
exclusive use of the strects. The city could
to-morrow grant auother contraot for the
removal of garbage if 1t desired, and that
it bad a right to enact the ordinance nnder
the general police power granted by ths
clkarter.

Mr. Thoripsonin hisargument contendea
that toe provisiou of the ordinance refar-
Ting %o the contract had appiication to a
contract made by the owner, and that, oG-
tens the owner had tharight toremove the
garbage underthe ordinance, the srdinanoce
was subjected to such objections asto make
it void. He thought the court was bound
to give such rulings as not 50 make sne or-
dinance oppressive. The defense had
showu that the garvage for feediug pur-
poses was worth as wmuobh as corn, and,
therefore, for the city to take 1t away from
the botel keepers practically amounted to
& confiscation of properiy. 1he chief point
of the defense was that there is no power
in the cbharter by which tho Board of Pab-
lic Works can make a contract with
one 1pdividual for the removal of
garbage, and them assess the cCoat
againat the individual property owners,
It a contract is made, payment must come
from out of the general revenuee of the
city, The assessments for street sprink-
hing are permitted by special legislstive en-
actment, The charter only saye that the
city shall have the power of caunsing Lhe
garbage to Le removed, The delanse bheld
that this simple power does not give the
board the right to assess. Another point
was made that the contract created a mo-
popoly, Under the Chioasgo esses which
were cited, the coutts heid that au orai-
nance requiring all the dead animals of the
city to be removed by one firm was
voul. It wasclaimed that the Indianapolis
ordinsnce as énforced was no betler than
tha Chicago une which was deciared void.

Judge Duskirk said that he knew his de-
cision was not tinai, but he should construe
the ordinance sedording to what appeared
to him to be the legal ocon:traction. The
eity has she righs to compsl ecitizens to
¢lean their premiser, and keep them clear
of garbage, but it had ot the right so com-
pel them to employ any one given person to
remove it, anod name tha pricoe he should
pay for such removal, The ordizance, he
sald, did not rejuire this, but the cortract
eatered 1nto by the Board of Publio works
10 pursuance of tue ordinance did. It was
weld thas the contract made by the Board
of I'nblic Works ereated a monopoly, uod
cisizens vould not, therefore, be comuelled
to pay. They could employ s msn of their
own choosing to baunl sway the garbage,
provided all the provisions of the ordinance
wors semplied with,

Since natural gas became the fuel in
the city & number of the janitors of the
large blocks have heen nsing the coal bins
In the basements for storing the garbage
and sweepings, ‘I'hessa unsanitary places
will be reported to the Board of Health.
For several years past D, . Whitcomb,
superintendent of the Union Railway Com-
Bunr. has emploved a man with & one-
orse wagon to oart off the sweepinus and
other accumulations of the Union Station,
The man cleansd up twice a week. For
anch service Mr. Whiteomb paid him by
the year, §4 a month, about a yearago in-
creasing 1t to 88 a month., Last weeg notice
was sent that the garbage wagons woula
now remove auch accumulations, and, ear-
rving ont suob programme, last week the
garbage wagonamade two collections, and
‘enerdny. for the two collections, a bill of
14 was presented.

Sulcide in Thelir Room.

Clarence Johnson, a bartender, and Kate
Burns attempted suicide, last night, withe
out success, in their room at 192 East Wash-

ington street,
Dear Kate—I love you dearly and would die
for you, But you have proven false to me. You

can’t love two men at once. 1 hope I'll be so far
Kone wuen you get back that I will never re-
cover. Your darling, CLARENCE.

Such were the words in a note written
by Johnson about 8 o’clook and direoted

to Kate Burne, better known as *“Big
Kate.” The two had beon living together

at Mrs, Miller's lodging house as 192 East
Washington street. Kate bas of late been

emiling on another young man, This made
Johnson jealous and the two quar-

reled all day yeslerday. BShort-

ly before 8 o’clock Johnson was
seen buying something in a Washington-
street drug store, Ten minutes afterward
Kate Burns entered hisroom and found
Johnson in a dying condition on the bed.
She picked up the afore-mnentioned note,

lying on a stand near by, and, after reading
it hastily, left the roowm. She rushedex-

oitedly inte McMnullen’s drug store, al the
corner of Washington and Alabama streets,

and ssked for ten urains of morphine fora
severe toothache. Without suspecting her
intentions the druggist gave the woman
the poison. The woman then went so
Johnson's room and swallowed the entire
amount, The occupants of the neighbosz-
ing rooma, hearing an unusual noise in
Jonnson’s room, rushed in and found both
Jounson and “Big Kate” in a sup-
posed dying conditien, Each was
suflering terrible agony, spd Dr,
(iregg was hastily summoned,
He forced ipecac down the throat of
each, and they were soon relieved of
the poisons. The folks then marched the
woman around the room a few times and
laid her on the bed to recuperate. John-
son was able to walk around 10 & few min-
utes and evjoy the *“joke,” as he
termed it. Some reported that be
was merely playing a farce, and
took some face powder, but the remaining
contents of the glass on the stand were
taken to McMullen'sdrug store, and, after
an analysie, were daclared to be arsenie.
1t was demonstrated by their own words in
the afternoon that both wanted to die, and
their desires would have been fulfilled had
they not been found so soon by the other
lodgers of the house,

Johnson has been tending bar at George's
Hotel, corner of New Jersey and Washing-
ton streeta. He was laid off yesterday,
and this 18 sepposed to have caused him to
feel despondent. “"Big Kate” is well known
in police circles, bhaving served several
terms in the workhouse, and, in faot, has
just served a term for robbing s German
in the eastern part of the city.
