WasHINGTON, Aug. 4—Surgeon-general
Wyman, of the Marine Hospital service,
was in direot personal telegraphio com-
munication with Health Oflicer Jenkins at
New York, early this morning, respecting

the Apchor line steamer Karaminis, which
arrived at that vort yesterday., Dr. Jenk-

ins reported to Dr. Wyman this morning
to the following effeot:

“The vessel cleared from Naples on July
15, with 471 passengers and oiiicers and

crew sullicienr to make a total of 524 per-
sons, All were 1n gooda health, according
to the bill of health., All were vaccinated
snd their effects were 1nspected. On the
socond day out Rosa Buccola died, the
surgevn making the autopsy stating the
cause of death o bLe oongestion
of the Jlungs, and that sho was
well when she ocame on boara.
‘I'he vessel touched at Gibraltar, where
the consular visa of the bill of health was
granted Ly tbe consul, who, after writing
In the above etatement, said: ‘The steam-
ship leaves port in free protague. 1 may
add this patient had diarrb@a as well.’

“IFollowing 18 the history of the two
cases that died just before reaching port:
An lialiap, aged forty years, was tsaken
suddenly ill and was found 1n & prostrate
condition, ecomplaining of pain in the right
side and diarrhea. He was removed 1m-
mediately to the hospital,. On Ay
2, after trolt.nuntL ke seemed %o
slightly improve, ater on he Dbe-
came radidly worse with diarrhwa,
and vomiting, and esome cramps
in the legs and arms. He died at 8 A. M.,
on the 8d. On the 1st an Italian woman,
sged twenty-three, began to have diar-
rhea, with great prostration and pulee
weak. Shecontinued to grow weak, and
oomplained of sbdominal pain. She bLe-
gap sinking 1n the n:ght and aied on the
morning of the 5d, and was buried at sea.
There were several cases of diarrhea be-
tween the 15th of July ana lst of August.
The vessel bad been ordered to lower quar-
antine, and the pessengers will be trans-
forred at once. They will be detained five
days at least.”

lu bis ofticial masil report to the Marine
Hospital service, under date of July 20,
which has just been received, SBargeon G.
B. Yonnyg gives some interesting informa-
tiou concerning the outbreak in Naples
and the movement of the steamship Mas-
silla. The Mnassilla sailed on the 22nd of
July with about 350 emigrants, and will
vrobably reach New York about Ang. 0.
Dr. Young says that eonly about bLalf a
dozen passengers had arrived in the oity
when cholera was discovered.

Under date of July 24, Assistant Surgeon
B. W. Brown, of Genoa, advises the hos-
pital service that the North German Lloyd
Steamship Company has provided a steamn
disinfeoting chamber at the port, and that
it was sucoessfully used in disinfeoting
some of the baggaxe belonging to efnigrants
on the steamship Werra, which salled from
Genoa July 19, with 07 personson board
bound for New York. The Genoa papers,
he says, report cholera at the following
towna in northern Italy: Cuneo, Alles-
sandnaand Novai. To be on the safe side
he instructed emigrant agents that all per-
sons coming from these towns would h ave
to remsain in Genoa tive days before salling,
and that their baggage must be steamed.

END OF THE SAMOAN WAR

Ex-King Mataafa Forced to Surrender
by British and German Gunboats,

e

Brief Fighting with Malietoa’s Forces in
Which the Eevclationists lLost Thirly

Killed and Twenty Wounded.

i ——

Aria, Samoa, July 19, via San Franocisco
Aug. 4—War broke out between Malietoa's
and Mataafa’'s forces, bat war ships of the
three powers intervened and stopped the
fichting. Mataafa and his chiefs have sar-
rendered. Matanfa’s loss was thirty Killed
and twenty wounded. When the long pre-
dicted war commenced 1t was quickly fin-
1shed, the intervention of the three powera
putting & decisive end to the trouble,

The first outbreak of hostilities occurred
July 7, when theé royal forces started their
march on Malie, Mataafa’s camp. They
captured an outpost and disarmed four
men ie it, who were afterward set at liber.
ty. Next day war actually began, and the
first blood was shed. Mataafa lost thirty
Killed and twenty wounded., Fifteen heads
were brought in triumph to the King.
Mataafa's forces were soattered. Mahetoa
had carefully planned his attack, and but
for the accidental discharge of a gun,
which precipitated the comntliot, Ma taafa’s
foroes would have been exterminated.

