Emplojcs of the ET&nsvllle X Terra IUiite Re-

fuse to Accept a Cut in ThMr Wages
Western Railways Busy.

Tbe surprise which D. J. Mackey and the
syndicate behind him Rave to the railroad
and financial world on Tuesday of last
weekwill.it ia thought by many well-inform- ed

men, be followed by another uur-pri- se

in tbo not distant future. There is
hut little question that the Maokey syndi-
cate has its eye on the Chicago & Eastern
Illinois, and M. E. Ingalls. president of
the liig Four, wonld like to eeonre it for
the Chicago terminal for his lines, and
doubtless wonld now be in control of it
but for tbe enormous debt hanginu: oyer it.
The company, by ownership and leaee,
controls 4S1 miles of main line, it
having nnder lease the Chicago & In.
diana Coal road for years. It also
controls the Evansville. Terre Haate &
Chicago road, and has Sl.OOO.COO stock in
tbe Chicago & Western Indiana. Its capi-
tal and common stock amount to 815,000 a
mile, and tbe preferred to $10,000 per mile;
its bonded debt is S12.4SS.000. and it guaran-
tees in addition six-per-ce- nt. interest on
K'37.000 of the Chicago & Indiana Coal
road bonds. The road is owned largely by
Boston capitalists, who have made largo
snms of money through the fluctuations of
the property. If neither tbe Evansville &
Terre Haute nor the Big Fonr syndioata
set hold of the Chicago fc Eastern Illinois
it certainly means the buildingof a parallel
road from Terre Haute to Chicaso by tbe
Mackey syndicate and the bnildiug of
another road from Terre Haute to the
river. It has been hinted that the relations
between Presidents Mackey and Ingalls
are so pleasant that the two may join and
secure control of the Chicago n

Illinois, which would be a master stroke.
At any rate, there is enough in the present
situation of the three interests to bear
close watching. In January, 1&J0, a ten-ye- ar

traffic arrangement was made with
the Evansville 6c Terre Haute, D. J.
Mackey then being in control, for the
operation of the Chicago & Eastern Illi-
nois and the Evansville &. Terre Haute as
a through line. In December, 102, Mr.
Mackey was ousted, and the management
succeeding him made a still closer contract
operating the two roads as one line.

Low Rates Having Their Effect.
A Chicago dispatch says: "All the West-

ern roads are at present enjoying tbe sensa-
tion of witnessing a substantial increase in
the amount of their passenger traffic
Every road in tbe Western Passenger Asso-

ciation is doing more business now than at
any time since the opening of the world's
fair, and at least two of the roads which
were strenuously opposed to redaction of
rates below 80 per cent of the doable lo-

cals are now denouncing themselves for
not coming down at an earlier date. Tbe
agents of tbo various Western lines are al-

most unanimous in reporting that the pros-
pects for a continued Increase of business
are most favorable. This showing is a de-
cided surprise to some of the lines whioh
have been croaking about the financial
stringency, which aloae. they claimed, has
been keeping people back from the lair.
They are sow carrying more passengers
and making more money from their passen-
ger trail o than at any time since Jan. 1"

ftefas to Accept th Cat.
A dispatch to the Journal from Terre

Haute says: 'The employes of tbe Evans-
ville & Terre Haute will not aocept the
proposed reduotlon of 10 per cent, by the
company. This morning a committee, rep-
resenting the sereral different grades of
employes, went to Evansville bearing their
refusal. Seyeral days ago the company;
made a proposition to the men to out
wages all around 10 per eent for sixty days.
At tbe end of this time, if business war
ranted, wages were to be advanced again.

The Assignment Deed of Valentine Horn
Becomes Evidence in Court.

A Peculiar Stats of Affiirs Comes to Light in a
Petition for Removal of the Is- -,

signee Federal Court

PETITION FOIt JOSS'S KKHOVAL.

A Complication ArUiug Out or the Assign-
ment of Valentine Horn.

In the Circuit Court, yesterday afternoon.
Judge Brown heard evidence upon the pe-

tition of unseoured creditors of Born & Co.
for the removal of Frederick Joss as as-

signee of the business. On Thursday of
last week Paetz & Buennagel, doing busi-
ness under tbe firm name of tbe Indianap-
olis Parlor Furniture Company, filed suit
on account against Born & Co.. asking for
the appointment of receiver. The com-
plaint was taken before Judge Harper, and
Albert Sabm was appointed receiver,
and at once took possession of
the store and stock of furniture
therein. On Saturday afternoon tbe
suit was dismissed and the receivership
dissolved. On Monday morning Born &
Co. made an assignment to Frederick Joss
for the benelit of all of their creditors.
Wednesday Ferd Winter, as attorney for
the unsecured creditors, tiled a petition
for the removal of the assignee. Tbo peti-
tion was based npon the fact that the as-

signee was a man of no business experi-
ence and was a law clerk in the office of O.
B.Jameson, who was attorney for the ma-
jority of the secured creditors, secured by
mortgages tiled several days prior to the
institution of tbe suit for a receiver.
These mortgages were two in number, one
of tbem being to Conner. Waller & Do-pre- z.

of Shelby ville, for $17,000. and one to
Anderson & Barry, of Philadelphia, Pa
for $2,100.

