All Were Present When the Itotl of the

Washington, Aug. 7. Everyoneof Indi-- .

ana's thirteen members of the House of
Representatives responded to their names
when tberoll was called this afternoon at
the opening of the Fifty-thir- d Consress in
extraordinary session. TbeHoosiers were,
all chipper, and expressed themselves as
being ready to enter with vigor and direc-
tion upon consideration of the vexatious
subjects which aro to be pre-

sented. While the session was
called by President Cleveland for the
express purpose of legislating npon the
silver question it is the belief of the Indi-
ana Democrats and Kepnblicans alike that
various subjects will come to the fore from
time to time, and that while the silver-repe- al

bill may hold the floor for a few aays
or weeks, general politioal problems and
economic enigmas will be brought forth,
and that tho session will be fruitful of
stormy debates aud high partisan spirit,
while the results will be few and unim-
portant.

The ludiana members reported their dis-

'The Indiana delegation would like to

A New York Man's ArtMdeot.
The New York Tribune tells of an acci-

dent which befell Mr. Francis H. Godoy. a
well-knowntnerch- ant of that city, last Sat-
urday night, which, besides bo in a distress- -

ingin itself, is eatculated to convey a warn-
ing to other persons similarly situated.
Mr. Godoy'a family is upending the summer
in the country, and he is keeping bachelor
ball in a tine flat on an nptown street. Sat-
urday night he went home and proceeded
to prepare some French chops forlnnoheon.
Some men would have taken a meal down
town at much greater cost, but Mr. Godoy
probably thought he would save something
and spend it on his wife. This, however,
is merely conjeotural, and is no part of the
story or accident. Mr. Godoy put the chops
iu a pan to cook on an oil stove. Then he
thought it would be a good idea to take a
bath while the chops were cooking. In
this he erred, and it was the besinnins ot I

his troubles. No person can oook chops
and take a 1 bath at the same time. To
cook anything properly requires constant
attention and oversight. In cooking every
moment is a crisis. Unless a person
proposes to bathe in the kitchen he
or she should not try to take a bath
while cooking anything. This statement is
borne out by Mr. Godoy'a experience.
While in the bath tub hd swelled tho chops
burning. On the sour of the moment he
jumped oat, ran to the oil stove and seized
the pan with the chops in it. Whether he
had put too much fat in the pan, or whether
in his baste and excitement he handled it
awkwardly is not stated, but the fat
spilled into the oil blaze, and the llames,
and burning fat and oil in an instant en-

circled. Mr. Godoy Vi body. Meat fat by
itself will sometimes make an ugly blaze,
but when combined with coal oil it becomes
very damzerons. Mr. Godoy's screams of
anguish brought the janitor of the build-
ing to the spot, and the janitor put him oat
That is, he did not put Mr. Godoy out, as
under the ciroumstauces that would not
have been jostitiable, bat he put out the
tire on Mr. Godoy. The unfortunate gentle-
man was badly burned and required the
immediate attendance of a physioian.

The incident should 'serve as a warning
to other gentlemen who are keeping house .

in the absenoe of their families. As al-

ready stated, Mr. Godoy undoubtedly com-
mitted a fundamental error in trving to
take a bath while cooking chops. This can-
not be done with any degree of satisfac-
tion. In the next place, if he did not spill
the fat in the tire be had the rlame turned
too hiph. else the fat in the skillet eould
not have taken tire. Perhaps, also, as al-

ready suggested, he had too much fat. in
the skillet. Inexperienced cooks are apt
to make this mistake. But after all, tho
fatal blunder was in trying to do two

things at once. The only miti-
gating feature of the case is that Mr.
Godoy'a clothes were not injured.

THE HARRISON C00NIY TRAGEDY.

The tragic affair in Harrison county,
by which four men wero killed and a I

litth probably fatally wounded, was a
natural outgrowth of long continued
lawlessness. For several years past
that county has been noted for its Whitc- -
cap outrages and efforts of self-constitut- ed

vigilance committees to enforce'
their decrees by violent methods. The
inevitablo resuit has been to develop
violence and lawlessness in all direc-
tions. In the present case the men who
were killed got no more than . their
deserts. They were engaged in an un-

lawful undertaking, their avowed pur-
pose being to whip and, perhaps, mur-
der two men who had become offen-
sive to thorn, but who were still
free citizens with as much right to the
protection of the 'law and to protect
themselves against violence as any other
citizen. The Conrads may have been
bad citizens and guilty of some or all
the offenses charged against them, but
if they were they should have been pro-
ceeded against in the regular way; Tho
so-call- ed "substantial citizens" of the
vicinage had no right to attempt
to punish them without process of law.
and when they attacked the Conrads
bouse at midnight the latter had a per
fect right to defend themselves. When
men go out on such business as these

substantial citizens' were engaged in
they deserve to meet with just such a
receptiou aa these did. The Conrads
may have committed other crimes for
which they deserve punishment, but
they are rather entitled to. credit for
having defended themselves and their
home so successfully against a cow
ardly gaug of midnight marauders. No
doubt if they are caught thev will be
lynched, and then another act of law-
lessness will be added to those which
have gone before, but the Journal hopes
they will live to learn that it congratu
lates them on having given so hot a
welcome to the White-capper- s.

