Some of the notes
are five or six years old, and. although
they have been renewed from time to time,
the interest on them was not paid. Mr.
Hawkins thinks a considerable portion of
these assets ought to have been charged oft
tbe books several years ago. Tbe reoeiver
will bring suit wherever he is unable to
collect on the paper upon presentation at
tbe proper time or, where satisfactory ar-
rangements are not made to take the paper
up. Rlank certificates of claims are to be
printed and depositors asked to file notices
of their claims wit.Nm the next week. Upon
the filing of tben claims, tbe depositors
will be given certificates showing that the
bank is indebted to tbem to the face of the
certificates. It Is now claimed that the
directors of the bank knew but little of
the aotion of President Haughey in lend-
ing 761.000 to bis sons and the Coffins. It
is farther stated that the president was
warned to be careful in bis dealings with
these parties.

Schuyler Haughey has mortgaged his
blooded horses to the bank to aecure thir-
teen of his notes which the bank holds.
Tha notes are all dated in May, June and
July of the present year, and aggregate
?20.b02. Tbe horses mortgaged are: Irene
Tromby, Arrein.

Much Bitter Talk, bat the Resolutions
Ara Very Moderate,

Committees Appointed Criminal Prosecu-
tions Will He Delsjed Mortgage

on the Brood JJares.

3IKETIXG OF DEPOSITORS.

Some Hitter Talk, but Rather Mild Resold--

tlon. Adopted.
Last night, a mass meeting of the deposi-

tors of the Indiauupolis National Rank was
held at the Criminal Court room for the
purpose of organizing themselves, with a
view to the investigation of the late bank's
affairs, and for the securing, it possible,
the moneys due them from that source.
Otto Stechhan stepped to the front and
called the meeting to order, stating that
misery loved company. It was not the first
time, ho said, that a meeting of the
kind had been held in the city.
He believed the depositors all desired
accurate knowledge as to the true inward-
ness of the failure, and that the meeting
would aasist them ia, gaining it. Mr.
Stechhan was then made permanent chair-
man, and William H. J? my t tie secretary.
Seated about the room veto H. P. Wasson,
D. R. Shideler, C. 8. Warburton, Vineent
Carter, 15. F. Bchmid. Ed Folsom. Ford
Woods, George Cooley, W. V. Rooker, E. J.
Richardson, W. P. Noble, and others, per-

haps three hundred.
Mr. Stechhan said he supposed it was

proper that plans for the protection of
their Interests should be devised. Mr.
R. F. Schmid, representing the Central
Chair Company, said ha thought a commit
tee appointed tor the purpose of looking
after those interests should comprise a
number oi laraely interested men. who
should be advised concerning all current
rumors that were aUoat. It had been said
that individuals, with packages under
their arms, had left the bank building and
gone surreptitiously away through alleys;
that certain deposits had been irregularly
transferred at an opportune time. These
matters deserved attention. If there were
reasons why criminal prosecutions should
be entered, they should be attended to at
once. Considerable applause followed Mr.
Schtnid'a remarks. Several speeches fol-
lowed that were in the same spirit.

W. V. Rooker said it wait their duty to
see if crime had been committed, and that
if there had nut beeu crime committed,
the, re was something wrong with the law.
lie bUd been in correspondence, he said,
with the aoverninentortlcialsnow inehargo
of the bank, but had not fouud out a great
deal. The committee talked aboutshould
do more than co-oper- ate with those orli-cial- s.

It should look after pnblio senti-
ment that it was out prejudiced in favor of
tho defaulters. The government had no
right to withhold information from the
business men of the city who were in-
terested in getting the same. They had
paid their money for it. The only question
which District Attorney Rnrke would con-
sider would be as to whether or not there
had been a technical violation of the law.
They should insist on the vigorous execu-
tion of the law by government officers.

Mr. Shideler said that he was probably
one of the heaviest losers among the de-
positors present, as the books would ulti-
mately show. He wanted his money and
was sore." but while he was "sore" he
did not want to judge others. He be-

lieved in investigating the matter and
in recovering, if possible, all the
money they could. Laws wet be-
ing violated everywhere, he said;
in no less than five hundred places in this
this city it was a constant praotice. He
could take ourious people to institutions
that were continually violating the law
aud bleeding the people. The creat object
was, therefore, not as to whether laws had
been violated or not, but whether or not
thoy could get their money. He would ad-
vocate what he thought to be the best plan
for gaining that objeot. He said he had
bad contidence in tiie bank's management,
and still had. He disparaged all
rumors, and begged them to be de-
liberate. Ho extolled Rank Examiner
Young, the receiver, Mr. Hawkins,
and attorney J. V. Kern as honest men,
and eulogized District Attorney Rurke.
These gentlemen, he said, wanted aud
needed no committees. They should not
threaten crimiual prosecution. It was im-
politic. He then tiered the following reso-
lution:

Resolved, Tnat we. the creditors of the Indian-- a

poll National Rank, la mass meeting here a?
eembled, do thus publicly express our opinions
in relatiou to the failure of said bank.

While we deeply regret tho misfortunes that
have come to us by virtue of this failure, yet we
are free to say that we have full confidence lu
the ability and houosty aud good intent of Con-
troller Kciiels, and approve the appointment of
Edward Hawkins as receiver, as well as the ap-
pointment of John Y Kern attorney, and be-
lieve that our Interests will be fully protected
and tared for, and thnt such action as may be
deemed best by them will be taken, pot only in
the Interest ot the creditors, but in tho vindi-
cation of the law as well.

