SPOTS ON OLD SOU

Ills Face Marred by Freckles of a Few
Million Miles in Area.

New York Recorder.
No one would ever have suspected that

there w&s a black spot on the sun yester-
day that covered a solar area of over 3.000, --

(OO.OOO square miles, but if tbe astronomers
tell the truth, and they usually do. it is a
fact. Not only is it true that there was
one spot of that size, but it is also a faot
that there were eleven or twelve others
almost, if not quite, as large. As large
&a theso spots were, they were not
visibie to the naked eye. and only an
ditlerent viow of them could be obtained
bv the us or smoked glass. Even with
that medium the observer had to be very
familiar with the sun's normal appearance
in order to distinguish the difference. To
the astronomers who looked at the spectacle
through powerful telescopes, nothing could
have been grander than were these solar
convulsions.

One ol them, Garrett W. Serviss, who
viewed them from the observatory in
Ithaca, says that tho largest of the spots
or groups is in the Southern hemisphere,
and thinks it is probably the same that
has been seen periodically for many years.
Its diameter, he says, is about -- fourteen

thousand miles. The surface
of the sun for huudreds of
millions of miles is punctured with in
numerable holes and rigid with mountains
of lire. Enormous masses of metallio vapor
aro constantly being ejected from these
holes and lifted to the height of many
thousands of miles. According to Mr. Ser-
viss the entire process indicates that some
tremendous forces-ar- e at work rending the
shell of tbe solar planet asunder.

Some spots such as those now apparent
on the face of the sun are usnally accom-
panied by ureal atmosuberio disturbances,
either before or after the appearance of the
spot. In this case the spots first made
their appearance on Sunday atternoon. and
almost immediately a tierce storm sprung
up, ncrompanied in some localities by
blinding displays of lightning.
