TEMPERANCE DAY AT ACTON,

Francis Muarphy's FPowerfal Appeals—Last
Sunday at the Coamp,

The last Sunday and closing day of the
Session at Camp Acton proved to be a
vleasant day in every way. The morning
WwWas cool almost to chilliness, and the
whole day was temupersed by breezes. The
benutiful clearness of the sky added so-
other inducement to those which were
summoning the peoples to the woods. In
spite of the fact that an empty cottage
Lere and there bore evidence of families
who had lefs, the camp presented a lively
scene during the early honrs of the day.
Neighbors were taking their last ovpor-
tonity for & quiet and gossiny chat. Al
wost the first arrivals of the aay were the
members of the Zigzag Cyeling Clab in
their woll-known uniforms, Soon after the
long procession of vebicles began arriving
troin all the sarrounding country. The
word that the great apostie of gospel
temperance was to Le present was
encagh to Dbring them cat in
Inrge pumbers friom all points within
driving distance, At 9:20 the train arrived
from Indianapolis, bearing with it about
five hundred people. Many of them were
well-known membersof the Murphy League
in the city, and all were ready to greet
their beloved leader by a hearty shake of
the hand and a God biess you.

Abons 10 o'clock Mr. Samuel Johnson
marshaled his, jubilee temperance singers
to the pistiorm, and one of the most de-
Hghtful hours of song folilowed that has

been- enjoyed 1n this camp. The large
choir wus splendidly led by solvists who
Were ariists 1n their various parta, Mesars.
Kace and Mitilson, with sheir magnificent
Voices, sabg one song after another, the
rich tull tonesof the one blending bar-
wonionsly with the high tenor of the
oiher, Miss May Johnson then sang ““Mem-
ories of Galiles,” and Mr, Otte, of Shelby-
Yille, followed with bhis sweet tenor
Familiar sonygs were sung by the whole
body thet tilled the auditorium to its ut-
most capacity.

As Mr. Murphy appeared upon the plat-
form he was warmly applauded by his
mauy Iriends and admirers. Mr, Joseph
l'aggart estended & word of thanks 1n be-
halt of she Temperance League. The
Murphy League, he said, is not organized
for politieal purposes, but for redemption
0 moeun bLy the gospel of Jesus Christ,
I'heas drinking men are to be saved in no
other way., We, as the common ehildren
of u common Father, must league together,
In tbke work without division as to sect or
creed. The mun that fails to do hisduty
to the man ou ae Jericho road is no sérv-
apt of Jesaos Christ,” He then intro-
duced Mr, Murphy. The one great need of
our age, Mr. Marphy remarked, is kind-
ness, We all need a baptism of love,
patience, kindness. As the spint of Christ
comes jn, the evil, envious spirit goes out.
Men are otten verplexed about creeds, but
pever about love; 1t is only the theology of
love that worries ua.”

The
league chaplain, Reverend Sparks,
then led in the opening prayer,
atter which Mr. Muarphy took
obarge of the weeting.

They told
Clhirist that the man in the tombs was good
for nothing, but He healea him sod shat
fellow was never again seen in the tomba,
O let us got rid of our pride! Wedo not
necd to sssociate with eealskin sinners.
They have their good tablea and bomes. But
the poor do need us. | never drank be-
cause | was mean, bat for sociability. 1 was
betrayed and deceived. ! cannot explain
the subtle power Ly which drink leads one
on to bis own ipjury. But the gospel of
Jesus Christ will save every one who will
come unto Ged by Him.” The service
closed with a loud doxology from the
thonsands of throais that were 1n the pa-
vilhion.

Him., Now was not that wonderfui! After
the praver he went on to speak of the im-
portance of the home Intluences, He told
the story of the livesof Garfield and Ran-
dall, those mother's boys. My mother, he
snid, hns been the greatest intluence 1n my
Iife, >ho it was that taught me of Goda.
F.ven to the present day her influence fol-
lows me. | have never been In sorrow orin
tronbls but 1 have seen that aweet face and
beard that sweet voice near to comfors
me.” The grand old leader then marshaled
ount his men of the loagne and had their
rapid words for the eflicacy of the gospel to
save men from drink. Messrs. John Q-
don, dryan, Robert Waters, Btedmeir. H.
P. Poutius, Bob MecConky Billy Cline,
James Whitelock, Jobhn Sparks, William
Churob, Jones aud James Fleming each oo-

cupied a few momenta. The words of all
were earncet and full of the grand work
that was ocoupying the thought of the day.
Most of the men had themselves been re-
ciaimed not only from drink but from pen-
niless drunkeoness by this grand move-
ment, '

