‘Some Days Attending to Arrests,

Thos He Cannot Go to Washington—District
Attorney Burke, However, Goes to the
Capital—Depositors Again.

Receiver Hawkins, of the Indianapolis
National, yesterday telegraphed to Con-
sroller Eckels. stating that he had caused
to be arrested the president and others con-

nected with that defunet institution, and
shat he bas evidence upon which will be

based Informations for the apprehension of
others who were oconnected with she

bank’'s management or interests. Mr,
Hawkins stated that if he oon-
tinued the work of 1ssuing proocesses
for the apprehension of men guilty of mis-
conduot in connection with the bank he
eould not go to Washington under some
days, as the work required time and his
personal attention. The Controller replied
direeting Mr. Hawkins to remain at his
post of duty and continue his present ecoun-
pation of causing arrests and nos attempt

to go there for consultation with Treasary
or Department of Justice officials till all of

those whose apprehension was oontem-
plated have been held to answer to the
charges which are to be preferred against
them.

Neither the receiver here nor the Con-
$roller of the Cuarrency &t Washington,

will talk about contemplated arrests, nor
will they mention names of those held by

the report of Examiner Young to be guilty
of offenses against the law, but it is cer-

tain that instruotions have been recsived
by Heceiver Hawkins for she apprehension
of a number of others besidesthovss already
held to answer to she courts. It is under-
stood that some of the directors are to be
proceeded against apon the charge of
“eriminal negligence,” and some federal
officials go so far as to intimate thas all the
directors may bLe held upon this charge,

Intimations are made thas some of the
other borrowers from the bank have vio-
Jated the law. Who these are cannot be
ascerthined. Possibly they are some of the
employesof President Haughey, whom Con-
troller Lokelscharacterized 1n his synopsis,
last week, as so far from being good seoari-
Lty &s to be “no good” tinancially.

United States District Attorney Burke
left the ¢i1ty yesterday afternoon, presum-
sbly for his home at Jeifersonville, baut 1t
is believed tuat be is now on his way to
Washiogton to consuilt with she Depart-
ment of Justice as to farther prosecutions
in the bank cases. Heceiver Hawkins said

esterday that Mr. Burke did not go to

sshington; that he merely went to his
home. The receiver was asnked if the otli-
cials had yet decided to make aflidavits
against the directors who signed the bank
statement of July 12 These direcors,
other than President Haughey, were R, B.
¥. Peirce and Charles F. Meayeor. Mr
Hawking said he was not willing to talk
sbout this matter at the present time, but
from his reply it 18 inferred that there
will be new developmentis and further ar-
rests early next week. There was a ramor
afloat yesterday that Casnier Hexford had
been arrested but there was no foundation
for the report. When Mr. Hawkins was
told of the rumor hLe sala:

1 gave a Journal reporter my views of
Mr. Rexford’s connection with the bank
yeaterday. If any allidavits sre made |
will be the one to make them, and I have
not made any agaionst him.”

Mr. Hawkins believes that Mr., Rexford
was not allowed to know of the crooked-
ness in the bank. The cashier was busy
yeaterday sssisting the receiver.

SLEPT FOR OVER TWO YEARS

m—

Bridget Pendergast Finally Awakes,
but Is in & Dying Condition,

- ———

Remarkable History of a Case at the Central
Insane Hoespital—Late Dr. Wright's
Review of It

i ——

Bridget Pendergass, the “sleeping beaun-
ty” of the Central Hospital for the Ipsane,
has wakened at last, and there is every
evidence of nearing death, though the at-
tending vhysician says she may yet live
for several weeks. Hers is one of the most
peculiar cases of the kind known té med-
ical science, and has attracted a ggeat deal
of atteution over the country, both among
physicians and the readers of news-
papers which contained an account
of her condition shortly after she re-
lapsed into the trance in February of
1891, and from which she has just
awakened. Her case was made the sub-

jeet of & paper before the Marnon

County Medical SBociety by Dr. Charles
Wright, then superintendent of the hos-
pital, in December of last year. Cases of
the character where the trance 1s of such
long duration are exceedingly rare, and
there are but two osthers reported where
the sleop lasted longer than thas of Dridges
Pendergast. One of these was in New York
and one 10 Kingston, Ontario, reported by
thessuperintendent of the ssylum there,
In this latter case the sleep lasted for thir-
teen years, in two periods, one of which
was of seven years daration.

Bridget Penderzass was received at the
Central Hoepital for the Insane from St,
Vincent's ospital on Bept. 27, 1800,
Bhe 18 now about twenty-seven years of
age. BShe was ewmployed as adomestic uutil
taken into 3t. Vincent’'s, The lirst sigus of
mental infirmities appeared abous July 16,
1890, when she became negligent of her
personal appearance and sarroundings;
she would bold noe conversation
with her friends, and would take no
tood. When she was indaced
to talk she said that people were trying to
poison her and were putting poison 1n her
food. When she wastai en to St. Vincent's
she remained listless and dull and never
moved from one place. She would not take
nourishment of any kind unless it was
forced upon her. She was treated by Dr,
Frank Morrison, who said that her bowels
were obstinately constipated and that she
Wae extromely meiancholy.

