Tlio Rock Island Road Says Other Lines
Are Not Living Up to the Agreement.

Tickets to Indianapolis Extended Wajres of
Employes on Local Lines Likely to Be Re-

A dispatch from Chicago says: The reg-

ular row over Grand Army rates Las broken
oat, and there is a strong possibility that
the result may bo something akin to gen-

eral demoralization before everything is
peaceful again. The Kocfe Island has
made a complaint against the Chicago
Great Western and the Northwestern, ac-

cusing them of paying commissions of 10

per cent., besides agreeing to srant free
transportation to various committees
which are arranging for the trip
to Indianapolis, lioth roads here de-

nied the accusation, the Great Western
insisting that it was not even trying for
any Grand Army business. The Kock
Island lodsed no formal charges, merely
insisting that it had inst cause for com-
plaint. Chairman Caldwell, of the West-
ern Passenger Association, after looking
into the matter declared that he
could find no cause for the
complaint of the Kock Island,
and the matter was dropped for the time.
The Hook Island will return to the charge
in a short time, however, as it declares that
its complaint was well founded and that it
does not propose to allow any of itsleaiti-- m

ate business to bo taken away if it can
help it

The Western Passenger Association has
made a change in extension tickets to be
old for the Indianapolis encampment. The

tiekets will now be sold for Indianapolis
Aug. c0 to Sept.'4, instead of being good for
going on iieDt. 3 and 4. This will give sucn
members of the Grand Army as come
through Chicago two days more In which
to nee the fair than they would have nad
tinder the previous arrangement. St. Louis
lines had already taken this action, and
the Chicago lines were compelled to meet
this action.

The Railroad Y. M. C. A.
For several years there was a railroad

men's branch of the Young Men's Christian
Association at Indianapolis, but it died for
want of support from the railways. When
it expired only Wm. K, MoKeen, president
of the Terre Haute & Indianapolis, and
William X. Jackson, secretary of the Union
railway, were contributors for its support.
There seems to be a general rovival of this
work. Recently President Roberta laid
the corner-ston- e of a new building for the
JL TL Y. M. C. A. in Philadelphia, which is
to be one of the finest association buildings
in this country, costing SI 00,000. President
Icgslls, of the Chesapeake fc Ohio, has also
taken great interest in this work on that
road and at several central points,
as associations have been formed
and neat buildings erected for their
use. With iifteen roada running in here
and the large number of railroad men stop-
ping here, certainly Indianapolis. eayaMr.
JacKson, is deserving of aid from the Penn-
sylvania, the llig Four and other rr ids. and
with proper etiort Indianapolis oo. 11 have
a branch association as large and prosper
ous as any railroad point in the country,.
President Roberts gave his hearty co-operati- on

to the work, and in the conrse of his
remarks said: "This association is not only
directly valuable to its members in its
rivileses, but is indirectly a strong factorr, making the officials of roads think more

highly of the rank and Hie of the employes
who take an interest in this great move-
ment for railroad men." Mr. Jackson
stated last eqening that E. E. Stacy, the
State secretary of the Indiana Young Men's
Christian Association, was moving in this
matter, and looked for good results.

Contemplated Iteductiou In Wage. -

short time President Ingalls will call the
committees of thedifierent classes of train-
men together to discuss the situation in a
friendly, frank manner. In this connection
It should be added that thetrainmen on the
Big Four lines are better paid in many re-
spects than on any other road coming to this
city; especially in the matter of overtime
they have great advantage. It is also
stated that the Lake Erie & Western has
under consideration the asking of its men
to aecept a reduction in their pay at least
inch a rumor is current among the train-
men.

Transcontinental Hate Spat.
The Union Pacifio is hurling thunder-

bolts at the head of Chairman Caldwell
because of the refusal of the Western
Passenger Association lines to use the

BOARD OP WORKS MATTERS.

The Frnit Stand JInst Go Property Owners
Have a Grievance Aeainst Crick.

