The mareh,
which 18 nearly two miles in length, will
begin at 10 A. M. The route is down
Meridian street to New York, east
to Pecnsylvania, south to Market, east to
New Jersey, south to Washington, west
past the reviewing stand in front of the
courthouse to the ship Kearsarge in the
Statehouse grounds.

MARION COUNYY BRIGADE,

All the Marion Councy Posts in One Forma-
tion of Three Battalions,

Bome time since the commanders of the
posts in the city and Marion county held a
consultation by their direction in regard to
the forming of all the posts in the county

into one organization, As a result of the
conference, a plan was agreed upon, to be

proposed to all the poats, whereby they
would be made into one organization, and

take position in the line of march under
the call of George H. Thomas Poat, No.

17. This will bring all the Marion
county Grand Army men ab 'ut one-third
the way down the line. The comrades
chosen for oflicers by the respective vosts,
seeing that there weore too many men to be
formed into a single battalion, came to the
conclusion to form the posts into three
battalions, which gives about six hundred
men to each of them. If two-thirds of the
members turn out, and more are expected,

there will be three battalions of four hun-
dred men each—the whole constituting a
fair-sized brigade. The commander of the
Marion county organization has issued the
following announoement:

6 formation will be by platoons of twelve,
singie rank, marching at Intervals of four paces,
the uniformed comrades to be formed on the
right of each post, followed by those who are not
in uniform. FPoet commanders will select com-
rades to direot each platoon,

The hour of formation ia 1:30 p. M. prompt.
The First Eattalion will form ou the caat side of
Delaware atreet, with the right resting on Seo-
ond street, doploying south.

Buay Supplies This Week,

Those who wish to enjoy the ordinary
ranof livingduring the extraordinary week
of the encampment should see to it that
there is no poseibility of their supplicarun-
ning low, as they will if provision is not
made for thema. During encampment week
it will be difficult even to get supplies into
the city, for the railroads will have all they
can don attending to passenger traffie.
Take the item of bread as an example,

Grocers and others never carry more than
enough for a day, bat if all the bakeries in
the city were kept ruonnipg at full force
pight and day 1nconvenience in getting
bread from day t0 day wounld occar with
the demand so largely inoreased as it will
be next week. Again, Labor day saill the
bakeries will be shut down, at is the
firat day of the encampment, consequeatly
the supply will be shortened. Evervthing
that is not perishable should be bonght
before next Monday, snd that in such
quantity as to carry s family through tbe
sucoeeding week.

In ?eakmg of the question the chairman,

city administration. ‘lbhe absolute surren-
der of the anthorities to the whisky ele.
nient and complete domination of the
saloon men, gamblers and vicious element
of the city in the management of 118 atlairs
was saverasly condemped by him.

*“I'he worst 1utinences that ever domi-
inated onr ecity Lave secured the up-
per hand of the Mayor,” said he, *""and bhe
cagnot free himself from their grip. The
influence of the saloon has taken control,
and, as it 18 in all thickly populated cen-
ters, we find the Demooratic party has ob-
taiped ascendency through the agenocy of
its auxiliaries, the saloouns, and isattempt-
ing to maintain its sapremacy by the ex-
truction of enormous corruption funds
from the sources of its power.

DUKE ERNST'S SUCCESSOR

Kaizer Wilhelm Not Pleased to Have
His Eoglish Uncle on a German Throne.

He Wanted Prince Alfred, the Duke of Edin-
burgh's Son, to Bs Raler of the Duchies
of Saxe-Coburg and Gotha.

R

ANGLOPHOBIA IN GERMANY,

The Duke of Eainburgh Distasteful to the
Knaiser and Many of His Subjecta.

