ELLIS TOOK CHLOROFORM!

An Old Soldier Dids MiS3 Uelva Lock-woo- d

Good-Dj- e and Commits Suicide.

IleJIad Been Oat Hiding with the Distin
guished Guest of Bis Mother Domestic

Troubles tbe Probable Cause.

At 12:10 o'clock this morning Charles I
B. Ellis, a painter, residing with his
mother in the Ryan Block, at the corn r of
Tennessee and Indiana avenue, died at his
own hands. Tho causo of tho suicide is
supposed to be domestic troubles, as he
has been separated from his wife for some
time. II is mother is Mrs. Dr. Kills, the
planet reader in the block. Sho is in-

clined to believe that her eon was Insane,
as he has acted strangely in times past.
Yesterday afternoon be was out riding
with his mother and Mies Belva Lookwood,
of Washington. D. C. who was visiting
Mrs. Ellis. About 10 o'clock last night' ho
came in and retired to his room, apparent-
ly in the best of spirits.

A fow minutes past ill o'clock he called
his mother and insisted upon her asking
tho janitor of the block to como into his
room, which she did. When tbe janitor
came in Ellis asked him to bring a pencil,
and after it was brought told the janitor to
leave him and he started to write some-
thing upon a piece N of cote ' pa-
per, but immediately changed his . mind
and tore the paper into fragments
and threw it from tbo wiudow. The ian-it- or

retired, as requested, but Mis. Ellis
feared that something was wrong, and
went into her son's room, which adjoins ,

her o. As she opened tbe door she saw him
raiso a glass to hislips. She sprang forward
and snatched it from his lips, but not
until he had drained its contents.
On tbo table beside the bed was an ouuee
bottle of chloroform containing about one-thi- rd

of an ounce of the poison, tbe bal-
ance of the drug having been swallowed
by Ellis. In a lew minutes after swallow
ing the poison he began to dance and sing
and cry. "I have done it! 1 have done it!''

Physicians were summoned from the City
Dispensary and sought to revive him by
the use of all the remedies known, and sev-
eral hvDodenmo injections were made, but
all without effect. Dr. Boynton. the fami-
ly physician, was summoned, but by tho
time ho arrived the man was beyond the
reach of medical science, though his pulse
was still beating. He died at just ten min-
utes after midnight.

Ho had evidently contemplated the deed.
8S during the ride in tbo afternoon he had
said to Miss Belra Lock wood that he was
going to leave, and bade her good-by- e. Ki-
lls was an ox-coidi- er, fifty-thre- e yesrs of
age, and was a member of George H. Thom-
as Post. He was alao a member of the 1C
of P. and Red Men.

KIOT AT CHICAGO.

Unemployed Laborer Take IsesIon of a
Mreet and Are Dispersed by Police.

Chicago. Aug. CC A short but bloody
riot occurred on Washington street, in
front of the City Hal, at S o'clock this
afternoon, l'olice officers and parading
unemployed men carno together, and clubs
sod rocks were used "with serious effect.
The injured are:

Policemen Inspector Alex. IIo, cut poverely
on the head and bruised about the body; Ser-
geant Jamea 21. Swift, cut on foreheid, left hip
badly bruiaed; patrolman James Larkin, battered
on tue head from a blow with a club.

Kioters Michael Ilorovicz, cut on tho head;
John Wenzel, cut on the heaih

At 2 o'clock this afternoon hundreds of
unemployed men gathered at the Lake Front
Park to listen to addresses rolatire to the
labor situation. Atthe close of the speech
making they formed for a parade. Pre-
ceded by a brass band, they marched ud
Washington street from Michigan avenne.
They were formed in platoons teaching
across the street from curb to curb. This
etyle of marching completely blocked the
progress of street cars and vehicles, and
nt the corner of Washington and
Clark streets the- - leader of the pa-

rade ordered the men to march by
fours. In the confusion of assuming
this form there was a general mix-u- p. The
reeult was a halt wbioh further complicat-
ed matters. A United States mail wagon
stood at the corner of Washington and
Clark streets. Tho driver was anxious to
reach a railroad train, but ho conld not get
through the crowd. Word was sent to In-

spector Ross, who was in his ollice in the
City Hall. Tho inspector walked over to
the corner of Clark street, and calling a
couple of policemen to him ordered tbem
to clear a passageway for the mail wagon.
This was done amid angry shouts and
threats from tho crowd, some members of
"which were decidedly ngly.

