THE HOUSE YOTES FOR REFPEAL

Mr. Wilson’s Bill Adopted by a Vote of 240
to 110—-All Sabstitctes Rejected,

WASHINGTON, Aug. 28.—The Wilson biil,
to repeal the purchase olause of the Sher-
mansilver law, was adopted by the House
to-day by a big majority, the vote standing
240 to 110, All the Bland substitute meas-
ures were defeated by majorities that leave
the silver men no hope of free coinage from
this Congress. The knowledge that the
day would be devoted to dreary roll-calls,
which, though reiating to the most 1mpor-
tant question which has attracted the
attention of the country for the past quar-
ter of a century, are not of exciting inter-
ést to the ordinary spectator in the gal-
leries, had no effect upon the audience this
morning. Long before the noon hour of
moeting, the publio galleries were jammed
with earnest listeners. When, at a
quarter before noon, the reserved galleries

were opened there was a rush made to se-
oure good seats, and 1n & moment every

bench was filled with ladies in summer
costumes, who manipulated fans in order
to temper the muggy bheat which permeated
the chamber, :

After the reading of the journal, this
morniog, Mr, Weaver, of New York,a
peared at the bar of the House on the arin
of his colleague, General Tracey, and was
sworn in by the Speaker.

The resolution contained in the order of
procedure on the silyer question was re.
ported by the Clerk, providing for a vote
firss upon the free coincge of silverat
the present ratio of 16 to L. Representa-
tive Bailey, of Texas, asked 1f, in the event
of all the amendmentis in~luded in the or-
der being defeated it would be in order to
propose au additional amendment germane
to the subject. BSpeaker Crisp replied
that as at present advised he would
answer no; thas the order pro-
vided distinctly all that the
House wmay consider; but that when
the time came to formally present the ques-
tion the gentleman from Texas might be
heard, Representative McMillin, of Ten-
nesses, desired to ofier an amendment pro-
viding 1or the free coinage of the producs
of the gilver mines of the United States,
but Mr, #'ana objected to even havingis
read, saying that such a proposition was
not free coinage at all.

The Wilson bill having been read, Mr,
Bland (Dem.., Missouri) offered his firss
smendment—that of free coinage at the
present ratio of 16 to 1—and it was defeated
by & vote of yeas 124, and nays 2206, amid
apolanse from the anti-silver men, who re-
ovived one more majority than they ex-
pected.

The discussion on this amendment wae
interrupted at 2 o'clock, when the bill was
laid aside, and the Mantle and Allen cases
were taken up and disposed of as noted
above. No action was taken on the third
ease, from the State of Wyoming, Mr.
Breckwith having resigned.

The consideration of the national bank
cirenilation bill waa then resumed.
