point on there was matier in the substitute
which was not in the House bill, whioh 1n
his judgment improved it and made it so-
ceptable, Mr. Teller objeeting to Mr.

Wages were high,
but there was no quibbling. Now
the guards olaim that they were

At last nigut's meeting
of the Uity Council & wage scale of §L.50
was agreed on to settle with the men.
This morning, when they learned of ths,
each guard was informed, and he
at once Jleft his post of daty.
As aresult the whole force of over twenty
guardsquit work on a strike. When Mayor
Brady was informed of this he harriedly
summoned the ¢ity tinance committee, and
tbey attempted to get the men back
to work at $2 for twelve hours
work. This they refused., and all
were given their time, Some of the guards
were soon drunk, and 1t took but littlie per-
auasion to indace the others to resolve that
no man should Ull the'r places. New men
were secared from the many idle laborers
down town who were anxious to
take the dangerons job to earn s little
something to help keep away the wolf in
these hard times, but when they reported
at the guardbhouse the discharged men met
them. and only the arnval of the police
prevented a serions encounter. The
new men are on duty to-night,
with the police guarding them. The
danger line now seems to have been passed
if the guarantine ean be kept unbroken,
and Mayor Brady and City lisalth Oficer
Jackson will thewselves remain on the
ground if neceasary to see that their dis-
ecipline i3 carried ont from this
on.

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WAR GUVERNOKS WILL MEET.
Those of Four States bipecied at the New
Hampshire Reunion.

———
At the veteran’s reunion soon to be held

at Lake Winnipcsaukee, New Hampsbhire, |

by the Soldilers’ Association of that State,
four of the nineteen war Governors are ex-
pected to participate—Curun, of Pennsyl-
vania; Sprague, of Rbode Island; Hol-
brook, of Vermons, and Berry. of New
Hampshire. At the breaking out of
hostilities, in 1561, there were thirty-foar
States, Eleven seceded and foar border
States were neutral or divided in their al-
legiance. The remaining nineteen had
““war Governors,” that since popular ex-
pression being used to describe those Gove
ernors to whom the federal government
appealed for troops and for tinanocial aid,
and who, by their diligence and energy,
pusbed forward the enrollment of volun-
toers and assisted in other ways the succeas
of the Unlon forces.

fome of the war Governors became
famwous for their aotion as such; others be-
came famous afterward. Edwin D. Mor-
gan, the war Governor of New York, wasa
banker, and, after serving the State two
terms, was prommoted to the United States
Senate, le was chairman of the Repub-
lican national commnittee in 1572, and was
defeated for Governor four years later.
William Dennison, war Gevernor of Ohie,
was promoted by President Lincoln to a
place inu his Cabinet as Postmaster-general,
and he heid it till Avdrew Johnson made
another appointment in 1566,

Ohiver P.iiMorton, the war Governor of
Indiana, was one of the most vigorous
oflicials in any Northern State. and some of
bhis plans for assisting the United Btastes
government and crushing out incipient
disturbances in Sounthern Indiana were
oarried ous to the point of severity, After
serving the Hoosier State as Governor he
was promoted to the Uinited States Senate,
and he was one of the leaders ot the
Republican majority there and of the
party in the country during the troublous
times which followed, bdenator Morton
was one of the most agaressive of Repub-
lican statesmen, and was & prominent can-
didate for the nomination 1or the presi-
deney 1n 1876, ludeed, it is thought by
many well-informed persons that, bhad the
opponents of Mr, Bisine not been able to
unite on K. B. Hayes, they would have
supported Senator Morten and thus secured
his pomir stion. He died afew years later.

Jobn .. Andrew, war Govermor of
Massachu setts, was & member of the
national econvention which nominated
Abrabam (.incoln as Presidens, and he was
chosen Governor of Massachusetts at the
same contest. He was one of the most
active of the war Governors in raising and
equipping troops. He died in 1867, His son
was & Democratic meinber of the last Con-
gress from the Third districs of Massa-
chusetts. William A. Buckingham,
wWar Governor of Conneoticut, wae
asfterward  United States  Senator.
Nathaniel Berry, of New Hampshire,
and Frederick Holbrook, of Vermont, are
both surviving, and will attend the re-
union at Lake Winnipesankee. So, also,
it is expected. will William Soragoe, war
Governor of Rhode lsland, the New Eng-
land war Governors possessing, it would
seem, the greatest longevity. Joel Parker,
the Democratio war Governor of New Jer-
sey, was re-elected to that oflice after an
interregnum of some years, in 1571, He was
s candidate for tbe Democratio nomination
for President in 1868, and again in the 1876
convention, and was a judge in Monmonuth
county, New Jersey, at the time of his
death,

The war Governor of Michigan. Austin
Blair, was for many years a leading KHe-
publioan in the Weast, but bhe leit the Re-
tubllenn party to join the Cincinnat:

tberal movement in 1572, and was defeat-
ed for Governor on the Democratic ticket
io that year. Richard Yates, the war Gov-
ernor of lllinois, was made a United States
Senator at the close of his term as Gov-
eruor, and continued, from that time on, &
f_on-picnoul if not very intluential Repab-
ican,

Alexander Ramsey, the war Governor of
Minnesota, became afterward, hike Yates, a
member of the United States Senate, and
in 15870 he was made Secretary of War by
Hayes. Stephen J. Kirkwood, the war
Governor of lowa, was afterward United
States Senator, and was made Seoretary of
the Interior by President Gatfield. He was
a typical Hawkeye statesman, and contin-
ued to be as firm in his allegiance to the
Kepublicaus as he hand been to the cause
ot the Umnion during the war. Governor
Harvey, of Wisconsin, the war Governor
of that State, died before the expiration of
his term. _

The war Governor of California was
Leiand - Stanford, afterward railroad
builder and owner and milhionaire, and the
founder and endower of Palo Alto. Mr.
Stanrord for many yoars after his service
us war Governor of the Golden State kept
carefully out of politios, but near the close
of his career he was elected United States
Senator as a Kepublican, and was a mem-
ber of the upper branch ot Congress at the
time of his death a few months ago.

Andrew G. Cuartin, war Governor of
Pennsylvania, was one of the best known
execntive oflicials in the United States dur-
ing the period of hostilities, and waus one
of the most vigilant sids of the federal
government, especially durtug the period
that the southern countics ot Penusyl-
vania were menuoed by the presence of
lLee’s troops. Soon after the close of the war
he broke with Simeon Cameron. the Re-
publican leader, 1 FPbiladelpnia, and
went over into the Liberal Repub-
lican movement, He {found 1t =a
shors cut to the Democracy, for he
went afterward to Congress na a Democrat-
10 member trom the Clearheld district, and
took an active part in Democratic afiairs.
Belore being Governor Mr. Cartin was See-
retary of State 10 Pennsylvania. and had
also been >Superintendent of FPublio In-
struction in the Keyatone State. After the
close of Lis service as Governor be was
sent by President Grant as [nited States
minister to Kussia., Governor Curtin is &
native of Belletontaine, and is now seven-
ty-six years of ago.
