Pardrido Led tho Attack, bat Much oi

tho Loss Was Recovered Later.

Cablea Not So Encouraging, the English Visi-

ble Being 1,429.000 Bushels in Excess
of the titimatod Consumption.

TRADING AT CHICAGO.

Corn Was Firmer, but Provisions Weakened
nud Fell OtT Somewhat.

CHICAGO, Aug. 2.. During the general
prostration of telegraph wires, to-da- y,

shorts seized the opportunity to raid the
wheat market. Pardridge fed. Wheat
recovered one-ha- lf the loss occasioned by
the early bear attack, but was still 400
lower for September and 4o lower for De-

cember than on the day before as the
market closed. Corn was very firm and
gained about c. Provisions closed at
considerable reductions from yesterday's
resting prices. Wheat, at the opening, was
about 40Vo higher than tho closing
liguresof yesterday, but the market was
weak and prices deolined 34o for Sep-

tember and lo for December. then
became stronger, advancing o for
the former, and 4o for tbo latter
future, eased oQ some and closed about
4o lower for September and 4o lower for
December than the closing figures of yes-

terday. Tho opening, while a trifle higher,
could, perhaps, not be called firm, for the
offerings were large, many parties feeling
disposed to realize and take profits on the
purchase they had made yesterday at the
lower prices. Cables were net as enoour-agin- g

as they might be The English visi-
ble supply-th- at is, the imports and farm-
ers' deliveries exceed the estimated con-
sumption by about l,42'.,O00 bushels, and
tho supplies wero supposed to have in-
creased to that extent. At the decline
there was a good demand. Possibly local
operators oversold themselves and were
anxious to cover. At any rate, there was
not much wheat offered whec the buying
stnrted and prices recovered steadily, wlrh
September taking the lead, aud the premi-
um for December over September was nar-
rowed down to about 6 cents at one time.

The good cash demand and the smaller
arrivals for to-morro- w, together with the1
lower tomperatures on the weather map,
appeared to be the principal influential
factors in stimulating corn. Transactions
were, in the main, looal, and the buying
quite general, no particular individual
business being noted. Opening trades were
at slight advances, and, after selling oft' hi
03&e May showing the most decline
rallied, advancing 4040. reacted full o,
ruled steady, and at the close had gained

The stock of contraothere was cut down
by 45.545 bushels last week, making the
quantity on hand 600,517 bushels, against
a stook on the corresponding date one year
ago of 1.W3.000 buithels.

There was a fair trade in oats and an
irregular feeling, prices fluctuating within
4o range and closing at about the same as
yesterday to a slight advance. There wero
no special features.

Provisions were easier on heavy receipts
of hogs. Trade was painfully light, with
fifteen-minut- e intervals between trades.
Hog receipts here were 22.000. at Omaha
0,000 and Kansas city 13.000. Estimates for
to-morro- receipts here are SO.0C0. Every-
thing on the speculative list was weak and
lower, and at the close the day's loss was
3oc in September pork and ?0o in October.
September aud October lard are .35u lower
and September ribs oft ,324c, with October
.424o lower. The tendency was to narrow
the spread between the various options.

Clover 8-ei- l from First Crop.
Indiana Correspond :,co American Agriculturist.

Something new in agriculture has pre-
sented itself in the form of a crop of clo-
ver seed from a held sown the samo year.
It was a complete surprise, and if it proves
constant, after tepeated testing, may be a
valuable feature of the clover crop. The
matter was wholly unloosed for.

One of my neighbors last soring sowed a
small field of rye to clover. It came well
and s a fine stand. Immediately after
the rye vras harvested and removed from
thetieldhe put in amaohineand mowed the
tall stubble, weeds and young clover quite
close to the ground. He had no other ob-
ject in view than to get the field in a good
condition for a crop of clover hay the en-
suing year. After the mowing the young
clover made a fine and rapid growth and
bloomed profusely. As soou as it became
ripe enough to cut for seed he mowed and
threshed it through a clover huller. the
yield being sixteen and one-four- th bushels
of prime seed.

Now the yield of the seed per acre was
not so great as to attract much attention,
bnt it was the peculiar circumstances in
the case that aroused the attention of the
community. 1 believe it was mowing or
cutting down the, young clover soon after
harvest that caused it to send out blossoms
and make a fair yield of seed. Other fields
nil around just as well set in clover sowed
last epriug produced no bloom worth men-
tioning. If any of the readers of the Amer-
ican Agriculturist have had any experience
in this matter and have found out anything
of value 1 hope they will report it.

Tioot'ierii Pickle.
Sweet Grape Pickles-Ta-ke six pounds

sugar, ten of grapes on the stem, boil a
quart of vinegar and the sugar together,
liavor with cinnamon and mace; put the
grapes in jars and pour the syrup over boil-
ing hot; seal.

Sweet Cantelonpe Pickles Take sis
cantaloupes, quarter, remove the seed and
cover with vinegar, lot stand one boor,
pour half the vinegar oil. measure and to a
quart add three pounds of brown sugar, a
tcaspoonful each of ground cloves and all-
spice, with half a teaspoonful of cinnamon
and mace; boil until a thick syrup, drop
the melon in, scald, take out, put in a jar.
boil the syrup low. pour over and seal.

Boil until the rind is tender. Put in jars,
boil tho syrup down low, pour over and
soal.

Peach Mangoes-Po- ur boiling watr over
four dozen large October peaches. let stand
two days; take them out and split them on
one side, drop in turmeric vinegar for two
days: tako out the seed, sew up and put in
a jar of prepared vinegar. Make studing
by chopping some peaches and mixing with
mustard seed, brown sugar, celery seed,
ginger, cinnamon, cloves, pepper, turmerio
and chopped onions. Pill the peaches and
put in strong vinegar. Cover close and bo 6
in a cool place.
