Hoard of Works Will Enter Into One for
oOO, Lamps.

The Board of Works yesterday morning
made another "moonlight" schedule, neces-
sitating the continuance in ottice of the
cloud inspector. This schedule is with the
Sun Vapor Street Light Company, of Can-
ton. O. The lights are to prodtico a four-
teen candle power likht. The proposal
which was accepted by the bourd is for
5C0 wooden lamp posts and the same num-
ber of lamps, to furnish all material
and labor necessary to keep them clean
and in trim. On the moonlight schednlo
all lights aro to be lit ono-hal- t boar before
darkness, and the oost to the city is to be
$lb50ayear. On the

schedule the company pro-
posed to charge $1U0 a year for eachlight. The payments are to he mademonthly, and the contract is for live years.
The hoard can order an many more lightsat these hgures as it chooses. The com-pany a. so agrecN to decrease the number oflights at any time, provided there are not
less than 400 in use during tho existence oftho contract. Tho board shall have thoright to change the locatiou of the lamps,
subject to the above restrictions. Theproperty remains in the possession of thecompany. A bond for 10.000 is to be fur-nished, the company to enter into a con-tract within ten days. The board will signthe contract within a few days. The pricepaid is the same as that under the old con-tract.
