The biographies of so many officers and
delegates to the National Encampment
a8 ars given in the following arsicle
bave not bLeen presented as a favor to
the subjectia, but wmore to show the general
chataoter of the members of the Grand
Army who take an active interest in it. It
will be seen that they are men of character,
who have standing in their respective com-
munities; that they are full service vet-
erans in the field, and that thev compare
favorably with the best in all the ocoupa-
tions in which wmen engage. Suoh a pre-
sentation of the membership was not need-
ed to vindicate the Grand Army, but
it shows how false and malignant is the
charge that the Grand Army is controiled
by those who were camp-followers and

bounsy-jumpérs.

INDIANA.

The Department of Indisns was organized
Nov. 22, 1866, and General R. 8. Foster was the
first departinent commander. The organization
suddenly lapsed and wasreorganized in Ootober,

1879, with Lewis Humphrey as commander.
Indiana contends that it should bave its place on
the roll eall and in line upon the prior date.
Tuhe matter s before a committee, which will re-
port at the encampment. The membership at
the last encampment was 24,670. The lastre-
ports show a little falling off, but the reports
covering the encampment period will show a
membership considerably more than 25,000.
James T. Johnston, of Rockville, is department
commanier, and R. M. Smook, of Indiapapolis,
assistant adjutant-general.

James T. Johnston was born in Putnam ocoun-
ty, Indiana, Jan. 19, 1839. He lived and worked
on & farm until July, 1862, His only education-
al advantages were those which the district
schools afforded. In July, 1562, he enilsted as s
private in Company C, Beventy-first Indiana,
which was the Sixth Cavalry. He was soon pro-
moted to second sergeant, and held that posi-
tion until August, 1863, when he was mustered
out 84 & member of the Sixth, upon a special
order of General A. E. Burnside, in order
to accept & commission as lleutenant
m Company A, Eighth Tennessee Cavalry, then
being organized at Camp Nelson, Ky, After be-
ing wustered as lleutenant, Johnsion was in
command of that cowpany until after the siege
of Knoxviile. It was the first company to enter
Knoxville, In Soptember, 1863, His company
was in the East Tennessece cawmpaign continu-

ousty until the siege of Knoxvilie was ralsed,
Alter the siege the Eighth and Tenth regiments
of Tenpessce Cavalry were consolidated, and
there being an excess of officers, and Lleutanant
Johnston's bealth Lhaving been impaired, he re-
sicned and returned to Indiana in January,
1864, In April, 1864, to encourage enlistment,
Lisutenant Jobhnston enlisted as & private in
Compapy F, Ope-hundred-and-thirty-third Indil-
ana, pledging himseif to serve m that capacity,
which he did auriag the full term of eunlistment.
In January, 1560, at the request of Col. K. N,
Huodson, of Terre Haute, Mr. Johnston assisted
him in reeruiting the One-hundred-and-forty-
nioth Indiana, & one-year reximent. Wihen the
regiment was organized, on the =olicitation of
its otheers, Governor Morton appointed hh
guarteriuaster, in which position he served until
tue mwuster-out of the reglment in Septeinber,
1565, The study of law, which he began in 1861

and abandoned to join the army, he resumed
when the war was over, in the ofties of William-
son & Daggett, at Greencastie. He applied Lun-
sl with energy, and was admitted to the bar in
March, I=stti., His success in the profession
proves that he was wise in lus choice. He is
DOW & ruember of the firm of Rice & Johnston,
at Rockville, which commands a wide practice,
He was soon after elected prosecuting altoruey,
which otfice he filled with eredit for two years.
In 1568 he was elected to the Assembly from
Parke couuty, and in 1572 to the Senate [rom
FParke and Vermillion counties. As a lecisiator
ke became conspleuous for his Ppraciical sense
and Lis ability as a debater. He was elected to
the Forty-ninth Congress, in 184, and 1n 188
to the Fiftieth, where be was a useful member.
During his last terw lie served on the important
and laborous com it te on elactions, and took
an active part in its work, ns the reports show.

He
Is an active and vaiuable member of the State
Seldiers’ lHomo committee, and a sure G. A. R,
R. man always.

