EIGHT HEATS 70 DECIDE IT

Tacoma Trots in T'wo Dead Heats,
but Is Finally a Winner.

Small Crowd Attends the Driving Club
Meeting—Charges of an Attempt
to Fix a Heat,

Thbe strike of the employes of the street-
oar company Thursday evidently tended
to dampe n the ardor for trotting sport of
all those who passed through the ordeal of
reachiong the grounds after the tie-up on
that day, and the efiect was plainly ob-
seivable at yesterday's races. Although
the programme was an excellent one and
the sport entertaining from beginning o
end, only about 1,50 people were present
toenjoy 1t. Some fast time was made In
each race, and in all the winners were
given a race from start to timish.

The first race on the card was for the 2:30
trotters for a purse of §1,000, Ten econtest-
ants appeared for the word. At the fifth
score the word was given to a passably
good start. Wilkes and I. 8. French set the
pace at tho three-guarters, with Renasselaer
Wilkes, a good third.

MR. BREWSTER GETS NOTELNG

Designer of Miss Indiana Praeti-
cally Goes Unrewarded.

His Allowanece Eaten Up by Other Claims
—Placing of War Dates on the Mon-

ument—Commissioners Meet.

The board of monument commissioners
held an all day’s session, yesterday, and
considered & number of minor matters,
Late in the afternoon the subject of the
Mexican war dates was revived by Com-
missioner English, who intreduaced the fol-
lowing resolution:

“Keeolved, That the committee on mon-
unmwent inscriptions appertaining to the
war of the rebellion be instruoted tofihave
the figures 1801 and 1865 substitated for
those of 15i0 and 1845 in the top astragal of
the monument, without unneceasary delay;
and, in like manner, the committee on 1n-
seription, pertamning to the military
events, shall proceed to have the 1nserip-
tious in relation thereto piaced upon the
north-side tablet near the bhase of the mouu-
ment, so that the work shall all be done at
the same time a8 nearly as practicable;
also, that the last pamed ~committee
shall proceed o have the other inscriptions
pertaining to the war of the rebellion
placed on the south side of the monument
as soon a8 possible after said inscriptions
are agreed to by the board.” ’

A motion was made that the resolutions
be adopted., [P'resident Langsdale pat the
motion and announced the decision very
quickly, us if he desired to get the matter
out of hand as soon as posstble, The reso-
lution was adopted without objection,

Mr. English then made another proposi-
tion for the consideration of the board. It
wWas regarding the inscriptions, which, he
thought, ought to be placed in the follow-
order: "War with Mexico, 1840, 1847, 1518,
Five Indiana regiments, Nos. 1, 2, 3, 4, 5
4,555 men.” *“Battle of Tippecanoe, Nov.
(A 1811 lndians  defeated by
about 800 Amerioans, mostly Indi-
ADA militia.” “Capture of Vin-
cennes from the DBritish, Feb. 25, 1770."
For the further consideration of the board
Mr. Euglish suggested that it might be
well o make mention of the battle of
Lochrey’s Creek, which ocecurred in 1751,
aud in which over one hundred Americans
were killed by the Indians. He thought,
also, that an inseription relating to the
battle of Mississinewa, Dee. 18, 15812, might
be added. In that battle a force of six
hundred Americans were engazed, of
whom tifty were killed. City Contreller
Woollen is now preparing a paper relating
to this war, which will be read before the
Marion County Historical Sooiety. No
action was taken upon these suyggestions,
bat they will probably be considered at a
meeting next week,

Attorney A. J, Beveridge appearsd before
the board, by invitation, to explain some
legal points relating to the trouble whieh
arose some tme ago between sculotor
George W. Brewster and George F. Wagner.
It appears that Messrs, Wagner and Barker
are having considerable ditficulty in ob-
taining the money due them for work in
hoisting tho crowning figure. Contractor
Barker was to have received £1,500 for his
work. The contract was made with Mr
Brewster, Mr. Barker hasonly received 3300
for bhis work so far, and that came from
the board of commissioners. Mr. Wagner
has been trying for several weeks to get
$1.200, the amount due him. The commis-
sioners do not blame Mr, Brewster, as tuey
believe he expects to pay the men as soon
as possible. They wished, however, to
know what power the bLoard bhad., Mr,
Beveridge expla:ned that the board is not
at all responsible for the payment of either
Mr. Barker or Mr. Wagner. That rests en-
tirely with Mr. Brewster. Contractor Har-
ker was present and stated that he had got
sired waiting for his pay. He was told,
however, that the board 15 n
stranger to him from a legal
point of view, Mr. Beveridge said to Mr,
Barker: “Youn can Dbring sait against
sculptor Brewster and make the board
garuishes defendant. The board at pres-
ent is not obligated to pay you.” The mat-
ter is cansing the bLoard a great deal of
worry. Mot only does Mr, Barker ask for
his pay, bat hi1s men are also pressing their
claims npon him.

“Send an order to Barker at ounce. Suit
threstened.” If he shows a willingness to
pay aoon, it 18 ltkelﬂ asnit will be averted.

