In our midst. Neither csn there be any
reasonable excuse ottered, and tbe people
ought not to accept any, for the open and
Notorious gambling that has been carried
on throughout the city, and principally
upon its most public streets, for the past
twelve months. 1 have no doubt tbat tbe
free licence given to tbe men who have con-
ducted these gambling dens incur midst
bas occasioned more heart aches to
innocent fathers, mothers, wives and
children, and led moro young meu to
eotumit forgeries and embezzlements to
say nothing of the many other crimes
growing out of this tramc, than all the
other vicious agencies m onr city com-
bined. Society cries out for protection
against this policy inaugurated by tbepres-en- t

administration, and tbat protection it
must have very soon. The city cannot
stand tbe preseut condition of things much
louger. Its previous good name has been
scandalized by the sanction of those
in authority, wbo havo not only
winked at but apparently aided
these lawbreakers in carrying out
their vicious designs. In connection with
these gambling houses, in tbe same build-
ings and elsewhere, the laws governing the
sale of intoxicating liquors have also been
abrogated, annulled and disregarded by
the proprietors and the city authorities.
According to published accounts in our
city papers and statements of citizens
whodaily observe these things in passing
tbe streets, no apparent regard what-
ever has recently been given to any of tbe
laws for tbe suppression of these evils.
In other words, 1 may state with fairness,
1 think, that all laws enacted for good gov

nm innucr ii one 01 bo znuou iuiumviand the failure to consummate the negotia-
tions tirat entered into by tbe controller
ba resulted no seriously to the city tbat it
would seem to be due to everybody con-

cerned tbat tbe facts should all be made
known. The contract for refunding these
bonds, which, it is understood, would
have been consummated at that time
but for the interference of men con-
nected with and others standing very close
to the administration was so favorable, on
account ot the easy condition of the money
market then existing, tbat the influence of
no set of man in tbe city government or
outside of it should have been great enooeh
to defeat tbe negotiations; aud. if any set
of men did, by reason of their seltish inter-
ests, defeat It. tbe people should know wbo
they are anu what their motives were.
Never bofcre in the history of tbe city
were its bonds or the interest maturing
upon them allowed to be defaulted. Its
credit stood iirst-clas- s iu tho money cen-
ters of the couutry, but irreparable dam-
age bas been done to that credit in tbe
failure of the present administration to
keP good tbe city's promises.

'The last attempt and failure to refand
the bond that matured July 1 grew out of
a legal and business blunder that cannot
reasonably be excused from any stand- -

Eoint. The attempt to refund 21,000 of
which bad already been paid oil and

canceled, in connection with the $600,000
tbat matured Jnly 1. was wholly unneces-
sary and unbusinesslike, and, from a legal
standpoint, certainly unauthorized,
as decided by tbe agents ne-
gotiating the new loan,' based
upon tbe opinion of their attorneys. If it
was deemed important or necessary to re-
fund this 321.000 of indeotedneas why was
it not done April 1, when those bonds ma-
tured! It is certainly a novel proposition,
to say tho least, to pay oil' the debt with
money in tbe treasury with which it could
legally be done, and then, three months
afterward, attempt to refund the canceiod
bonds by issuing new ones and putting the
money obtained for them in tho treasury,
to be used in tbe ordinary course of tho
city's business.

EXTRAVAGANCE.
"Taxation has been increased and publio

license charges added under the authority
granted by tbo new charter, so that tbo in
come of the city is now nearly one-four- th

greater than it was four years Ago. It
would seem that with this large yearly in
crease ot revenue during tho incumbency
of tbe preseut administration we ought
now to lind tbe city nncmbarrasscd with
temporary loans. Mayor Sullivan took
charge less than four years ago, with a
temporary loan outstandiug of only ).000,
to which may fairly be added about as
much more duo to the county.
on account of au error made
by the treasurer in his estimate
separating the county and city funds at
the end of hbX This left the city with a
temporary debt of 550,000 on Jan. 1, lS'JO.
With the largely increased revenue coming
in each year since that time, yon will agree
with me. 1 think, when 1 say that there
ought not to bo outstanding to-da- y one dol-
lar of temporary indebtedness. Hut what
aro the factsT It appears from a statement
prepared by Controller Woollen Aug. Z

