Rev. A. B. Whitney Preaches a
Sermon Against Local Evils.

The Sunday Gambling Carnival Presi-
dent Burroughs, of Wabash, Preaches

at the Tabernacle Church.

' Rer. A. B. Whitney, of the 8ontb.strest
Baptist Church, preached a timely sermon
yesterday morning to a large congregation,
and he took occasion to comment upon the
lax observance of the laws in the city.
Tho title of tbe sermon was "The Mayor
and the Laws." The text was from Timo-
thy i. 9.

"The law is not made for a righteous
man, but for the lawless and disobedient.''

"For days it has been a festival of
patriotism." said he. "The blaze of our
national tri-colo- ra nnder the sun by day
and tho electno light by night tbe roar
of cannon, the myriad tread of veterans,
grizzled aud maimed the congestion
ot railway trains. the surging
crowds of our streets, and the long
lists of soldiers' reunions have attested a
great revival of patriotism; and it is well,
both for tbe present and future, for old and
young. The occasion has beon the Grand
Army encampment, aud the honor baa been
given to the preservers of our liberty and
tbe saviors of our Union. This is not all
there is of patriotism. It is an opportune
hour to maintain that patriotism is a con-
servator of law. It is an occasion to ro-adi- rm

that loyalty to the tlag means loy-
alty to the law. It l as not been all honor.
During thess aamo days law has been dis-
honored and the lawless havo exulted in
tho wide-ope- n lawlessness.

"i'ridoforour city has been mingled with
humiliation. Municipal laws have been
trampled under foot with impunity, aud
the trend of events points to a
downward progress from bad to worse.
This tendency is not of a few days, but
covers months; and while the becr-per-fntu- od

voice of lawlessness is asking.
What are you going to do about itf we ore

looking into each other's faces and ques-
tioning one iiucther, 'What shall bo the
emir

"in it all, this sacred morning. I turn to
God's word, and lind in plain English it is
said that law ia for tho lawless, it io true
of diviue law; and, as civil law is supposed
to be in accord with divine law, it holds
good for the laws of Indianapolis.

"As announced, this discourse has for its
theme. 'Tho Mavor and the Laws For
this discussion 1 surely havo no apology
to make; nor need 1 eay to yon that I have
no tolerance for sensationalism in the pul--

pit. Further, you have yet to note the in-
troduction ot partisan politics into
my 6ormons. and you will be-
lieve me that, were tbe present
chief executive of our city of any orher po-

litical aililiation, under like circumstances
the Arraignment of his career would be the
same. Through you, I trust, partisan preju-
dice has no iron control, and I am confident
none of you will misunderstand my motives
as a minister of righteousness.

"Vou will ayrert with ine that we cannot
close our eyes to tho situation. Let us
know that the breweries of the city pro-
pose to control its a Hairs. Even now many
of the saloons are practically nnder their
management. Shall Gambriuus rule? This
beer element has no cod' but aaln, no poli-
tics but self, no regard for Sunday as a
legal rest day, nor respect for
any Jaw that stands in its way.
Temporauce laws bavo beon drawn in its
favor, and yet it violates any and all, as
opportunity atfords. Women and childrenappear on our streets with pitchers of beer,
minors are enticed within the decoying
spider webs. Saturday night and Sunday
closing have become a fared with many
and open back doors have aiven place to
open trout doors. Turn Sunday into a beor
holiday and you undermine morality.

HANDLING ELFCTlilU WIRES,

XIow It May lie !ue with Safety In Cases
of Emergency.

Boston Transcript.
Heavily-charge- d electrical wires can bo

safely and easily handled." said an experi-
enced electrician connected with ono of the
large compauiea in this city, in a conversa-
tion, this morniuar, regarding the fear thatprevails iu tho minds or most people of
any kind cf an electno wire that
is not insulated. This statement
was suggested by the accident at
Newton last night, a man being killed by
the current passing through a wire that
had been partially blown down ny the
storm, and was swinging across the street.
"So one need have any fear to handle
the most dangerous wires in use. if thesimplest precautions are observed," he con-
tinued, "aud it is dirhcalt to conceive ofany emeruency when the very beat of appli-
ances for removiuc or caring for a livo wire
ure not at hand. Why. if is were a case of
life or deatb, and it wore necessary to re-nio- yo

a wire that was burning into the
vitals of a person, if I bad nothing better
at hand. 1 would take up a handful of dirt
and seize the wire in such a manner that
tbe dirt would keop the wire from comiuc
in coutact with my hand. Mind! 1 would
not counsel any one elsa to do ao. for tnere
would be a great risk. The removal of the
wire would have to be in-
stantaneous, and there would be
a danger of the dirt's not covering tbe
palm of the nand completely, aud thus
a). owing a fn.ru 1 contact, but 1 would not
hesitate to do eo. 1 should want tho dirt to
be dry, however. There is nothiug better
nor more convenient for this purpose than
tho coat one has on bis back. There is not
a wire in use in Boston that cannot be
handled without the l:ghtest risk with a
Pij'ch of cloth. It is almost as
good a non-conduct- or as rubber,
and a coat is really hotter than rub-
ber glovrs. as they are thin, and tne
w:ro will bcrn through them more quickly
tban it would through several tnicaneaaas
of a coat. Indeed, rubber is not such a
perfect nonconductor as many people sop-poa- e.

