The pas-
senger trallio shows an Increase in earnings
of itf per cent., "while the rate per passenger
per mile shows a slight decrease, having
been 1.S15 cents, against .(H7 cents last
year. This loss of .152 cents per passenger
per mile is fully accounted for by the rate
war forced upon the company by its com-
petitors in the early part of the year, and
the reduced world's fair rates which pre-
vailed in the latter part of it. The gain in
total gross earnings over last year was
11.00 per ceot.. and the operating expenses
amounted to Cl.'M per cent, of gross earn-
ings, against t'G.19 per cent, for the previous
year, a decrease o!

George W. Walker Tells a Tale of Usury
in a Complaint More Garbage

Haulers Eestrained.

In tbe Police Court, yesterday morning,
Walter B. Harris, arrested for the alleged

Georgo IV. Walker Claims He Paid Great
Sum to Edward Hmrrts.

George W. Walker yesterday began suit
against Edward Harris and Sheriff Robert
Emmett, to enjoin further proceedings in a
case wherein Harris is plaintiff and Waller
defendant, to compel the cancellation of
oertain chattel mortgages, and for judg-
ment in the sum of friOO. The com-

The
plaintiff alleges that on July lt, 1891, he
borrowod of the defendant $100 and. the

$200, and secured by ehattel mortgage. The
lirst two of these notes, for 810 each, were
due in one and two months, and the third,
for $270, was doe in three months after date.
The plaintiff charges that of the amounts
represented by theso notes $100,
which was nearly double tho
amount borrowed, represented illegal
and usurious interest upon the loan.
The two lirst of these notes were paid at
maturity. On Jan. 26, 18V2, Harris paid
notes of the aggregate value of $U0 execut-
ed by Walker and payable to Ella Ed-
wards, surrendered to Walker the 270

note executed in the July proceeding and
granted in consideration of which Walker
executed to Harris thirteen Dotes dated
Jan. (5. lbV'2 ot tbe oggregate value of 8(350

payable in thirteen conseoutive months
and secured by chattel mortage. Of this
amount $130 represented tbe sum paid by
Harris in taking up tbe Edwards note and

tbo amount unpaid in the original ld&n
and the balanoe of 5 107 represented illegal
and usurious interest for the use of tho
monev.

Walkerallegesthat on the8thdayof May
last, in consideration of tho surrender to
bim by Harris of the live unpaid notes for
$o each of dato Jan. I'O. lh'J-i- . and the sale
to him by Harris of two horses at Si 25 oach.
no executed aud delivered Harris eleven
promisory notes for 3-- each and scoured
theso notes by the execution of a chattel
mortgage. Of the aggregate amount of
these notes, 8550, 'Walker alleges $40: rep.
resents illegal and usurious interest, and
tho balance of 560 represents the amount
due Harrison account of money borrowed
and horses sold.

On Aug. 11, 1S03, Walker alleges ho paid
to Harris 00 and delivered to him a bill of
salo for four two-hors-e express wagoLa,
seven horses, three sots of double harness,
one set of piano trucks, one stove and an
oilice table, and in consideration thereof
Harris agreed to accept $3)0 as a settlement
in full of all claims against Walker. Under
the agreement Walker was to pay $10 per
week as rent for the use of tho property.
This bill of sale, it is charged, was not
a bona tide sale, but executed merely as
security to Harris.

Walker alleges that none of the several
chattel mortgages issued by nim to Harris'
bavo ever been roloased, and he brings suit
to recover the amount which ho alleges be
has overpaid Harris and oompcl the release
of tho mortgages, as well as to enjoin Har-
ris from proceeding with a suit aunint-- ;

him and taking possession of tho property

Budenz Guilty la Every Cane.
John Budenz was tried In Justice Dan-

iels's court, yesterday, on atlldayits charg-- '
ing him with drunkenness, profanity aud
assault and batt6ry. He was fouud guilty
in all throe cages and fined $5 on the lirst,

Seibert were awarded tho contract for
graveling the roadway and laying brick
sidewalks on Elden avenue, from Decatur
to Washington streot.

The ludianaDolis Water Company was
instructed by the hoard to repair Hay
street. between West and Blackford street,
where they have been laying mams. The
company was also allowed to lay a main
ou Washington street, from Decatur street
to Belmont avenuo.

Citizens on .orth Alabama street sent
down a protest ajrainst tho drainage at the
intersection of Alabama street and Sev-
enth.

PK0SPECT OF A BIG FOUIl STRIKE.

Arbitration 3Ieasures Would Preclude
an Early Action of Brotherhoods.

While both ofTioial j and trainmen on the
Big Four linos in conversation say that
there will be no strike, there ii an under-
current among the men which forbodes
trouble. Now it is stated that efforts will
be made to arbitrate matters, and Grand
Chief Arthur, of the Brotherhood of En-
gineers, and Grand Chief Sargeant. of the
Brotherhood of Locomotive Firemen, are
to bo called in to discuss tho sit-
uation with President Ingalls aud en-
deavor to compromise matters. While
a statement is alloat that tho train-
men will strike on Sept 22 un-
less the sca!n of wa?es prepared by E. A.
Peck is lived up to. such report cannot bo
traced to nny reliable eaurco. In fact,
nnder the rules of tho several brother-
hoods, a strike eould not be brought about
by that time, as the rules of the organiza-
tions contemplate first tbe making of all
efforts possible to arbitrate rather than
strike. One singular feature of tho situa-
tion is that the chairmen of tho grievance
oommittees of the Brotherhood of Loco-
motive Engineers, of the Brotherhood of
Brakemeu and of tbe Brotherhood ot Con-
ductors are all on tho St. Louis division.
Tho vice chairman of the Brotherhood of
Firemen is also on this divisiou, and they
are all credited with being favorable to
striking. In times past the St. Eouis di-
vision has given the Big Foar people more
trouble than have tbe trainmen on any
other division, and tho Big Four men. as a
rule, speak of tbto trainmen on the St. Louis
divisiou as being tho hotheads.
