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A BIG SHORTAGE IS ALLEGED

Dare Macbeth Claims that Treas-
urer MebBride Is Behind $10,000,

Sensaticnal Charges in Knights and
Ladies of Honor Aflairs—Cashier Mac-
beth Missing—MeBride's Denial,

Dare A. Macbeth, a son of Frank D. Mae-
beth, whose sudden disappearance has
caused such a commotion in Knights and
Ladies of Honor circles, makes statements
coucerning the shortage that are ot an ex-
ceedingly startling nature. Ie aoccuses
Edward J. Mobride, thesupreme treasurer,
of being the real defaulter, and places the
su at £10,000. When the facts became
known Jdicliride shid that 1t was probably
nothing but a case of neglected bookkeep-
ing., ana if any shortage existed 1t must
bave been more than two years ago. Dare
Macheth waas very indignant that an at-
tempt should be méde to lay the entire
blame upon his father, and said that if

those who had talked about the matter had
told the truth there would be a different
light cast uvon the case. He was asked to
state what he knew about the shortage,
and wade the following statement:

“My father took charge of the books of
the order in MobBride’s oftice on Oot. 1, 1885,
At that time the ofiices were located in
New Albany, Ind., whieh was also Me-
Bride's home. At the time my father took
charge of the books they were in s very
bad condition. They were, in fact, wholly
uninteliigible, and he at once ovened a
new sot of books. Upon taking charge of
the books he founda a difference between
the Lank balances and the balances of the
books amonnting to $10,000, He asked Me-
Bride abont this discrepaney. and MoBride
explained it to him at the time by saying
that 1t bad ocourred by reason of a con-
neotion existing between Mobiride and a
brother-in-law of his (I think Applegate in
his name) by which they invested in a bank
at New Albany, and this amount was lost
in the venture. The shortage hLasexisted
since that tume. By reason of my father’s
capabiiities as an expert bookkesper he
bss Leen able to cover thisshortage up
from year to vear, and the investigating
cominittees have reported everything O. K.
In the moeantime, MobBride has endeavored
to get together enough to replace that
money, and it was hoped that he wonld be
continued in oflice until such time as that
result could be obtained, '

“Here of late my father has been drink.
ing very hard and has wot himaself into
such a condition that he did not fecl capa-
ble of covering up the shortage sny longer.
This hasevidently weighed so heavily npon
his mind, together with his private affairs,
that he has practically drank himself 1n-
sane, [t has been stated that no shortage
exists and that the talk of a shortage is
due to the fact that the investigating comn-
mittee wasnunable to understand the bookas,
This is not a fact. The shortage does exist
and Edward J. MeBride 18 the man who is
reaponsible forit If the balances of the
books of the time along 1n 1555 can be com-
pared with vhe bank balaunces of that time
they will certainly show 1.

Supreme Treasurer MoBride was seen at
his residence, on Last Ohio street, at a late
bhour last night. Ha was told of the state-
ment made by Macbeth’s son. Said Mr.
MebBride:

“In 1885, by brother-in-law, G. W, Apple-
gate, was one of my bondemen, He is
president of the Corydon Baunk and is
worth £75,000. He was always able to take
care of bimself and bas never called npon
me for assietance, I never loaned him any
money. Further than that, I bave never
ueed a centof theorder’'s monsy for private
purposes. At that time the balaunoe of the
order was so small thata defslcation of
£10.000 could bhaveeasily been discovered.
I positively deny sll the report and think
the report is due to the desire of young
Macbheth to seek revengs for the circula-
tion of the report abont hils father.”

“Did you nse any of the order’'s money in
the banking business?”

“] never have. When the Bank of Com-
meroce falled I negotiated a loan of 32,000
for the order, but that has all been adjust-
ed. and the order is in condition to take
care of itself.” J

Suprema FProtector Lockard was also
seen, and he did not seem surprised at she
report. B

“] have always regarded Mr, McBride as
a strictly honest man,” sgid he. *“I amn
confident that this report 18 not true,
though [ eannot say to an absolute cer-
tainty until the books have been thor-
ounuhly examined.”

Supreme Secretary Harvey said that Mr.
MeBride stood very high; tbas he bad the
reputation of being one of the most honest
men in the State; that he had been supreme
treasurer for sixteen years, aond they had
not the least thing to give them an indica-
tion that anything was wroug with the
books, The supreme protector says that
the supreme oflicers have not accused Mr.,
Macbeth of defaication. He says they did
accuse him of being drunk aud leaving bis
books 1n & bad econdituion, and thut they
were willing to stand by that charge.

**]1 believe,” continued Mr, Lockard, ““that
Me. Macbeth’s family have misunderstood
the feeling of the members of the order re-
garding the actions of Macbeth, They have
copelnded that the order has accused hum
of defalecation, and they want to clear his
skirta, Mr. Macbeth, as far as we know at
present, may not be guilty of embezzle-
meut.”

