WHEAT LOST ANOTHER CENT

Cash Demand Feli Offand Wednes-
day’'s Deeline Continued.

Other Chicago Cereals Were Weak in
Sympathy—¥rovizions Underwent
Only Slight Changes.

CHICAGO, Sept. 14.—Witly heavier re-
eceipts in sight the bulls in wheat and corn
pold freely, to-day, svd prices tumbled.
The cash demand did not keep np. Com-
pared with last night, both wheat and corn
show a loss of nearly le a bushel. Pro-
visions were in little demand at irregular
and slight changes, Wheat, 2t the open-
ing, was about 'S0 bhigher than the closing
figures yeosterday, advanced abont %o,
then became weak, and, after numerous
fluctuations, declined 1'se, held steady,
and the closing was easy at abouat 'so trom
the bottom. The recent rain has been
favorable for plowing and seeding and the
receipts in the Northwest were hoavy, The
impreasion is gaining ground that the crop
of spring wheat has been underestimated.
There was some buying on the declines,
bat it was not general.

Corn opened 's@'y0 higherand advanoced
350 more on moderate buying orders from
outside and light local offerings. Later the
pricesreceded 4c, rallied again, rnled 1%
@1%o lower and olosed with %@ le losa

While 1t is thought the late rains will not
change the position of the crop much it will
undoubtedly help pasturage.

Oats were quiet and slightly firmer early,
but the weakness in other pits atlfected
oats, prices receding % @7’s0. With the de-
oline there was more business, but the mar-
ket closed quiet with a net loss of % @ %e.

The day in the provision pis fsilad to
clearly indioate any well-detined policy on
tLo part of the rolers of trade. Lard was
rather firmer than the other articles, and
closed at some improvement for the near
futures, butunchanged for January. York
for Januoary is 5¢ lower than it closed yes-
sterday; for Qotober 1t 18200 higher. Ribs
100 lower for September, .150 off for Octo-
ber and .02%e¢ higher for January.
