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Democrats Hold a Caucns on the
Election Law Repeal Bill,

And Endeavor to Whip Obstinate Mem-

bers of the Party Into Line Two
Resolutions Tariff Hearings.

Washington. Sept ia The Democratio
leaders In tho Houso to-da- y wero forced to
invoke the aid of the party lash to compel
the attendance of the Democratio mem-

bers, to the end that they might be enabled
to sweep aside the filibustering Republic-
ans and proceed to consideration of the
bill repealing the federal election law.
The quorum of Democratio members npon
whioh they had counted to-da- y failed to
put in an appearance, and for three hours
by skillful maneuvering, the Republicans
were able to deadlook the House. The
high water mark reaobed by the Democrats
ta-da- y was 173. lacking six of a qcorum.
The failure to secure a quorum so cha znned
the House leaders that they threw up the
sponge, adjourned and went into caucus
in order to compel the attendance of ab-

sentees and force thorn, under the duress of
caucus aotion, to voto when their names
were called. The caucus lasted about an
hour. Speaker Crisp, Representatives
Hooker, of Mississippi. Fitch, of New York,
Moouey, of Mississippi and Fellows, of
Kow York, all mado vigorons speeches in
favor of pressing tho bill to repeal the
"odious'' eleotion laws. In faot. a general
uraniminity of sentiment for immediate
action was expressed, except by Mr. War-
ner, of New York, who. while strongly sup-
porting the bill, declared that he was not
in favor of precipitate aotion. as it might
be misunderstood in the North. The f oi-lotvi- ng

resolutions, the first by Speaker
Crisp, the second by Mr. MoMiilin, were
then unanimously adopted:

First That it is the sense of this caucus that
it is the duty of the Democratio members of
Congress to attend the sessions and voto lu order
that the puhlio business may be considered and
disposed of. and that when the House meets to-
morrow that it is the sense of this caucus that it
remain in session continuously until a quorum
is obtained iu favor of reporting the bill for toe
repeal of the federal election laws.

becond That it Is the seue of this caucus that
the House should proceed at the earliest practi-
cable day duriug this session to consideration of
the bill or hUs repealing laws authorizing dep-
uty marshal'; and supervisors of elections at the
polls.

The judiciary committee of the House
held an important meeting to-da- y. Col.
Oates, of Alabama, from his subcommit-
tee, presented a favorablo report on tho
Torrey bankruptcy bit), and next Thurs-
day was set lor consideration of the bill by
the full committee. This is the same bill
that passed the Senate during the last
Congress', but was defeated in the House
owing to the determined filibustering of
Mr. Kilgore.. The only objection that is
known to exist in the committee is to the
involuntary clause, forcing men into in-
voluntary bankruptcy. This clause, it is
understood, will bo modified so as to make
it applicable only where an attiobment
suit would lie under State laws. The com-
mittee also ordered a favorable report on
Colonel Oates's substitute for the Tucker
bill repealing tho federal eleotion laws.

TARIFF HEARINGS.

A Democratio Goremor Demands Protec-
tion fur the Conl Interests.

Washington, Sept 19. The beet-suga- r

manufacturers were well represented bo
fore the committee on ways and means to-

day. The chief speaker was Mr. Oxnard.
of Nebraska, president of the American
Beet-suga- r Association. He said Congress
had no moral right to repeal the bounty
clause of the McKinley law. Ho spoke of
the great advancement of this industry in
the last few years, and thought that, with
further encouragement, the American su-

gar manufacturers would be abro to supply
the entire demand of this country. He de-

clared this iudustry was of vast benefit to
tho farmer, as he was ablo to dispose of
thousands of tons of boots, yearly at good
prices. T. R. Cutler, of Utah; E. P. Fow-
ler and II. C. Hecht. of California, also
spoke against the repeal of the bounty pro-
vision.

Prof. W. E. Stubbs, of Louisiana, read a
carefully prepared paper to-da- y. tending
to show, that this country is abundant in
resources for the manufacture of augar.

John Dyiuoud, of Louisiana, said the
cane-sug- ar industry of Louisiana since lb'JO
had increased wonderfully, the production
exceeding U.OOO.IOJ tons a year. Half the
people of Louisiana and half of its capital
are directly or indirectly interested in this
industry. Half a million people are de-
pendent upon it for their daily bread, and
more than one hundred million dollars are
mvested. Mr. Dymond strongly protested
against the repeal of the sugar bounty law.

J. H. Hubburd spoke for the Louisiana
rice planters, aud urged the committee not
to rednce the tariff duties on rice. F. O.
Ernst, of New Orleans, said that the pres-
ent tariff law made no classification of
rices, and in consequence thereof much in-
convenience resulted. Mr. Ernst is an im-
porter, and objects to paying as much duty
on uncleaned us cleaned rice.

