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REAR-END COLLISIONS

No Exeuse for Them if the Stand-
ard RBules Are Followed.

Vice President Osear Murray, of the Big
Four, Says He Has No Inten-
tion of Resigning.

Said F. . Darlington, superintendent of
the Indianapolis division of the Pennsyl-
venis lines: “There are now too many
rear-end collisions, a class of accidents for
which there 18 no excuse, lor two years
some of the ablest talent among the rail-
road men of the country were engaged in
preparing a code of rules which should be
the standard of all roads, and after a care-
ful examination of this code fully two-

thirds of the roads adopted them, and if
trains are run as this code prowides a rear-

end collision would be alinost an impossi-
bility.” Me was sorry to say that & number
of roadain the State bad nos yet adopted
the standard rules. Quite recently he was
obliged to call the attention of thye super-
intendent of & road of whose track the
Pennsylvania Company uses a portion, to
the carelessness of its train employes in
protecting their trains at night, as but a

night or two bLefore a Pennsylvania train
oame near running into the rear of vhe com-

r'sny s train on the track over whiech the
eposylvania trasins Tan. Inquiry de-
veloved the fact that the road did not use
the standard rules in movement of trains
Horace Wilson, when living and saperin-
tenuent of the lodiana, Bioomington &
Western, discharged two of what he con-
sidered his best train crews for beingin fault

for a rear-end eollimon, he taking the posi-
tion during his raliroad expericnce that

there wasa no excuse for an accident of this
character. Under the standard code of
rules not only is the rearend of a train
protected with proper signals, but the
brakeman or trainman who goes back to
flag o following train is provided with sig-
pals in the way of lanterns, torpedoes and
other appliances, whien, if used properly,
conld but be heeded by those in charge of
a following traio., That some Jegislation
is netded to force rallroad companies to
utilize all plans for the better protection of
trains, which the standard rules prescribe,
is very apparent.

The Blue Nook to Be Used in Pennsylvania.
" The bretherhoods of railroad men
of the State of Pennsylvania have suc-
oeeded in organizing what they call the
State Branch of Steam Railroad Men's
Union, 1ts object being to influence legisla-
tion in favor of railway employes. Thero
are se%en i1mportant railroad men’s fra-
ternities represented. Benjamin E. Chapin,
of Newark, N. J., 18 supreme president of
the national organization, as the movement
is takiong & national character. FPresident
Chapin addressed the men in Harrisbarg,
on Sunday and, in tLe course of his re-
marks, said the talk of the great con-
polidation schema of all the brotherhoods
was silly and without the slightest founda-
tion in fact, Ile said po strike was con-

templated in the movement, but that it
really had for its purpose the doing away
with strikes. He declared the object of the
union 30 be the securing of legislation
favorab!e to railroad employes b supvort-
ing candidates for Congreas and ‘the Legis-
lature iavorable to'their interests; to take
an active part in politics irrespectyve of
party lines. He said that the usion com-
prises national and State boards, which
send out circulars to congressioval and
legislative candidates requesting written
BUSWeEr]S a8 to their attitnde on
questions relating to rairlway employes,
No verbal promisea are taken. Can-
didates must sign or refnse to sign, and
these answers are then communicated to
the varivus subordinate lodges. The na-
tional board recommends the election or
rejection of oertain candidates, A blue
book, he sayvs, is placed in the hands of
every railroad man, contaiping a record of
all memuoers of the Legislature on railway
legislation. IT'he tenor of the remarks «of
Supreme President Chapin makes it evi-
. dent that the Debs-lloward federation of
the railway broetherhoods is nos popular in
Peunsylvauis, ‘Ihe blne book te which
he alluodes was lirst ased in Indiana, but
the acts passed by the last Legislature of

this State show that it had little terror for
the lawmakers,

M-. Murray's Intentions,

Oscar Murray, vice pres:dent, in charge
of the freight-traflic department of the Big
Four lines, arnived 1n the city last evening
from tbo Norihwest, and will this morning,
in comypany with Assistant General Freight
Agent “ord Wouds, go over the Peornia &

Murray stated that be was muoh encour-
ayged as regards the outlook for busipess.

AS A FREE-TRADER,

BYNUM

A Little Review of the Haughty Democorat's
Life—Where He Got His 1deas,
Indianapolls Special to Philadeiphia Press.

The Washington dispatches in the Press
depicting the arrogunt bearing 1n the ways
aud meaus committes of William D. By-
nuwm, member for this, the Seventh Iindiana
distriot, has cansed some comment here,
~ome have been led to wonder upon what
meat hus thisour Cwesar fed that he has
grown so great, It has been recalled that
Mr, bynum was not always 8o bold a free-
trader, lie took the first nomination to
Congress in 184 very reluctantly when,
as he himself said during his fight with
Leon O. Balley for the nomination n 1850,
nobody else wantedit. He was then known
loonlly es a lawyer of no chentage, who

wentinto politics and had served one term

as Speaker of the lower house ot the Legis-
Inture as & member from Daviess county.
Owpe term in the capital induced him to lo-
cate here, and he opened u law othece. His
time was mostly given to the game of
euchre or seven up, for want of business,
s feilow-lawyers here say that he did
not eara $500 a year, and never bad esrned
thatin any year previous to going to Con-
gross. After his election his partuer {or-
#00RK tha law and went to manatacturiug
lounges, showing that business was poor.

