Lake Erie & Western and the
Nickel Plate Form an Alliance.

Four All-Rai! Routes from Indianapolis
to the World's Fair City—Car
Inspections.

The statement 1z the Journal yesterday,
that the Lake Erie & Weatern and the
Nickel-plate had established a new all-
rail hine between Indianapolis and Chi-
cago, proves to have been correct, whioh
gives Indianapolis four lines between this
city and Chicago. From one of the ofii-
cials is learoed thas the arrangement will
be permanent, and through coaches will be
run between the points mnamed,
through sleeping cars at mght. This
means that a §  rate from Indianapolis to
Chicago. or from Chicago to Indianopolis,
will pever again be the regular rate, as
neither the Lake Erie & Western nor the
Nickel-plate is a member of any associa-
tion, and are Enown as free-lance lines.
The old lines are in no measure in faalt
that the new live has been established.
When the worid’'s fair was opened the
Lake Erte & Western, in eonnection with
