THE HALLS OF CONGRESS.

A Glance mt Their llittory and the Lesson
to lie Drawn Therefrom.

New York Sun.
On tho 13th of September, 1793, President

Washington, girt with u Masonic apron
and holding a Masonic trowel, laid the
corner stone of the national Capitol in the
city that bears bis name. The hundredth
anniversary of. this event bas seemed to
tho Firty-thlr- d Congress worthy ot com-
memoration.

The foundation of the federal city was
curiously involved in one of the most im-
portant pieces of legislation that came be-

fore tho seoond session of the First Con-sres- s,

namely, the assumption by the led-er- al

government of State debts incurred
during tho revolutionary period. The ad-
vantages that might be derived by a State
from possessing the seat of federal govern-
ment appeared very great at that time, per-
haps greater than they would appear now.
It thus turned our that in the sharp contro-
versy over tbe bill for funding the State
debts this partly related subject of the
federal capital played a part. The con-
clusion reached was, in brief,, that the seat
of government should be removed from
New York, where it tben was, to Philadel-
phia, wbero it bad been throughout tbe
revolution until the meeting of a part of
the Pennsylvania lino in 1783; that it
should there remain ten years and then, in
1S00, be transferred to some site on the
Pctomao to be chosen by tbe President.

During the recess that followed the ter-
mination of the First Congress Washinston
made a tour of the Southern States, and,
with his customary promptness, took the
occasion to select a eite upon tbe Potomso
river for the future capital of the Union.
Virginia and Maryland ceded to the federal
government the area required on their re-
spective shores, and the work of preparing
the ground began, it was practically a
wilderness tben, with a cottage here and
there; but Loth the levels and tbe forest-cla- d

bills showed its capabilities forlts pur-
pose. The District was then ten miles
square, or one hundred square miles, but
the portion south of the Potomao was re-
turned to Virginia in lbii.

The site chosen for 'the Capitol was the
brow of a plateau: the material selected,
white freestone. Tbe work was begun at
the north wiug. and it was there that
Washington laid the corner stone one hun-
dred 3'ears ago. That wing was completed
and occupied in lbOO. Many members of
Congress were not specially eager to leave
Philadelphia, with its social advantages,
its libraries, and tbe other attractions of
an old and large city, for a little village set
up in the woods. Jefferson, however, was
among those who were anxious
to make the change. Under his admin-
istration, in 1803, the south wing was be-
gun, and completed' five years later. The
center was not constructed until Ibli, four
years after tbe liritish. under Ross, had
burned the iuterior of the wings during
their raid upon the city. These wings were
rebuilt in 1B19, and the canter finished in
15:27, gave us the commodious and hand-
some building as we have it to-da-y.

When in the ceremonies various morals
are pointed and lessonsdrawn. among them
should be the need of snch alacrity and
thoroughness in pnshiug on tbe defense of
tbe coasts that the humiliation which be-
fell the Capitol in 1814 may not be possible
again in theso days.

IN DARKEST AFRICA.

Experience of Mrs. May French Sheldon,
the Female Explorer.

t Lonls Q lobe-Democra- t. .
Mrs. May French Sheldon, whose travels

and explorations in tho heart of Africa, as
well as her accomplishments in the held of
literature, have gamed for her world-wid- e

fame, arrived in the city yesterday morn-
ing and registered at the Southern Hotel.
Mrs. Sheldon greeted a Globo-Deaiocr- at

reporter who called at her room very
pleasantly, saying that she was always
glad to entertain a representative of the
press.

"1 just came down from Chicago this
morning on a little private business of no
interest to the public, and shall return to-

night or to-morr- ow morning. 1 am going
to come baok, however, early in Novem-
ber, and shall give two or three drumatio
recitals at one of the theaters here. My
subjects will be my explorations aud trav-
els in Afrioa, and I shall have illustrations
with each lecture.

