Unfortunately the present Presi-
dent was denied both a college educatiou
and that grand and better education that
came from communion with the great pro-
ducing clasae of the country; communion
with the pioneers of the West; communion
with those who formed tbe bone aud sinew
of tbo country; communion with the pure
aspirations of free American citizens. If
the present President had known what
Washington knew, if he ha t known the
people as Washington, as Jackson and as
Lincoln fully appreciated them, be would
not have uttered the remarks he had; he
wonld not have talked of the obstinanoy of
Congress, nor would he have talked aoout
bavin u Congress on his bands. "Hut." said
Mr. Stowart, "his environments have
been peculiar."

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President Cleveland Arraigned by
the Nevada Senator.

Extracts from Letters Kead to Show

that the Executive Spoke Con-

temptuously of Congress.

HIS EDUCATION ItlDICULED

Alleged Scheme to Force a Vote in
the Senate at Once,

Kepuhlicaus in a Dilemma The Day in
the House Pension Commissioner

Lochren Assailed.

Washington, Sept. 2. President Cleve-
land was tbo object of a prolonged personal
attack in the Senate to-da- y on the part of
Senator Stewart. Mr. Stewart spoke fcr
nearly tnrce boars on the resolution which,
he Bad offered last Saturday, as to the
relative independence of tbo three co-ordina- te

branches of the government. That in-

dependence he charged the President with
disregarding in not causing the silver-purcha- se

law and the Chinese exclusion
law to bo faithfully executed. Dot worso
even than the nonexocntion of these'laws
appeared to be. in Mr. Stewart's opinion,
were the contemptuous allusions to Con-pres- s,

which he found in eome of
Mr. Cleveland's letters and inter-
views. Ho was particularly embittered
by the President's allusions, in one of his
letters, that "he hud Congress on his
hands." This was an indignity beyond en-dnranc- e.

And then, in retaliation, the
Nevada Senator scoffed at the President
for his want ot collegiate or any oth.er
liberal education that would tit him for
his high otiice. lie read the President's
brief biography in the Congressional
Directory laymg much stress on ami seek-
ing to extract humor from the points of
Mr. Cleveland's career as an assistant
teacher to the blind, clerk, sheriff, mayor
and practicing lawyer.

On last Saturday the Nevada Senator
fired the first guu at tho White
House by tbo introduction of a resolution
declaring that "the independence of tbo
co-ordin- ate departmentsof the government
must be maintained, aud use of power or
influence of oue department to control tbe
action of another is in violation of the
Constitution and destructive of our form
of government." The resolution, under the
rule, went over until to-da- y, and was the
first thing in order after tho preliminary
business, following the reading of the
journal.

AIDED 11 Y A "VENAL PRESS."
There was a dead stillness as the Nevada

Senator opened his attack on the President
for his alleged endeavor to coerce Congress
'into passing the repeal bill. A dozen words
had scarce been spoken before Senator
Manderson broke in with an interruption.
Senator Stewart waved an impatient ob-

jection, bnt tbe Nebraska Senator persisted.
Mr. Manderson said there was no quorum
present. The roll was called, and absentees
strolled in until a quorum responded to
their names. Senator Mewart then re-
sumed his speech. Ha began by a refer-
ence to thn. laving of the corner atone of
tbe Capitol, and the recent centennial an-
niversary of that event. On the latter
occasion, he said; the President of the
United State. armed with mauy
thousands of desirable federal orticea
to bestow, with tho veto power d'e-aign- eit

only for extraordinary occasions,
backed by concentrated capital uud eu-courag- ed

and fluttered by u venal press,
turned bis face towards the Senate wing of
tho Capitol, and, in angry and menacing
tones, paid if the representatives thero as-
sembled legislated in prejudice or passion,
or in behalf of sectional and saltish inter-ra- t,

tne tiuie w&eo the corner atone was
laid and the circumstances surrounding it
would not be worth commemorating. This
declaration, said Mr. Stewart, wnioh had
been cheered and encouraged by a thought-
less multitude, had been construed .by a
venal press as a rebuke from the President
of the United States to a guilty and veSai
Senate.

