NEW YORK, Sept 27.-W- hlle Police
Superintendent Byrnes will not admit that
he is after Charles Mitchell, the English
pugilist, for having: violated the law In
signing articles with Corbett, it is gener-
ally believed among sporting men that he
will get his hands on Mitchell if he can
find a reasonable semblance of provoca-
tion. It Is known that the Superintend-
ent is not in love with the Englishman,
because of his personal characteristics, and
the" inference is but natural that if Mr.
Byrnes can get near the fighter he will
jump at the opportunity. In fact, it looks
very much as though he were now jump-
ing.

Argentine Rebels Put to Flight
anil Tueunian Captured.

The Insurgent Junta Made Prisoners-Situat- ion

at Kio Siamese Fort
Taken by the French.

Bcexos Ayres. Sept. 27. Tha report
that ex-Presid- FellUrini had been cap-

tured by tho rebels is now denied. Instead,
he h&f gained a notable victory in the
capture of the city of Tucotnau, the strong-
hold of the insurgents. The rebels made
only a feeblo resistance. After half an
hoar's fighting they lied. Pelligrini and
his stat) anl 1,500 infantry marched to the
building where the jnnta was sitting. All
the members were taken prisoners and
locked up under a strong military guard.

The battle yesterday between the rebel
torpedo boats and the government men-of-w- ar

was oneof the mostezcitingekirmishes
of the kind ever witnessed. The rebels
had honed to catch the government Heet
unawares, and, by makins aTdesperate and
combined attack npon them, succeed in
blowing several "of them oat of the
water. The rebels, it seems, had been
for some time past laying plans for this on-

slaught npon the government ships. They
secured possession of two torpedo boats
and several togs, which they rigged no
with torpedo bombs and protected with
boiler plates, making them quite effective
torpedo boats. Tho fitting oat of taeo
dangerous little vessels was carried on in
quiet nooks along too coast where the
rebels believed themselves to be uuite
secure-- from government observation. The
work of preparing these boats for battle
was undertaken under the supervision of
several former ouicers of tho Argentine
navy, assisted by a number of sailors who
had joined issue with the rebels. Long
spars having cbaraesof dynamite at their
uutward extremities were rigged out ahead
of the boats and were to be fired with wires
communicating with electric batteries on
the boats.

By some means the government vessels
learned that an attack was to be made uud
had made preparation! to give the rebels a
warm reception. Yesterday' morning the
torpedo boats steamed out from their places
of concealment and, assisted by the morn-
ing haze, circled around a little and then,
at a given signal, made a daah for the men-of-wa- r,

expecting to lind their crews un-
prepared tor battle. To the rebels' sur-
prise, however, hardly had they gotten
within range when the warships opened
fire on them in tho most dangerous manner
possible. Nothing daunted, the rebel boats
returned the tire in the most determined
manner, and continued to press onward
beneath a hail of bullets from rapid-tir- e

suns which fell upon their boats, wound- -
lug and killing many of their officers and
men. The rebel tire was also effective, as
there was loa of hie among the o Dicers and
crews of the war ships attacked. But the
result of the battlo was not loug in doubt.
The closer the torpedo boats approached
the more terrible became the tire of tho
war ships, and the torpedo boats came to a
standstill.

This was the signal for tho warships to
take the offensive. A signal was hoisted
by the tiogshiD reading "lower boats and
attack." In almost less time than it takes
to write 11 the boats of the Argentine ves-
sels were lowered and in pursuit of the
enemy. Tho latter at first made a stand
against the government boats, the tire of
the warships having ceased in order to en-

able the fleet of small boats to close with
the enemy. Then began some desperate
fighting between the crews of tha rebels'
torpedo boats and trie government forces.
Bo me of the boats on both sides used rapid-fir- e

goos with telling fleet, but the rebels
eventually tnrned and made for the land
lo the Lope of running their vensels ashore
end escaping with their lives. Trevlons to
the tight. however, a government
steam launch bad run alongside
of the most dangerons torpedo boat
of the enemy,' and tha loyal sailors boarded
It in grand style, led by their oilioera,

word and pistol in hand. A tiarce hand-to-han- d

contiict took place, but it only
lasted a few minutes, as the government
sailors carried all before them and captured
the torpedo boat and allot its crew wfco
were not killed in the engagement. Others
of the rebel torpedo boats fell into the
hands of the government otlicers and sail-
ors m the same manner. The righting
throughout was of the most desperate
character. Somes of the rebels reached the
shore in safety, bat the majority nf them
wero captured, cither ashore or afloat, by
the government forces, as troops and po-
lice, attracted to the shore oy the sound of
tiring, made prisoners of nearly all the reb-
els wno swam ashore or reached laud in
their torpedo loats.

Another sanitation was caused here to-
day in naval circles. Some of the rebel
soldiers concerned, directly or indirectly,
in the torpedo boat attack upon the gov-
ernment warships, bavo seized the old
Ironclad Andes, which was lying out of
commission, and, getting up steam unob-
served, sailed away to Itosario before the
government vessels could intercept the old
ship. The government has sent two tor-
pedo boats in pursuit of tho Andes, and it
Is believed the rebels will be captured and
brought back to this port.

lie belt Forced t Cease Firing by the For
rlgn Warships.

