They turned abont and advanced to-
wards the man, who was still standing at
the corner. Ofiicer Butler approached him
and said:

MR. CLEVELAND FIR)

His Friends Say He Won't Accept
Amendments to the Repeal Bill.

No Progress Made by Would-Be “Com-
promisers” or Advecates of Night
Sessions of the Senate,

SCHEME OF PENNSYLVANIANS

Proposed Combination of Protect-
ed Interests and Silverites.

Why Cameron Was Not Censured for His
Speech—Peffer Talks Against Re-
peal—Private War Claims.

Wasnixgrox, Sept. 28.—There is good
reason for believing that the intention ot
the repeal Senators of making an attempt
on next Monday to force night sessions of
the Senate, which was so strongly hin'ed
at yesterday, bas been nbandoned, or that
the day will Le possponed until later in
weeck. Thore is no donbt that an efforc
was made on both sides of the chamber to
secure an sgreement looking to night ses-
sions, and that Monday was the day the
Senators haviog the matter in hand named
as the time for inaugurating the move-
mens. It would appear, however, from the
developmentn to-day, that they were not
successful in securing the acquiescence in
the programme which they had ex-
pected. The Senators as a ruie hesi-
tate to take this extreme step, out of
coneideration for their own comfiort as
well ns because of their wish not to appear
barsh towards the minority. The fact has
also been ascortained that several of the
repeal Senators would be absent from the
city during the week, and that on this ac-
count the repeal advocates will not be so
strong next week as ordinarily. Senator
Voorhees, when asked abount the pro-
gramme, refused to express bimself at all
He generally talks very freely upon ques-
tions concerning which he thinks the pub-
lic has a right to nformation, and bias si-
lence in the present instance would indi-
cate that the programme for night sessions
bhas not yet been perfected. !

There was more talk of compromise
about the Senate to-day than has been
heard for a week, butitdid not take any

delinite form. A prominent Republican
Senator, who has not so far taken any part
in the present debate, was engaged during
the greater part of the day in trying to get
Senators on both sides of the queation to
agree to a proposition for the pnrchase and
coinage of 83,000,000 of silver per month for
the next three vears, but met with many
obatacles. The especial supporters of the
President asserted that he wonid ae-
cer.. ‘no amendment whatever, and
thre" - silver Senators made the
objeetion that to place the limit of pur.
chaere at a time within Mr, Cleveland’s ad-
ministration would be to simply postpone
the blow, and 1t might almost as well fall
now, Senator Faunlkner was also engaged
10 canvassing his proposition, but with no
better resnit than 1o the case of the Repub-
lican Senator, Nothing was accomplished
io any direction, but the events of yester-
day and to-day have caused many more
Senators than nsual to aseert to-day that a
compromise is the only way out ot the prea-
ent entanglement.

SCHEME OF PROTECTIONISTS,

Proposed Alliance of Manufacturers and
Bilverites of the Wens:t,

Wasnmigroxn, Sept. £5.—The speech of
Senator Cameron in favor of the free coin-
age of silver continues to attract attention
here, not only because it is a startling and
upnususl attitnde for a Republican Senator
from an Eastern State like Pennsyivania
to take, but beoause of the events that are
crowding the heels of the speech in Penn-
sylvania. At the meeting of the Republic-
an League at lkeading, yesterday, an at-
tempt to censure Senator Cameron for his
course was defeated by a two-thirds ma-
jority. An explanation of this failure to
censure Senator Cameropn, and, indeed, of
the attitude he has taken, is fur
nished Ly the intelligence that has reached
here that a movement is on foot among
the protected mznufacturers of Pennaylva-
nia to effect a combination between the
protected interests and the free silver men,
which shall have for 1ts aim the defeat of
the legislation looking to tarifl reduction
and the gratification of the West’s demand
for free coinage under modified conditions,

