The Countess
was Miss Jiary Wheeler, belong-
ing to one of the oldest Quaker
families of this city. and her mar-
riage 1n her oighteenth year to Connt
Pappenheim, one of the highest nobles of
Geroiany, was the event of the season of
1890, The German, Austrian and Dutch min-
iatera came here from Wasbhiungton to wit-
pess the ceremony 1o St Mark's Chuarch,
and the fashionable shrong was greater
even than that which later attended the
wedding of Sohn Jacob Astor and Miss Ava
Willing.

Missa Willing and Miss Wheeler were
schooimates. The latter bad not yet made
her debut 1n society when she met the
Count FPappenbeim dunug a yachting
eruoise. The Count was thirty years old,
owner of three estates and one o the
greatest titles 1 all Europe, and
he speedily fell 1n love with the
beautiful Philsdelphia girl, who waa
just ons of short dresses and heiress in her
own right to nearly £1,000,000, with several
other millions in the family. Every one
said that here was a case of a foreign noble
marrying an American girl for love and not
for money.

But Miss Wheeler's fortune was tied np
in the ante-nuptial agreement by the
fawily lawyer, one of the shrewdest ola
barristers in Philadelphia—Richard C. Me-
Maortrie. Miss Wheeler wished to give
everything to the count, but neither she
nor her motber knew asmuch abont money
as this family lawyer. His foresight has
probably saved the countess the Wheeler
fortune.

The Oxford unacergraduaste lives in an
atmosphere of tradition, and his hife is en-

compassed with rules which the American
undergradnate would find impossible, buot

whioh 1mpress the wvisitor as both delight-’

fuland amusing. Itis an amusing rule,
for instance, which forbids the undergrad-
uate to smoke after 1U o'clock under
penalty of a fine, which tine is increased
by two pence if the smoking is continuned
after 11 o'clock. There 18 something so de-
lightfully lnconseguential in makiog smok-
Iug more pernicious atll than atl), And
the rale which finea an undergraduate of
Balliol and his friends as well as if he or
they pass the gate after': 1 used to leave
that collége for no other reason than to hear
the man at the gate say: “‘You are charged
to Mr, ——, sir,” which meant that one of
the undergraduates would have to
pay the oollege one large penny
becansse 1 chose to go eut and
come in again at the unnatural hoar of
ten in the eveuing.

INSURGENT VICTORY

Important Fortified Island Cap-
tured by the Brazilian Rebels.

Americans Taking Partin the Civil War
—South African Settlers Harassed
by the Metabeles.

Loxpox, Sept. 20.—A dispatoh received
in this city to-day from DBrazil anpounces
that Santa Catherina, an 1mportant forti-
fied 1sland of Brazil, surrendered to the
rebels to-day. The surrender of Santa
Catherinais looked upon as being an 1m-
portans vietory for the rebels, as the island
is ciose to Rio Grande do Sul, whioch is not

disaffected. The robdel sgnadron which
went south from Santos after failing toef-

and the surrender of Deserreto, on its west
coast, was anuounced, but not bslieved
some daysago. The rebels are now said to
be in full possession of tho island, which is
capable of being made almost impreguable
auc has a superb bay where the rebel ships
can provision and refit.

An American in Tronble,

Wasuixcron, Sept. 20.—Commander
Picking, of the Umted States cruiser
Charleston, now at KRio de Janeiro, tele-
graphed the Navy Department to-day re-
garding the arrest of a man named Boyn-
ton, supposed to be am American, by au
English man-.of-war. Boynton was com-
manding a tug boat in the harbor at Rio de
Japneiro and 1illegally fiying the tiag of

Great DBritain. Upon arresting him the
commander of the English war ship turned
Lim over to Commander Piocking. The lat-
ter oflicer searched the tug and found a
huge torpedo, whieh, 1t is supposed, was in-
tended to be nsed against the rebels. Com-
mander Picking asked Seoretary Herbert
what he shonld do with the offender. The
Secretary replied to hold the man ustil
further orders,

The American minister at Rio Janeiro
bas telegraphed the State Department that
American vessels were furnishing the in-
surgent tleet with provisions, and asks
for iustruotions with reference to ihe
American vessels engaged in this prae-
tice. It is wunderstood that Secrotary
Gresham directed the minister at Rio to
cautien gaptains of American vessels from
giving stores to the belligerents, the United
States not having recognized the re-
bellions faction, If American vessels
bave actually given provisions to the rebels
and the government of Brazil 18 successful
in the present tronble. something more
than a mere explanation will be asked for
from the United States.

Amerioans to He Protected.
LoxDpoN, Sept. 20.—A private dispatch re-
ceived here from Rio Janeiro by §a promin-
ent firm engaged heavily in Brazilian srade
gives the fo.lowing important information:

“The American minister yesterday
instroctedd the commander of the
United States cruiser Charleston to pro-
tect American goods on barges in the bay
from seizure by the revolting squadron.
Heo also telegraphed the government at
Washington, advising that the United
States vigorounsly progfest against the
forther bombardment of Rio Janeiro,
that many noncombatants had been killed
and much property destroyed by the reo-
peated firing on the city. The United
States government has instructed Min:ister
Thompseon to make every poasibleeifort to
proteot Ameriean persons and property, and
thatal!l the moral force of the government
should beexerted to preveni iurther de-
struction and bloodshed.”

Settlera who have
managed to escape are tleeing for their
lives, abandoning ail their bLelongings
and seeking refuge in the forts. At
the forts all avalable men are
being armed, equivped and drilled for war,
as a dangerons uprising of the young war-
riors of the Metubeles is now admitted to
be in progress. In addition to killing the
sottlers, who have failen at their hands,
the Matabeles are said to have hesn com-
mitting the most atrocious aects towards
women and children, and the indigunation
of the settlers is aroused to a terrible de-
gree,

When the above facta were telegraphed
liere the natives were collecting upon the
border in large impis, or regiments. and
evidently only waiting until their forces
were al! collected to make a determined
move forward npon the fortified positions
of the colonists,
