ROBBER'S CONFESSION

Joe Hardin Tells About the Illi
nois Central ilold-U-p.

JoiiC3 Was Tco Drunk to Play His Part
Well and the Bandits' Plans

Were Confused.

St. Louis. Sept. SO. When detective
Smith reached Odin. 111., to-nig- ht with
train robber Joe Hardin, whom ho captured
in Cincinnati, a sberitt boarded tbe train
with a warrant for Hardin, and demanded
the prisoner. Hardin was turned over to
the sherill. who took him to Centralia. the
scene of the robbery for which he was ar-

rested. Tho St. Louis police are indignant,
as they were in a fair way to "sweat" the
truth from Hardin concerning the Forest
Lawn (IlL) and the St. James (Mo.) rob-

beries.
While the officers were disputing over

the possession of the prisoner soms one re-

ported in tbe hearing of Hardin that news
of his detention m Odin had been tele
graphed to Centralia. and three hundred
railroad men were en routo to Odin on a
special train to lynch him. lie bezged th
otucers to hurry him oil to jau.
He then made u full confession of the
ruiiltrr "Tiii-r- wnra of ns imnlicated
Jones, O'Dwyerand myself," he said. "The
robbery was planned at Jo. low cnoieau
avonue. St. Louis, over three months ago.
Jones was too drunk to play his part wen.
He held up the engineer and fireman before
O'Dwyerand I were ready to attack the
car, and our plans were tnrown into con- -
fusion, when wo entered the car l iouna
uivaeif in tho grasp of bag- -
gagemaster Armstrong, and was never
able fro:n that moment to fuliy
release myself. 1 eaw a dud coming into
the cur with a gun p.ud supposed we naa
been trapped by a fixed up job. and that mo-
ment my sole object was to try to get out of
the ear. I endeavored to keen Armstrong be
tween mvself and the gun. and did so pret- -
ty 6uccessiuny until i lmpuisivciy roauueu
lor the bell-cor- d to stop tne train, itvii t hen ' triRt Sanniler'a ahot ma in the
arm. Tbe shooting tilled the car full ot
moke and I managed to jump out at the

east door.- - O'Dwyer was u lew feot ahead
of me. We both lauded outside about the
same time. We ran ast until we reaohed
O'Dwyers houso, whore he stopped, l
passed on in a circuitous route until I re-

turned to the Illinois Central track,
nearly o milo from the hold-u- p. My
arm was paining me, and I crawled
into a culvert and lay d-6w- While
I lay there a wild engine bound for
St. Louis on tho air line pullod up to the
depot and stopped. While the engineer an",
liremau were in the telegraph oflice I
crawled out and secreted mvself on tho en-
gine, on which I rode into St. Louis. I
went to Mrs. Kay's and was treated
by a doctor, us reported in the diHpatches.
I left Mrs. Kay's about 7 o'clock in the
morning after the robbery, having been in
the house only a few hours. I kept myself
secreted during tho day in the vicinity of
the relay depot in Eaat St Loui9. anti at
7 ! m. Sent. i. I boarded an Ohio A: Mis
sissippi train and rode to Cincinnati. No
one on the train suspected me. I have
friends in Cincinnati and 2 went direct to
the City Hospital, after resting uo a little,
and bad my arm dressed. I
registered under they nam of Kay.
I had been reiding the papers
regularly and supposed that the detectives
were searching lor me in Missouri and
Indiana. It was this that caused me to be
oil my guard when arrested. 1 think it
was the description of my wound, given to
the press by the St. Louis woman, that
caused the City Hospital authorities to
identify mo and give mo away."

The bandit's arm is by no means in a bad
condition, and be can use it freely. Har-
din told tbe officers he left tho revolver in
the culvert wbee he rested the night of the
hold-up- , and they found the weapon.

mons. The pause in the parliamentary ac-

tivity bas given the Conservatives time to
collect themselves and make a show
of courage. Home rule is dead
fgrever, say the Tory newspapers.
The Liberal leaders may rave against
the npper house, bnt, on sober second
thought, they dare not menace its exist-
ence, or countenance a national movement
to end it Tho assurance with which Tory
organs, like tbe Times and Standard, reit-
erate these assertions is not, however, well
grounded. Impending developeraents are
preparing within the great L boral organ
izations throughout the country to shatter
tbis confidence. The quiescence of the Lib-

erals and Radicals is merely on the sur-

face.
Since Mr. Gladstone made his speech tho

executive committee of the National Lib
eral Federation has received by letter,
telegram and word of mouth, thousands of
remonstrances against delaying or abating
the agitation against tbe Peers. Virtually
all the provincial branches of the federa-
tion havo made such remonstrances and
the executive committee, conieaueatly,
havo decided to call a tpscial conference to
consider the question before the regular
congress of the organization.

