Mir re Freed.
Washington. SeoL The session of

the Houso to-da- y lusted only three hours.
The feature of the debate was tbe speech
of Mr. Patterson, of Tennessee. With a
frankness and boldness that attracted tho
attention of Democrats and Republicans j

alike, ho reviewed the history of the re-

construction period and the struggle of the
white men in the South to regain control
of the States after the war. He ad-
mitted, that violence, and even fraud,
might have been used, bnt asserted
that tho Anglo-Maso- n race was in
tho natnreof things certain to dominate
eventually inn race contest. He proceeded
with his tierce denunciation of the policy
of tbe Republican party, under a hot run-
ning tire from all the Republican leaders.
Dewitt Warner also enlivened the debate
by an assault on .Judge Woods, of Indiana,
in connection with his decision in the
Dudley case.

This morning Mr. Saycr, chairman of tho
committee on appropriations, presented for
immediate, consideration a bill to extend
thetiuie for the completion of the work of
tho eleventh census till Jnne SO. lS'Ji. The
bill was passed without objection.

Debate on the bill to repeal the national
election law was then resumed, Mr. Pat-
terson, of lennesaee, takiog the lloor in
support of the measure, it was a simple
impossibility to start up fraticidal strife
now, he end, by reciting the horrors of tho
late civil war. as it had been in recounting
the history of tho wars of the roses, lu
discussing the purposo of these Iws he
maintained that President Lincoln went to
his grave, never dreaming of universal ne-
gro suffrage, that not a soldier who fol-
lowed the Hair of thn Union and fought its
battles dreamed of it during tho war
or immediately after. "iho great-
est calamity' said he. "that ever
happened to a free people was
the assassination of Lincoln. Had be
lived, and been permitted to earn out his
policy, there would have been peace and
prosperity in the South twenty-liv- e years
ago. The excitement and hate engendered
by Lincoln's assassination made it possible
for the am'jitious Republican leaders to
place their heel on the neck of the South.
The reconstruction legislation was passed
on the theory that the eovereignty of .States
was gone; that the Southern Mates were
conquered. The camp followers, tbe carpet-
baggers, rushed in. The Southern leaders
were deprived of any voice in the govern-
ment. Over $200,000,000 was heaped on to
the debt of the Southern tatea iu a few
years, ruin, devastation, lawlessness, fraud
and corruption reigiied supreme.

General Henderson, of Iowa, interrupted
to read a letter from an unnamed indi-
vidual in Tennessee that declared in rive
counties of that State wholesale fraud and
intimidation wei-- 3 practiced.

"aOL'THKUN STATES MEX1CANIZKD.
Mr. Patterson replied by recounting tbe

history of an attempt in lbSS to punish
election frauds. He called attention to tho
condition of affairs iu the South before
tho war, when tbe man who would corrupt
or spend money in. elections was a dis-
honored man. If it has been otherwise
in the South since tbe war, tbe origin must
be looked for in tbeso election measures.
Tbe States were Mexicanized, the white
people of the South bad to submit or resort
to frand to get back control. The alterna-
tive forced on those people was tbe most
awful in the history of the Anglo-Saxo- n

race. "In the South, by these measures,"
said he, addressing tbe Republicans, "you
drew the color line, you forced all white
men, protectionists or free traders, into tho
defeuseof that other overshadowing doc-
trine that the white man shall rule. Tbe
time will never come," ho shouted, "when
the negrot 3 can be organized by any po-
litical party to again control and contami-
nate these States." Democratic applause.

