DROPPED A FRACTION

Rain and Increased Visible Sup-
ply Caused Wheat to Deecline.

Chicago Brokers Thought Wet Weather
Would Help Seeding—Corn Firm
and Provisions Dull.

CHICAGO, Sept. 30.—<-Rain and a big in-
crease expectad in the visible supply caused
weakness in the wheat market to-day. That
cereal closed e under its value at the ter-
mination of Friday's market. Corn was
firm, but the May futures weakened, and
closed a smalil fraction lower. Oats were
heavy and provisions dull but firm.

Wheat. at the opening, was about 3%c
lower than yesterday's closing, advanced
e, fluctuated slightly and then declined
3a@'sc, ruled quiet and closed about e
lower than yesterday. The export clear-
ances from both coasts, although fair,
wera disappointing, because they fell below
the previous weel:, being 1,227,000 bushels
less than last week. Another weakening
factor was the continued liberal receipts
in the Northwest. The New York bank
statement, though very favorable, did not
seem to help the market. The rain had a
weakening influence, as it was beneficial
for the seeding. The receipts at primary
markets for the week were about 100,000
bushels larger than a week ago, and the
exports smaller, and on this basls it is es-
timated that the visible supply will show
an increase of about 1,250,000 to -1,500,000
bushels on Monday.

Corn started at yesterday's closing prices
and, under a fair demani, and especially for
the near futures, advanced 3:@3%ec, reacted
LW@%ec, ruled firmer and closed with full
3¢ gain. It was raining p most places In
the corn belt, and for a while, it is thought,
the receipts at interior points will be
small. The elevator people, led by Armour
& Co. and Harvey & Co., were sellers of
May.

Oats held steady until nearly the close,
when the weakness in other grains and the

estimate of 440 cars for Monday caused
fair selling. Values receded 443%c, and th»
market closed easy at thza inside figures.

The packers had the provision market te
themselves. There were but 60,000 hogs at
the yards, and this gave a firmer feeling
at the start. Then Hately and the Anglo-
American Company began buying, evi-
dently to establish a higher level of prices.
The stocks of products are expected to
show very low on Monday, with a further
decrease in all but ribs probable. It was
claimed that the fact of the new regula-
tion with referende to ‘“piggy sows" going
into effect on Monday had & strengthening
effect, on the ground that it will cause a
dedrease of at least 10 per cent, in the ar-
rivals of hogs at all Western markets.

Freights were steady, with a fair de-
mand at 2Y4@2%c for wheat and 2a2%c for
corn to Buffalo.

TWO STORIES OF GEN, D. H, HILL.

His Generous Treatment of the Federal Gen-
erals Reynolds and Clitz,
Yoath's Companion.

Among the hardest fighters of all the
bard-tighting confederate generals in the
civil war was Gen. D, H, Hiil. But be had
the gentle heart of a ehivalrous soldier, aa
isshown Ly an anecdote told to the writer
by Maj. I. W. Ratehford, a distinguished
olficer, who was General Hill's adjutant-
general,

Just after the battle of Cold Harbor,
General Hill's brigade commanders, Gen-
erals Rhodes, Garland, G, B. Anderson and
Colquitt, came to headquarters to report
and get instructions. They met General
Hill about 2 o’cloek in the morning, en-
tered a vacant house, and were soon busy
with plans for ithe next day.

While they were talking, a wonnded fed-
eral officer was brought in,who had been
shot in the knee and captured. He limped
ap. supported on one side by o federal pris-
oner and on the other by one of his con-
feaerate captore. General iHill arose and
turned around to speak to him. As the
General torned, the captured othcer let go
bis sapportsand exclaimed: *Hill, old fel-
low, how are you?”’