Malietoa and his chieis had become 1m-
patient at what they considered the in-

ditlerence of the thiee powera and deter-
mined to take the matter 1nt0 their hanas,
sud the advence upon Malie was he gun.
One section of the King's army was seut
through tiie bushes, with orders to spread
out and connect with auother seotion. Be-
Jow Malie a third section, accompanied by
an armed fleet of fifteen boats sailing olose
1n shore, went along the beach. According
to the plan Matuafa was to be hemmed in
on all sides. I'be accidental discharge of

before the circle aronnd Mataafa was comn-
plete. At a plantation belouging to a Ger-
man firm the followers of Malietea and
the adherents of Mataafa met. Both
lines extended from the ocean beach
three or’ four miles into  the
interior. A large detachment of
Mataafa’s men were stationed in a ocattle
yard, As tbe Kiog's men advanced the
men on Mataafa's side recognized friends
and called out cordial greetings, band-
shakes were indulged in and kava ex-
changed, It seemed saif friendly relations
were 10 be re-established., One ferocious
old warrior namsd Patu urged the King's
men baock into the ranks, when somebody
fired ashot and the fight sommenceda. }ir-
ing became generali and deadly. On the
sea beach, opposite the oattle yard, were
posted a number of the King’s men., Ma-
tuafa’s men advanced to the wall and were
¢xposed to araking fire. Another detach-
went of Malieton’s troops took advantage
of an opening inside the wall to ponr in re-
peated aud deadly volleys. The Mataalites
were foreed to abandon the stoekyard, and
as they got over the wall at the rear, they
were greeted with another attack and were
forced to retreat to the shelter of another
stone wall, a little distance 1nto the bosh.
Here they made a stand and Malietoa's
men retired. When they attacked the
place next morning Mataafa sna his war-
riors bad fled to Malie,

Itisthe custom of the Samoans to de-
oapitate killed or even wounded enemies,
Among the heads brought to the King were
thoss of two women, but it is believed thoy
were killed by mistake, though they took
an aotive part in the fight, The royal par-
ty marched on Nabie and there met the
section which ought to have prevented
Mataafa's esoape. But Mataafa and his
followers got away in boats adjoining the
fsland of Manono.

Oun July 13 King Malietoa sent an ulti-
matnn to Matasfs demanding the surren-
der of himself and eliiefs, the sole cond:-
tion thas their lives would be spared. No
reply was made to thia. On July 16 the
British man-of-war Katoomba arrived at
Apia, bringing joint iostructions from
the powers shat the rebellion must
be subdued. The ocommanders .of
the British ana German war ships
and the consuls of the three powers hold a
consultation. It was decided to demand
Mataafa's surrender, and the British and
German war ahips (D0 American vessels
being there) sailed for Manovo, Thay ar-
rived thers early on the morning of July
18, and sent word to Mataafa that 1T he did
not surrender before 10 o'clock P. M. his
camp would beshelled by the ships, and
Malietoa’s warriors landed. As the Mata-
alites were weak in numbers and were
short of ammunition, they wonld have
been slaunghtersd bad this programme been
carried out. But a quarter of an hour
before the time was up Mataafa and his
chiefs boarded the Katoomba and surren-
dered, The Katoomba and Buzzard had
cleared for action, and their men stooa at
the guns. Forces hed gone to the other
side of the island to prevent escape 1n
that direction, The German vessels re-
torned to Apia, while the Katoomba re-
tarned to disarm the followors of Mataafa.

Afterwards the consuls 18ssned tho follow-
ing proclamation, addressed to all Samoanes:
“We, consuls of the treaty powers, hersby
give notive to all Samoans that Mataafa
and his chiefa have surrendered. The war
1s guire finished, and any further disturb-
ances will be suppressed by the men-of-
war. All Samoans must return at once to
their own districts. Any disobedience of
this note will be summarily dealt with.”