The lirst witness put npon tbe stand yes-
terday afternoon was Dr. F. J. Van Vorhis,
who represented Paetz & Buennagel in the
suit for the appointment of tbe receiver.
He eaid that the day after the tiling of the
suit Born had made overtures for a com-
promise to him, which had been accepted.
Born agreed to assign to Praetz & Buen-
nagel, to secure their claim, leases to
the amount of $19,000. Upon this agree-
ment the receivership suit was dismissed,
and the same day tbe assignment of tho
leases was made. The pleadings in thesuit
for the appointment of tbe receiver were
then introduced in evidence. Mr. Husk,
bookkeeper for Born. &. Co., was put on
tbe stand, and testified to having written
the iuventory of stock, which was tiled
with tbe deed of assignment; apart of tbe
inventory, be said, was not in his hand-
writing. He said that the inventory had
been commenced on July '24, but after-
wards admitted that it bad been begun on
the evening of Jnly 22. He said that he
did not know at whose orders the invento-
ry was takon.

Valentine Born himself was examined.
He said that the mortgages to Conney,
Waller & Deprez and to Anderson & Harry
had been executed July Jl to secure notes
of the same date; the notes were given in
renewal of other notes, some of whioh were
past due, and some of whioh would be due
in a few days. The mortgage had been
prepared by O. B. Jameson at hissugges-- ;
tiou. In June he eald he bad assigned to
Mr. Jameson leases to tbe amount of $10,-00- 0

to secure a claim held against him by
Mr. Jameson for $3,SJ0. These were the
same leases which were afterwards as-
signed to Paetz & Butnnagel to se-
cure their claim and tbe dismissal of
the suit for a receiver. All leases made
subsequent to this assignment were in-
dorsed to Mr. Jameson by Born, but ho re-
tained possession of all of them and paid
Mr. Jameson a certain amount of the col-
lections thereon each week. When the re-
ceiver was appointed and took possession,,
however, these leases suddenly found their
way into the possession of Mr. Jameson,
tbo attorney who drew up all the legal in-
struments heretofore executed in the
various transactions, but Born said he did;
not know how tbey oame to be in Jame- -'

son's possession and did not know that
they were until he was told so. In answer
to questions propounded by Mr. Winter,
Born said that he was positive that the !

question of the assignment had not been
'

spoken of till after the dismissal of the
suit for the appointment of the
receiver. Mr. Winter then exhibited to
him the deed of assignment, which had
been bronabt from the recorder's office, and
introduced it in evidence. He showed that
the instrument had been executed on July
27, tbe date of tbe tiling of tbe receiver-
ship suit, and that afterwards this dstehad
been erased, and that of J uly 81' had been .

substituted. Mr. Born was asked how this
came to be, and replied that he did not
know.

The evidence was not concluded Vhen:
the hour for adjournment was reached, "anil :

the hearing of the case was continued until
2 o'clock this afternoon.

ONE GROCER RETALIATES.

Robert Ktlr Srm th Secretary of the Re-
tailors' Association for Damages.

At least one of the grooers in the oity
who have been prosecuted by thejKstall
Grocers' Commercial Association for not
closing his store on Sanday has begun a re-

taliatory suit. Kobert Keller, the proprie-
tor of a grooery, meat market and dry .

goods store at Coborn and East streets,
was arrested on June C upon a warrant
issued on tbe affidavit of Charles II.
Stnokmeyer. secretary of the association,
and a member of the oommittee appointed
by it to secure the enforcement of the Sun-
day closing resolution adopted by it.
Stuckmeyer made affidavit that Keller
had been guilty of desecration of the Sab-
bath in sailing to a man named Beoker a
handkerchief for a consideration of 10
cents. Keller was tried, convicted and
fined in Justice Daniels's court, and ap-
pealed to the Criminal Court, where, npon a
trial by a jury, he was acquitted July 27.

Keller now riles suit aganst Stnofcmeyer
for malicious prosecution, alleging that the
arrest and prosecution was without prob-
able eauss; that he was compelled to em-
ploy attorneys to defend him at an ex-
pense of 5100, and has been damaged, by
the publication of his arrest and trial, in
the sum of 5,000, for which he asks judg-
ment.

lie Clrcnlated Obscene Literature.
Nikolans Keiz was fined 10 and oosts by

Justioe Habich yesterday for circulating
obscene literature, and in default of pay-
ment was sent to jail. Keiz is from Chi
cago, where he has been conducting a small
book store at No. 178 Monroo street. He is
credited with being an Anarchist and his
place in Chicago was credited witn being a
rendezvous for Anarohists.

Superintendent L. A. Boyd, of the Citi-
zens' Street-railroa- d Company, will, with-
in tbe next few days, hand in his resigna-
tion to President Mason and aak that it be
accepted as soon as the company is able to
get a man to take his place. Tbe cause, if
there is any, is not given out by the officials
of the company. Mr. Mason was not in
thecity yesterday, having gone to Chicago,
where he will remain nntil Monday.

It is said by the officers of the oompany
that Mr. Boyd has been one of the most
efficient superintendents that tbe company
has ever had and that there can be no
reason assigned on that score for his re-
signing. It is claimed by Mr. Boyd's
friends that he has never been satisfied
with bis present position and that he is
contemplating going back to steam rail-
roading.

Mr. Boyd was seen last night and asked
about his resignation and tho cause of Ms
action. He said: "There is no especial
reason for my resignation. There are a
number of causes, however, but none that
I care to speak of now. I desired that my
release from the superintendenoy come the
first of the month, but, at tbe solicitation
of President Mason, I consented to remain
with tbe company nntil my successor is
secured."

Mr. Boyd stated that no one had yet
been chosen to take his place, but that theoompany have several men nnder consider-
ation, lie was asked if his aotion was in
any way connected with trouble the Citi-
zens' company are reported to have been
baring with conductors, and replied!

"Not in the least; my resignation was
tendered tbe direetors at their meeting ten
days ago, before the alleged trouble came
no. So far as 1 am connected with the
employes of the street railway tbe great-
est of harmony prevails on both sides."