A RE8DLT OF EULLIVAKIB1T.

, There is no city in the country of its
class which has a smaller debt than In-

dianapolis. No one of them has enjoyed
a more natural and prosperous growth
daring the past fifteen years, and no
one of them has, under ordinary condi
tions, a more flattering prospect. When
there is prosperity anywhere, Indianap
olis will have its share. Tho seasons of
depression will fall less severely upon
this city than upon many others, for the
reason that so large a part of its people
live in homes of their own. And yet,
according to the following statement
of a resident of the city who has been
in New York a couple ot weeks, tho city
of Indianapolis has a bad reputation in
the places where bonds are sold. To tho
Journal h said:

I se that the Journal matew a good deal
of the faot that the failure to redeem the

621,000 of bonds due June J0, bearing 7.3
per cent interest, costs the taxpayers
g2:'.3fiO a year. That is something, it is
true; bat it is a trille compared with the
damage which the report ot the failure to
redeem those bonds at their maturity has
indicted noon the credit of the city. I met
several men who negotiate and deal in city
and like securities, and aob of them told
me that Indianapolis war in default. I ex-
plained the cireumstanoes. but each said
that while he umlerntooii it. it would be a
bar to the sale of ludianaoo'is bonds to a
clans of purchasers who make reliability
the principal element in a security. To
them the fact of default, of failure to re-
deem at maturity, put the bonds in the
snmt' class as those defaulted years ago by
Western cities and countios issued iu aid
of railroads. To sncb people there can be
do explanation, as default means both dis-
inclination and inability to pay.

Hore in Indianapolis we can see no
reason in such objections to purchasing
a low rate Indianapolis bond. Every-
body here knows that there can be no
better security put upon the market than
the bonds of Indianapolis; but unfortu-
nately few low-interest-benr- ing securi-- .
ties can find a market in Indianapolis.
Instead of savings banks and insurance
companies with large accumulations of
money, the savings of the people of this
city are invested in the shares of build-
ing and loan associations. In New York,
Massachusetts, Connecticut and other
States, which are the market for muni-
cipal bonds, and iu Europe, where many
low-ra- te bonds are sold, tho fact of
default will prevent the sale of Indian-
apolis bonds when others no better will
sell quickly. Controller Woollen gave
as a leason for hastening the sale,
last May, that default would inflict a
serious damage upon the city's credit.

This injury to tho municipal credit of
Indianapolis can be placed at the door
of the Mayor as the head of the city gov-

ernment. A vigorous Mayor would have
carried the proposal which. Controller
Woollen urged last August to the Coun-
cil, backed by arguments which would
have made it impossible for the weak
chairman of the finance committee to
have defeated it to please the bosses
whose collar he wears. He practically
made no effort to secure its adoption
when a Democratic magnate was fonnd
to be hostile to it. While the Demo-
cratic Council Is responsible in part.
Mayor Sullivan must be held chiefly re-

sponsible for the reproach which has
fallen upon the credit of Indianapolis.

Hon. Tom Johnson's plan for produc-
ing an elastic, self-adjusti- ng currency is
very pretty on paper. He proposes that
holders of government bonds may take
them to the treasury, obtain for them
the par value in paper currency and
leave them as long as thoy please as col-

lateral for the currency received; that
in tho meantimo interest on tho bonds
deposited shall stop, and when the
holders of the bonds wish to
take them up and have the inter-
est begin to run again they shall
receive them back, and the notes which
have been issued on them shall be de-

stroyed. This is an admirable scheme
to enablo bondholders to exchange their
bonds for currency, provided they wish
to, but suppose thoy. do not wish tot
Most bondholders hold them as an in
vestment, and only caro to part with

Members of Congress who have been
indulging the hope that they would get
mileage for the extra eession will bo
disappointed, the First Controller of tho
Treasury having decided adversely to
tho claim. The law allows members
mileage at the rate of 20 cents a milo by
the nearest convenient route from their
respectivo homes to Washington, for at-

tendance upon the regular sessions. of
Congress. Tho Controller holds that
the use of tho word "regular" forbids
the allowance of mileage for attendance
at an extra session. Tho ruling of the
Controller will save more than $100,000
to the government if it stands. Thero
is no power that can overrule' tho Con-

troller, not even tho Secretary of the
Treasury or the President himself; but
Congress can do bo by amending the
law, and very likely they will do this.
The allowance for mileage is little bet-

ter than a steal, anyway, as nearly
every member of Congress travels on a
free pass.

Last week o,022,045 buho!s of wheat
were exported, and the week previous
4.303,572 bushels.