We, therefore, most cheeriully commend our
interests Into thoir bands.

Some debate followed the resolution, in
which the sentiment seemed almost wholly
against it, A committee on resolutions,
consisting of Messrs. Shideler, Carter,
Wasson, Scbmid and Rooker was then ap-
pointed, and withdrew at once to frame a
suitable resolution in its stead. While the
committee was out, a "rougo-and-tumbl- e'

debate ensued. J. A. Pollock begged his
fellows not to have their heads turned
by Mr. bidder's smooth resolution
and talk, but to remember for what
purpose they bad mat. C P. Tolly favored
Mr. Shidelers resolution. L. Hooriet said
that honest men did not fear being
watched, 11. C Hoyco believed all resolu-
tions Wei. pr jms ture. Then followed dif-
ferences of opiuisu as to what the investi-
gating committee, that had not then been
appointed. should do. Mr. Steobhan thought
the bank examiner who was in the
bank July 17 ought to be scored.
He should be prosecuted for not seeing
that worthless paper was held as capital.
Then came other expressions to the efl'eot
that if there were scoundrels con-
nected with the aflair they should be
shut up. A committee consisting of James
B. BaUer, Robert Denny and George Dnn-la- p

was appointed to appoint the investi-
gating committee. Refore this committee
retired the committee cn resolutions re-
turned, recommending the adoption cf Mr.
Shldeler's resolution, except the last line,
with the following addition:

That we hereby pledge to said authorities our
aud assurance that wo will do all

lu our jKiwer to aid them in protecting aMets to
which the creditors of said brink are entitled,
aud in bringing to light any violations of law as
well as In prosecuting any person who may be
responsible for tho present unfortunate condi-
tion of said bunk aud its creditors.

That a committee of seven ho appointed to
wait upon faid authorities and present these
resolutions aud ascertain more particularly
wherein our on may be effective.

The resolutions provoked considerable
opposition, and were voted down. A di-

vision was called for, and before the count
was taken explanations were made whioh
showed that all whiah cad been askea for
was embodied in the resolution. On the
next ballot it was adopted unanimously.
Ry this time the committee of three named
Otto Stechhan. C. F. Warburtou, Vinson
Carter. 11. P. Wasson. R. F. chmid. Ford
WooIr and E. Folsom as the investigating
committee. There was Home discussion as
to whether thia committee should report.
It was decided that another meeting wonld
be held next Thursday night, at which time
tho committee would report.

PROSPECT OF PROSECUTIONS,

Is Is Still an Uncei-tal- o Matter Law on the
Subject Sir.

court.

The section of the federal statutes apply-
ing to the prohibition on loaning more
than 10 per cent, of a bank's capital stock
is given below, to show tbe peculiar con-
struction of tbe section, which may sutler
several interpretations as it applies to this
particular instance:

Section 5200. The total liabilities to any asso-
ciation of any person, or of any company, cor-
poration, firm, for money borrowed, including
in the liabilities of the company or ttrm the lia-
bilities of the several members thereof, shall at
no time exoeed one-tent- h part of the capital
stock of such association actually paid in. Rut
the disoounta of bills of exchange, drawn iu
good faith against actually existing values, and
the discounts of commercial or business paper
actually owned by tbe persons negotiating the
name, 6hall not be considered as money borrowed.

From the first part of this section it
would seem that tbe law was direotly vio-
lated iu several instances, but a loophole
is seen in tbe concluding paragraph, where
it is stated that the discounting of com-
mercial paper shall cot be considered as
money borrowed. In the glue-wor- ks case
"straw" men were called In to sign cotes,
and tho money was obtained on these
notes. It is a question whether such notes
could be considered commercial paper. In
tbe first paragraph it would seem that the
bank violated the law in lending euoh
large sums to the Cabinet company and to
the individual members of the company,
for the 10 per cent prohibition includes
the individual liabilities of the members
of a firm or corporation. There is also a
section of the banking law which imposes
an imprisonment of from five to ten years
for willfully misapplying tbe funds of a
national bank. Then there is another sec-
tion whioh provides a penalty for a con-
spiracy against or to defraud tbe govern-
ment, and under this section a prosecution
might lie. This section is knowii aa tbo
general conspiracy section.

FRACTURED R1S fcKULL.

John Ryan Badly Rnrt by W. P. Brown
They Tell Taryictr Stories of the Assault.

John Ryan, a teamster, fifty-thre- e years
old, issuflering from a fractured skull at
bis home, No. 50S Peru street. His wounds
were inllicted by W. S. Rrown. also
advanced in years, who resides at the cor-

ner of Alvord and Ninth streets. The
stories of the origin of the trouble be-

tween the two men are widely varied, each
claiming that the other precipitated the
trouble.

The statement is made by Rrown that
early yeaterday morning Ryan attempted
to drive a mule team through tbe alley and
across his lot, and that when he expostu-
lated with the teamster he was told that if
he did not stand aside his brains would be
scattered to the winds. Rrown, instead of
clearing tho way. continued to insist on
his rights, and was struck by Ryan. He
then caught np a piece of wood and laid it
with all the force he could command acrosa
the intruder's head. Rrown further claims
that when be went to call an officer Ryan
arose to his feet and strnok his daughter
several blows. Ryan's version of the af-
fair is to the effect that his team became
unmanageable in the alley, and while ne
was trying to ston Rrown struck him with-
out the least provocation. Rrown was ar-
rested on tbe charge of assault aud bat-
tery, bnt gave bail and was released. He
is known as a peaceable citizen, and has
never before been under arrest.