They were speaking of the faithtul
wives, whose hearts bad been rejoiced at
their soberiug up, and of the prosperouns
bomes and businesses that had risen out of
those reformed days, of the blessed thing
it bad been in the individual heart of each
one of them. To many of the aundience,
who had seen but few reformed men, and
looked upon them as prodigies, 1t was &
matterof wonder. And toevery one present
it waa a time of rejoicing to see the fruits
80 plainly visible from this good work. Mr.
William Murphy then said: **Yoo have seen
the changes in these men. These testi-
monies all give glory to the grace of God.
1donot care how low a man 18—if he will
will pay the price, get down on biskuees
before God—he can overcome the drink
batit., And thus it is thas this movement
bas lifted up wen that had fallen, has
sadded members to the church, has aided
every business house in Indisnapolis. Then
where is the room for eriticiam? Here are
two hundred men that teati/y that they
have been tempted, yet that they have tri-
umphed. Hence we will nos quit this work
till the lires are outin every distillery and
the saloons are closed, and the drunkardes
are all saved by the grace of God and
brounght into the charch.” In olosing the
meeting Mr. Jo Taggart said: ““This has
besn a great day for the leagne, and it bas
added much to their strength. These testi-
monies are true; their argunment 18 un-
answerable.” The vast assemblage, whieh
had filled the whole of the aoditorium,
even to the standing room, thought an
amen. For the Temperance League had
indeed won thoughtful regard from every
one who heard its services. As the league
bad now held meeting for almost six hours
they gave over the thought of protracting
ivinto the evening and adjourned for the

day.

d’bilo the crowd was hardly as large this
Bunday as last, yet fully four thousand
people were on the gronnas. And every one
sesmed interested in the work of the day.
Not for many years has Acton’s last Sun-
day been s0 largely attended or so suocess-
fully conducted. Mr. Muarphy and his
sons, with their temperarce leaguers, have
the warm hearts that draw men. And the
perennial Kindness and witty good temper
and managementstill hold him as the greas
apostle of our modern temperance move-
ment, Charlie Reynolds and Samuel John-
son, who have done everything to bring
thisday to its great success, were present
sll the way through. And their manly
helpfniness was no less acceptable here in
the camp than it has been in all the years
p:n in reclaiming the intemperate men of
the gcity.

The evening service was a service of fare-
well. For the last time for 1503 the trum-
pet sounded through the groves and
brought the people together. A parting
word of testimony, & few prayers and
songs, and the session of Camp Acton was
closed for this year. While the session has
all the way through had fault found with
it, yet is has proved itself a memorable and
worthy time in the history of the camp.
More cottages have been opened than any
year 1n the laat five. The Banday and
week attendanoce has been sarprisingly
large 1n consideration of the year, and all
was closed with better hope than any for
years back.

To-day 18 moving day, and from the ear-
lieat hours of the day the exodus will ex-
tend to its lsteat. This evening will see
the camp settled down to 1ts plain living
terma. A few families will remain here all
the rest of the summer. Searcely any will
leave the beautiful grove with any bus
feelings of reares thas the days bere could
not be prolonged.

ROOT OF ALL EVIL,

Sermon by Reav. G, VW, Wiison, Evangelist, of
Des Molnes, Ia,
Rev. G. W. Wilson, of Des Moines, Ia.,

delivered the regular Sunday evening ser-
mon at Roberts Park Church Iast evening.
Rev. Wilson is an evangelist, and has
vigited many of the Western States
in his religions work. His text,
last mnight, was taken from the
nineteenth chapter, first wverse of
Corinthians, the Iaster part of whioh reads:

“And ye are not your own.”
Rev, Wilson said: ‘*All the trouble which
God has bad with the buman race sinoe its

origin ia due to man’s dlsposition to want
to govern himeelf. All the evils in man’s
pature are snmmed up 1o this one fact, All
the evils brought upon the race are dne
in the bezinning to one individual, but the
principle of sin remains the same with all
men in all ages. The great sin committed
in the Garden of Eden was not the reanlt
of an appeal to the lower, sensual appetite
a8 it 18 oconsidered 1n wodern times. All
the powers of Adam and Eve were perfeot.
They had there before their eyes
everything that was lovely., There was
no want of harmony between thona and
God, The appeal made to them by Satan
was not an appeal to their natural appe-
site to partake of a certain fruis, The
temptation grew entirely ont of Satan’s
saying to them: “‘In spite of all your priv-
ileges and powers you are restricted in
thie one thing by & command from
God,” This idea of ecircumscribed power
grew upon them. Being i1n eveiry other
reapect free, they desired to beecome so 1n
tus one. They ate ihe fruit, and the re-
sult was they brought slavery to sin upon
themseives and the whole human race.