Very little 18 kuown of the unfortunate
girl’s history. as her relatives nearly all
live in Ireland, but it is thougobs shas her
mental infirmity is due to a disappoint-
ment in love, :

For a short time after she was admitted
to the bospital for the insane she seemed
to be improving and became somewhas
brignter, but whenever spoken to on any
subjecs, she expressed a desire to go hows,
During this period she took food freely,
but very soon she required to be fed and
finally, in February, absolutely refused to
swallow anything, snd from that time till
Thursaay of last week she has been in a
perfect trance, and has been fed all sthat
$ime by means of a nasal tunbe. Bhe was
fed from sixty to ninety ounoces of milk per
day, and resalned the nourishment weil
She was apparently in a quiet, peaceful
slumber, her eyes were olosed and up-
suroed, the pupils were cuntracted and nos
responsive to light; the mouth, which was
generally full of saliva, was closed, and the
lips pursed and the tongue pressed tightly
against the upper seeth. HHer face was
pale and the bedy was not very well nour-
1shed though, uutil receuntiy, there were
no marke signs of emaciation. She
breathed slow and regular, and her pulse
was full and compressible, ranging from
sixty-four to eighty, and thers was a slight
duliness over the apex of the right lung.
There was noticeable a waxy rigidity of
the muscles and cataleptie retemtion of
awkward positions, and her shumbs and
great toes were strongly retracted; the
skin was healthy, warm and moist, and
there were no bed sores present.

During the entire period of the trance, or
sleep, which has lasted for nearly three
years, ahe has only twice opened her ayes.
Then she smiled falntly, and immediately
reiapsed into the stupor., Once or twice
she has been heard to 1ndistinetly mention
something about going bhowme.

f placed in a chair she would remain in
a Bitting posture for some time, graduall
slipping down into a reclining attitade, If
placed in a standing position she wonld
topple over, unless told very decidedly to
siand, wheo she would staud for a while,
but with her eyesshut, and finally fall over
in apy direction that the body mighs at
the time be leaning.

The treatment bas been mainly support.
ing, feeding, cleanliness and attention to
the nataral wantsof the body. Eleetricity,
both the constant and Faradis currents,
bave beenemployed without any apparent
result, Strychmia, belladonna, oaffein, dig-
italis, and other drugs have been used 1n
fooa and hypodermically, witheut effeot.
Muassage, friction, all meehanical and thera-
peutical means as yet tried, have proved of
no avail,
~ The literature of this strange condition
18 very meager. Many authors do not refer
to it at all, and those who do fail to throw
any lizht on the patholomy, etiology or
therapy, and leave us in darkness as to
whbhat it is, what causes it, and what will
cure 1it.

Un last Thursday Mrs. Dunbar, the at-
tendant, noticed signs of life in her sleep-
Ing patient, and Dr. Hay, the attending
physician, was immediately summoned.
When he arrived be found the patient’s
oyesa opened, and when spoken to she an-
ewered the questions propounded. She
was asked if she would like to have a
priest, and answered that she wonld. BShe
was askea if Mouns. Bessonies shounld Le
called, and shook Ler head, indicating a
negative. Asked if Father Dowd should
be called, she replied i1n the aflirmative,
aud the priest was sent for. The moment
he entered the door thers was a convulsion
of the patient’'s muscles, and she again re-
lapsed into the stupor from whioh she had
Just wakened., It was imposaible to arouse
her, and the priest retired. In the even-
ing of the saine day she again
recovered cosciousness, aand the priest
was again sent for. She swalked
with him for awhile upon his segond ap-
pearance, god ia still conscions of what is
golug on about her. During the time of
her stupor she possessed no feeling, bus
I'riday and Satarday of last week she saf-
fered excruciating palns. Daring the Iaat
two weeks she has emaociated greatly, and
has been redueced 1n weight about twenty-
five pounds, and it 1s very evident that the
final dissolation has begun, aud it is but &
guestion of & short time till death will re-
move her from this world. At the timeshe
was brought to the hospital she weighed
120 vounds, but at the present time her
weight is not more than from seveaty-five
to eighty pounds. Monday afternoon she
asked for food, but when 1t was given her
she sald it tastea badiyv. and she had to be
sgain fed with the nasal tube,

Her brother arrived 1n this oity from Chi-
cago yesterday, and went directly to the
hospital to see her, and wili probably re-

main till her death.