U. D. Pierce laid a bundle of cigars down
on the desk occupied by the reporters at
the Board of Works meeting, yesterday
morning with this Scriptural injunction on
tbe wrapper: "But whosoever shall smite
thee on thy rtaht cheek, turn to him the
other alao." Accompanying this was the
message: "Your quill pointed assegai were
sharp pointed and burning; mine in return
fire are also sharp pointed and will burn
with pleasure, though, I trust, and not
pain to any one." President Conduitt de-

clined to smoke, but the cigars disappeared
from the table in the coarse of the morn-
ing. MY. Pierce was told tbat tbe board
would not interfere with the building in-
spector in preventing tbe erection of a
fruit stand adjoining Mr. Pierce's property
at the corner of Pennsylvania and Market
streets.

Superintendent George H. Weaver, of
the 1., D. & S. road, called the board's at-
tention to a letter that had receired no
consideration from the board six months
aso. in relation to tbe assessment against
the company for a part of the Kentucky-avenu- e

asphalt. The company has been
assessed for the entire width of the street
where its tracks approach the avenue, and
it is claimed that the assessment is very
unfair.

A delegation of property owners living
on Second street, between Meridian and,
Tennessee streets, came to complain about
the quality of brick that is ' being laid'bn
that thoroughfare. It is said'the bricks are '

rough and broken. The Indiana Paving
Company has the contract for the work
and began laying repressed briok, but aft-
erwards laid the standard brick. The
property owners tad a grievance in this,
too; but the board told them that tbe stand-
ard brick was just as good as the repressed
brick. The city engineer was ordered to
make'an examination of the briok that is
going down m the bed of the street

Col. Eli Lilly again called the board's
attention to tbe faot tbat tbe bridge over
Pogue's run would probably remain im-
passable at tbe time of the encampment,
when it was needed, and asked that pro-
vision be made for allowing the street-
car company to place two tracks over the
stone work in time for tbe encampment.
Th3 board seems to take oil'ense at any ref-
erence to this slow work whioh it is per-
mitting tbe contractor to carry on, and
President Conduitt mumbled somothing
about the work being completed by the
time the soldiers get here.

Henry Coburn entered a brief with the
board, in which he took issue with the city
attorney relative to an assessment of his
property, on East New York street, for the
construction of sewers both on New York
and Miami streets. He claims that he is
not liable for a double assessment. The
brief was forwarded to tbe law department,
which, at the present time, is out of the
city.

The city engineer was instructed to rush
the work of laying cement walks on Col-leg- o

avenue between Fifteenth and Six-
teenth streets. Citizens living near Park
avenue and Butler street asked for an eleo-tri- o

light at the corner. A light is also
wanted at Superior and St. Joe streets.
Complaint was made against the sprink-
ling on South Tennessee between Ray and
Moc'arty streets. Papers were ordered for
the vacation of an alley north of Prospect
street, between Reid and John. Charles
Reiman and W. S. Hubbard were ordered
to remove obstructions to au alley running
between Twenty-firs- t and Twenty-secon- d

streets, and west of Mississippi.
Thad S. Rollins wanted tho board to

sprinkle Broadway, claiming that tbe dust
wa unbearable, but the board told bim
that they did not propose to sprinkle
asphalt streets; that thoy were best un-spnnkl- ed.

Harry Adams dropped in and
secured permission to use stratified lime-
stone on the South Delaware-stree- t im-
provement. C. A. Kenyon was given the
cleaning on tbe new asphalt on North Illi-
nois street, between St. Clair and Seventh.
Mr. Kenyon notihed the board that he
would be ready to-da- y to begin laying tbe
crown on tbe North Delaware-stree- t as-
phalt, and that it would be completed by
the encampment.

Fin her Talked Koth Ways.
Building Inspector Fitchey, in a card in

yesterday's Journal, denied tbat he had
told & reporter of this paper that Mr. H. D.
Pierce had ovaded a question as to whether
Mr. Pierce was interested in tbe profits of
the fruit stand at Market and Pennsylva-
nia streets. Mr. Fitchey was correctly re-
ported, and he did make the statement that
Mr. Tierce had evaded the .question. The
statement was made in tbe presence of two
reporters and a city employe. The Board
of Safety yesterday gave Mr. Pierce until 7
o'clock in the evening to remove tbe stand
under the penalty of having an affidavit
sworn out against him.

HERE'S A STRANGE CASE.

Elwood Armprieater, Teacbr and Politician, of
Greene County, in Jail for Petty Theft.