BerLIN, Aug. 26.—The sucoession of the
Duke of Edinburgh to the rulership of the
duchies of Saxe-Coburg and Gotha dom-
inates publie interest in Germauny, and
widely divergent rumors in regard to the
matter are everywhere circulated. Put.
ting all these aside there ia no doubt that
the succession of an English duke has sur-
prised and dissstisfied the nation, though
the fact is quetly accepted LY
the duchies councerned.
able that Emperor William wounld
have preferred that Prince Alfred,
the only son of the Dake of Edinburgh,

should have sacceeded Duke krnst. In-
deed, 1t 18 helieved that his Majesty
hastoned to the ducal castle of Heinbhards-
brunn as soon a8 possible after the death of
the Duke Ernst with the hope that he
might induce his uncle, the Duke of Edin.
bargh, to wave his claim to the succession
in favor of Prince Alfred. His Majesty 18
reported to have told the
under any circumstances a regency
would be impossible and that he muat
take tne throne bhimeself or abandon
all connection with the dauchies. Finding
the Duke resclute in his determination to
forego none of nis rights, and aiso tinding
that his mother, Queen Victoria, was sup-
porting bim in his attitude, the Emperor
put on the veat face possible and sequiesced
to the Duke's sunccession. He attended the
ceremony of administering the oath of al-
legiance to the Uerman GCenstitution, being
unwilling to again excite c¢riticism from
the family of his mother, the Lmpress
Frederick. The Emupress Frederick, i1t will
be recalled, is the elder sister of the Duke
of Edinburgh. All such danger is now al-
layed.

T'ne extremist press, Radical and Con-
gervative alike, are indulging in anglo-
phoblia eriticism. They harp upon the in-
expediency of - admitting a relative of a
powerful foreign house into the secrets of
the federation. An importentexception to
this attitude of the Radical papers is Herr
Richter’e Freissinnige Zeitung, which says
that the Coburgers stand in no need of pity
because, instead of Leing sncoeeded by a
young oflicer of the guards, Duke Ernst is
sucoreded by a man of she world, of mature
political experience. It adds that if Dake
Alfred introduces English constitotional
1deas in lien of a cabinet government the
peopie may thank their good fortune in
having bim for their ruler.

The Gotha Tageablatt, a moderate paper,
embodies the opinion of a majority of the
duchies 1n welcoming the new Duke, for
the reason that he ocomes fromm & conntry
where the rights and liberties of the peo-
ple are nniversally respected.

Despite the absence of popular opposi-
tion, however, it is 1mpossible to deny that
there is an uneasy feeling that everything
may not pess ofl quietly and smoothly, The
changes that will be made in the ducal
Miniswry are likely to be the
first proof of shis. Herr Ketelbolt,
who is believed to be Duke Alfred’s
confident, is marked as the coming
Prime Mipister, He bad become inoreas-
ingly popular within the past ten years,
while Prime Minister Strengthen's #pn-
larity has correspondingly waned, oth-
ing is yet publicly knowan as to the dispo-
sition of the late Duke’s property. It has
always been supposed tuat he was im-
meusely wealthy, certainly his estates
were extensive encugh. Apart from the
palaces, oastles and shooting lodgea owned
by him in Germmany, he was the provrietor
of the finest aporting domeins in Europe,
pituated in the Austrian Tyrol, All these
properties are entailed, and pass to his suo-
Cesdaor.

Bomething more than coldness existed be-
tween the late Duke and Emperor William,
The former regarded thedismissal of Prince
Bismarck from the chancellorship as a mis-
take, if not a crime. He never visited the
Emperor or Herlin after I'rince Bismearck
went ousof office. Duke Ernst was on good
terms with old Emperor William, while he
entartained the warmest friendship for
Emperor IFrederick, who informed him of
everything and consuited him on all im-
portant matters. Tho veolaminous letters
that were exchanged by Emperor Freder.
fck and Duke Erost, whioh letters are now
preserved 1n the arochives of Cobarg, would
make an interestiug volume.

Mr. Balfour, leading the Unionists,
will deliver tueir final protest against the
biil on Friday. John Morley, Chief Seore«
tary for ireland; Herbert Asquaith, Home
Seoretary, and Sir William Hwsrcourt,
Chancellor of the Exchequer, all debaters
of the foremost rank, wiil probably be the