Near the sidewalk stood the buggy of J.
II. Martindalo, who had driven as close as
possible to tho curb in order to allow the
parade to pass him. The marchers had
Bpread out again and were tilling the street
from curb to curb. Trie crowd directed
Martindalo to "get oat of the way," to
which he replied: "I only wish I could."
in an instant the crowd seized thebnggy
and threw it upon the sidewalk with a
crash.' Inspector Ross, followed by his
three men, rushed into the crowd and or-der- ed

it to move back. Iloroviez picked
up and hurled a piece of paving stone at
Koss. striking him squarely on the head
and felling him like a log. The mob was
wild by this time, and those who bad passed
the place came running buck, made a rush
for the oilicers ana tho light begun. Koss,
who is a powerful man, knocked down
several men in quick succession, and his
men stood by him pluokily.

The crowd was too strong for them, how-
ever, and when Sergeant Swift went down
with a broken head Inspector Koss drew
his revolver and by threatening tbe crowd
managed to hold them at bay for an in-
stant.

inspector Shea hurried from the City
Hall a; the head of a dozen men and
charged noon the crowd, and Chief of Po-
lice Jirennan. followed by his private sec-
retary, came running from his ollice, where
ho had been reading a legal opinion on the
rights of crowds to parade tho streets, nod
began operations by knocking down two
men. The police by this time had got the
better of the mob and had forced it
back after a lively straggle, in
which clubs, stones and revolver
handles were freely used on both
sides. A few minutes later Inspector Lewis
came from the West tilde at the head of
seventy men, and getting bis orders from
Chief Brennan, bore down on the crowd
with little ceremony. Patrol wagons
loaded with oQicers came tearing up. and
In twenty minutes after the light began
two hundred policemen were on the
ground. The crowd, which numbered sev-
eral thousand by this time, was dispersed
"without much trouble.

At the time the trouble broko out Mayor
llarrison was in a barber shop near at hand
getting his gray locks clipped. The barber
had just putontbetinishiug touches when
word came that there was a riot in front of
the City Hall. The Mayor was oat of tho
chair in an instant. The barber will wait
until another day for tbe pneeof a hair cut.
His Honor was on the street m another in-
stant, he hurried to the City Hall, and meet-
ing Chief Brennan, who was just returned
iioia the fight, he said:

"lirennan. 1 want no more parades," saM
the Mayor, as they came out.

"Not at any time!" asked tbe chief.
"Not at any time. And watch these

meetings. Keep your officers on the lake
lrontnnd allow no disturbances. Break
up any meeting that may become dls-drdel- y."

This, the Mayor says, ho will stand to.
and there will bo no more parades of "un-employe- d'7

workingmen allowed. Tho
crowd to-d- ay inoluded many toughs, and
the police say was composed of different
material from that which formed the pa-
rades of the three preceding days.

After the men had been dispersed at tho
City llall they again assembled at the lake
front. As soon as the crowd had gathered
epeeebmaking was begun, but tho words
were drowned by the shoots and cheers of
the mob. About 4 o'clock Mayor Harrison
pushed his wav through the surging crowd
to the speaker's stand, near the Columbus
monument. He addressed the large gath-
ering, and. save for a few hisses anddisrespectful remarks of tbe more desperate
element, was not interrupted. Ho said
that as Mayor of the city of Chicago he
had a duty to perform, and that the rights
of the citizens must be protected. He ex-
plained to them that they wore in no worse
circumstances than thousands of men all
over the country, and Implored them to
go back to their homes and man-
fully endure the present tempo-
rary misfortune. That they would
gain nothing by their parade.-- and dem-
onstrations, he impressed upon them and
said that they would not be tolerated. If
they persisted in carrying on their parades
and noisy gatherings upon the streets, im-
peding tratlio and turning over vehicles, no
declared that they would be stopped l7tho police; bat he hoped that such methods
would not bo required. The Mayor con-
cluded his speech by asking the crowd to
disperse and go to their homes. When ho
had li Dished cheers were ent up from tbethroats of nearly all who had heard him
and tho crowd scattered.

CniCAGO, Aug. 2C During tho first six
days of tho present week tbe paid attend-
ance at the fair has been SC9.756, and if
the bureau of admissions has correctly es-

timated the attendance for to-da-y, tho
total for the week will be over l.OOO.OCQ.