Comrade William P Medsker, junior vice de-
partment commander, was born Aug, 12, 18486,
in Henry county, Indiana. His father was a
Methodist minister. and preached for many
years in Indiana. His oldest brother, Jamea .
Medaker, was adjutant of the Seventy-fifth In-
diana. His pext oldest brotlher, Joseph A, Med-
sker, as well as himself, was a private fn Com-

ny C, of the Seventy-fifth. His bLrother-in-
aw, Thomas Henderson, was color sergeant of
the same regiment. In November, 1564, Med-
slker enlisted ns a recruit in the Seventy-fifth,
aud In Jupe, 1865, was transferred to Company
F, of the Forty-second Indlapa. On July 31,
1565, he was disobarged by the closing of the
war, He had a varied experience in his eight
wonths of service, The wosat pleasant incident
he can reinember was his belng present at Fort
Buwter, April 14, 1565, when General Ander-
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son raised the same flag over the ruins,of
that fort that he pulled down April 14, 1581,
and when Le heard that wonderful orator, Henry
Ward Beecher, dellver an oration at the same
lace. After Medsker's discharge he
went to sehool one year at DePauw, then called
Asbury Umiversity. He commenced reading law
in 1866, and in the fall of 1867 went into the
ollice of Ray, Gordon & Mareh, at Indianapolls,
and supported himself by copying of nights. He
racticed law a ehort time in Indianapolis, and
n 1872 moved to Cambridge City, Ind., where
he now llves, He married Alice 5. Conklin, a
daughter of Bejamin Conklin, of Cambridee
City, in 1870, He was delegate from the Sixth
distries to the National Encampment at Detrolt,
and was elected junior vice department com-
mander, at Evansville, 1n April, 1803, by acela-
mation.

Ricnard M. Smock, assistant adjutant-general,
was born April 2, 1841, slx milea south of the
capital. His parents were Kentuckiana, having
moved w Indiana in 1829, The subjeot of this
skelch was reared on a farm, with such advan-
tages as o farm !ife at that date offered, working
at farm labor during the summer and attending
school in the winter, July 19, 1562, he enlisted
as a private in Company G, Seventieth Regiruent
Indiana Volunteers, and served in that capaeity
until June 16, 1864, with his regiment, taking
part in many of the battles of the Atlanta cam-
palgn,when he wasseverely wounded whileon the
skirmish line at Lost mountain, Georgia; this
wound, In the left breast, proved to have been
made with a “poisoned” ball, and to that was
added gangrene, and It was ouly the most
skiliful nursing thatsaved Lis life, In Novem-
ber. 1864, he was detailed on detached duty in
the office of Col. A. J. Warner, who was -in com-
mand at Indianapoelis, where he served until
June 30, 1465, where he was discharged. In
November, 1565, he entered the ecounty clerk’s
oilice as a deputy and served in that eapacity
continuously until July 15, 15854, having the
largest continued service in the office of any
man in  the lustory of this coun-
tr. In 1854 he was electea justice of
the peace, and in i85 was agan eiected,
serving eight years in that capacity. He has
been a member of George H. Thomas Post, No.
17, for a numbes of years and served one vear
as commander; he has always taken an active
laterest in the order and was fortwo years chalr-
wan of the rellef committee. When the general
rellef commitiee was organized he was seleoted
as chairmau. He was for two vears i memnber
of the department board of visitors to the Indi-
ana Soldlers’ Orphans’ Home at Knightstown.

=03.

Assistant Quartermaster-general O, R, Weaver
in a native of Indiana, betng born in April, 1=45,
He began to attempt to enlist as2 soon as the
firing on Bumter was Kuown, but was rejeoted
by two reglments. Finaily, he was accepted by
Company I, Third Indiana Cavalry, and after
soeveral years' service was discharged for dis-
abliity, weighing but seventy pounds when
brought home. When he recovered he ngain at-
tempted to enlist, but was rejected for the ranks
aud accepted ns hospital stewnrd for the One-
hundred-and-thirty-ninth Indtana. [o 15687 he
was rejected as o would-be recruit for the reg-
ulararmy. He was a mewmber of the old organi-
zation of the Grand Army. Ile has ulways been
an active Grand Army wan. He Las suftered
much from the disease contracted in the service.
He has beld the present position since 1500, and
has become a most useful man because of his
inttmate knowledga of the local posts, He is a
past grand master of the A, O, U. W, and past
chiancellor of the K. of P.

Comrade H, U, Zolllpger was born of German
parent= im 1841, Aux. 12, 1862, he enlisted in
the Eleventh Indiana Battery as a private, and
served until the close of the war, seeing all the
battles of the eampaizgns in whieh the command

artieipated. =ince the war Comrade Zollinger
a8 lived in Fort Wavpe, where, with his brother,
he has been engaged iu the wanotacture of
wagons, carriages, ele. He s one of the men
who, by good character and Indastry, make
good communities. He ropres<enis the Fort
Wayne district i the encampiuent, and is an
active Gramdl Army man.