The Amerioan ronze Company also
sendsin a complaint, saying that 1t bas had
trouble in getting a satisiactory settie-
ment with Mr. Brewster, there beinyg 82500
still due on h:s contravt. The company
claims to have loat 82,000 on the work of
the crowning figure, and that 1t needs
money badly, The company sgrees to
givevond indemnifyingthe board against
loss in the payment of the 82,500,

Superintendent Melntosh, uvon the
snggestion of Commissioner Englhish, was
directed to visit Fbhiladelphia, where the
Lbronze work for the naval asiragal was to
be made, Mr. Meclntosh 18 to ascertain the
amonnt of work which bas been done on
the sstragals. J. H. Mahoney, of this city,
made a vroposition to the board regarding
the placing of the thres satatues in Monu-
ment Place. The successfnl bidder has nout
been announced,

Thomas G. Smith, mechanical engineer
of Cincinnaty, also made a proposition to
confer with ths board in regard to putting
in the etevator, A mesting of the board
will be held rext week at which time these
matters will be disposed of.

'THERE WILL BE NO DEFICI

Expenses of the Encampment Will
Not Exceed Resources.

Sale of the Bonds Issued by the City—
Colone! Lilly and Director Fortune
Talk of the Crowds.

While many tired people are glad
the rash and excitement of the great Na-
tional Encampment have passed, 1t canses
one to have a feeling of sadness to visit the
cawmps where, for three days, thounsands of
the good, and brave soldiers were
quartered Nearly all the veterans

departed from the city Thursday night
and the sun arose yesterday morning on
camps practically deserted. Here and
there could be seen & comrade taking s
farewell Jook at the camp 1n whioh he bad
met and shaken hands with huandreds of
those who were bound to him 1n ties of
friendship, such as are formed
nowhere except in the real camp
and upon the real field of battle. As these
few veterans stood around the camps,

wagons came 1n large numbers to haul
away the tents, The work of tearing down
the barracks isin the bands of Jungelaus
& Schnmacher, The barracks will remain
potouched until Monday, as it is probable
that » few veterans may remain to-day.

The work of carrying away the tenta was
not great, and will probably be completed
to-day. The tents were erected at Camups
Wallace anad Wilder, in the courthounse
yard, and in the Blind Asylum Park. They
will be shipped to 5t. Louis immediately.
Thers are five hundred of them, ana the
executive committee had to give bound for
their safe-keeping while bere, !

The work of tearing down the battleship
Kearsarge on the Statebouse grounds will
probably begzin Monday. ‘Ihe lumber in
the ship and barracks, which was leased
by Junclaus & Schumacher, will be taken
away by them. There are many parts of
the rigging of the Kearsarge which belong
to the government. kExeoutive Director
Fortune wrote to the Secretary of the Navy
yesterday asking if the committee would
be required to return all the paraphernalia.
Mr. Fortune says that much of it is worth
butlittle more than the cost of shipment
would amount to. He has asked the Seeo-
retary of the Navy if the rigging could not
be donated to the city or oflered for publio
sale.

The executive director and Colonel Lilly
are very busy now in arranging the settle-
ment of finances and other matters relating
to the encampment. Colonel Lilly was
asked yesterday if the crowd came up to
his expeotations. He replied:

“*Thero were really more people here than
| expected to see. As for the actual num-
ber I know bat little. All the information
on that point | have received from the re-
ports sent out by the railway companies.”

"Dq you consider the encampment a suc-
ceast’

“Yes, I consider it a grand sucoess. I
think the parade was very creditable, oon.
sidering the heat. I am well satistiea that
while Indiana did handsomely she did not
pave over 15 per cent. of het G, A. K. men
in line. There were two thousand present,
1 should think, who did not mareh. As for
other States, I believe over half their vet-
erans viewed the parade as spectators.”

Colonel lLally was asked regarding the
finanocial success of the encampment, He
said: I will, in all Kindness, refuse to
speak of that at present. You must not be
impatient. Wait antil we have found out
where we stand. 1 could notgivesuything
like » defiuite statement now, and it will
probably be a week yet before s settlement
of the finances is efiected. 1 can simply
say that the fupdsof the encampment will
be ample.”

Executive Director Fortune was found
in his oflice alone with his stenographer
yesterday afternoon. Soon after the re-
porter entered the mail carrier came and
delivered one lope letter, *“Q)uite a differ-
ence,” remarked Mr. Fortone,with a smile,
“1h the amount of mail now aud that of a
few days ago.” In speaking of the size of
the crowd Mr. Fortane said:

“] have made no estimate. The best 1n-
dication as to the size of the crowd has
been furnished by the record of passengers
Lrought in by the railroads since the mid-
dle of last week, This, however, will not
fully represent the size of the crowd, as
there were many thousands who eame 1n
by vebiclea from the surrounnding country.
1t seomed to me, however, that the crowd
was very much larger than it was in Wash-
ington last year. There were fewer men
in the grand parade, bus there seemed to
e more strapngers along the line and
every where in the c¢ity. I am confident
that & vastly Jarger namber were brought
in from outaide, Washington bas abont
double the popuiation of ludianapolis, and
its inhabitants would make a large show-
ing on such an occasion as Jast Tuesday.