and published in the Indianapolis Journal.
th.it $150,100 bas already been bor-
rowed this year in anticipation of
the November installment of taxes,
which is still outstanding. As I ra-
in em lor tho facts, the borrowing of CIC0,- -
000 of this amount was authorized by ac
tion of the Council at a special meeting
held in Jane, legal notice of which bad not
been given. Tbe unseemly haste in hold-
ing a special meeting, t provide for bor-
rowing this large sum of money to "bridge
over" with, grew out of the fact that tho
street commissioner bad far outdouo tho
matter of street-scrapin- g about convention
time, and tbe pay rolls bad to be provided
for in order to keep the party workers m
line. But the only fact I started out tosbow
was tbat the city now owes SL 0.000. How
much more may have to be borrowed before
tbe November installment of taxes begins
to com in 1 am unable to state. I doubt
not that a considerable sum will become
necessary, however, for Mr. Woollen, in
his oard above referred to, says: The
8150.000 already borrowed will carry the
city beyond tbe end of the present fiscal
year.' How fur beyond he does not say.
As the fiscal year referred to ended Aug.
il 1 have no doubt that more money will
bavo to be borrowed before tbe .November
installment of taxes becomes available in
BUilicient quantities to meet the current
expenses. In view of the fact that
many special assessments of vuri-ou- s

kinds have been made agaiuBt
tbe taxpayers recently, in addition to
tbe regular taxes paid upon property, and
that the city no longer has to pay any part
ot the cost of streot improvements, 1 assert
that this financial showing of tbe preseut
administration is not only bad very bad
but threatening to the future prosperity of
tbe city. 1 do not forget, either, that only
a fow days ago the estimates submitted by
tbe dlderent departments for the year just
beginning show many iucre&ees over the
expenditures of previous years. A continu
ation of this kind ot business management,
even for a few years, would mean very
serious consequences to the city and its tax-
payers.

PUBLIC IMPROVEMENTS.
"Improvements of streets will go on rap-

idly and on a substantial basis, for the city
bas no longer to pay any part of the cost,
and the property owners are willingto
bear the burden; but while they are build-
ing np and beautifying the city by paying
their special assessments for these publio
improvements, they have a right to demand
that their servants, tbe city officials, shall
conduct tbo general affairs of the city on
an economical batii. This has not recently
been done. On tbe contrary, many
and burdensome extravagances have been
introduced. Some of these increased ex-
penditures can b wboJly or partly cut oft'
without detnmuut to tbo public service.
It should bo done at once, and shall be, if
the people honor me with the office of
Msyor. Reckless and unnecessary expend-
itures of publio money is a crime, aud in
times of great depression, like tho present,
should not be excused. Unusual liberality
should only be exercised by those expend-
ing the people's money where wunt
and sntlering can be relieved by
furnishing work to those wbo
need bread and are willing to give a
dollar's worth of improvement for every
dollar received. lint I cannot dwell on
these questions of taxation and publio ex-
travagance. When we retnember tbat tbe
expenses of the city civil engineer's office
now amount to about 81H.0O0 a year, as
against 81600 in l&U, and that a long-tun- o

contract for electric lights bes recently
been made at $$3 a year, on a moonlight
schedule, as against the one made by the
last Republican administration, being S O

on an all-nig- ht schedule, we will no longer
wonder where the people's money goes.

ENFORCEMENT OF THE LAWS.

"I wish to speak now for a few moments
about one other feature ot the present con-