Alter enr linemen have been work-
ing among tho wires on a wet day, they fre-
quently find their rubber toota excellent
conductors of electricity aud an element of
danger instead of a protection. There is
nothiug safer lor removing a wire tban a
stick. With a atiok or a rier.o of board a
wire can be lifted from an objeot and
held suspended while it is being removed,
without danger to tbe person holding the
stick, in fact, anything that is not metal-
lic, is a perfect safeguard from an eiectrio
current if it is tiroyerly and carefully han-
dled; that ie, so that th" band is completely
removed from all danger of contact with
the wire. In ih ne of all tbeso appliances
there should be no ileiny, as there is always
danger, if much timo elupces, of the
wire's burning through tJie article
ned and thus coming in contact with
tbe band. In fact, it m much like handling
a hot piece of iron, and tbe precaution to
beobserved are much the samr. For the

In all
there have been sixty-nin- e cases since the
discovery was made. Auk. 19. Two deaths
have resulted, twelve cases have been dis-
charged, and twenty are convalescing. A
new hotel building in a remote part of tho
city has been secured, and every case is
being taken there as soon as discovered.
Taylor Moore and his sister, Mrs. l'ugh,
are in charge, and the patients will
be well cared for. Another house
will be secured to take people
who have been exposed, but may not take
the disease. Mayor iirady. City Health
Ofticer Jackson nnd Conncilmen Johnson,
Lemau, Highlands and others are devoting
their whole time to the work. The domi-
ciliary quarantine in force is costing the
city about $1.2U'J per wee... but no expense
is to bo spared. Dr. Reed is visiting the
luspeoted cases, and Dr. Leech is in charge
at the hospital. All patients are trans-
ferred after night. The disease here differs
greatly from others, and this affords an
excuse for the failure to discover it at first.
It ha milder fever, but in cold weather
would likely be just aa severe as any. Dis-
infectants are being used in every home in
Mnncie. and all mail matter is thoroughly
disinfected at tbo postoilice before leaving
the city. .

sins of tbe human heart. When He has
thoroughly impressed upon her these sins
lie discloses himself and oilers to her the
water of life, the everlasting spiritual life
of love and peace. We hear it said that
men go to church out of curiosity. To a
certain extent they do. Like the woman,
they eo to learn xoore of that life
of which they have faint glimpses.
The woman of Samaria was rilled with cu-
riosity as Christ tslked to her. At first she
doubted bim. Then she wished to talis
about religion. The desire to talk about
religion is natural. Ther is ton
much desire to talk and end
with talking without acting. There
is too much intellectual speculation
and it is intellectual discussion which tea
olten kills spirituality. God must be seen
as a epirit, not through theological conies
sion.

L'ltarning nzain to spiritual Growth. Dr.
Burroughs eaid:

"We have examples in natural life ta
shew us that growth is gradual. You may
plant an acorn, but you cannot expect a
tree ut once. You may watch its growth
yon can eeo that there is life there, but
you cannot osplain that life. Much less
do you know ol the spiritual world. But
we should not be troubled because wo do
not understand the Christ of glory. It is
trne. you caunot scale the heights and
depths of His character, but you can iive ia
tbe sweet sunshine of His great love.
To know Christ you must be, in some
measure. Christtifce, To know Him fully
you would need to be perfect and thatyou
cannot bo in this life.

"The great question which arises is. how
is a man to discover that ho Is a Christian?
Members . of this church and of
all churches are continually coining
face to face with this question.

Yon have to come
to the point whrre yon are willing ta
do right regardless of consequences.
Everything in tho world will be subor-
dinate to your love of Christ. It was so
with the woman at the well. She forgot
the water pitcher as soon as she made the
acquaintance of that great Friend, bhe
left worldly things behind to go and an-
nounce her discovery to others. Your life
and character will show that you are a
Christian. Follow the gospel in a prac-
tical way. You must seek the eeoond
Adam. Try to follow tbe teachings of un-
selfish devotion, and God will lead yon to
higher and better life."

Women's Foreign MUuonary Board.
The regular services at the Central Chris-

tian Chnroh last night were superseded by
services "conducted by tho Christian
Women's Foreign Missionary Board. Tbs
services consisted of the reading of papers
of an historical and statistical nature by
members of the board, showing th growth
of the organization and work performed
by it since its organization a fow
yeaTS ago.