MR M'BRIDE'S EARLY STATEMENT,

He Sald There Was No Shortage—Dlsappear-
Aance of Macbeth.

The delegates to the Grand Lodge of the
Knights ana Ladies of Honor wero treated
to a surprise by the mysterious disappear.
ance of Macbeth, Macbeth has not been
seen by any of the officials since
Monday Jlast. At the meeting of the

order yesterday morning the entire
time was devoted to the consideration of

the esoapade of the bookkeeper and the
probabilities of a defalcation. Many

of the visiting members entertained
grave fears that Macbeth had

made away with funds of the order and an
examination of the books was demanded.
Those who are well acquainted with Mao-
beth believed that there was nodetaleation,
They naid that he was 1n thehabit of getting
on a protracted drunk occasionally, and be-
lieved that there was nothing more aerious
than that at vresens. They thouglt that
the bookkeeper was now on & spree and was
ashamed to appear at the meetings.

Edward J. MoBride, the supreme treas-
urer, has beld that position sloce
the inception of the order, six.
teen yOars ago. He, of course,
knows more about the condition of the
booke than any one else. }le also under-
stands better than any one else the ochar-
acter of his bookkeeper, who has had con-
trol of the books for a number of years.
Mr. MeBride said in the afteraoon that he
kad known all along that Macbeth was a
dissipated man, but that he Lelieved him
strictly hounest. Mr. MoDride said em-
phatically:

] am confident that this is all ascare,
and that everytbhing will be found all right
in the end, The books are now in the
bands of the finance committce, and the
work of balancing them will nos Dbe
completed hefore Saturday. Until that
time, of ¢ourse no one wiil feal absolutely
oertain that there has been no defaiestion,
I, myself, belisve that the investigation
will merely result 1n proving thatitis a
case of negligent bookkeeping, nothing
more. All the money during the past two
vears has passed throngh my bands, and [
am confident that nothing could be wrong.
The books have, for the pastsix years,
been gone over regularly by expert ace
countants, LEverything was pronounced
correct, If there is anything wrong at
all 1t munet Le doe to Dbad book-
keeping many venrs ago. Such s thing to
me seemas impossible. I am responsible for
the tunds of the order, and am spder hond
to the amount of $100,000. I donot believe,
however, that any money w:ll be loat, T'he
order, of conrse, oan lose nothing.”

Macheth 18 editor of the latelligencer,
the official organ of the order. lle lives
with his family on North Alabama street,
Mrs. Macbeth ins been hunting for him for
the lust two daays. She is very mueh dise
tressed about her husband’s disadpearance,
but is positive it is due entirely to drink.

Supreme Treasurer MoBride was asked
early last night as to the relations of the or-
der with the Bank of Commeroe, [lo said
that the #0858 000 remsined tied up inthe
bank. A short time after the suspension
the bank ofiered 1ts building in payment of
the smount deposited by the order. The

officinls of the bank went so far as to make
out o deed for the property to the order.
The trade, however, Las not Leen made,
szid Mr. Meliride. He eays that he has
consulted with Sapreme Executive Look-
ard and that it remains with bim to deocide
wbhether the property sball pass into the
baods of the order.

“If we can get our money all nnght,” said
Mr. MeBride, “‘the trade will not be made.
| want it understood that the order is not
dealing 1n real estate.”

It was the intention at yesterday morn-
ing's sesgion to bave elected oflicers. On
sccount of the trouble arising from the
disappearance of Macbeth, the election has
been deferred until Saturday. The com-
mittee on the revision of the cods 18 now at
work, but will not be prepared to make a
report before the latter. part of the week.

MYSTERY OF A COFFIN.

Strange Freight Received by Thomas
Todd—Sent from Chicago.

The family of Thomas Toda, eolored, at
No. 378 Lafayeotte street, have a mystery on
hand, A dimiputive white ceflin whieh
lies in a rear room of the coroner’s office 18
the sonrce of the strange happening which
the coroner admits i1s of an exceedingly
puzzling nature. Yesterday riorning the
official was requested to ocall at No. 378
Lafayette street, and on arrival was
banded a coupia of letters and a telegram
and shown the small coffin which now oe-
cupies a place in hisoflice. Mra. Todd ex-
plained that two weeks azo her daughter,
residing at No. 2446 Dearborn street, Chi-
cago, had sent to her parents a stove and
with the article the drayman had delivered
the coffin, carefully wrapped in bheavy
paper. Mystified over the matter, Mrs.
Todd immediately wrote to her daughter,
and on Sept. 6 received the following
letter:

Dear Mother and Unele—I received your letter
and was very much surprised to hear that thore
kad beon a coftin sent with the stove. [ hope
you will hold the corpse until it is sent for by
the coroner. I went down town Just as soon as
I got your letter. The mun that I got the stove
of his wife had a mishap that morning. They
will put him through for it if it 18 the same baby.
I saw it with my own eyes the worning I sent the
stove. Frowm LAuga,

An hour after the arrival of the above
epistie atelegram was sent to the Todds. 1s
was dated Chicago, and read:

Give body to corouner. Chicago authorities
will investigate and notify him.