At the atternoon session of the commit-
tee a large number of gentlemen irorn Vir-
ginia. West Virginia. Maryland and Penn-
sylvania appeared to protest against any
reduction in the duty ou Coal. Ex-Senat- or

Davis, of West Virginia, was the iirst
speaker. He said if there was any change
to bo made in the tariff rates on bituminous
coal, he should prefer to have tbem raised.
He asserted that 'M per cent of the value of
coal is labor, and if coal is placed on the
free list laborers must stand n decrease in
wages and railroad companies must charge
far less fi r transportation.

Colonel Lamb said that 1. 00.000.000 tons
of coal were mined in the United States
last year, which was sold at 75 cents less
per ton than the consumers could possibly
have procured it if there had been no pro
teotive tarith.

Mr. W. D. L. Walbridge represented the
Cumberland region. He said that 8.000.000
are invested and 10.000 men employed iu
that region. The output this year will be
3.500.000 tons. A reduction of the doty
would mean the paralysis of the industry.

Governor McCorkle, of West Virginia,
said be was nut a mine owner, but the
Governor of a State which has just 16.000
square miles of coal mines, and is just in
the beginning of progress. Continuing, the
Governor eloquently spoko of the natural
advantages of his Mate, and made an earn-
est plea lor tho retention of the duties on
coal. He aid he wanted protection for the
greatest industry in his State.

When the Governor had hnisbed. Mr.
Tarsney asked: "When were you elected
Governor of West Viaginiaf"

"Last November."
"Ihe platioriu npon which you were

elected was for a reduction of duties, was
it nott"

"Yes. sir."
"Then why aro you advocating protect-

ion?-'
"1 do not believe in a tariff which gives

four or live times os Mih a protection, to
one industry us another. We am great
producers of coal, aud 1 think wo ought to
be protected'

Mr. Reed told the Governor bo thorough-
ly agreed with hnu, but lie would like to
bavt bis assistance in bringing the Demo-
cratic member of the committee to
the same muiortitandina on thn qnestion as
be McCorkle) seemed to have.

INTERRED ON CAPITOL HILL.

Remains of President and 3Irs. Polk in
Their Last Resting-lTac- c.

NxsnviLLK, Tenn., Sept. 19. With sim-
ple but solemn ceremonies the remains of
James Knox Polk, tenth President of the
United States, and those of his wife, Mrs.
Sarah Childress Polk, were to-d-ay removed
from tho tomb at Polk Plaoe, the old fami-
ly residence in this city, to a picturesque
spot in the State Capitol grounds, and
there remterred. The services at Polk
Plaoe and Capitol hill were very impres-
sive, and the occasioc was observed with
due honor and respect by the State, the
city, the church and the public Burins
the hour fixed for the removal the public
otlices and business establishments were
closed, and the bells of the City Hall and
the various churches wero tolled.
At 0 o'clock tha remains were taken
from the tomb on tho east front of Polk
Place and reverently borne into the draw-
ing room of the historic mansion, where
Rev. J. II. MoNoilly, D. D.. pastor of Glen
Leven ChuroD, made some brief remarks
and ottered a fervent prayer. At 11:10. at
the conclusion of the service at th bouse,
the remains of President and Mrs. Polk
were conveyed to the hearses. Both of the
vehicles were drawn by fonr white horses.
The cortege being formed, the journey to
Capitol hill was begun. In the procession
were city. State and federal othcials and
military and civio organizations. At the
tomb on Capitol hill the services were con-
ducted under the direction of Rev. Jerry
Witherspoon, V. D.. of the First Presbyte-
rian Chnrch, of which Mrs. Polk was a
member. Tho tomb is on the north side of
Capitol hill and near the equestrian statue
of President Andrew Jackson.

The monument over the craves of Presi-
dent and Mrs. Polk was designed by Wm.
Strickland. It is a sqnare open temple.
On the east front of the tomb are the
words: "James Knox Polk, tenth Presi-
dent of the United States. Born Nov. 2,
1715; died June 15, 1S49." The following in-
scription is in the center of the tomb: "The
mortal remains of James Knox Polk ore
resting in the vault beneath. lie was born
in Mecklenburgcounty.North Carolina, and
emigrated with his lather, Samuel Polk, to
Tennessee in lHO'o. The beauty of virtue
was illustrated in his life, the excellence
of Christianity was exemplified in
his death." These words appear
on the north side: "His life was
devoted to the public service. He was
elected successively to the iirst places in
tha State and federal governments, a mem-
ber of Congress and chairman of the most
important congressional committees.
Speaker of the House of Representatives,
Governor of Tennesseoand President of the
United States' On the south side are the
words: "By his puhlio policy he defined,
established and extended the boundaries of
his country. He planted the laws of tha
American union on the shores of the
Pacific. His inlluenoo and his counsels
tended to organize the national treasury
on the principles of the Constitution, and
to apply the rule of freedom to navigation,
trade and industry."