Byuum received much eoredit as an orig-
el advocate of free trade. Hisreputation
was earned over his protest and without
his assistance, in this way, as related by a
prominent State oificial ot nis own party:

“Atfter the election of 18%,” said mv in-
formant, *“‘the Indiana Jeaders called =
conlorence to discuss tho situation, It waas
Lield in the oflice of the late James H. Ride,
aud Thomas A, Hendricks, Joseph K. Me-
Donald, John J, Cooper, Jobn l.anders and
others prominent 10 the party were pres-
ent. The seuseof the conference was that
the tariil was the pivotal point of the cam-
paign and that while the Democratio posi-
tion was right on the question the Repubili-
cans bad got the bestof it. it was agreed
that s campaign of education shoanld begin
at onoe and that the columns of the Senti-
nelshould be nsed as the agent of this ed.
ucational effort to pnt the party in better
shape Ly the next election.

“It was believed that while the articles
should pass the inspectiog of Governor
Hendricks and Senator MeDounald, they
were to bear the name of some one indi-
vidual. Bynum was chossn to satand ns
their anthor. He protested and protested
ugain, but the conference held him to the
decision. The artioles appeared over Lis
name, but were geaerally preparad by Heu-
dricks or McDonald, or were of composite
authorship. When collected and pub-
lished for onmnnicn nse they were known
as ‘Bynum’s Letterson the Tariil,’ and they
gave him quite & prominence as a {ree-
trader.”

Intheslump of 1854, when the Blane.Sen-
tinel e pisode pat ludisna in the Demooratio
column, Byoum was unexpectedly elsoted.
He socured a renomination 1n 1886 by polit-
ical methods toat woald disgrace Tam-
many, sod with the distriet gerrymao-
dered has been able to secure re-clection
ever since, His ten years of Congress
have rellected peiiher bhenelit nor honor
to the district.gnd Demoorats hete now
freely ncknowléiige the fact. He is best
known ns n master of Lillingsgate ana vi-
tuperation, which were directed in heated
volumes. at one time, against Thomas A.
Hendricks, their Viece President., His re-
oent confession that be did not nunderstapd
the money guestion, and his vacillation
generally, have shown his unlitness to rep-
resent the capital distriet of the State.

STREET-CAR CASUALTIES.

A Defense of the Motormen—The Legal
Status of the Matter,

To tha Editor of the Indianasolls Journal:

In the caunse of justice, which the Journal
is ready atall times to promote, permit me
to once more ofler s few words in defense
of the street-car employes. *“Mechanic,”
in his communjeation of last Monday, in

ject under discnssion.” This is a fact. |
did not know that he bad been making war

on the street-car men all summer.
Io his articie pablished Aug. 21 he says:

“And if your readers can be made to see,
by auything tbhat has been or muay be sug-

gested, something that will inare to the
good of the veople of our city in securing
their rights—rights against being run
down, murdered or maimed upon our
streets—then the object of all that has

been claimed against employing incompe-

tent men to take cuarge of electrio
motors shall have been obtained.
Bat, pending the solution of this
great problem, they still go on, these
wotormen and these conductors, 1n this
same deadly work, fortitied by the assur-
ance that they are etnpluyed by & great
moneyed corporation,” ete. Thisisplacing
the men on a level with common murder-
ers. Yet, in his last communication he
says: “Nobody supposes for a moment that
auy man on the line intends to kill or
maim.” Bat, il ail this killing and all
this wainfing is caused by the disgualifica-
tions of the motormen—as “"‘Mechanie”
would have us believe—why doss he con-
demun the conductors, alike, wits $he motor-
menf BSurely, they are not respousible for
the ignorance of the motormen.

But my main object will now be the legal
status, since *‘Mechanie” has seen fit to
adopt it in his nnxument In nbis last com-
munication be says: ““The citation by Mr,
Galloway of raiiroad ‘accldents,’ runpbing