Well. 1 suppose you want me to tolk
about my experiences in and views of
Afiica and other matters in connection with
my travels. Ob, I could talk and talk
about those thiuirs,"shocontiuued enthusi-
astically, "1 suppose you eUcted to rind
mo a woman of romantiu turn of mind,
but I am not: 1 am very practical in all my
views. Most peoplo think that 1 devote all
my time to the project of exploring and
civilizing the Dark Continent, and regaid
that as my one object in life. Hut that is a
mistaken idea. 1 am at the head of a great
publishing house in England, and publish
my owu books and other literature. That
is my bread and butter. When I
went on my travels through Africa
1 did it In a way that no other person
ever did.' 1 was under the patronage of no
government, bad no other white men or
wqmen with me. managed the caravan my-
self and paid every cent of the expenses of

.traveling and of my followers out of my
own money. 1 did not spend along time
in Afrioa only six months but I passed
eight years in preparing for the journey,
studying tho geographical and other feat-are- s,

acquainting myself with the various
dialects of the people and planning tho ex-
pedition, and 1 think my success was due
to the fact that 1 clearly understood what
I was going to do and know how to doit.

bouse, present a paper to the occupant by
which 1 was to become master and rule the
household, do you think 1 should be very
kindly received!

'Self-preservati-on is one of nature's first
laws, and theso natives 1 will not allow
them to be called savages-a- re more closely
adhered to that principle tban aro other
races. Living as they do in a wild land,
subject to the attaoks of wild and ferocious
beasts, this is a necessity. It becomes na-
ture with them that they should be always
on the defensive and ready at any time to
tight for their lives. The great mistake
that has been made by those who have
sought to conquer aud civilize that wild
couuirv is the ignoring of this right of
the natives to patriotism. In civil-
ized countries this is considered the prime
right and duty of the people. It is6opetted,
and nurtured, and instilled into the hearts
of childreu that tbey grow up to be loyal
citizens of their country. Yet these Afri-
cans are denied that right. They are made
subservient and expected to become wor-
shipers and followers of some foreign gov-
ernment. No principlesof love of native
country are taught them. That, strange to
say, is also tho case with the Indians in cur
own country here.

. ".'My expedition did not make an explora-
tion through Africa, killing natives with-
out compunction. 1 conducted a peaceful
expedition through savage lands, and 1 can
say that not once was any atlrnnt or insult
ollered to me while among the natives.
And even further, during all my time there,
though tho natives were almost entirely
nnds but fr ornaments of various kinds, I
did not see one act of indecency. That 14 say-
ing a great deal. Heinga woman and the
only white person in tho expedition, I. per-
haps, had advantages which other ex-
plorers did not possess. I did not show any
fear, and that, perhaps, also aided me. Go-
ing as 1 did right into tho homes of the na-
tive families, and being familiar with the
dialect. I was able to gain a true insight
into their mode of life and know what they
are and what tbey can he made to be.

"Commerce, which rnles every land,
should be introduced there. The country
bas a wide held for it. The people aro ex-
cellent tradesmen and know the true value
of what they barter or sell. When they
make a price they stiok to it and will not
baok down. Among other discoveries whioh
I made there was wild cotton. This is con-
sidered a lind of great value. I think it
wonld be a great benefit to the natives and
to the missionaries who are laboring for
their civilization if some edncated colored
Americans were sent to Afrioa. Tbey oould
accomplish great work.

"Do I inteud to go back to Airioaf Yes,
I shall make another expedition, but just
when I cannot nay. It may be at the end of
the year. When I go again, however, it
will be in adillerent way. I shall go under
the patronage of some government, aud, as
I want to visit the regions of the Congo,
it will probably be under the Dutch or liel-gia- n.

I am soing to devote my time mean
while to lecturing in this country. It is
strange, by the way, that bo many peoplo
think that I am a foreigner, while the fact
is I am an American by birth. 1 have lived,
most of my life in Europe, and perhaps
that, in connection with my accent, ac-
counts for this mistaken idea."

Why the O d Time fcuiphur Match Is Still
So Popular.

: "Man in No. CS wants some parlor
matches. He says these eight day stinks
are a confounded nuisance," he bell boy

;said to the clerk in one of fae hotels yes
terday.

"Tell him be'll have to get along with
the old stylo match," answered the clerk.
"The insurance companies don:t allow par-
lor matohes in tho joomn."

"Vet, that's a fact," he continued, in
answer to a surprised questioner. "Insur-
ance policies of nearly all companies pro-
hibit thn keoping and use of parlor matches
in any part of a hotel, but they are gener-
ally kept in the otlices because thev are in
greater favor and more conveuientthan the
enlpnur match, and tho requirementsof the
policy is to that extent overlooked by both
its holders and the issuing company. There
isn't mucb. chance for au accidental igni-
tion of a parlor match to do much harm in
a hotel olhce, but they are dangerous
things in rooms, where carpets or curtains
or stray paper are liable to catch tire from
them. They are not only easily licbted by
accident, such as stepping npon them, but,
as is not generally known, they often break
out in llame from spontaneous combustion.
You may judge how easily this is liable to
happen by holding a bunch of them in the
dark und watching the furno that continu-
ally arises from them. The sulphur match
is not so dangerous in any of these partic-
ulars."