UKENED TO CHARLES I.
Mr. Stewart then quoted at length from

Macauley'e History of England as to the
parliamentary struggle with the Stuart
kings. Coining to the present time, Mr.
Stewart charged that the President, in dis-
regard of his oath of office to execute the
laws, had permitted the Secretary of the
Treasury to violate tbe act which made the
purchase of four and a half million ounce
of silver bullion per ninuth mandatory by
exercising an unlawful discretion in pur-
chasing a smaller amount. Mr. Stowart
undertook to say that at no time aince the
execution ot Charles I. either in England
or in the United States, had any king or
President ever openly or defiantly dis-
obeyed a statute which b birnself declared
was mandatory, or allowed bis subordi-
nates over whom he bad control to do tho
same tning. Was it not tune, he said, to
sound the alarm if constitutional liberty
was of any value. It seemed
to him that all friends and
toes should stand np and nay
to the President of the United States:'
'You have overstepped the mark. Wo

cannot afford to have the laws of Congress
ou any question disregarded." He aid
the President of the United States had no
exalted opinion of th Senatenr the House,
lie regarded it. doubtless, as an aprendage
to the executive department.

Mr. Stewart then read trom a letter writ-
ten by the President accepting on invita-
tion to attend the centennial of Williams
College, in which ho vid that he soon ex-
pected to "have a session of Congress on
his bands." "A session of Connress on my
band." repeated Mr. Mewart in simulated
seriousness. That remark spoke volumes
in interpreting how tho President regard-
ed the co-ordina- te tranches of the govern-
ment. Would a man, who folly appreci-ate- d

the responsibility ot his ortic. tvenby accident make the remark, "Congress
would boon ins hands?" Conures had as.
eemblrd as an independent brnnoh of the
government, and was on nobody's hands.

New Federation Now Governing
Strike Action on Railroads.

The Vote Is in from All Divisions and
Systems on the Bit Four and the

Canvass Now Ueing1 Made.

Special to the Indlar.apo!ls JournL
Tf.rrk Haute, led., Sept. 25. Owing to

the fact that the system of Federation of
Railway Employes has bsenineflect only
since April this year, and on the Dig Four
system only since the agitation over the
proposed reduction of wages, there is a
misunderstanding of tho present situation
on the system nnnibd. Such reports as the
one sent trom Mattoon last night arise
from tho misconception of tho steps pro-

vided for in tho law ot the federation be-

fore a strike can be ordered. Nor has it
boen made generally publio that the
Brotherhood of Engineers has only recent-
ly joined in these system federations, it
having failed to respond to the invitation
to be present at Cedar Rapids in April,
when the idea was formulated. The celer-
ity with which the system federations are
being organized is not known to the pub-
lio. aud perhops to but few railway man-
agers. The one on tbe Rig Four sprung
into existence within the past two weeks.
About the same timo one was organized on
the Chicago. Milwaukee & St. Raul, which
was taking steps ominous of a reduction in
wages.

When President Ingalls, of tho Big Four,
gave notioe of a reduction of the schedule,
the men voted against accepting it. The
result of this vote brought together in Cin-
cinnati about forty men, a committeeman
from each of the six organizations on each
division, but Mr. Ingalls insisted on the
rednctlon. Then the federation, just
sprung into being, took; charge. The six:
grand otiicers could do no better than the
committee, and the question was referred
to the men. Their vote has just been
taken. Each organization takes its vote
separately on each division. The commit-
teeman on that division collects it in
lodges or from tbe men along the line. He
Bonds It to the chairman of the committee
of which he and other division committee-
men aro the members. That chair-
man sends word to tbe chairman
of the general board, composed of
tho six system chairmen, und the
board is called together to canvass the
vote. It is thought that the engineers,
hremen, conductors, operators. trainmen
aud switchmen (the six organizations)
have sent in their votes and tho canvass
may bo made to-morr- or Wednesday.
There aro no nnion meetings of members
ot the respective organizations to voto or
decide these questions, such as reported
from Mattoon. That meeting was held
nfter all tho men on the ht. Louis division
had voted, and was a Sunday gatnering for
yenerul talk. If tho canvass shows that in
any one of tho organizations less than two-thir- ds

of the full membership (not two-thir- ds

of thoso voting) votsd not to refuse
to aocept the reduction of wages there can
bo no strike. The action of the general
board must bo unanimous, and. likewise,
nodivision can go on atriho if it be not gen-
eral on the system no matter how unani-
mous the men may be on that division
to go out. If the vote of
six members of tbe general board
of committeemen be unanimous to
quit work, the six grand otiicers will be
notified and will m turn notify the com-
pany. A strike cannot go into edeot with-
out tho sanction of these otiicers. and there-
in is still another safeguard aurainst hasty
action. The otiicers cannot order a strike
unless the men vote for it. and the men
cannot strike, as members of the organiza-
tions, unless the otiicers order it.