London, Sept. 27. A private telegram re-

ceived here by an important bang, from
Rio Janeiro, says that the bombardment of
that city yesterday by the rebel ileal was
so serious that the banks of Kio, after con-

sulting together, have decided that they
will probably close, altogether until the
fatoof the capital of Brazil is settled one
way or the other. This determination
has been brought about by the fact
that a clerk in the London and
Brazilian bank, at Kio, was killed
yesterday by a shell which fell through
the bank building. Banking nnder suoh
cirenmstances is declared to be far from
pleasant and not very profitable. The
clerk killed yesterday was one of the few
who bavn remained at their posts, while
the majority of their companions, especially
tht Brazilians, have lied from the capital.
The bombardmeut yesterday issaid to have
ceased only when the foreign war vessels
threatened to torn their guns on
the rebels if the city was not spared.

Upon entering Albert
Hall the Fremier received a rap-

turous reception from hip admirers.
Mrs. Gladstone, who accompanied her ven-

erable husband to the hall, entered that
building upon the arm of the chairman of
the reception committee. Miss Gladstone
was also present upon the platform, and,
witn ner mother.ruceived round after round
of cheers when they were recoguized.

The moment the audience eaw the
Premier entering the hall every man and
woman rose to their feot, waved bats and
baudkerchiefs in tho air and burst out
sinuiug "lieu a Jolly Good Fellow." When
Mr. Gladstone wan introduced he was
cheerod for.sorae moments, and then begun
his remarks iu i low but lirm voice, which
was heard in every part ol the hall. SSucb
was the respect shown to the aed Premier
that no sooner was it evident that he had
commenced than the most death-lik- e still-nes- s

fell over the Albert-hal- l audience, aud
th drop of a pin could have been heard
almost anywhere. Those who expected
to hear the great Liberal leader
open up with an onslaught upon the Houee
of Eords were considerably disappointed.
Mr. Gladstone, in the early part of his
speech, gave no indication that it was his
intention to make tho long-expecte- d attack
upon the upper bouse. Ho began by saying
that he hoped for some Scotch legislation
before the end of the yar. which would be
of benetit to Scotland at large and to tho
poor crofters in particular. The Irish
question, continued Mr. Gladstone, barred
urorcss in that direction, aod it was only
just to say that tho Lords were responsible
for the fact that this barrier was still re-
maining. Continuing, Mr. Gladstone said
that the question of home role for Ireland
was coming rapidly upon the people, and
ho hoped, when the occasion 6hould arise
for soliciting their votes, that they would
be given in a way not to undo or dishonor
the commanding strenuth of liberalism in
Midlothian. ILoud cneera. I

Whin the applause had subsided Mr.
Gladstone had turned to another subject,
saying that he wns at least sanguine that
the local government bills and the parish
council bills wonld soon become law. Mr.
Gladstone alo expretis-- a tho hope that a
home rule bill of some description fcr
Gotland might become Jaw within the
near luturc. Cheers. "Home rule for
Ireland." said Mr. Gladstone, his form
6vemins to urow taller and more powerful
as he touched upon his lavorite subject,
"might, by some, be regarded as a failure.
But." cried the statesman, raieina his Land,
bis eye flashing with the lire of bis intense
feelings, "depend noon it. that homo ru!o
is nor. a failure."

Its population is
abou tSO.OCO.

Tho London Times, this morning, has a
dispatch from Baugkok. saying that the
situation there is ugain strained, owing to
the dictatorial attitude of M. DeVill era.
the special envoy of France at the capital
of Siam. The latter recently, in an insolent
note, declined to accede to a request from
the Siamese government to put in writing
any demand for additions aud modifications
of the concessions already granted. The
Times dispatch adds that M. De Villiers
is evidently determined toforoe other con-
cessions from Siam, which country, by su-
preme eflorta. has already fulfilled the
principal conditions 'imposed upon it by
the French.

ANOTHER BAY STATE RUSSELL.

John E. Nominated for Governor by the
Democrats of Massachusetts.

Boston, Sept. 27. John E. Russell was
nominated for Governor by the Democratio
State convention to-da- y. James B. Carroll
was nominated for Lieutenant Governor.
Both nominations were made by acclama-
tion. The ticket was completed as fol-

lows: Secretary of State, J. W. McDonald,
of Marlborough; Attorney-genera- l, Chas.
S. Lillie, of Dudley; Auditor. John D.
Wheelwright, of Boston. In acoepting the
nomination Mr. liassell said, in part: "For
three years we have been able to
elect our candidate, but tho fact
that last year our national ticket
was defeated lu this State by a majority
admonishes us that if we now sncceed we
must secure our support Irom disaliftlied
members of the other party, or rather from
the growing bedy of independent voters.
Three years ago we had advantages. A
largo number of Republicans revolted
from the machine uisunaeinent of their
party. Wo had also the advantage of the
general disappointment and want or conli-denc- e

in the administration of Mr. Harri-
son. The acts of the Fifty-tir- st Congress
were fresh in the publics mind, and there
was strong opposition to the McKinley bill
Ban the Sherman law, againt which every
Democrat lti the House cast his vote.