Some of the members of the Manufactar-
ers’ Club, of Philadelphia. led by James
Dobaon, the big wovelen manufacturer, and
Wharton Barker, the banker, are engaged
in circulating a petition to the Senate,
looking to a counsolidation of the inter-
eats of the protectionists and the
free silverites., Many signatures aro
being procured. The scheme i1a to defeat
the pew tariff bill and give to silver, first,
free cotnage of silver upon payment by the
owner of a seignorage absorbing three-
fourths of the aifierence in the market
price (London) of bullion and i1te coined
value; second, the prohibition of foreign
silver for coinage purpose, except at au
seignorage that will absord all the ditfer-
ence between the market price and the
mint value, and, third, an 1nter-
national monetary coufervnce, in-
clading sl the natiops ot the
world, except gold monometallic
countries, for the purpose of arriving at
an internstional agreement. The claim 18
setup that the interests of silver and pro-
tection are identical. The plan mapped
out by the Pennsylvania manufacturers, it
will be observed, follows cicsely the 1dea
of Senator Cameron's speeoch, except that
the former provides against an inilux of
foreign wsilver to the mints by ab-
sorbing all the difference
the market and the coined
of silver,
foreign silver an i1nhibitory duty. The
scheme is to align the interests of silver
and protection, and by this means prevent
adverse tariff legislation and seenre more
liberal silver leginlation. Itie analliance,
the suggestion of which 1s franght with
groeat possibilities, if 1t were practicable,
but its successful operation would mean
the breaking down of party lines, perhaps,
and an entire readjustment of party poli-
tics, The proposition, wbile 1t seems
ehimerical, will doubtless attract a great
deal of attention throughout the country.

Hoovper’'s speech read fromm the Coun-
gressional Record, in which words, “*who
is now here” did not appear. These words,
said Mr, Hoar, are a deliberate, vile, auda-
cious, nnacrapuions and infamous forgery.

Mr. Callom knew the editor of the 'eoria
Jourpa!, Jir. Barnes, and while he was
astonished at the misquotation, he was
sure Mr. llarnes was not personally
reaponsible for the forgery in the eense of
having commitred it or being cognizant
of it. Mr. Teller also knew Mr, Barnes,
and felt sure he would be gnilty ot no im-
prover conduct in connection with the
sla‘ement.

The debate continued for more than an
hour, and then Mr, Peffer addressed the
Senate. He sent to the desk and had read
the letter of the President to Governor
Nortben, of Georgia, The letter did not
dissipate, anid Mr, Pefler, the confusion in
the public mind as to the Presi-
dent’'s real opivions on the monetary
question. He pugbt be a monometal-
I'st; he might be a bimetallist: bot
there was nothing in the President’s letter
to show what kind of & metallist he was!
There was but one thing the President in-
s1sted npen, and that was the repeal of the
Sherman law. While pretending to be a
bimetallist, as a number of Senators pre-
tended to be; while pretending that he
favored the use of gold and silver the
President made it plain, if anything in the
letter was plaip, that he wonld measure by
n gold standard, whereas the history of the
country had been just the reverse. Gold
baa been measured by the silver standard,
and Mr. Pefler insmisted that the system had
po* been changed so far as concerned the
law. Mr. Peiier said his amendment, whioh
18 the pending one, wounld give the country
bimetalliam. “Whenever the administra-
tion, represented by its {piends upon this
tlenr,” declared Mr, I‘e&.n"are ready to
accept the pending AméfAdment or some
other ainendment shich wiil briong about
the restoration of the law of 1537 they can
pass the repeal billintwenty-five minutes.”

Mr. Peflter’s apeech covered a wide range
of subjects, [he opening of the Cherokee
Strip, the methods of loaning money on
Western farm Jande, the employment of
armed forcesin ditliculties between em-
ployers and employes, and the loaning of
money at nsurious rates were all discussed
incidentally to the original question.
When he was denouncing the loaning of
money at what he called nsurions rates Mr,
Hawley 1nquired i1t the Senator from Kan-
sas had any money he wanted to loan with-
ont interest. Mr. Peffer. nunfortunately,
wasn't in a condition to do that, but when
he bad, mn the past, loancd money he
thanked God bhe had not exacted interest
for its nse, and he never would, Mr, Pef-
fer, at 5:10, reached what be denominated
the subject of “‘parties.” Then he paused
and said that, while he was willing to con.
tinne with his speech this evening and to
address the Senate till sanrise to-morrow
morning, he did not desire to exhaust the
patience of the Seuate by asking Senators
to remain longer than they wished to. Mr,
Harris therenpon moved an execntive ses-
sion, after which the Senate adjourned.

Many Private War Claims to Be Reported
from Hounse Committeen.