They
bavetiowthe assurance of helo from tho
National Liberal people, and know tbat
whatever money is needed to make tbe
league a strong factor in keeping alive
tbe fervor of the working classes will not
be wanting. With tbis backiug, the league,
although but one week old, gives signs of
strong and practical activity. After tho
encouragement given it by the National
Liberal Club, the main canso of its vitality
it the genuine earnest less of its membrrs.
Their campaign cry is "Away with the
lordt!" Their guidiug principle is that tbe
policy of waiting is a mere waste of the
nation's time and energy and au obstruc-
tion of parliamentary progress.

The leading
Democratic Sonators who have been trying

The Republicans simply declare that
thero was no common ground upon
which they could act with the Democrats
longer, if unconditional repeal was to be
abandoned. When it came to negotiating
for terms with silver they announced their
intention of flocking by themselvos, and,
more than that, declared tbat if compro-
mise Tiers to be the outcome they were
ready for a finish fight on that lesuo. This
bellicose attitndoof the Republicans dis-
heartened the Democratic repealers and
compelled the compromisers to halt tempo-
rarily, at least.

Senator Voorhces, chairman of the f-

inance committee and leader of the repeal
forces, has been in no way connected with
the compromise movement. He said to-da- y

that ho Lad no reason to despair of the
passage of the repeal bill in its original
form and thought it quite ridiculous to
conclude that in a body of eighty-liv- e men
a majority of fifteen couldn't secure a vote
upon any given proposition.

printed or written upon their ticket

for free cuinaae.' and those opposed to free
Coinage of both gold nud silver, withcut dirim-lnatlo- n

against either metal, shall havo written
or printed upon tbeir tickets, "acainftt free coln-ace- ,"

and said election shall bo held and returns
thereof made in accordance with tty lawa or the
respective State governing tho election of Hep
rescntatives to the Legislature of aid tatc,ftiid
tho returns and result of said election shall be
submitted to the Con cress of the United Mates
by the Governors of tho several states.

British Steamer Coquitlan Condemned
Tho Reindeer Industry.

Francisco from Dering sea. lie reports
tbat the British steamer Coquitlan and her
cargo were condemned by the court. The
Coqnitlan is the British vessel that was
seized last season whilr transferring sup-
plies to ecaling vessels and receiving seals
on board in American waters. The cases
of the tit. Paul and Alexander, American
vessels seized tbis year for illegal sea-ott- er

hunting, havo not yet been decided.
A report made by on oilicer of tho rove

one cutter Bear on tho subject of reindeer
in Alaska has also been received at the
Treasury Department. It treats particu
larly of Point Clarence reindeer, and says
that in two years it has been demonstrated
boy oiiu a doubt tbat the purchase in Li-
beria and tho transportation to Alaska of
domestic reindeer is practicable, and that
the deer, whenonco landed, grow more In
Alaska than in Siberia.

Capt. M. A. Healey. of the steamer Rear,
haa, under date of Cape Smytbe. Alaska,
Aug. 2. sent a report to the department of
tbedoiucs of his vesselduriutf the past sea-
son. He says the Ice has been verv heavy
about 1'oint Harrow, and all the vessels of
tho whaling fleet are between Cape Smytbe
and a few miles east of Point Harrow,
haviujr been unable to ieu any further. The
Captain has something to sav in his report
about the importation of reindeer into
the United States, and reileota upon
the actions of a man named N. W. Bruce,
formerly in charge or the Point Clarence
station, who enlaced a schooner to ko to
biberm and purchase reindeer on his per-
sonal account. The Captain says that if
the importation of reindeer into the United
States b3 private individuals crows to a
business, it will, unless under some super-
vision, be the means of the trading of dis-
tilled liquor to the natives of Mberia. Mr.
Pruce. it appears, took eight native with
him to Sau Franciaco with the intention of
exhibiting them there. The Captain says
he would not have let it been done had he
known it in advance, tor there is only suf-
fering for tbeci in the United States.