Washington, Sept. CO. A short time

alter tho House committee on ways and
means begau its hearings from industries
interested in the proposed revision of the
taritl. it was published in these dispatches
tbat the hearings were simply matters of
form, intended to satisfy that element
which demanded matnre consideration and
facts before action was taken, and that as a
matteruf fact tbe Democrats bad not only
mapped out tho bill they intended
to rerjort and pass when they
adopted their national platform in
Chicago last year, but that the bill was al-

ready framed. Tbe statement was denied
as vehemently as facts are usually denied
by Democrats in public life. Yonr corre-
spondent is now in position to state, in tbe
most positive language, tbat tho leading
features of tho tariff' bill were already in
form, or tho figures prepared, which
amounXs to the same thing, before a single
taritl" bearing was had. David A. Wells
and Secretary Carlisle prepared the figures,
and they had been seen by Chairman Wil-so- n

before ar single tariff hearing was bad.
It can also be stated, from information

procured at tbe Treasury Department and
from Deniooratio mnmbers of tho ways and
means committee, that the tariff "hearing"
were the merest matter of form, and that
nothing obtained from them will have the
slightest influence upon the character of
the tanlV bill which will bo reported by
the majority members of tbe committee
who followed the peculiar course of not
publishing any of tho statements and tak-
ing no notes of tbetn. None ot ibo state-
ments have been exnmined by the majority
members of the committee, and few of them
attracted tbe slightest interest. Tho ex-
planation of this is that the tariff bill was
already drafted by Wells and Carlisle, and
it made no di Here nee what interests were
to be aff ected.

There havo up to this time been no meet-
ings of tbe majority membership of the
ways and means committee, and some won-
der thereat is expressed. There need be
no doubt as to that tact. The bill is being
trimmed into shape by Mr. Wells and Sec-
retary Carlisle. Members of tbe majority
of tbe committee do not know the progress
being made in tho bill, because tbej do not
know where tbe measure is at this
time. Iho hrt they will see of
it is when it is handed to
Chairman Wilson from tho Treasury De-
partment. It will be seen by President
Cleveland before it is seen by Chairman
Wilson, y.r. Uryan and. other Democratic
members f f the ways aud means committee
are out of Washington, looking after tneir
own political fortunes. They are taking
no care About the taritl' bill, because they
know they are not in the work of prepar-
ing it. They are perfectly content with the
work of the "expets,,' Wells and Carlisle.

She is now aged and without any
means of support. Although she has been
married, slie is now a widow. The Senate
rnmmitteo says she should bo pensioned at
81'-- under the dependent act.

Soldietf Sent to tbe Yuma Reservation to
lame u Itebelllutis Chief.

Washington, Sept. 10, A serious Indian
outbreak is threatened on the Vuma reser-
vation in California. Maguel, a deposed
chief, with a part of bis tribe,
is reported to havo attacked tho
reservation scboolhoase. It is not
known as yet how serious tho attack wa,
nor is it known if anyone was killed. This
information was received at tbo Interior
Department, to-da- y, from Indian Agent
Estudillo, of the Yuma rrsrrvation.
Secretary Hoke Muitb. on receiving the
dispatch, forwarded it to the War Depart-
ment with a request that troops be at once
rent to the scene of the outbreak. Auent
E'tudillo, in his dispatch, also informed
the Secretary of the interior that Chief
Maguel nad been acoused of preventing the
Indian children of the tribe of which he
was formerly ebief. from attending school.
Tho War Department has directed General
linger, at S.tn Francisco, to end a detach-
ment of eoldiers to tbb Yuma agency for
the purpose ol quelling the outbreak. He
in iustrneted to ascertain bow many sol-
diers will by needed and forward them at
once.

He Toints Out Casc3 Where Mr. Cleve-

land Appointed Important Commis-

sions Without Warrant.

HOWLS FROM A TENNESSEE AN

Patterson Resurrects Dead Issues
and Waves the Blood' Shirt.

Denounces Republicans for Freeing the
Negroes and Reconstructing the

Southern States.