“Why, H. B., is this you!” asked Gen.
Hill, aud the two, whose troope had been
“blazing away’’ at one anvther all the day
beiore, actually embraced each other.
Major Rawhford says: *“My surprise at
soelng these two foes rejoicing over
each other had not passed away when
General Anderson came forward, and was
a8 demonstrative over the federal officer
as though that officer hud been his father.
General Garland, too, gn being intraduced,
was oevidently affeoted. and shook hands
with & heartiness that showed some tie
between them, personal strangers though
they were,

The federal oftficer was Colonel, afterward
General, H. B, Clitz, of the Twelfth United
Ntates Kegulars, General Hill and Colonel
Clitz had been cadets at West Point at the
same time, had served togother in the Mex-
1can war, and were warin personal friends.
Colonel Clitz had been an instructor at
West Point when Anderson was a cadet
thers, and Anaorson Lad been one of his
favorite pupils. Clitz had also been gnar-
dian for Garland's wife, and ns Mrs. Gar-
Jand had died oniy a short tims before this,
General Garland was naturally tonched by
suddenly meeting for the firat time his dead
wife'a iriend,

After a few minutes spent in pleasant so-
cial inquiries General Hill asked Colonel
Clitz about his wounnd and proposed to send
him to the field bospital to have 1t dressed.

*No.” generoosly answered Colonel Clitz,
‘*lot others who need it worse have atten-
tion first.”

S0 hv staid with General Hil! that night,
the two sleeping on the same overcoat—ithe
best bed obtainable. Next morning General
Hill gave Lis friend an ambulanco and
said:

“Clitz, I must send von to Richmond-—
aboat fifteen miles away—but I willi uot
sond you under guard, You jost give me
vour promiee to o there and report to Gen-
eral Winder.

Just ns the ambulance was abont to start
some of General Hill's soldiers brounghtin
Gen, John F, Reynolds, o federal division
commanderr. General Reynolds had been
tighting and doing picket duty until he was
utterly worn out, So, the night Lefore,
when everything secemed to give promine
of quiet, he lay down tosnatch a fow hours
of sleep, \While he slept the sleep of ex-
hausticn his men were driven back and he
was capturad,

General Hill and General Reynolds had
been together at West Point for throe years,
they had been associated as younyg ollicers
at l'ort Moultrie, they bad gone out to the
Mexican war in the same company —a com-
pany that had Braxton Bragg for captain,
and George H. Thomns, Jobn F, Reynolds
and D. H, Hill for lientenants, DBut now,
when General Hill advanced to shake
hands. General Reynolds woula not recog-
pize him nor sapeak at all,

General Hill's military instinets led him
to divine the canse of his old comrade’s de-
pression and enabled him to syuipathize
with o brave soldier's chagrin at being sur-
prised and eaptured.

So, woing up to General Reynolds with
extended bhand, he said:

“Keynolds, do not feel #o bad about your
capture; it in the fate of war.”

“Ivia not being oaptured,”’ was the Gen-
eral’s answer, “‘that hortsso, butit is be-
1ng oaptured asleep.”

“Cheer uo, old fellow,” responded Gen-
eral Hill, “everyliody knows that you are
a brave and a guod soldier, apd everyhody
knows that yon would do all that buman
nature can do.”

General Hernolds brightened up and
said: “Well, Hill, if yon say that I shall
fell batter about the matter, forl kuow that
you would not mislead me. No men’s good
opinion 18 more appreciated by me than
youre, and if yon do not condemn me, per-
heps others will not.”

‘Then telling him the same thing about a
guard and avout money matters that he
hind told Colons! Clitz, General Hill pat
Lim in the same ambulance, and after a
cordial bandshake the two friend foes
parted, never to meet again. .

Ceneral Keynolds, niter filling fall the
measure of an intrepid and snecessful ofii-
cer, was killed at Gettyaburg., Few, even
on his own side, remembered him with
more afiection than General Hill did.
Tweniy-six years after General Reynolde's
death, n few weeks before hisown, Gen.
Hill, 1o talking about some of his old as-
sociales, said: “‘lleynolds was a good fel-
low. lalwayrloved Reynolds”