““The apirit of a false self-reliance and
selfishness is what to-day hinders the
spiritual progress of mankind. Tao
assumption shat we are free 0
do as we please 18 false, Millions
are doing as they please and continually
doing wrong. 1he first step toward getting
right is to throw away this bigoted, seltish
reliance 1n our own vower and inquire into
our relation with God. The secret of all
ia letting God love wus. He who
lovea himselt destroys himself,’ and
he who ocontinnes in this course be-
comes more and more hardened and
more incapable of loving. The men who
have spent their greatest energies, either
on the tield of real bastle or in the great
battle of human life, doing noble deeds for
their fellow-men, throwing away thoaghts
of self, are the men who live on through
the ages,

“*in the way of self-sacrifice Christ 18
the great example, He gave up every-
thing he bhad w0 impress ha-
manity of its seliishness. So
great was His self-sacrificethat the hardest
heart may be moved to sympathy and
love. Here is a name that has lived neariy
two thousand years, and will live for all
time to come. We love Him because He
Tires loved us. .

“To-day thers are great minds, richly #n-
dowed, trying $0 work out the way
of life. lu their zeal they lose
sight of the main guestion—the
reiationship between man and God. Tue
ohurch needs to keep 1ts eyos open on this
great question, There are too many who
are nominally ehurch members who are
not in the fullest sense children of God.
Membership, respectability and society
standing sre not suflicient. Charch mem-
bers ought to pray over this 1Inore,
Tnere is no «¢lass of individuals de-
manding sunch sympathy as those
trying to live up to certain Christian stand-
aras. Uf couse, we Lhave the preachers of
to-day who are continually representing
the way to thesoe needy individuals, They

hilosophize without end and atlord very
ittle comfort to their hearers. [ want to
say that when a man is born of theSpint it
is unnecessary for him to be toldof the fact,
He understands what before were difii-
culties and experiences that peace and joy
which only the truly converted man can
know. In these daysa large class of peo-
ple go to chureh in & mwechanical way.
Perhaps some great sorrow oversakes a
man and bhe resolves to turn over & new
leaf, He does this by going to church reg-
ularly and making an outward manifesta-
tion of leading a Christian life. This gives
those with minds philosophically ineclined
a chance to talk. ‘L hey expiain that con-
version is due to the magnetism of the
preacher or the power of mualc.

It Comes Monday of Encampment Week—E(-
forts Made to Change the Route.

The Labor-day committee of the Central
Labor Union, at their meeting yesterday
morning, wrangled forawhile witha proposi-

tion to change their line of march for their
parade on that day, and ended by tabling
the motion to change the line. ‘I'he
change would probably have been made
yesterday bat for the strenuous objec-
tion of the pamnters. It was found
that to change the line would necessitate
some changes 1n the ord er of the unions in
the parade, and as the painters were af-
feoted by these changes they entered a
vigorous protest to any alteration of the
line of mareh. The teamsters indulged in
some caustic remarks regarding the objec-
tion of the painters, which were resented
by the latster, and & semblance of

harmony was so palpably impossible
that the whole subject was laid

upon the table., There is a feeling
smong the members of the unions, howe-
ever, that the line should be altered so as
pot to interrapt the street-car traflio on ac-
count of the arrival of the crowds for the
eneampment, and it is probable that a new
route will be selected at the next meeting
of the committee. The occupsncy of any
street that will necessitate the interrnption
of the street-car service for even a short
time will work a greatinconvemience and
canse considerable confusionupon that day.
The city will Le thronged with wvisitors
snd with the street-car service at its best
will tax the oapacity to remove them
promptly to their quarters, and a blookade
for the length of timo it will require for
the passage of the parade would undoubt-
edly result in endless confusion. It is of
primme neocessity that the visitors be tranes-
ported to their quarters as quickly as prac-
ticable alter their agrival, and as the major
part of them will bave arrived by the time
the parade is begnn it 1s necessary that the
traflio be not interfered with,

Most of the committees have their work
about completed, and tNere is but little
remaining to be done 1n the way of
preparation for the labor-day celebra-
tion. The band contest for prizes at
Armstrong Park is expected to prove a
very entertaining feature of the day’s exer-
oises. Theocommittee whioh hasthe contest
in charge reported that they had received
communications from several well-known
bands that will bein attendance during
the encampment, inquiring as %o the re-
quirements for entering the contest.

The committee decided to provide oar-
riages for the acocommodation of the mem-
bers of the Laundry Girls’ Union during
the parade.