A HITCH IN THE BOND DEAL

Life Insurance Company Has Not Yet
Taken Up the City’s Defaulted Paper.

e —

City Authorities Are Reticent About the Na-
tare of the Trouble—Controller Took a

Slice of the Eight- Per-Cent. Loan. vl

————

There has been another hitch in the ne-
gotiations for relieving the city from ite
“annoying position,” and the $600,000 of 7.3
per cent. bonds, defaulted on July 1, have
not yet been taken up. It was nearly two
weoks ago that the c¢ity autborities
announced that they bhad made
arrangements with a New York insurance
company to oarry the defanlited bouds a

year at the same intereat, 7.5 per cent., the

deal involving about §4,000 commissions to
be paid by the city. The Counncil was
called in special session asd an
ordinance authorizing the contract
prepared by City Attorney Jones wus
passed. The administration then an-
nounced that “in a few days” all holders of
defesulted bonds who wanted their money
could get is

But they oan’t. In a week or so word
came that the company hada referred the
papers to 1ts attorneys. Then a couple of
days ago further word came, which the
oity muthorities decline to make known.
Whether these attorneys, like those of
Coffin & Stanton, bhave found a
flaw in the ©papers as prepared
by the c¢ity attorney, or whether
the company has gone back on its agree.
ment, or whether there never was an agree-
ment, is something that s known here only
to the Mayor and a few of his appointed
officers, and they show pno disposition to
tell. The controller has intimated that it
looked as though certain persons were in-
terfering with the deai for their own ben-
efit, but farther than that he has not said.

“This has been the worst bungled piece
of business all the way through that I have
known in the history of municipal finanee,”
remarked a business man, who, by the way,
is a good Democras, yonor:fu. “It has
been eimply ridiculous from beginning
to end. | shounld think thas
as » mere matter of politieal ex-
pediency it would be g polities for
Mayor Sullivan to stop long enough in his
personal canvass for re-election to straight-
en this bond matter out. He is losing more
votes by 18 1n & day than he cau gain by
personal palaver in a year.”

In making inquiries about this matter
yosterday, & Journal reporter came across
a carious faet. It will be remembered that
when a temporary loan of $12,.500 was made
by the oity at 8 per oent., a month ago,
the anthorities did not give out who took
the loan, but it was generally nnderstood
that two banks loaned she money. It de-
veloped yesterday that the eity controller
furnished $:2,000 of this eight-per-cent. loan.

Crack Wheélman from All Over the
Country Have Gathered Here. %

Some of the Men and Their Records—lantern
Parade Te-Night—Handsome DPrizes
for To-Morrow's Reces,

There are several features of the inter-
national bicyecle races, which will occur at
the fair grounds to-morrow afternoon, to
make it the most important meet ever held

in the world. In the first place 1t is the
first international mesting ever held. Next

in importance there will be a larger nume-
ber of noted wheelmen here than have ever
gathered at any previous meeting.
Yeaterday there were many noted ar-
rivals, and more are expected to-day. Ar-
thar A. Zimmerman, of the New York Ath-
letic Club, is here. He holds the world's
record on a quarter of ‘& mile, hav-
ing made that distance w®t Chicago,
Aug. 11, in twenty-seven eseconds
He has made a mile in 2:062/5, and
also hbolds the two-mile standing stark
record, time, 4:51. Zimmerman is young
and full of enthusiasm. In spite of youth
he bhas seen much of the world, having
traveled through England, Germany and
other Euaropean ocouotries. wW. W.
Windle, of Springfield, Mass., is here.
He has scored almost as many trinmphs as
Zimmerman, He has made a single mile,
from a flying start. in 2:023/5. His record
ona standing start is 2:05 25. Perhaps the

young wheelman who attraoted the most
attention yesterday was L. S. Meintjes, of
South Afrioa, not that there is anything
extraordinary in his appearance, butrather
because he hails from a far-off Jand and
bholds many records as a bioylst. Meintjes
seewns particularly to have h a mania for
long runs, and has won more of that kind
than any other man 1n the world. Beginning
with » nine-mile run, made in 22:524/5,
he holds a number of records, up as high as
a fitty-mile run made in two hours eleven
minutes and six seconds. All of these tri-
umphs he scored as Chicago at the récent
great bicyele mees. He does not pretend
to Le a professional wheelman, bas rather
makes bicyoling a pastime, being
an electrical engineer by profession,
Other noted wheelmen who are here are
George F. Tavlor, of Boston, with a mile
record of 2:15 2/5, won at Springlield, Mass.,
last fall; H. C, Tyler, record of 2:11 2/5, won
at Milwaunkee; l.. D. Munger, three-mile
reocord of 7:58 55, made at Evansville last
October, and Frank Waller, with a three-
mile record of T:8l, made at the
fair grouundas July 65, A. T. Crooks
of Baitalo, Howland Smith of New York,
J. P. Bliss, A. E. Githens and Charles
Kniseley of Chicago are also here, W, C,
Sanger, of Milwankes, and John N, John-
son, of Pittsbarg, have not arrived, bus
are expected to-day.