Elwood A. Armpnester was brought to
this city from Bloomfield, yesterday even-
ing, and is now confinedjn the county jail
awaiting a hearing for petit larceny. He
is accused of stealing a coat from William
Meyers, a farmer residing in Pike township,
while at the letter's house several weeks
ago. Armpnester is a teacher in the coun-

ty schools of Greene county, which position
he bus held for several years,
nnd was arrested during the ses-
sion of tbe county institute which
ho was attending. He has borne an excel-
lent reputation in the county prior to his
arrest. At the time of bis arrest he wore a
coat which Meyers says is tbe one stolen
from him. Armprienler refused to tell
bow be came into possession of the coat,
though he denied the theft.

The accused was a prominent Democratic
candidate for county superintendent in
Greene county in Juno last. In the pre-
liminary examination he confessed to hav-
ing gone nnier the assumed name of Frank
Mitchell while at work in Marion county
last year.

Anti-Peddl- er Orriii nuce Repealed Attack
on the Screen Ordinance Repulsed.

The Town Board of Trustees of Ilaugh-vill- e

opened its session last night with but
two members present. President Patterson
not arriving until late in the evening.
Trustee Moore was eleoted temporary presi-
dent by Trustee Hungate. John King, sec-

retary of the School Board, suggested that
tho outlying additions bo annexed to
Haughville, and that 5 cents for tuition
fund and 15 cents for special fund be tbe
school tax assessed for the coming year.
He said that this must be done or else the
school term would be shortened on ac-
count of scarcity of funds. The people
in these outlying additions enjoyed
eohool privileges, but did not pay
any tax to support them. The board took
no aotion on this suggestion, but will call
it np at the next meeting. The sum of

1.80, a debt owed by the lire department,
was ordered paid. It was announced that
a number of men helped in the fire on Sum-
mit street of Aug. 5, and thbir services
were ordered to be paid for at the rate of
25 cents per hour, tbe total amounting to

13.50.
Saloon keeper McBride had previously

made a complaint to the board tbat no
notices of tho passage of the screen ordi-
nance had been served to the people, as it
is necessary to do when any ordinance is
passed, but Marshal Harmon bronght an
atlidavit from 'Squire Martin to tne efi'ect
that five notices bad been placed in the
most conspicuous place in the town. The
board upheld tbe marshal.

President Patterson appeared on the
scene and took charge of atiairs just as the
question of paving the sidewalks of King
street with cement came up. There were
many "kicks" ngainst the improvement.
Tho argument of hard times took hold of
the board, and they condescended to lay it
over until tbe next meeting. The board
further endeared themselves to the
populace by repealing tbe "ped-
dler's ordinance." The passing of
this ordinance drove all the
farmers and nearly all the peddlers away
from Haughville, leaving the grocers full
sway. The raising of prices by tbe grocers
led to tbe repealing of this ordinance. A
special ordinance will be passed, probably,
at next meeting that will require book
agents, clock agents and the like to tret
license, but will grant produce peddlers tho
freedom of the town.

Trustee Moore.who by this time was feel-
ing very bitter at anything that was called
an ordinance, moved that the "screen ordi-
nance" be repealed. Saloon keeper McBride,
who was listening very intently, and who
has been having extreme trouble on ac-
count of this ordinance, rewarded Moore
with a peculiar smile and a knowing
shake of the head, but his happiness
was soon ended! by President Patterson
and Trustee Hungate voting "nay." Notice
will again be served on the Jttwart works
to fill up the holesnn Holmes avenue. They
wore notified to do so last meeting, but
have so far failed to do so. George Ste-
vens was then appointed janitor of the
"town hall." at a salary of 61.50 a month,
and the board adjourned.

Ii onecutlona Have Ceased.
The trouble about tbe screen ordinance

has ceased nntll the authorities learn bow
to proceed against the violators. MoBride
still refuses to remove his screens, and re-

mains unmolested because of the fact that
'Squiro Martin refuses to tile cases against
him. I here are two cases still pending
against McBride. and until these cases aro
decided no new charges will be filed against
him. II. Carton is the only other violator,
and there is only one case against him,
that of last Sunday.

It is reported that the Malleable iron

If so,
employment will be given to about one
thousand of Haughville's idle men.