The official count at 2 o'olock this after-
noon showed that 139.S0G people had Dusbed
their way through tho pay gates. The of- -

licials in charge of tho bureau of admis
sions -- aid that the total for the day would
reach 16",000. Should this prove correct tho
total for the ween will reach 1,000,000. Tho
programme for the day was one of interest-
ing fun, such as never fails to draw good
crowds. Tho fireworks programme at
night was a good one and added
many thousands to tho throngs of tho
day. Last Saturday 16i,8Cl visitors paid
their way into the grounds. The crowd to-

day looked larger. It came earlier and
was prepared to stay longer. The weather
during tbe early part of the day was ex-

tremely pleasant. Illinois was of courso
the greatest factor in tho week's big at-

tendance. A great many of the 216,031

people who came to the grounds that day
stoyed, of course, for subsequent visits.
Tho cheap excursion rates ottered by the
railroads had the effect of bringing more
people to the city to see the fair than wero
ever here before for the purpose. Following
are the oilicial figures for tho paid admis-
sions to the fair:

Machinery Hall, one of the largest and
most expensively equipped buildings on
the grounds, provided entertainment and
popular amusement to tbe world's fair vis-

itors to-da- y. It was lavishly decorated
with flags. Traveling cranes in the main
building and cno in tho machine shop, all
operated by electricity, carried anybody
free of charge. In the power plant, which
is the largest in tbe world, having eighty-si- x

engines, about 26,000 horse power all
told, every available engino and dynamo
was in operation. The boiler house supply-
ing steam to this enormous plant dis-

played the largest battery of boilers on
earth, fifty-tw- o in all. In tho boiler house
annex tho largest single water tube boiler
ever erected was exhibited. Musio was
fnrnished bv two bands, located in the
east gallery aud in traveling cranes.
Worthmgton pumps supplied free lemon-
ade to all visitors. Looms, weaving ev-
erything in sills, cotton and wool labrios,
from the iinest ribbons to largo rugs, wero
a center of attraction and a thing of great
interest. There was fun without, whilo
there was entertainment within. Tho
south lagoon was tbe scene of a conflict
between tbe horse marines. The combat-
ants sat in barrels properly weighted and
ornamented with a horse's head. The
teams were six men each from the port and
starboard watches of the United States
steamer Andy Johnson. Jubilee siugers
sang their quaint melodies. It was an en-
joyable day.

Another large crowd of people assembled
in the live stock pavilion to-da- y, Tho su-
perb exhibit has caught the pnblio inter-
est, and each day the number of visitors
who pass through the barns and ocenpy
seats In the big; pavilion increases. Chief
of Agricultural Department Buobanan and
his assistant, Charles F. Mills, have spared
no pains to make the live stock feature at-

tractive. Breeders from every part of the
world are in daily attendance. After tbe
regular cavalcade of all the stock in the
big arena to-da- y, tho Belgian horses and
Galloway cattle were brought out to be
judged lor tbe awarding of premiums. Tho
scene was enlivened by a display of other
breeds of horses. The saddle horses were
brought into the ring and ridden about, and
along with them were the graceful
Arabians of the Czar of Russia.

Because of some technical hitch in the
Treasury Department at Washington tho
foreign judges at the fair cannot get their
pay, and there are many mad complaints.
Altogether there are about three hundred
foreign judges, each entitled to S750 pay.
Many of tbem finished their work, and are
detained at the fair by lack of money.
Some of tbem bad finished their work two
weeks ago, and have not been able to get a
cent. Secretary Dickenson, of the

'national commission. ' who is the
disbursing otiioer for tbe gov-
ernment at the fair, has written to
Washington repeatedly, but lias received
no money to pay the judge?, Mr. Hoyr, of
the bureau of awards, announced to-d-ay

that tbe technicalities that stand in the
way would doubtless bo overcomo in a day
or so and that the judges would be speedily
paid.

Prince Keoniatzo Yoharito, of Japan,
second in tbe lino of imperial succession,
arrived in Chicago to-da- y to eeo the fair.
He came with three members of his suite
ou a special car on one of tho regular
trains from St. Panl. The members or the
party are dressed in European style and
they attraoted little attention at the sta-
tion. .

Sensational Allegations Accompanying
a Hill lor Divorce Filed at Chicago.