George Newkirk was born in Adawms county in
IS42. A few yeara later his father moved to
Rush ecounty. In 1855 the father died, and the
care of the family fell upon him, whieh he as-
sumed with courage and discharged with raith-
fulness. He worked bard always, but found
time to attend the winter schools after doing the
chores, walking, at tmes, three miles to attend
those places where American eitizens are made,
When the war came he was the eldest of five
ochildren, yet so stroug was the desire to tlght for
the Union, that m August, 1562, before he was
twenty yeurs of age, he enlisted 1n the OUne-hinn-
dred-and-tirst Indiann, and saw 1ts arduoous nnd
briiliant round of serviece. Itsaw 1ts tirst fight
at Hartsville, was n the bleody Clickumanga,

gaw the trinmphs of Chattanoogas and Mis
slonary Rhlge, went througn the Atlanta cam-
palen, and the historie marel 1o the seqa, and
minrched I trunmaph in the vranpd
View in Washington Heturning hiome,
he mnde his  Lwome in Hovard  ecounty,
He stoudied meclelne as practiced 1n New Lon-
don, bat, s healils fatling, e returnecd to the
8041 atul now tills ong of the best arma in west-
ern Howard eounty. Twice his fellow-eltizens
hinve recognized his worth by e'ecting him
Counfy Commisstioner,
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to which board lLe now '

helongs. Ho Is prominent in Odd Fellow and
Musonie fraternities. From the first be has been
a leading member of Thowas J. Harrison Post
He ia a useiul member of the Disciplos Churels,
a Republican of the pronvunced type and a pub-

lle-apirited and patriotic citizen. He llves in
Kokoio and represents his distriet in the Na-
tional Excampinent.

Comrade W. N. Jackson, of Munice, served asa
member of Compuny E,Nmneteenuth Indiana.(Iron
Brigade) atthe front, participating in all the bat-
tles in which that famous brigade was engaved,
from the battle of South Mountain to the siege
of Petersburg. He was discharged in frout of
“Fort Hell,” Oct. 19, 1564, on account of physio-
al disabllity., He has been an active worker in
the Gi. A. K. forten years, a charter member of
Willinma Post, No, 75, organized in 1==3. He
has held otticial positions 1u the post almost con-
tinuously since its organization, and has repre-
sented the post in five orsix State encampiments,
He “has always voted as he shot,” and has four
sons stralzbit Republicans, all Sons of Veterans.
The eldest, Dr. F, ti. Jackson, is now serving his
second term as medical director of Indiana Di-
vision, 5, of V_, first on Colonel Harvy’s staff,
now on Colonel MetGGuira's staff. Comrade Jack-
s8on is sixty-five vears old, aud a conatant snffer-
er from his exposure in the army. Still ke “can
yet throw up bis hat and cheer *0Old Glory.'"

Comrade L. L. Martz was born in Wayne coun-
tv, Ohio, Aug. 11, 1836; onme with hia parents
to Adams county, Iudians, in 1349, In 1556 he
came to Wells county, Indiana, and engaged in
the dry-goods business in Murray. He was mar-
ried to Miss Mattie 8. Clark in 1559, and on
Aug. 21, 1861, enlisted in Company A, Thirty-
fourth Indlana, and remained 1in that regimeunt
through the war,re-enlisting as a veteran at New
Orleans, and being discharged at Brownasville,
Tex., Feb, 3, 1564, serving from the day of en-
listment to the time of arrival home, four
years, six months and two daya. He
was in many battles, bnt peaver wounded,
He enlisted as a privaté and was promoted to
prineipal musician, then 1o coimniuiasary sergeant,
then to quartermaster-sergeant, aud hnally mus-
tered first heatenant and recimental quarter-
master, being mustered out the last quartermas-
ter of the regiment. He is now firsat lieutenant
and adjutant of the Second battalion, Fourth
Regiment Infantry, Indiana Legion; also, com-
mander of Low Daley Post, No. 33, G. A. R, and
delegate from the Eleventh distriet to the Na-
tional Encawpment, His postotlice address is
Bluifton.

Comrade Lucien A, Foote recrnited the firat
company for the war in Parke county, Rockvilie
being his resilence. The compuny afterwards
becaiue Company A, Fourteenth Indiana Volun-
teers. He was made eaptain and promoted
wajor, He served one year and resizned on ae-
count of disabllity., Afterwards he enlisted in
Company G, One-hundred-and-thirty-third In-
diana Volunteers; was prowoted from first ser-
geaut 1o major, and served until expiration of
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enllstment. He was a charter member of Post
No. 7, bas been post commander, nod 15 now
serving his eleventh year as gquartermaster. He
was elected on the council of cdministration,
and as deiegate to the National Evcamjpmens at
the State Encampment first he'd. Cowrade
Foote has been grand masterof tle Grand Lodee
of Masons, grand high priest of tae Grand Chap-
ter of Royal Arch Masons, aud 1'lustrious grand
master of the Grana Council of Royal and Select
Masters of all of the Bthie of Indiana.