test, which very seriously nfiects tho city's
prosperity and good name. I refer to the
failure of the present administration to see
that the wholesome laws of the city and
State for the protection of society and the
preservation of good morals are respected
and enforced. Never, perhaps, in the his-
tory of Indianapolis have the laws
against gambling and other social vices
been so tiagrantly violated as during
tho pas: year. For ten years prior to the
passage of tho present city charter the en-
forcement of all laws of tbe city and btato
was lodged in a board ot police commis-
sioners appointed by the State oihcer,
over which tbe Mayor and other city au-
thorities bad no control whatever, whereas,
nnder our present charter, which has now
been lu force for three years, f.bis power
is placed direotly q tbe bands of
the Mayor and his creature. the
Hoard of Public Safety. Under the
old system tbe Mayor aud State authori-
ties were seldom in harmony, and any at-
tempt to govern tho city nnder such patch-
work laws oould never be made entirely
satisfactory, either to the people or to the
otlicials whoe duty it was to enforce
them. Rut now tho authority is vested in
tbe bead of the city government, where it
snruiu ue. anu tne whole responsibility lor
o failure to see that tbe laws of tho oity
aud Stato are properly observed and
enforced rests upon tbe Mayor. He
bas tbe arbitrary right to remove any
member of his hoards, or all tho members
thereof, at any time, and 11 11 their, places
with new men. After some experience in
and a close observation of city affairs for a
dozen years part. I make bold to assert
tbat under the strorg powers now con-
ferred upon tbe city authorities by our
new charter there can ho no reasonable or
proper excuse made by thoae authorities
for allowing professional gambler to ply
their nefarious calling for a single day

Imposing Services in the Remod
eled Edifice Next Thursday.

A Description of the Heautiful Interior
DIshops and Clergy from Abroad

to Assist in the Event.

N NEXT THURSDAY
the reopening of St.
John's Church for serv-

ice will mark an epoch
1 in the history of that in
stitution, which has a!- -

3 ways been a power in the' church work of this city.
Last January tbo congrega-
tion agreed to havo the
church completed. Tbe build-n- g

had been erected in tbe main
part, but bad nover bad the
finishing touches applied to
either its exterior or interior.

The completion anticipated interior decora-
tion and rearrangement, together with tbe
addition of spires and pinnacles, which has
cost in its entirety $23, , and by its addi-
tional effect makes St. John's Church
equal in arobitecturo and splendor to a I- -

most any other honse of worship
in tbe West. Designs were at once
prepared by Oscar D. Bohlen. son
of tbe original architect of the buildins.
which' was, as it stood, completed iu 1S74.
The church was, prior to these improve-
ments, conspicuously barren of decoration
or refined ornamentation.

Tbe spires are Gothio octagonals, and
reach a height of 191 feet, including the
gilded crosses, which are eight feet high,
supported by globes two feet in diameter.
In each corner are pinnacles thlrty-elgn- t
feet in height. Tbe general charaoter of
the interior ornamentation is light Gothic,
while tbe prevailing tints are terra
cotta and straw. The vestibule
has been increased to a death of
twelve feet, and occupies the entire front
of the church. It is doi.e in quartered oak,
and is well lighted witn ground glass, in
six double doors and two high triple win-
dows. The first feature observed on enter-
ing the place is an ornamental balluatrado,
twenty feet from the floor and five feet
wide. It represents white marble, backed
by the softer-bue- d Serra Vezza or Tuscan
marble. Over the caps are alternate sera-
phim and lotus leaves in bas-relie- f. The
emblems aro after tbe same sty le. and are
straw-gil- t in color. Tb's ballnstrade is a
rich break in the expansive walls which
rests the eye on its way to the high ceiling.

The brackets that upheld tbe arches havo
been transformed into triple arches with
ornamental capitals and bases. At the in-
terception of the transepts and naves the
columns are in clusters of nine, marble-ize- d,

giving an appearance of solidity and
finish wbioh is very beautiful. Tho tran-
sept windows are improved by marbleized
double columns which broadens their ap-
pearance. Tbo bases of the side chapel'
arobes are enriched by elearant capitals of
relief work in foliage. They were for-
merly lighted by small circular windows.
These have been replaced by trothlc win-
dows of rich cathedral glass. This e fleet,
of course, will be one of warmth and lux-
ury. Tbe eanotuary is enriched by bat-reli- ef

work and moldings, which furnish a
fitting bankgrouml for tbe transcendent
whito altar that bas distinguished this
church since its erection.

The choir gallery bas been extended six-
teen feet, and wears a front of quartered
oak, highly polished and exquisitely
carved. Uuder the gallery Iloor is a spaoe
thirty-tw- o feet deep, which will be occu-
pied by a mammoth organ now being built
in St. Louis. The wood work has been

Tbe fourteen stations of tbe
cross are enriched by elegant stucco frames
in imitation of colored marble. Over the
arches from the relieved ornamental work
are jutted incandesoentlights. thirty-si- x on
cither side the church. There are also
three large brass electroliers, one with a
capacity of forty-eigh- t lamps, and two of
sixty lamps.