Our text eayi, 'Law ia for the lawless.'
Let it be enforced. I read in Romans xm
that rulers are a terror to evil workers."

ltKSPOXSIBlI.ITY ON TUB MAYOlt.
Mr. Whitney further continued:
"Under our new charter the chief execu-

tive of our municipal government is vested
with extraordinary authority; In faot, the
welfare of the city is largely in Ins hands.
The Board of Public Safety is lilted by his
appointment, the chiuf of police is like-
wise his choice. Do they fail in duty it is
his prerogative to supplant them with
faithful othcors. The responsibility is npon
tho Mayor, und his solemn oath of otiice
binds Lim to the utmost fidelity in
tho discharge of hia high trust.
We, therefore, have no other recourse but
to hold the present incumbent of tho
mayoralty accountable for tho con-
gested state of our city. I arraign him
for the nonenforcement of the laws re-
straining tbe lawlessness of the liquor
power, punishing the violators of Sunday
statutes, and preventing the shameless
prevalence cf gambling. Were be a sub-
ject for impeachment, 1 should, as a cit-
izen, demand it. There is a remedy for the
present situation, it is the enforcement of
the laws by the executive authorities,
chief of whom is the Mayor. Their non-enforceme- nt

is the encouragement of law-
lessness and the coudonement of crime.
With him, as culpable. 1 arraign also tho
pouco judge. ihere is a remedy,
and if ono man will .not apply it,
let another bo found who will.
1 care not what his party alhlliationa be, if
he will honestly and faithfully execute the
laws he swears to nphold; to the winds
with partisan politics in municipal
elections! Not until the American citizen
grasps the fundamental faot that our
cities should be governed on business and
moral principles shall we pass out of the
danger that threatens us. Let it be our
firm purpose to put no man in power who
will not pledge himself to enforoe the laws
and seet to better them when necessary.
This is a fundamental principle in our
anti-liqu- or loaitne. It is a time to act out
our principle and stand for the defense of a
common morality. To do loss than this
is to fail of Christian duty
More than we realize is the peace and
preservation of the home wrapped
np in the maintenance of law and
order. Further than wo can trace
is the inlluenco for good that Hows from
tho maiuteiiace of the Sunday statutes.
Greater than we see is the salvation of
souls involved in the protection atlorded
auainst the encroachment of immoral
forces. In the lim epistle of Paul to
Timothy, second chapter, we are exhorted
to pray for 'those iu authority.' Whyf,
'That wo may lead a quiet and peaceable
life, iu all godliness and honesty.' Marie
tho reason. 'For this is uood and accept-
able in the eight of God, our Savior.'
We now have tbe climax of tbe argument,
who will have all men to ba saved and to
come onto the knowledge of the truth? I
havo pleaded for morality. I might with
equal reason, bavo plead for tbe obscrv-asoe- of

law on the ground of salvation: but
the plea for morality leads up to that for
the salvation of the soul, for morality is
the basis of all true Christian life.

rOLICK FROTECTLD GAMBLING.
"The young man who has spent his last

dollar, if he has not used his employer's
money, in ono of tho police-protecte- d gam-
bling resorts, or the young woman, alas,
who has been inveigled into the wine room,
is further from tho kingdom of heaven
after than before such demoralizing expe-
rience. Though the State cannot meddle
with religion, yet are we all, as its citizens,
bound np iu one common bundle of common
interests. As accountable beings with
moral natures, we cannot ignore the action
and interaction, and reaction of thtnes,
both civil and religious for the
present and future life. Our high-
est hope for civil law is to bring
men, through the gospel of grace, into har-
mony with the moral law that rules our
being. To this end tho restraining power
of civil law to preserve morality is of in-

calculable help, but. whatever the hope,
civil law must protect us from vico and im-
morality. Nature, history and revelation
confirm this. As citizens we are legally re-
sponsible to protect by law tbe weak, and
punish by law tbe unruly and vicious.
Those we eleot to this duty are our repre-
sentatives. If we bold them responsible,
we are likewise responsible that our repre-
sentatives do not misrepresent us nor the
laws that govern us all. Let our principles
be measured by our actions and our pray-
ers by our votes, aud then wo may all unite
in saying, 'God bless the city of Indianapol-
is.1 So let It be. Amen."

PRESIDENT UUIlltOCGIlS PREACHES.

Wabash College's Chief Offlolal at the Taber-
nacle Prnbyterlan Church.

Rev. George S. Burroughs, president of
Wabash College, preached the regular
morning sermon at the Tabernacle Presby-
terian Church yesterday. The announce-
ment that Dr. Burroughs would preach
called cut a cood-slze- d audience.

spoke from a text found in St. John,
four chapter and twenty-sixt- h verse.
His theme was tbe self-revolati- on of
Christ, an example of which, tbe speaker
thought, was given in an especially forci-
ble degree in UU rint's conversation at tho
well with the woman of Samaria. After a
brief allusion to the character of that
woman Dr, Burroughs taid:

"Jesus always studies character.
Wherever we rind , him address-
ing men we find that wonderful
display of His knowledge of the various
characteristics ot men. in revealing him-
self to them He pursues different methods,
according to the needs of the man. In the
example we have before us iu tho story of
this woman we iind the Man Divine lead-
ing her, simple wayfarer that she was, step
by step unto knowlodgeof himself. Christ
meets the woman in the personagn of a
wayfarer. It was precisoly tho character
which could touch the woman's heart. This
method of revelation I wish you toohserve.
It was not only ,he method Christ adopted
then, but that which He uses to-da- y. He
studies men's needs and adapts himself to
their need.

"Another characteristic of Christ Is that
He reveals himself by means of great dilU-cultt- ei.