Commissioner of Health,

Although considerably disturbed and not
a little mvatified over =ll this e1 igmatioal
correspondence, the Todds did not reply to
either the telegram or letter, and Sept 12
received anosther installmens of strauge
mail from Chicago. A letter from thelir
daughter read as follows:

Cuicaco, Il

Dear Ma and Uncle Henry—1 thought you
would have answeared my letter before now, as
we are all anxious w know what you did with the
litile coffin. Ma, if you Lad telegraphed jusi as
soon as you received tbe coffin and stove, we
could have him dead to rights. I went down
town and reported it just as soon as [ got your
letter, and the health department sent Uncle
Heury n telegram, and I wrote you the sawe
day, and have heard nothing sioge, 1 think you
all have acted very stranxely. What did you do
with the cotlin? If you had all done what wua
right, we could have made that man sutier for
nllfhe was worth. We had him in the hole, bat
we conld not got any answer from Indlanapolis
The baby was born the very morning [ had the
stove sent, The old man did that to keep Irom
burying it. He knew the unegroes weare so soit
they would not do anything with him, but if yonu

bhad sent me word I would bhave fixed lmm, No
more at present. From your daughbter Laura. I

ho;:? you will answer this letter as soon as you
got 1t

The Todd family claim to be as mueh mn
the dark as the coroner over the recsipt of
the collin. They state that there was siok-
ness in the family st the time the article
was received, which prevented them call-
ing the coroner’'s attention tothe matter.
The colored draymsan who dejivered the box
says that it came over the . & E. L, from
Chieago, and that when he lifted it on to
his dray it was extremely light, and conld
not bave contained a body of muoh weight,
The coffin hayno lining in it, and there are
no indications that i1t contained a body.

snd with an evident deaire to conceal aohib-

ANOTHER CASE FOR THEMAYOR

A Boy Sues President Tron, of the
Gamblers’ Trust, for Losses.

H. F.Gannon,One of the Den Proprietors,
Laughed When the Boy's Father
Asked for the Money.

Mayor Sallivan says he knows nothing
of gambling in this ecity. Very few peo-
vle believe that, of course, but bere is a case

in the courts that may have attracted his

attention. It is a notorious fact that
sixteen-year-oild boys are allowed to gam-
ble in all the big dives in the city. 'To-
day there will be heard in Justice John-
son’s conrt & case against the Mayor's chief
ally, “Bil1” Tron, the president of the
gamblers’ trust and the man who rans, on
1lllinois street, one of the largest hells in
the Woat. Itisnota soit by some business
man who has lost money in the dive, but it
is an action by the father of a boy who was
inveigled into the place like hundreds of
others and there stripped of his scanty
wages at the crap table. The boy 1s
Chbarles Hamill, who lives in the south-

eastern part of the oity. He is mnos
old enough to realize the dangers and pit-
falls which the Mayor has allowed to
grow io the city. On Aug. 81 he went
to Tron’s gambling den and was enticed by
the soft voice of the gamekeeper: *“Come
up, gentlemen; i1t's & good, quick game,”’
The boy, perhaps, liked the sound of gen-
tleman as apolied to him by the game-
keeper. It made him feel older than he
was. He had the sampe experience that
every other boy who goes to these places
bas. He lost everything he had. The
smount was §35, » mouth’s salary.

His father heard of the atfair, and was
guite astonished when he heard that a
gambling hell was running so openly in
the city. He put the case n the hands of
attorney Myers. The father and attor-
ney went to I'ron and asked him to give
the money back. as the boy was youog and
ahould not bhave been allowed in the place,
The president of the trnst knew that he
was under the protection of Sullivan, so he
ouly sneered. lie told the two that shey
might ask H. . Gaunon about the matter.
The same story was told Gannon. He
Iaughed in the face of the gentleman,

Gaonon is now a codefendant 1n the suit,
Young ilamill says that boys ranging
in age from twelve to sixteen years may be
seen any night in the den, shooting craps.
‘Fhis loes of the boy an the South Side s
only one of many, and Tron is not the only
one who allows youngsters to lose their
money over the orap tables. Boys can be
found in_ sny of the places. Gus Rahke’s
place, on East Washington street, within a
bupdred yards of where the Mavor spends
the day, has been notorious for the last two
years for the number of youths shat have
lost their money there.