The fourth side of the tomb has the fol-
lowing inscription: "Mrs. Sarah Childress
Polk, wife of James Knox Polk. Born in
Kutherford county, Tennessee. Sept. 4, 1803.
Died at Polk Place. Nashville, Tenn., Aug.
14, 1S91. A noble woman, a devoted wife,
a true friend, a sincere Christian. Blessed
are the dead which die in the Lord."

After the death of Mrs. Polk suit was
brought in the Chancery Court, by de-
scendants of President Polk, to set aside
the will of the President nnd divide Polk
Place among them. Th chancellor decid-
ed tho President's will was void, inasmuch
as it provided for perpetuity, by declaring
that the property should forever remain in
possession of the PoJk family, passing,
from time to time, to the worthiest bearing
the name of Polk. The General Assembly
soon afterward passed a resolution setting
aside a site for a tomb.

THE DEFENDER OF GAMBLING HOUSES.

Saloons, gambling booses and houses of
prostitution wero recognized as necessary
evils. They hate never been suppressed
in any city, and cannot be suppressed. Tha
keepers were notified by tho board that so
long as they maintained orderly places
they would not be subjected to petty per-
secution, but if anyone were robbed in one
of them or if a place wero conducted bo as
to become a nuisance, or in any other way
made ollensive, every legal power of tho
board would be used to drive- - them out of
the city. Under this policy these places
have been quiet and orderly, and there has
been no complaint of them except for cam-
paign purposes.

So says tho Sentinel. Saloons whose
keepers are protected by license have a
legal right to carry on their business
legitimately, in tho manner prescribed
by the law. Gambling houses aro
not recognized by tho law in any
form; consequently, if the Board of
Safety has authorized them to pursue
their vocation, it has violated the law
and its members should bo dismissed.
The Sentinel knows that half the saloon
keepers in the city violate the Sunday
and closing laws, and that a week does
not pass in which there is not a brawl or
a shooting in some of them. It can
know, if it does not, that men havo been
robbed in gambling houses, .and that
scores of young men, and even boys,
throng them. The Sentinel can know, if
it would, that after one gambling case
was disposed of in the Buskirk court
tho polico know that it was useless to
bring another. As the organ of the
Democratio party the Sentinel declares
for tho wide-ope- n policy that there
shall bo no restriction upon gambling
houses and no regard for law. Tho de-

cent people of the city think differently.
They beliovo that a war of extermina-
tion should be made upon gambling
houses that all sorts of dives shall bo
suppressed. The Sentinel would have
them continue to control the city.

preachers denounced the open
gambling houses, two of whom, on na-

tional questions, are innocently in sym-
pathy with the Sentinel. Democrats, as
well as Republicans, do not want wide-ope- n

gambling hells, for tho sufficient
reason that they do not want their sons
or employes ruined.

Not only were tho expenses of the
city government last year very largely
in excess of those of four years ago, but
the estimates for next year show an in-

crease over last. Thus the salary list,
which was $47,710 last year, is estimated
at $00,390 next year. Why should thero
be any increase? Thero is an estimate of
Sim ' ; l u-- . z., .1 J rm.xuj iui evviui puutu juugcii. x no
people elect a polico judge, and pay him
$2,000 to perform the duties. Where is
tho authority for hiring special police
judges? Tomlinsou Hall janitors, which
cost $2,372 last year, aro estimated: to
cost $2,500 next year.

crease? Tire forco pay rolls, which
were $100,179 last year, aro estimated at
$113,09G next year. Tho increase, is
much too (?rcat. Tho police force, which
cost $80,880 last year, is estimated , at
$104,043 next year an enormous in-

crease. Tho station house, which cost
$4,045 last year, is estimated at $5,400
next year. It cost a good deal too much
last year; why should it cost more next
year? The city ambulance service,
which cost $211 last' year, is estimated
to cost $1,200 next year. Tho Sullivan
ring must have private information
that there will bo a great many casual-
ties next year. And so expenses are
keyed up all along tho lino. This is tho
truo tax-eatin- cr method.

No moro ridiculous farco has ever
been attempted in connection with city
politics than the simultaneous closing of
the gambling houses yesterday, accom-
panied by tho announcement that tho
gamblers would support Denny for May-

or. It was said to be a voluntary move on
the part of the gamblers.the object being
to bring odium on tho Republican ticket
by giving out the impression that they
would support it. Tho scheme was
probably suggested by tho attempt to
unload Coy on tho Republican party
two yearns ago. Tho alliance between
tho gamblers and tho Sullivan adminis-
tration is too close nnd binding to be
broken by a transparent trick like that.

In its artificial but ridiculous indigna-
tion against the A. P. A., whatever it
may be, the Sentinel exclaims:

It is to be hoped that tho authorities will
take nieafturfH to detect and punish the
(tounndrels who are euaned in this abom-
inable business.