men down and killing men, ia 1n no way a

parallel to our street caruslties, Itistheir
‘right of way,” and the people are warned
not to walk on the tracks, and at every
crossing not snpplied with tlagmwen, can-
tiouary sigoals, danger signs and other
precautionary metheds are used and
demanded by rigid laws, to reduce to the
minimum Joss of life to the careleas or
venturesome, while on our streets every-
body has su undisputed right to use them.”
Now, let us see just whdt rights the people
have to the use of the streets and what
rights the street cars have 1n consideration
of whioh they pay large snms of money an-
nually. ‘There Leing no statute law in this
State on tho subject, yet, tlhiere is a oom-
mon law and some SNtates have astatute
law, Mr Bootbh, au emuinent author, in his
work on “Street-railway Law.” alter
citing decisions of the Supreme Courts ol
several States in one of his aiscourses, says:
“The driver of a Leavy loaded waygon,
moving at the usual rate of speed of such
vehioles, or of any other private vehicle
moving at.that pace, mast leave the track
when so requested by the servants of the
company, where 1t 18 possible to do so, or
without any request, when aware thata
failure to leave the tracks wou'd impede
the progress of the ear. ‘The same rule ap-
phes to pedestrians, who Imust exercise
reasonable care to keep out of the
way. The mere convemence ol a teamster
or other person canuot amoeunt to such a
necessity aswill justify him 1o obstructing
or impeding the car.” Again, Mr. Booth in
his work, and backing it nup with
decisions of the courts, says: **While 1t 1s
thedury of the company 1o exercise ordi-
nary careand diligence to avoid collisions
and other accidents, this rule does not dis-
pense with osnre and prudence on the part
of all persons who use the stireets in com-
mon with the company. As thie cars have
the paramount right of way, those who
control them may assume that all persons
who are sui juris will recoguize that right,
and take proper care to avold i1njuries,
Wbhen a persou is about to cross the
street where Dhorses, wagons and cars
may be expected to pass at short
intervals, he 18 boand to take notice of the
rights of others, and bear in mind the dan-
gers to be apprehended. It is his daty,
whether traveling afoot, on borseback or
private vehicle, 10 keep a lookout tor cars.
Urdipary prudence teaches & man walk-
ing nlong or across the tracks, es-
pecially where there are double tracks, or
parallel lines, should direct his attention
to the numerous cars which incessantly
run back spd forth, and pass each other
frequently, Under what circuwstances
a pedestrinn  may safely attempt to
walk n front of a car, must be
determined by facts, which vary so much
indifierent cases tnat courts have not ate
tempted to establish specifie rules on the
guestion. Luy the general rule as to watch-
fulpess and care, sbove stated. has been il-
lustrated by a few decisions, which may
aid 1o applyingis. Thus, it has been held
that in sltempting to pass or cross a track,
a person is obliged to use care to keop out of
the way of moving cars, lleis ehargeable
with vegligence if he sesa an approaching
car, or could have seen 1t by the exercise
of reasonable core, and does not take
proper eteps to avoid accident, for be is
pot at hberty to take even doubtiul
chances of the consequences of orossing
the street 1n face of danger, or 1n reliance
upon the auccess of the car driver in at-
tempting to slacken the pace of the
horses.”

S0 a car driver or motorman hastheright
to presume that & persou crossing the track
will get ont ol the way. altbough he may
be in plain view, and the motorman may
geu Lun 1o time tu have stopped bis car.
Wkhy, then, would no? an experienced and
bighily qualitied motorman have a right io
the same presuwmption?! Awpd s it npot
very proballe that he would do
sul As to ‘depger siens,” ete,, used by rail-
roads, they are ap absolute necessity, be-
cause a person at all strange to the roand
upon which ne maay be traveling wmay be al-
most immediately upon a railroad hefore
he 1s aware of its presence. 1Tuie may be
caused by a sbharp curve in the road upon
whieh he is traveling, or theres may be trees
or other objects which would ebstruct tne
view, or the srecat rapidity with which
trains ran, which makes the crossing of
their trucks extra hazardous, the placing
of a sign high up i the air and several feet
from the railroad is necessary because 1t
may be more readily seen than the ratlroad
itavif.®As for street cars, they use the
streets the surme es the panbhie. A certmin
part of the street, with 1ron poles standing
highip the nir, and iron railinge burnied 1n
the ground, is sot apart lor the cars, on

either sido of which 18 smoothly vaved for

driving purposes, the onter edges of which
1s made 1or walking purposes; pedestrians
bhave the exclusive right to the sidewalks,
the veliicles to the paved poriton of the
streel, and, ns guoted above, *“‘the cars
have the paramount rnight of way” to
their part, avd it 18 the peobdle’s
duty when using the company’s “rights'” 1o
“Keep vut o!f the way.” ‘T'he street-car ino-
toruien are properly qualified. They Enow
that “a tnrn of the crank this wayv mukes
her go, and s turn thuat way muakes lLer
stonp,” They know that to cut out the cir-
cuit and hard on the brake will make
the ear stop iv abont so mapny feet if the
track ‘s dry, or 1t will go sboniso mnpy
feet further 1if the track s wet, and, eon-
sidering their*rigiut of wa." thisabout all

| that is vognired of them.

In Chicago nceidents like ours are of al-
most Gdaily occurrence, In Washington
there bavo recently been three Representa.
tives in Coneress injured by the cars, and
in all other citiea it s the ssme. Certain-
ly all this s not caused by jucompetent
mwotormen, for if it 18 thep street.-car wmen
must be an exceedingly iguorsnt sei of
uen