The Family, Pro and Con.
Harper's Weeklx.

Family reunions seem to be giowing very
popular. They have been chronicled by
the soore in the newspapers this summer,
and the increasing frequency of them mar
perhaps be taken as a sign of a growing
interest among Americans in family stocks.
In Virgiuia, and more or less generally
throughout the South, people have been in
tho habit of acknowledging their cousins,
and keeping pome sort ot track of them;
but it used to be asserted down there that
in the North blood was not muoh thicker
thau wa.er. and that relationship was but
a slendt r tie, to be recognized or ignored
as expedieney might direct. The
North must be improving in that
respect, and perhaps it is well that
it is. The tendency of American institu-
tions and of the conditions of life in this
country for the last century bas been to
develop individualism to an extreme de-
gree.' Families have been systematically
scattered. Some members have gone West,
others have moved to town, and all have
worked out their independent destinies as
beet they could. That is a good way; but
there are advantages, too. of people of the
same blood touching elbows and keeping
one another in sight. A large family con-
nection ha its drawbacks, but it has its
compensations, too. It involves a de-
gree of mutual assistance that may
sometimes be inconvenient to the
more prosperous members; but it also in-
volves which may be helpful
to all the parties to it; and by creating new
interests iu people it helps to quicken one's
interest in life. Life is no fun unless one
takes an interest in Kotnebody, and to bo
interested, not exclusively, bnt genially,
in one's relations is a good plan, and is
really no more trouble and costs no more
than to bo interested in people who are
other people's relations. Family reunions,
provided they are skillfully engineered and
do not happen too often, may he pretty
good sport, and people who keep out of
them for fear of meeting poor relations
whom the do not know aro in reasonable
danger of losing more than they escape.

NEVER READ NEWSPAPERS.

Two Ignorant Ohio Farmers Victimized
by "Green Goods' Swindlers.

Nkw YonK, Sept. 23. "Oh, my $300." was
the plaintive cry that Kmil Meyer, thirty
years old. a farmer from Williamatown. O..
uttered when arraigned before Jn6tice
Ryan in the Police Court this morning.
Jacob Kasper. who accompanied Meyer
from his borne, was also a prisoner, but
less demonstrative than bis companion.
Yesterday afternoon, while policemau Peter
Miller, of the second precinct, was on duty
at the Cortlaudt-stree- t ferry looking for
"green goods'' swindlers or victims,
the otticer saw two well dressed
men coming from the ferry bouse,
one of whom had a tin box half bidden un-

der bis coat. 'They looked like country
folk," the officer said, "and I asked them a
few questions. Each told a different story
and 1 took them to the station house. When
we (tot there I told the sergeant about the
cash box, and they refused to let us exam-
ine it. 1 took it from Meyer and opened it
with a chisel, but when the lid Hew open
both prisoners almr.dt fainted. The box was
full ot neatly cut slips of white paper. They
broke down completely when they saw the
content of the box, and said they were farm-
ers from Ohio. They gathered their goOO
by bard work, and came to Hoboken on
Thursday in response to a circular letter
which tboy received three months ago
from New York." i

Meyer, who speaks with a German ac-
cent, said that he and his companion were
met in Hoboken by a man who said his
name was Johnson. lie took them to
Perth Atuboy, N. J. When they reached a
little store there, Meyer went inside, while
Kasper stood outside. The deal was mado
very quietly. as'Meyer was satisfied with
the sample bills. He then came to New
York to see the sights, and, at the ferry,
Johnson gave him the box, which, he said,
contained 51.500, for which Meyer paid $C0J.
They had only reached this city when of-
ficer Millernocoited them. Kasper carried
a revolver in his hip pocket, and this was
taken from him. Jnitice Ryan held him in
300 for trial, for carrying concealed
weapon, and discharged Meyer. Roth men
said they never read any newspapers, and
bad not beard of the "green goods'7 swin
die.

At an early hour this morning the police
captured a gang of "green goods" men on
upper Third avenue and seournd a large
amount of their paraphernalia. Tho men
gave their names as Walton Melward.