The articles of system federation signed
at Cedar Rapids were not framed with a
view to such situations as have followed in
the ranks of organized railway labor.
There was then no thought of railway sys-
tems making sweeping and general reduo- - :

titih of wages. The idea then was to join
forces to strengthen the claim of any one
order when insisted on with a company.
Tho articles provide how these
claims shall be taken up and ac-
cepted or refnsed as the grievance
of all orders. Tne engineers never were
in sympathy with this idea. They always
voted against it in their conventions, and
Chief Arthtir mado his reputation by on-poki- ng

it. and insisting that the engineers
bad secured more from employers by avoid-in- g

entaucling alliances. Rut; when big
railway systems right and left are propos-
ing general reductions, including engi-
neers, there is a change of base, and tho
engineers have strained a point to become
attached to the doctrine signed at Cedar
Rnpida by the graud ollicers of tho live
other orders. -- And all membership on tho
system inoaVba included in tho federation.

I Hot Fvor t Strike.
Special to the IntilananoUs Journal.

Mattoox, I1L, Sept. 25. While a great
deal of talk favoring a strike against the
ten-per-ce- nt. reduction has been indulged
in by the railroad federated employes en-
gaged in train service on the Rig Four, tho
older heads hero to-nig- ht aro guessing that
thero will be no strike. It is estimated
that a majority of thoeo having a right to
vote on the proposition think this a poor
time to make a test of strenoth against the
cotnpauy, as there are hundreds of unem-
ployed railroad men who would
think their first v duty -- wonld be
to accept any reasonable job of-
fered and feed their families. This
is what will probably avert a strike ct
present, but the men do not like the re-
duction in tbe least. At some other time
they mav bo able to put forth a more
united eflort and the unemployed of the
country be less numerous. It is believed
here that no disturbance of business will
be canned by a strike at this time ou the
St. Louis division.

STKIIIISG POILEH MAKERS.

They Take a Rosy View of the Situation
Now Men Quitting.

The striking boiler makers of the Peoria
& Eastern division of the Rift Four aro
jubilant. They claim that the railroad
company cannot continue to hold out
against their demands and expect to see
a speedy adjustmont of the difdculties.
Yesterday tbe regular meeting of the
executive committee was held and much
encouragement was given the men. Ono
of the looal strikers said 01 tho situation
last night:

"There aro bnt two men doing the work
at the shops in this city which a month ago
it required sixty boiler raaltera to do. The
foreman of the boiler department and his
assistant aro trying to keep the engines in
repair, bnt the fact that there are 'dead'
engines all over the road does not speak
well for their efforts. There aro ten 'dead'
engines at Moortleld .alone, and thestationery engine which pumps tho
water ont there has gone wrong
and the steam has to be gen-
erated in a locomotive boiler. Lust

, night tho engine that pulls the Springfield
limited started out and broke down at the
Relt. It required three locomotives to get
the tram to its destination. So far all tho
mm tho company ha imported hero and at
Lrbann we havo been able to control.
Eleven new men stopped work at Urban.
lat Friday night, after having worked but
a lew hours. Nonunion workmen aro not
plentiful, and no brotherhood man will go
to work here."

of it. It happen that the Republicans
who are moat desirous of securing the
passage of the Wilson bill aro the ones
most anxious to prevent the passage of tho
elections bill aud the tariff hill, which,
they appreciate, will come to the Senate in
course of time from the other cud of the
Capitol. While very solicitous that tbe
Sherman law should be repealed they are
beginning to appreciate that in helping to
repeal it they are preparing the way for
consideration of measures quito as obnox-
ious to them, if not more so, than the Sher-
man law.

Tbisfttato of affairs gives color to o re-

port which was circnlatod about the Cap-
itol to-da- y, and which was not without
other confirmation, that some of tho Re-
publican Senators hase shown a disposi-
tion to use their advocacy of the repeal bill
to aid them in securing terms on tho other
bills. They appreciate that Republican

MURDERED BY ANARCHISTS.