WasninGgroxn, Sept. 28 —"Private war
claims are to be the order of the day,” saye
A morning newspaper. A day does not
pass that dozens of bills are notintroduced
and referred to the committee to which
they belong. These war claimus possess an
important interest for western Maryland,
northern Virginia, West Virginia and
southern Pennsylvania. In addition to
many private elaima, Mr. McKaig bhas in-
troduced bills providing for the payment of
800,000 to the city of Frederick, $3,000 to
Hagerstown, and $1,500 to Middietown, All
these claims grew ont of the raids of Gen,
Jubal Early, who levied the above snms

upon the several towns after their in-
vasion, Tuoesday, bowever, Mr, Beltz.
hoover, of 'ennsylvania, suncceeded in hav-
1og reported favorably by the war claims
commitiee, of which he is cha:rman, his
bill for the payment of #3,747,945.94 to resi-
dents of southern Pennsylvania for dam-
ages sustained because of the 1nvasion of
confederates and the presence of Union
forces during the late war,

“These Pennsylvania warclaims grewoat
of three expeditons into the State—in 1562
by General Stewart, 1n 1565 by General
L.ee and 1n 1864 by Gen. Jubal Early. On
the 20th of July, 1564, the confederate bri-
gades of Johnson and MeCausland, consiat-

| 1ng of from 2,500 to 3,000 men, withsix guus,

crossed the Potomac and advsnced upeon
Chambersburg, theconnty seat of Franklin
county. The town was ilovested by the
entire command of Jonnson and MeCaus-
land and a demand made on the people for

£100,000 in gold or £W0,000 in goverament |
funds af a ransom, a number of citizens |

being arrested and beld as hostages for its
pavment. No ofier of money was made by
the people, and tbe town was burned by
the confederate foroes on Jaly 50, 184, The
most expensive raid to VPennsylvanians
was the raid of 1504 Ly General Larly.

Terne Havre, Ind., Sept. 23.—Ten thon-
sand poople had po occasion to display
their pent-up enthusiasm when the queen
of turf trotters tried to lower the world’s
record, but as meny lovers of the lighs
harness saw a new world's record nailed
to the mast here in the most remarkable
pacing race ever witnessed. Of course the

crowd was largely drawn by the
efiort of Nancy Hanks to lower

her own record. Tho track was perfect,
but the otlher conditions were lacking.

First, it was known that Mr. Doble was a
very sick man—so gick, in faet, that ounly
by administering powerfnl medicines
hypodermically could he be made strong
enough to sit 1n thesulky. Then, when
the little mare came out for & warming up
heat. with Charley Doble behind ber, it
was noticed that she seemed a trifle
tucked up or lame, and the last cutting a
figure was the cool northwest wind, not ad
all to the liking of the tenderly cared for
mare,

It was bnt 4 o'clock when Nancy Hanks,
with Mr, Doble holding the ribbons, came

dewn past tone grand stand and received a
ealvo of applanse. The noted driver wore

a haggard look, and going aronnd for an
easy mile, was socen to stop at the half as if

too Ili to drive the little mare home. Bat
he had set his heart on the effort, and in
spite of the warning of his phiysician, he
scored down for the work, with the rune

ner, Artist, on the wheel to urge the mare
along. The first quarter was done in Il

seconde, and when the half was gone in
1:03 a sigh went up from the lig crowd.
The thira guarter was done in the ssmo
timoe as the first, but the mare, not guided
by a strong arm, was scon to falter in the
stretoh, and the last quarter was finished
in the slow time of 32 seconds,

The 2.2) pace was the sensation of the
year. The six fastest heats ever gone im
Lharness was recorded, the race record for a
mare so long held by Vinette and more re-
cently divided oy FPrima Donna, wae
knocked to smithereens by May Marshall
in the fourth heat and the event was final.

Marshall scored down with ter-
rific speed, and, taking the pole at the
turn, was never headed., She and Braden
fought 1t ont in the nex:i. and the little
mare looked like a sure winner and conld
have made a record to be shot for many a
day, but her driver, thinking be had the
brown Hal horse beaten, eased the mare
up and she tripped just at the tlag. Geers,
who had grown disheartened, reefed his
horse and landed the heat. That virtually
ended the race, there being but three con-
tending horses 1n the last heat., which was
a procession all the way ‘round. Fully
$10,000 was in the pools on this race.