Washington. Sept 00. To-da- y. in the
Senate, closed the eighth week of tho ex-

traordinary session and tho tilth week of
debate on the bill to repeal the purchasing
clause of tho silver act of 1SC0. commonly
called the Sherman law. There was to-da-y

one sDeech on each eide of the pending
question. Senator Camden, of Virginia, in
advocacy of repeal, ncd Senator Peli'er, of
Kansas, in opposition to repeal and favor-
ing tho Ireo coinage of silver. Senator
Chandler, in bis criticism, on constitution-
al grounds, of tho action of the President
in tho appointment of Mr. Mount as his
personal representative in the Hawaiian
matter, was closely followed by Kepublic-an- s

and Democrats alike, and but for the
determined ellort to press the repeal bill to
a vote, tho incident woald doubtless have
led to a lengthy and interesting debate.

When tho Senate met this morning Mr.
Perkins gave notice of an amendment in-

tended to bo proposed by him to the repeal
bill carry ing out tbe suggestions made in
bis recent speech.

The refeolution oftcrcd yesterday by Mr.
(Tbnmller. calling for information as to tho
cummin on now investigating the New
York custom house, wan laid before the
Senate una Mr. Chaudler spoke in favor of
its adoption, lie said the object of the
resolution was to ascertain the tacts from
the Treasury Department, and, alter ascer-
taining them, to invoke, if necessary, the
action of Congress to prevent the appoint-
ment of ollicrra or nominal otlicersof the
United States, without warrant of consti-
tution or of law, and contrary to the spirit
of both.

IRELAND'S DAY CELEBRATED

Parade in Which Dublin's Lord
Mayor Was the Attraction.

Speeches by lion. J. F. Finerty and
Others Letter from Gladstone

on the Home-llul- e Question.

Chicago, Sept. 0. While tbo rain was
pouring down this morning James Hunt,
one of F. I). Milieu's men. hauled down tho
Irish Hag front one of the tlagstatVs on the
Electricity Building, at tho world's fair,
where the colors of all nations are grouped.
This was the sequel to a difference of opin-
ion on the part of Mr. Millett and Chief
Uarrett, of the department of electricity,
regarding tbo propriety of hoisting tbe
green flair of Ireland on Erin's day at the
fair. Chief Barrett, inspired with a spirit
of patriotism, ordered the lias strung up
on tho Electricity Building. Mr. Millett
has charge of tbe colors at the exposition.
He was dtanding in bis oCice when the
groen flag was run " tip, and be
ordered ' James Hunt, one of ' bis
subordinates to pull it down.
Mr. ilnut was quick to obey orders, and
the flag of Ireland was immediately hauled
down. When Mr. Hunt left Chief Barrett's
men again ran up tho colors. Then Chief
Millett and three of his men ran to the
Electrioity Bnilding, and Hunt cnt-th- a

halyards ana the flag fell limp and wet at
tho feet of the crowd which had gathered
about the buildintr. regardless of the rain.
A company of guards, fearing trouble,
were dispatched to tho soene. Chief Bar-
rett withdrew his men until l'resident
Higinbothaui should arrive and issue
specirio orders regarding tbe ali'air.

Mr. Millett explained that no flags were
ran up at the exposition whose nation was
not recognized as a nation, lie said that
it would bo fully as appropriate to flaunt
an anarchistic flag as that of Ireland. 'The
Irish flag has been used for decorative pur-
poses." said Mr. Millett, "but it has never
been hoisted on any of the Uagstalls. This
department will not pat up a flag unless it
is ordered to do so by the exposition off-
icials."

Chief Barrett was a very indignant man.
"I ordered my men to ran up the flag," said
be. "in honor of Irish day. We have so
many Irish-America- n citizens here I
thought it was nothing more than right
and courteous that this recognition of Ire-
land be given."