How the Air Ship Visionary Got Into
the Electric Railroad Business.

——a—

Attachment Levied on the Office Furniture,
About the Only Property the $4,000,-
000 Company Had in Sight

— e ——

As noted in yesterday’s Journal, the Chi-
cago & Central Indiana Eleotrio Rasilroad
Company, which had ite offices at Nobles-
ville, bas gone to pieces, and the promoters
have left the country. The coliapse came
Saturday, when demand was made by ihe
contractors and employes engaged in grad-
ing that the company give a guarantee of
its ability to pay. The company was ub-
able to make the showing demanded, the
work of construction came to a stana-
still, and, moved by the threats of the
men whom they bad swindled ont of three
weeks’ work, the promoters of the alleged
enterprise hurriedly took the firet out-
going traips. The “moving spirit in the
scheme was E. J. Pennington, whose un-
successful efiort to float an air ship at
Mount Carmel, I1l.,, gave buid & notoriety
that was pational and caused him to be

listed among the cranks. Pennington had
not & dollar of ocapital, but he started
out to build and equip four hundred
miles of electric road whioch was to connecs
Chicago, by way of Lafayette, with the
principal cities of the Indiana gas bels,
Noblesville, Tipton, Kokomo, Anderson,
Mancie, Elwood and Marion were the prin-
cipal gaa belt cisies that Penpington's
socheme embraced, besides which there were
to be branches extending to Fort Wayne,
Loganspors and Iudianapolis. The plan
also included the operation of electric rail-
way plants in the several oities embraoced
in  the system. The expenditure
necessary was computed at $10.000,000,
but the magnitude of this sum
or how it was to be raised does not appear
to have worried Mr, Pennington for aa in-
stant. As he got into water that was
deeper and deeper, and as demands became
more clamorous that he make ashowingof
assets, he would give such solemn assur-
ances that he had the backing of anlimited
capital that the credulous were convinoed
againet their judgment, while the skeptical
were amazed at the vyery impao-
dence of his statements. YWhen tae
coliapse came Peunington had secured
franchises at Noblesville and Tipton, had
ovened out oflices on a splendid scale, and
had employed aboutr twenty te: ms and
fifty ghovelers for a period of thrie weeks
without, so far as can be learned, the ex-
peuditure of a cent. Tne stories $i.as Pen-
ningten told of the progress beiig made
were in keeping with the size of hiv under-
taking., He caused to be published that
the company had bought five hundred tons
of steei raiis, when they had not bouglta
pound; that the contract for building
certain lines had been let when no eon-
tracts had been let, and so on. When ex-
postulated with, Peunington said the pub-
lication of these stories was necessary to
land certain capitalists in Chieago that he
bad in mind. Other stories would do no
harm. Pennington also introduced at No-
blesville as the president one Thomas
Wilkinson, an alleged knglishman, who, he
said, had been the agent of the En-
glish government at the lsland of Mada-
gascar for twenty years. Wilkinson
he represented as being fabulously rich,
and he declared that he had bought §1.-
200,000 worth of stock of thecompany. Pen-
pingwon also represented that he was the
inventor of an electric motor which did
away with the overhead wire, which mo-
tor was manufactured at Chicago on &
large scale, and which he proposed to use
in propelling bhis ocars. Investigation
proved this story to be a pure fabrica-
tion, as was also his eclaim of
Chioago and Pennsylvania backing. Un-
less the claim thas Wilkinson was & man
of wealth is trae there was no money
whatever behind the enterprise, The firss
and second vice presidents were men of no
financial standing. C, A. Steeie and R. T.
Wilkinson, who appear, reapectively, on the
oflicial roster of Pennington’s eompany,
were the cashier and assistant casbier
of the Farmers’ and -~Merchants'
Bank, at Mt Carmel, one of the
Dwiggins and Starbuck coucerns that re-
cently went to the wall. N. D. Poantius,
the secretary, is entirely unknown, and
Penpington’s credit was so bad that, npon
& recent visit to this oity, he waa capiased
for a tailor’s bill several years old, but
was released because he had no meanps,
Just what Pennington’s purpose was, in
attempting such an unheard-of uncdertak-
iDg, 18 not Kknown, _

An attachment has been levied on the
office furniture and fixtures of the com-
pany. There 1s butone of the officers of
the company at Nobleaville at present, but
Bhe expectia Lhe .n-idont and secretary to
return on uesday. He says the
faoct that the officers were all
absent gave rise to the belief that they
would not retarn. The construction men
will not resume work withous pay. It is
believed that Penuington, who was super-
intendent of the work, has gone ior good,
but the other oflicers, it is claimed, will re-