Mrs. Nellie Stone W&a Infatuated with
William . Hassett, but One Already Had

a iiaslaud and the Other a Wife.

She Conspired to Kill Her Wedded
Partner and He to Secure a Divorce.

Mr. Stone Va3 (o Be Poisoned or "Acciden-
tally; Killed at the World's Fair Two

Letters trom the Woman.

Chicago, Aug. 2a In a bill for divorce
filed in the Superior Court to-da- y by Mrs.
Bella 11. Hassett against Win. E. Hassett,
of this city, some most astounding charges
are made. It is alleged and the allegations
are supported by written evidence that
Hassett conspired with tho wife of a
wealthy farmer named Stone, now living
near Nashua. Ia., to murder Stone, get a
divorce from bis own wife and then marry
the widow of Stone, who, by tbe letters at-
tached, was more than ready to put her
own husband out of tho way that sho
might marry Hassett.

Mrs. Hassett is well known in tho better
circles of Cincinnati, where she taught
school for several years. Her maiden name
was Bella Cynthia Hicks, and her widowed
mother yet residos in Cincinnati. Hassett
comes from a wealthy family in Jellersou,
la. His father was engaged in the hard-
ware business in that place for a dozen
or more years, and prior to his death, a
short time ago, had accumulated a fortune
which will benefit Hassett, it
is said, to tho extent of $50,- -

000 or 875,000. He was married to
Miss Hicks, in Hamilton, O., on Juno 21..
1801. About one year ago, while Hassett
was traveling through Iowa, he became
acquainted with Mrs. Nellie Stone, who
was living with her husband, a wealthy
farmer in Nashua. .The woman, the bill
alleges, becamo enamored of Hasset and, it
is charged, made a proposition to mako
away with her husband, who was past
middle ago and an invalid. What the in
itial developments of the alleged conspira-
cy to murder farmer Stouo were have not
been made known. While all this was go-

ing on Mrs. llassott remained at her home.
The alleged plot, as evidenced' by tho

data attached to the bill, was to bring
Stone to Chicago on a trip to the world's
fair, and then place a quantity of poison
in the medicine ho was taking. The couple
hoped to shield themselves, it is said, from
tho law by giving out that tho death of
Mrs. Stone's husband was from natural
causes. Mrs. Hassett beoame aware of the

so-call- ed intrigue through au accident.
Not long ago her husband came
home in an intoxicated condition, and a
quarrol, arose, resulting in the de-
fendant telling his wife that he
had a woman living in Iowa who loved him
more than she, and if she did not-boiiev- e

it she would lind a number of letters in his
trunk which would prove it. Mrs. Hassett
was quick to act on the information given
her, and while her husband was away from
home she opened his trunk and found the
letters. She was horrified at their contents
and immediately placed tbo matter in tbe
hands of her attorneys, who prepared the
bill for a divorce.

CHOLEIU'S VICTIMS INCREASING.

Alarm ia England Over a Case at II all-De- aths

at Home, Naples and Other Places.

London. Aug. 2C The good people of the
city of Hull are in a state of alarm just now
over the report that a case of cholera is in
their midst. The report spread throughout
the country that the dreaded disease
has fonnd a footing in England, and
tho authorities in London have been
overwhelmed with inquiries from
health boards and private persons in
various cities of the conntry as to tho truth
of the rumor. The scare has been so gen-

eral that the government board found it
necessary to issue a formal statement to re-

assure the peoplo of the healthful condi-
tion of the country and of tbe iuinossibility
of cholera getting a foothold. The board
inet to-uig- aud after discussion decided
that the fears which had been aroused
throuahoutlLngland by theroportcd case
at Hull must bejallaved and that this could
be done only by a statement from them.
They therefore sent out a dooument in
which they asserted that an epidemio in
England at tho present time was impossi-
ble. . Since the beginning of the year the
strictest investigation of all vessels arriv-
ing at tho varions ports has been made and
complete arrangements have been provided
for isolating any cases which may arrive.

The steamship (Jergovia. of tho French
Navigation Company, arrived at Mar-
seilles from Jeddah to-da- y. The captain
said that many oilgrinis from Mecca took
the Gergovia for ports between Jeddah and
Marseilles. Twenty of them died of chol-
era and were buried at sea. The crews of
the French steamships) 1'ictavui, Langue-do- c,

Auverne and of the ship Luteitisa
were stricken with cholera, the captain
said, in the barber of Jeddah.