Jauames M. Barlow was born in Hendricks
ecounty, in the township where be now lives, in
1845; enlisted in April, 1504, iu Compuny H,
Thirty-second Indiana, and was discharged in
the fall of that year. During the period he
served in the Atlanta campalgn. Comrade DBar-
low has a certitieate signed Abraham Lincolu as
President and Edwin M. Btanton for “services
during the Atlanta eampalgn.” the special serv-
fece being that of going ahead, with threa others
of his company, and getting into a tight when
the reglivent was stationed in the rear, with the
consent of his captain, He was near General
McPherson when he was killed. Comrade Bar-
low lives at Plaintield, is a member of Virgil He
Lyon FPost, 186, after being a member o/ John A,
Hollett Post He 1a a delerate to the national
encampment from the Fifth distriect. At the
¢losas of the service Mr. Barlow was an invalid,
spent several yeard in Wabash College, was sub-
sequently a teacher, and 18 now a farmer,

Comrade C. C. Sohreeder, of Huntingburg, del-
egate from the Second distriet, was born Jan.
19, 1547, 1n Berlln, Germany, and came to this
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country when a small boy. In the early part of
1=, when sixteen yvears of age, o enliated in
Company D, Second Olilo Volunteers, serving as
pergeant until gthe summer of 1564, when ho was
disoharged on account of disabilities, In Jann-
ary, 15635, he re-enlisted as & wember of Comn-
tnn_\- I, One-hundred-and-ferty-third Indiana

olunteers, and served until Oct. 20, 1865, In
1868 he was elected lientenant col nel of a bat-
talion of veterans organized at Evanaville, Feb.
1, 1202, Governor (Chiase commissioned Wim a
Heutenant colonel of artillery in the Indiana
Legion, aud on June 1 following promoted inn
to the tull rank of colouel on his sraif, and chief
of ordnance. At the spring election, 1570, he
was elected ety assessor of Evansville, ansd in

In 1=s0 he,
with other gentlemen. founded the Hanting-
burg Argus, of which he has, for the past eight
years, been proprietor aud editor. e is o
charter mewmber of Shively Post,
No. 68, and lias rerved five
terms as commander. He was an ald-de-camp
on the stalf of Commanuder-in-chiefs Fairchild,
Rea and Palmer,

Comwrade Jesse Neff waa born in Hendricks
county, ludiana, Mareh 17, 1543, where he re-
sided and worked on his father's farm until the
Tth of October, 1%61, when he enlisted in Com-
pany F, of the Fortietn Indiana Volunteers, in
wWhich company he served until the Tth of De-
celnber, 1864, when he was dischinreed at Nasn-
ville, Tenn. He participated in all the Lattles
and campatgns In which his regiment was en-
gaged, from Shitoh to Nashville, the regimont to
whieh hie belonged bLeing one of the three hun-
dred regiments classed by Colonel Fox asthe
“three hundred tighting regiments of the Unton
Army” on aceount of their lbeavy losses in bat-
tle. He was severely wonnded at Misstonary Ridge
Nov, 25, 1563, and slightly wounded af Kene-
saw mountain June Z7, IS64 Mr Nefl was at
one time oflered n comunssion by President Lin-
caln as captain of a conupany of Alabhama Unton
cavalry, but deciined to leave his own resiment.
He commanded his own emupany as o pon-
comissioned otficer during the greater portion
of the Atlanta campalgn, and, 48 & Consequenes
thereof, s now kuown as, aud commonly called,

He re-enlisted in 1564 and
served as eaptain in the One-hundred-and-seven.
ty-fourth Ohio untii the ciose of the war. He
was present at the capture of John Morgan, at
the taking of Cumberland Gap, the repuise of
Hood at Nashville and with General Sherman
in North Carolina, being attached to the Twen-
ty-third Army Corps at the termination of the
cnmpaign against Joe Johnston, He has for
several years been aresident of Rushville, where
he has built up a flourishing law business. He
belongs to the active, rather than the retired list
of the G. A. R.

W. B Haggard, of Lafayette, is another active
and effective mewber of the home committee.

He came very near getting an appropriation
trom the lnst Leglslature as the mewmber of the
Aspemnbly from his disirict. He Is a full-service
Indiana soldier.

Past Department Commander Travia, of Craw-
fordsville, is also a member of the executive
committee, and is very zealons in the work.

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historic in Mrs. Stowe's *“Uncle Tom's
Cabiu" as the place where “Eliza” crossed the
Ohlo river ou the ice. Commander Williaus was
born in that couuty in 1843, and passed hils boy-
bood on his fatber’s farm. When the war broke
out he, with his two older brothers, enlisted, but
he waa the only one who returned from the serv-
ice alive; but their bodies lie in thelr native
county, in the same grave. Commander Wil
liams enlisted Aug. 7.°1562, In the Fourth Obio
Independent Volunteer Cavalry Cowpany
tknown as Foster's Cavalry) and served
the winter of 1862 under Grant in
in what was known as the northern Mississippl
campaign.