Going back to thosanctnary. it is found to
measure thirty feet in depth, with tiro
sides embellished from tbe wainscoting to
the window with relievo work, closely re- -

.sembling white marble. Each panel con
tains tbe coat of arms of 10 pe 1'ius IX,
Pope Leo XlII, Bishop De St. Palais and
Bishop Cbatard. tbe popes and bishops
nnder whom the church. was begun and
completed. Here aro also found rows of
cathedral stalls. Tbe sanctuary is lighted
at the top by thirty-tw- o incandescent
lights. The ceiling of this portion of the

church is one of unusual richness. At the
interception of the nave and transept are
heroio pictures of tne four evangelists,
which are rare specimens from tbe brush of
G. Lieber. On the transept walls are pic-

tures of Saints Patrick and Bridget, the
patron saints of Ireland, Saints Cecilia and
Aloysiue. tbe patron saints of A
niche in the north transept wall
oontains an organ, opposite which
it a large picture of tho
holy family, after Carl Mueller, recently
deceased. Tbeso paintings are all by Mr.
Lieber, wbo is a native of Milan, aud
whose exhaustive study in Koine bas fitted
Mm pre-eminent- ly for the art of illumin-
ating sacred edifices with the most inspir-io- k

productions of this kind. A new Gothio
pulpit is on the south side of the church.
New kneeling benches have been provided,
as well as new pews in the transspr. The
stucco work is by Henry 11. Saunders, ot
Lssrango. III., whose work on the new
publ:o library building won him much
praise some months since.

From tbe vestibule totboaltar thechurch
is a festival of color, harmonious in its ef-
fect and impressive beyond timplo descrip-
tion, and full worthy to receive the dis-
tinguished members of the clergy wbo will
by their presence - pav tbe congregation
high compliments nextThursday. at which
time tho high mass will bo celebrated by
the Kt.

Locating the Ringleaders Company's
Loss 3fore than the Profits One

Affidavit Received.

There was some surprise among the
street-ca- r employes last night when they
heard that conductors Corliss, Redmond,
Ford, Wiggam and two others were dis-
charged for being ringleaders in tho strike
Thursday, but there were very fewmut-tcring- s

against General Manager McLean,
who bas shown that he is not lacking in
backbone. Mr. McLean in the afternoon
intimated that he mighf 'discharge somo of
tbe ringleaders. He said be was investigat-
ing tho strike. There was bnt little inclina-
tion, last night, at least, among tho men on
other lines than College avenue to rebel
against this reported action of the new
general manager. '

Everything was quiet yesterday after-
noon about tbe office of General Manager
McLean. No conference was held between
Mr. McLean and tbe brotherhood. As to
tbe affidavits to be made against conduc-
tors Keife and Alexander, Manager McLean
said:

"I wrote to Robert C. Findley, of
Xenia, O., asking if he would make the
affidavit against conductor Kiefe. To-
day 1 received a telegram from Mr. Fin-le- y

stating that be would mako the aff-
idavit at home ana send it hero by mail, if
desired, and 6ave expense. I think this
course will, be pursued. 1 have also re-
quested Georgo Hodell, of Shelby ville.
the other complainant, to make an
affidavit, but. have received no reply. I
think I shall hear from him by the lirst of

vt k "
"What weight will thesoaflidaYitsbaVo?"
"If they are sustained." replied Mr. Mc-

Lean, "the men will be discharged. I think
there is no reason why two stran-
gers, apparently responsible gentle-
men, should bring in such a report
against our employes unless there
was eomo cause for tbe complaint. Of
oourse, it is a case in which one side will
sav 'yon did' and tbe other will say 'we
didn't.'"

"Will Conductor Kiefe be arreBted npon
tbo strength of thepe affidavits!"

"As to that I cannot say. We have not
contemplated tbe making of any arrests."

"Do you contemplate reinstating the
men?"

"No, I will not reinstate them until tbe
affidavits of tbo two gentlemen have, been
tiled, ana not at all if the affidavits are
good."

"Ho you beli eve there will be further
trouble between the company aud the
brotherhood?"