Under what law tho members of tho
A. P. A. can bo punished only tho Sen-

tinel knows, but among e first who
would bo in danger of nrrest is the Hon.
Thomas Taggart, who has been nour-
ishing tho order, it is said, for months.

Hon. Caleb S. Denny's present candi-
dacy for Mayor of Indianapolis is a dis-

tinct recognition of his personal worth
and force of character, his fitness for the
position, his popularity and his Rtalwart
.Republicanism. The convention which
nominated him was a strong and repre-
sentative one. The preliminary can-
vass had been spirited, and tho friends
of other candidates, all good ones, had
rallied their forces. Many names had
been canvassed, and it was conceded by
all Republicans that they must put for-

ward their strongest man. The dele-
gates to the convention had been fairly
chosen with this understanding, nnd
they came together with no other pur-
pose than to do tho best thing for the
party. Under these circumstances the
nomination of Mr. Denny on the first
ballot, by a majority which was at oifco
made unanimous, was the strongest
possible indorsement of his strength as
a candidate and an unmistakable ex-

pression of the popular belief in his fit-

ness for the ollicc.
Mr. Denny is admirably equipped for

tho oilico of Mayor, having already had
an active service of eight years in
municipal affairs. From 1831 to 1SS0 he
was city attorney, and one of tho best
tho city ever had, and from 1880 to
18S9 ho was Mayor. When ho was first
nominated for Mayor the Journal said,
editorially: "Mr. Denny is in all respects
an able, courageous,' reputablo man.
His life and career demonstrate tho in-

tegrity and forco of his character and
the inherent strength of his munhood."
Thcso words nro as true now as they
wero then. He was elected by a hand-
some majority, and gavo tho city ns good
an administration as it was possiblo for
any person to f ive under tho old coun-cilman- ic

form of government. There
were inherent defects in that form
of government against which no
Mayor could successfully contend,
but none could have done better
than Mr. Denny did. The Re-

publicans recognized this fact and
Mr. Denny's personal merits by renom-
inating and re-electi- ng him in 1887. At
that time the Journal said' editorially:
"Mr. Denny's record is clear and hon-

orable in every respect, and fairly en-

Denny, who was Mayor during the last
four years under the old form of govern-
ment, has had, very unjustly, to bear
much of tho odium attaching to that.
He was the executivo bead without ex-

ecutive power. He had to deal with
subordinates and chiefs of departments
w ho were elected by the Council, and
no way responsible to him. He had to
bear the odium of bad appointments
without being nblo to remedy them.

THE INCREASED. CITY DEBT.

Those who aro interested in the affairs
of Indianapolis will find material for
study in the report nnd estimates of
Controller Woollen. If they havo tho
opportunity to compare the figures with
the reports of last year and of tho year
which ended Aug. 81, 18S9, they will find
abundant reasons for not voting to con-

tinue tho Sullivan regime. If they look
for information regarding the city debt,
whether it has been increased or de-

creased during the year, they will look
in vain. --That important featuro of the
financial reports of well-manag- ed cities
is mado conspicuous by i s absence. No
one can gue$ s from it w ether the debt
is $1,000,009 or $10,000,000, or whether it
is greater or less than a year ago. lie
can learn that $000,000 of tho $021,000
of 7.3 per cent, bonds falling due June
30, 1S93. ore still drawing interest at
that late; that $109,500 of bonds mature
in January. 1694. and $300,000 more July
1, 1694. That is. the city will have
$1,009,500 of matured or maturing
bonds to refund during the next
fiscal year thanks to the imbe-
cility of Mavor Snllivan and the greed
of the boss Democratio banker. But,
putting this and that together, one must
come to the conclnsion that tho debt of
the city has been, in spito of tho ex-

cessive taxation, increased not less than

It was not the controller7 duty to pive
n list of the inspectors, custodians, etc.,
but if ho had done bo ho would havo
given taxpayers some interesting infor-
mation.

In the controller's statement of city
expenses for the last fiscal year appears
on item of $02 for "special police judge'
Tho city pays Judge Buskirk $2,000 a
year to perform tho duties of police
fudge, and he is awfully dear at that.

Bum, for a "special police judge!"

Mulhall, the English statistician, in
bis dictionary of statistics, gives a dia-
gram showing tho increase of waces for
all labor in tho United States, England
and Ireland for forty-fiv- e years, begin-
ning in and ending in 18S0. In tho
United States the increase was from 84
cents to $1.32 per day, in England from
AO to CO cents, and in Ireland from 1G to
Co cents.

clude street improvements, which aro
borne by property owners.

gineer's department, which' cost $3,500
in 1SS0, cost $10,020 last year; fire depart-
ment pay rolls, $01,600 in 1S89, were
$100,179 last year; fire department ac-