Mrs. Reese, of Calamity, Killed and Her
Husband Seriously Hurt.

Mrs. Reese became acquainted
with the facts, nud also discovered that
Laisen and Price were about to leave for

the way. It is thought Price will bo cap-
tured later.

VOOIGMIF.S UNDULY EXCITED.

Mr. Stewart had read an article from a
New York paper, which said Mr. Voor-bee- s,

the free-coina- ge chairman of the
finance committee, had received a plum
from the administration in the appoint-
ment of a friend as Fourth Auditor of tho
Treasury.

Mr.Voorhees stopped np to the Clerk's
desk as soon ns his name was mentioned,
but Mr. Stewart promptly said he had not
bad the article read for tbo purpose of re-
jecting on the Senator from Indiana, and
Mr.Voorhees tool; his seat.

It was now 1 o'clock, and the repeal bill
was laid before tbo Senate as the unfin-
ished business. Mr. Stewart asked to go on,
saying his remarks would appl " with equal
pertinence to the repeal bill. 'Jo this there
was do objection. Mr. Stewart then asked
that his resolution go over until w,

instead ot being placed on the calendar.
Mr. Washburn objected. '
Mr. llotler said it Mr. Stewart preferred

to speak on his resolution, instead of the
repeal bill, ho would reintroduce tho reso-
lution and make some remarks on it him-eI- f.

"If an effort in made to cut off the
speech of the Senator from Nevada, I will
reintroduce the resolution to-morro- w

morning. ,1 do not think any thing is to be
m:do by pending it to the calendar."

The rapeal bill was then taken up and
Mr. Stowart continued bis remarks. He
said that in livS5. when the Paris monetary
confertneo was in session, Mr. Edward
Atkinson was sent abroad to annonnce
that there waa a change ot opinion among
the American people aud that the Maud
law would be repealed. Mr. Atkinson he
characterized as such a "crank on finance
that he must take the cake."

Mr. Hoar took exception to this disre-
spectful allusion to one of bis constituents
whom he regarded as absolutely trust-
worthy as a statistician.

Mr. Stewart said he wanted action on
his resolution, but as Mr. Cameron, of
Pennsylvania, was desirous of speaking
bo would yield to him, which he did.

Mr. Cameron sjid:, "Tho chief claim of
our Nation to merit is that America has as-
serted the most emphatic possible negative
to the policy and methods of the moneyed
power of England. The official avowed
policy of England is to prevent the resto-
ration of silver to its function as money,
because the moneyed interests of England
require, or think they require, a mono-
metallic gold standard. Any further meas-
ure, therefore, which tends to discredit
silver is at least for the moment a further-auc- e

of the llritish policy. In voting
against such a measure. I stand, therefore,
on assured ground. If any one is to
offer explanation or excuse for
his vote it is not I; it is the
Senators who vote on the other side.
Tbe inni'h-abnse- d Sherman act does not in-ju- ro

Pennsylvania. Under this act we in-
crease the currency now about SoO.OOO.OOO a
year; barely enough to meet the needs of
the natural increase of population. In a
very few years thta act will unduly restrict
the coinage. The people of Pennsylvania
want even now. and expressly require, a
greater increase than thie. If silver is sac-
rificed the manufacturers will bo responsi-
ble for it. and in that onto I take it for
granted that the silver States will revenge
themselves by throwing all their weight on
the side of a reduction of the toriff. Our
manufacturers might flourish on low silver
and n high tarill; they must perish on gold
and a low tariff.

"My propositions aro these: I propose a
gold loan of no many hundred million dol-
lars as Congress may decide to bo bought
at the market rate, and held in the treas-
ury as the gold reserve is held in the Hank
of France and by the governments of the
Latin Union, t propose to open our mints
to the ire coinage of American nilver. im-
posing a duty on the imports of foreign
nilver. 1 propose, further, to repeal the tar
on State bank circnlation. 1 would alsopres once more tor action in favor of our
snipping. To meet, in part, the deficit of
our imo26 for nest year, 1 wonld reimposo
the duty of J cents a pound on sugar, and
repeal tho bounty. Then I would wait a
year to ate bow tho system worked, and
how for we were allected by foreign in-
fluence."

Mr. Hate then addressed the Senate
against the repeal bill. When, ho cloned,
Mr. Stewart toi' the floor. In reading a
letter from Mr. Cleveland he criticised the