Chief Barrett at onoe carried tbe matter
before tbe council of administration. A
meeting was immediately called. Directors
Schwab, General Mt. Clair and Acting
Director-gener- al Burnbam constituted a
quorum. Tho council learned that ' Sir
Henry Truman Wood, British commission-
er, did not object to the Irl9h flag. Chief
Millett was at once instructed to suspend
hostilities, and cease interference with tho
raising of the green flag. :

The question of flying the Irish flag
on Ireland's day was considered ; re-
cently by the council of adminis-
tration. The director-aener- al asked tho
council to be allowed to run up the Hag1 to- - '
day, pursuant to a request of the local com-
mittee having tbe festivities in charge. Tbe
council left it to tho discretion of the

who discussed the matter
"with Mr. Millett. and they .de-
cided adversely to the reqnest.
It was then decided. Mr. Millett says, that
it would be inadvisable to violate a stand-
ing rule to the ellect that the colors of no
nation should be run ud nnless that nation
was recognized as a nation by the exposi-
tion. Hungary and Poland and other coun-
tries had asked that their provinces bo
honored by running up their national em-
blems, and this favor ban been emohatioal-l-y

denied, as it was thought it would bo
discourteous, if not an actual aflront to the
countries by whom they are ruled.

Parade, Speechc, and a Letter from Ilrit-ul- n'

Grand O.d 3Inn.
Chicago. Sept. SO. The weather started

in horribly this morning, and along about
midday thero was no prospect of a clear-
ance. A mere disagreeable day for a
world's fair celebration could not bo
imagined. Tbe slcy was heavy, there was
a drizzling rain, the air was cold, and tbo
ground was sticky and flooded. It must
have had a discouraging efleot on tbo great
crowds that were expected here for Irish
day. but tbe White City was ty no . means
deserted, and the gayeties went on.

The parade was a big one and a line one.
The principal feature of it was tho number
of broad-shouldere- d, brawny and athletic-lookin- g

men who participated. These were
not only in the ranks of the Galic Athletic
Association, which were assigned a promi-
nent position in the line, but also in the
ranks of tbe well-drille- d Irish military or-
ganizations that gave tho necessary mili-
tary dignity to the leading columns of tbe
procession. Tho Irish Seventh of Chicago,
a crack regiment in appearance and disci-
pline, led tne iirst division, and behind
them camo distinctive Irish military or-
ganizations from different parts of the
country. Thero were societies in
line. In carriages at the rear
were the Irish notables. includ-
ing Lord Mayor Shanks, of Dublin.
The Lord Mayor was the cynosure of all
eyes. Everybody, whether Irish or not.
appeared from hia talk to be anxious to see
what a real live Lord Mayor looked like.
They saw in Mr. Shankt an unpretentious
gentleman habited in a Princo Albert coat
of ordinary length, a silk hat, and a dark
four-in-bau- d neckti. He wore a green
rosette in his buttonhole. The Lord Mayor
is tall, of medium build, weurs a mustache
and sideburns, and has a pleasing expres-
sion of countenance. In responso to the
cheers ollered him as a greeting by the
multitudes, ho bowed smilingly and re-
peatedly, and dolled his bat with a grace-
ful gesture.

The procession formed on tho Midway
riaisance and marched through the
principal avenues of tho grounds. There
was a flow of oratory in Festival Hall
later Seldom has that great structure
been more crowded. The seats were filled
long before the meeting was called to order
and tho enthusiasm of the audience dis-
played before the openintr showed Ibat it
was ripe for the Anlogistio words that were
spoken by encb smooth-tonce- d men as
John F. Finerty.

problems. Those who know nonie-thin- g

of bis lifo say that social recreations
do not entertain him. and that be proposes
to engage in no more than is necessary to
maintain the place in society, whicn his
family expect him to fill. He has been
deeply interested in some of the areater
questions of American political life,
and would talk by the hour with
any well-informe- d person about the
resources of Canada. its future
and its ultimate destiny as a part
of the coming North American republic.
It is known that he has takeu mnch inter-
est in the rapid transit problem, and being
of some scientilio disposition and training,
bas been led to the opinion that for lower
New York the underground system is one
which has tar the gretter advantages.
Whether it is trn that he proposes to in-
vest several millions in tbii undertaking
or not we may not know until tbe work
ha progressed considerably, but the best

RAILWAY ACCIDENTS.