Ten persons are under medical observa-
tion in the Moabitt Cholera Hospital.
Three fresh cases of cholera havo been
fonnd in Berlin to-da- y. All the bathing
places along tho Spree, which flows through
the city, have been closed, as tho river is
believed to be infeoted.

Two new caseaof cholera aud ono death
were reported at Rotterdam to-da- y. Ant'
werp reports one death. Seven persons
died of the disease in Rome to-da- y. At
Naples there were seven deaths.

SIIOT DOWN BY BOBBERS

Illinois Hichwaymen Hold Up a

Fate of a Vermillion County Farmer Who Was
Keturnin from Meetinir with His Wife-F- our

Men Arrested on Smpicion.

Danville, III., Aug. 26 While Henry
Helmick and wile were retnrntng home
from church at Pilot Chapel, about twelvo
miles northwest of this city, last night,
two highwayman suddenly grasped
his horses' heads, while two ether
robbers leaped into tho carriage.
Mr. Helmick hit his team with tho
whip and they reared, breaking loose from
the highwaymen. At this moment one of
tho robbers fired, tho ball entering the
back of Mr. Helmick's head. He died in-

stantly, falling into his wife's lap. The
highwaymen then sprangont of the bnggy,
but continued tiring as the horses plunged
forward on the road. One shot narrow-
ly tnissea tho almost frantic wife.
This morning the highwaymen were
tracked to the Big Four bridge, at tho

--west side of the city. The entire neigh-
borhood is wild over the murder, and the
police of this city have joined in the
search. The highwaymen held up three
other parties in tho same road previous to
the attack on Helmick, scouring, however,
but little mouey.

Mrs. Heimick's two sons, who had also
been to the meetinx from which Mr. and
Mrs. Heliniok were returning, were jogging
along nearly a milo behind on horseback.
They saw tbe llash ot tbe shots down tho
road; but did not come up in time to get
sight of the desperadoes. They did not
learn the truth uutil arriving nt tho home-
stead. Tho alarm was given at once, and
in a short time a posse of armed
men were hunting tho mnrderers. One
party - struck what they thought
was a clew, and followed it to
Danville, where the sheritl and polioo
were enlisted in the search. This fore-
noon four men were arrested in a box
car at Danville Junction on suspicion and
brought to Police Magistrate Timmons.
who. on motion of the State' attorney,
continued the caee until next Thursday,
and placed the men nnder 81.000 bail, in do-fault- of

which they were committed to jail.
Tho names given by the quartet were
Thomas Welch. Jerry Flood, Kay C. Mat-
thews and Joseph Hartman. They claim
to reside at Columbus. 0-- , and say that
they left there last Monday looking for
work. They also state that they were com-
ing from Indianapolis on a freight train at
the time of the murder, and that they can
prove this by the head brakeman.
Hartman claims to hail from Bead-
ing. Pa.. and says ho has been
working at White Oaki. in Montgomery
county, for three weeks. All deny that they
were anywhere near tho scene of the mur-
der. Many believe that the guilty parties
have not yet been apprehended, and sev-
eral hundred armed men are still engaged
in the search. It is thought that the mur-
derers are in biding in the heavy timbers
along tho Vermillion river.

BEIL'DEN'THAlS CIRCULAR.

The Kansas Commissioner Explains His At-
tack on 8W YorK Concerns,

TorEXA. Kan.. Ang. 25. In answer to
numerous letters and telegrams received
from various cities asking for further in-

formation concerning State Bank Commis-
sioner Breidcnthal's circular rolative to
the balances Kansas banks carry in
New York, and especially desiring to know
tho condition of tho Kansas banks
relative to the New York banks. Mr.
Broidenthal said to-da- y tbe banks of Kan-
sas are very little indebted to the Now
York banks, because since the stringency
ot money set in the New York banks have
called on all their resources tor cash, and.
not being in touch with Kansas, they have
called in very nearly all the Kansas banks
owed tbem on redisconnted paper. The
balances the Kansas banks carry in New
York, Mr. Breidenthal says, are small, but
they exceed the indebtedness of the 2 per
cent, permitted by his circular. Tho Kan-
sas banks, ho added, need not fear any re-
taliatory measures the New York banks
may adopt on account of his circular, as
when the balance is struck the Now York
banks will be to the debit side of it.