"That will depend upon tbo action taken
regarding tho affidavits. The men feel
tbat they want farther proof, and
I am ready to receive any evidence as to
their innocenon of the charges. I can say,
however, that I regard tbe men who acted
as ringleaders, in inducing the men to run
tbeircars into the barn, as guilty of a
greater misdemeanor than the conductor
who is charged with collecting double
fare."

"If the charges are sustained against
Conduotor Kiefe, is tnore any probability
that others will bo dismissed!"

"That subject is now under considera-
tion. We are makmg, an investigation ns
to who were tho ringleaders, and other dis-
charges may be made. 1 cannot say, how-
ever, what will bo the result of our inves-
tigation. No action , will be taken with
the men for a few days at least."

In speaking of tbe success in handling
the crowds during the encampment Man-
ager McLean said he was well pleased with
the result.

"Considering the enormous crowd," said
he, "1 think we did splendidly. There
were times, of course, when it
seemed impossible to handle tbe
people, but' .we: had as many
cars on the various lines as could
have been managed successfully. I think
it was very fortunate that there were so
few accident!). There is only one of serious
consequence, and that was on North Illi-
nois street, in which young Harry Carrhad
his leg crushed while attempting to board
amoving car. In this case, however, 1 do
not think tbe company could be held re-
sponsible."

Mr. MoLean was asked what extensions
of the company's lines was contemplated.
He replied that there were none further
than have already been 'mentioned.

President Mason was asked if he had any-
thing to say regarding tbe action to be
taken againstthediscl.arged employes. He
replied that tbe matter was entirely in
the bands of Manager MoLeau. aud that
he could say nothing whatever on that
point. Mr. Mason says he did not say that
Director Fortune of the encampaieut com-
mittee suggested the suspension of the
transfer system. In speaking of tho trou-
ble of Thursday afternoon, be said that the
strike had cost tho company almost as much
ns the prolits derived from handling
tbe crowds on the previous days. "It also
cost tho Driving Club a great deal," he
continued. "Hut 1 do not see how the
cojipany conld be bld responsible. I only
hopn that wo may get along with oar men
without further trouble."

TWO HUNDRED VACCINATED.

Dispensary Physicians at a Bicycle
WorksSmallpox Patient Improving.

Dr. Mottett and corps of dispensary phy-

sicians devoted yesterday afternoon to the
lirst and most important step toward tho
prevention of tho spread of smallpox.
Nearly two hundred arms were barod
to the knives of tbe physicians, yes-
terday, at the order of tbe city Board
of Health. This precautionary measure
was taken on account of tbe escape of one
of the Thoruburg family from tbe infected
house on Phipps street. Last Wednesday,
a few hours before taerigid quarantine sys-

tem was put into effect on tbe street,
a young man, a brother oi tne
girl wbo is suffering from smallpox,
was advised by his mother to 30 away
somewhere until the scaro was over. He
took her advice, and repaired to a boarding
house on East street, near Georcia, where
he took board without explaining to
Mrs. Dwick, tbe landlady, why he
had left his home. The young man
is employed at tbo Indiana bloyclo workr,
where 1-

-5 other. persons are employed.
Young Thronburg continued r.t his work
until yesterday, when Dr. Morrison, of tbe
Hoard of Health, learning of this fact,
ordered that he be vaccinated and sent
back to his home.

Dr. Moffett. of the City Dispensary,
received iustrnctions at noon, yesterday,
to basin at once a wholesale vaccination
of the employes of tbe bicycle works and
the inmates ot the boarding bonne where
Thomburg had lived tor three days. The
dispensary physicians, armed with two
hundred ivory points freshly inoculated,
set out at 1 o'clock to carry out
tbe work. They were accompanied by
Sanitary Oilicers Cook and Sanborn wbo
are employed with police powers. Tbo
staff of physicians sought tbe East-stre- et

boarding house tirst, where every
inmate, male and female, was com-
pelled to undergo tbe ordeal
of vaccination. All the adjacent
bouses were visited and the children in
each family carefully iunoculated with
the virus. At the bicycle establishment
there were 110 persona employed yesterday,
twenty-riv- e of whom were girls. Uhe
doctors were not accorded tbe most
lavish welcome by tbe young ladies, many
of whom disliked the idea of having their
shapely arms defaced by an uglv srar.