Surgeons Sfy They Would Itather Deal with
Tho.e Which Occur at Night.

Wasbtngton Star.
Katlwny surgeons would rather deal with

the victims of a niiibt than f a day acci-
dent. Some of theoldest of them, in attend-- ,
ance opon the Pan-Americ- an Medical con-
gress, stated this with much poitiveness.
They declared that a davlik'bt acci-
dent by rail adds greatly to tbo
horrors as well as to the fatalities. The
dill'erence is in the increase in the mental
strain, which is so much greater by day
than it is when darkness veils the scene.
This strain, the surgeons argue, is greater
than in the case of a soldier going into
battle, for he carries with him the bono
that somebody else will stop tbe bal-
let. The shook enters very largely
into consideration with the railway sur-
geon. Hy this is meant the mental in-
stead ot the physical shock. This mental
shock, the railway surgeon say, is great-
est where thronati the sene of sight the
injured is conscious for , few moments
of approachina danger. The cape of the
brakeman who, while making a Hying
switch, catches his foot in the frog, is a
good illustration. He cannot tear himself
loose. H sees tho loose car coming;
down and knows what is to happen.
Tbe mental shock to that man makes hi
condition much worse than that of a mail
wbose foot is catwht and crashed so sud-
denly that hodoes not have time to appre-
ciate the impending danger.

Tbe railway surgeous ay that many
fatalities occur for .which this mental
shock is responsible, rati er than tbo phy-
sical injury. They say that experience
proves injuries at night to be lens likely

They Still Fear the Uieonsin Central AVI 1

Demoralize Kate.

anybody, no matter whether it is in or
out of tbe Western Passenger and Western
Freight associations, it also declares tbat
it intends to act in the most conservative
manner in all respects.

To get this
business, the other roads declare, it will be
necessary for the Wisconsin Central to cot
rates, thus compelling them to do tbe same.
They take this view of the situation with-
out in any way doubting the assertions of
the Wisconsin Central oflicials that they
intended to aot a conservative part. They
simply believe that the sanation .will be
too strong for them, and they will be forced
to become demoralizers whether they wish
it or not.

I'assenger Travel to the Fnlr.
Chicago, Sept. S0.The passenger earn-

ings of all lines continue on a most satis-
factory basis. Every road is running with-
in 10 to 15 percent, of its full canacity.
The Pennsylvania brought into Chicago
for tbe twenty-fou- r hours ending at noon
to-da- y, passengers, and the Michigan
Central, for the sauio period, about seven
thousand.

Boston Trsnftcri?:.
Two men are busy at or near a suburban

railroad station, separated in their labor
only by the width of the tracks and yard.
One is an Italian who can speak but little
English and is employed in shoveling coal
into tbe carts of a local dealer. He works
nine hours a day, after which time he is bis
own master.

The other man is an American. He is an
intelligent man, an experienced telegraph
operator, and is , station agent. Sixty or
seventy passenger trains stop at the sta-
tion daily, and nearly a hundred morn pass
it without stoppiug. II o is responsible for
reporting by telegraph the time of passage
of every train, and for all tram orders de-
livered at bis station. In the conrse of a
year he handles very nearly 40.000 in cash,
and is charged for the tickets in bis rack,
and gives bonds for the faithful perform-
ance of bis duty.

lie keeps a cash account, looks after
freight bills and way bills, makes a daily
record of freight cars left at bis btatiou,
which is a junction point, giving their
number and the lines that own them, their
destination, hour of arrival and departure,
in his care. He is expected to see that th
etation is kept neat and clean, and inspects
tbe switches.

Moreover, he Is responsible for tbe fideli-
ty and activity of one signal man and a
gate-tende- r, lie works part of Sunday, and
on week days may be called to his station
as late as 11:40 p.m. lie and the Italian
coal-snovel- er are each paid $'aday. And
yet we wonder at the number of railroad
accidents due to the mistakes of station
agunts and telegraph operators.