Tbe men employed at the works were not
all inclined toward th- - plan, and many
of them openly rebelled. Finally all
were operated upon except two or three
wbo agreed to have the work done by their
family physicians before Monday. Dr. Mo-
ffett informed them that unless tbey were
vaccinated by the lirst of the week he
would order their arrest. Late last night

RECEIVER FAILEY'S FAT PLUM

He Receives 10,000 for Handlin
the Funds of the Iron Hall.

Jnde Taylor's Order Issued Two Months
Ago Not Made Public Until Ye-

sterdayFunds on Hand.

Reoeiver Failey has been allowed $10,000
for his services as receiver of the Order of
tbe Iron Hall. Tbe order of court making
tho allowance was mado by Judge Taylor
whilo coniiuod to bis bed at bis residenoe,
on July 12, and was the last official act of
the doceasad Judge. Whilo the allowance
was made nearly two months ago, nothing
was heard of it until yesterday. On the
records in Room 1 of the Superior Court
there appears of record an order of court
made on tho day named on
tne potition of the receiver for
an allowance. The petition recites
that the receiver has been in
charge of tho order for nearly a year, 'and
was ready to make a report, but tbat be
was advised by his attorneys not to make
the report until a final decree had been se-

cured. Tbe seenring of .the liual decree, it
was alleged, bad been unavoidably de-
layed, bnt it was thought that tbe receiver
would secure tho entry of ono at the Sep-
tember term of tbe court. Tbe receiver af-
firmed that he bad dovoted his entire time
to the fulfillment ot tbe trust, and had col-
lected and had on hand at the time of the
filing of the petition moneys to the amount
of ?7Jl.'25;;, exclusive of the amounts
theretofore paid out upon the order of tho
court.

Ho alleged that he was ready at any
time to make his report to tbe court of
moneys collected aud disbursed by him,
and the general execution of tbe trust, in
so far as it had proceeded. The court
allowed the amount asked for by tbe re-
ceiver, and ordered him to draw a cheek
for tbat amount against the funds of the
order in his possession, and charge himself
with the amount thus drawn. At the same
time the court also made three smaller
allowances for expenses of the receiver, as
follows: To pav court costs to County
Clerk Wilson. $232. 'JO; to pav fees of cer-
tain New York attorneys. $342.47: to pay
fees of certain Illinois attorneys, $125.

At tbe time tbe allowance was made tbe
receiver had been in charge of tbo affairs or
the order for less than a year, and had the
use of tbe enormous sum of money collect-
ed by him for the entire time during
which it was in bis possession, yet for his
work ot about eleven months be reoeived
$10,000 out of the moneys which bad been
paid into tbo order by peoplo all over the
couutry, and which constituted a trust
fund in bis hands.

When asked why tbe fact of the entry of
the order npon the court record had not
been sooner made publio tbe clerk said
that it was not yet a record, as it bad never
been signed by the judge, and nntil that
time it was not-- a record. The order for the
allowance came down to the courthouse
from the residence of Judge Taylor during
vacation and in the absence ot the olerk, .

and was not put upon the records until sev-
eral weeks after it bad been mado by the
court.

Ex-Judg- e Howe Dlseovered the Order.
Ex-Jud- ge D. W. Howe, ono of coun-

sel for the order, was seen at h i office,
last night, and asked if he was aware tbat
snob an order as that made in tbe ease bad
been made. He answered the question by
asking another.

"When did yon learn of the existenoe of
tbe order?" he asked the reporter.

"To-day,- " the reporter replied.
"Weil. I learned of it to-da- y for the lirst

time myself," said the ex-Judg- e. 1 was in
tbe court room examining the record for
another matter, and just accidentally ran
across the record of this order for tbe pay-
ment of the receiver.'7

"Do you think the amount exorbitant?"
"I would prefer to say nothing about it."
"What steps will you take now? Will

you make an effort to have the order set
aside?"

"It is a little early yet to say just what
will be done."

At the time of the appointment nf tho re-

ceiver there was some comment upon the
fact tbat he was distantly related to Judge
Taylor. The July order was made, it is
said, before the receiver bad filed any re-
port showing what work had been per-
formed to merit the allowance of ench a
large fund out of a trust estate, though
th petition did state tbat the receiver was
ready at any tune to make his report to the
court.
