DR. JA3IES I IIinnERD.
The Aged President of the Amerlcnn

Medlcni Association Here.
Among the prominent physicians present

Is Dr. James F. Hibberd, of Richmond,
Ind., president of the American Medical
Association, the national body. He Is sev
enty-seve- n years of age, but still vigorous
In mind and senses, though of depleted
physical strength. In personal appearance
he resembles Gladstone. His friends are
prone to say he has some Gladstonlan
qualities. His life has been a varied one.
and his three score years of active life
have been utilized in acquiring a wide
fund of information, due to study, investi-
gation and divers experiences in life. He
has a logical and Incisive mind, and, with
his resources of knowledge and fluency of
speech, is always an entertaining talker.
Born in Maryland on a farm, near Balti-
more, of Quaker stock, he was schooled,
after his first home instruction, in the
famous school of Benjamin Hallowell, In.
AiexanoTia. Choosing medicine as nis pro-
fession, he was enabled to take one course
of lectures in Yale College. Having no
means to continue, he engaged In practice
in 'a then sparsely-settle- d district in Mont-
gomery county, Ohio. "Of course I was
not competent to practice," said the Doctor
yesterday, "but I was better than ' no
doctor away back in those days, and I was
exceedingly cautious in what I did." While
here he was elected to the Legislature,
and served one term. In 1S19 he was grad-
uated from the College of Physicians and
Surgeons, in . New York city, and at once
was commissioned surgeon of a vessel
bound for California. Here he remained
for six years, participating in the unsettled
social conditions of the miscellaneous horde
of fortune hunters. In 1SC5, he settled in
Richmond, where he has since lived. He
had charge of a special corps of surgeons
after the battle of Stone river. In 1875,
after a term as of the City Coun-
cil, he was elected Mayor, and was re- -
elertAd for a cornnd fprni rf two VPara. He
brought to bear his executive ability with
so mucn success tnat tne nnances 01 tne

He held that extreme cases of
talipes equlno-varu- s are not curable by the
present" means and methods as generally
used for their cure. He then advanced a
practice of his own devising, which he said
it nad taken him sixty years to discover.
J le Illustrated his Idea with plaster casts of
club , feet and by a skeleton lower
leg and foot of a child having had
a .'deformity of this kind. It
was from a study of this skeleton,
he said, that he had reached the method of
treatment with which he had become suc
cessful. The discussion was animated. Dr.
Marsee, of this city. Dr. Wirt, of Cleveland.
and others took part, relating their ex
periences in such cases. Dr. T. E. Link, of
Terre Haute, made an interesting talk on
the pathology and physiological treatment
of fractures of the long bones. Illustrating
ids statements by means or dogs legs.
These legs had been treated by vivisec-
tion, in order to get the result of experi
ments In cutting out a section of the tibia
bone 00 as to learn whether the healing
would be accompanied by a shortening of
the leg. The Doctor advanced the Idea
that the bone grows together from the
ends rvnd-no- t from the periphery, but that
tho substance which nils up the interstice Is
not really bone. He related that during the
war he had made an excision of three
inches from the femur of a soldier wound
ed at the battle of Liberty Gap, and that
the wound had healed without shortening
the man s leg. Tne latter died in 18o, and
Dr. Link said he had received permission
to exhume the bones for the purpote of ob
taining that restored femur for scientific
purposes.

Obsietrlcnl Section.
The section on obstetrics and allied sub

jects met In the lecture room of Plymouth
Church, with Dr. Arthur Johnstone, of
Cincinnati, in the chair. Dr. X. O. Werder,
of Pittsburg, read a paper on the subject.
"Present Status of the Treatment of Uter
ine Fibroids." Dr. William B. Dewes read
a paper on the subject, "The Erect Posture
for; Gynaecological Examination." These
papers were discussed by Dr. Eastman and
others. Dr. Rufus B. Hall, of Cincinnati,
also read a paper. Dr. William H. Link, of
Petersburg, read a paper on the subject.
"The Value of Close Observation of Other
Men's Work." It was a spicy and intelli
gent protest against overdeferenee to au
thority and against the necessity in all
cases of the hospital for successful ab
dominal operations. The discussion brought
out some interesting remarks from Dr. L.
H. Dunning. Dr. Marsee, of this city, and
Dr. Hall, of Cincinnati. They urged that It
was always best to perform such opera
tions In a hospital, because of, the better
discipline for the patient and the more cer
tain protection from intermeddling friends.
It was asserted that the most difficult
class of patients to obtain good results are
the rich, who think the surgeon Is their
servant, and who persist in disobeying the
orders left for the care of the patient. It
was urced also that in such cases occasions
might arise suddenly when it would be es
sentially necessary for the surgeon to be
within easy call to save the life of the pa-
tient from some unforeseen and unforesee-
able contingency. The section will resume
the reading of papers this morning in the
same room, at 10:o0 o'ciock.

Physicians Galore Attending the
Medical Association.

Sessions Bepm at Plymouth Yesterday
Sectional 3Ieetinp;s in the After-

noon Evening Reception.

The nineteenth annual session of the
Mississippi Valley Medical Association be
gan yesterday In Plymouth Church,
which had been embellished about the plat
form and the organ wings with potted
plants. While the members were assem
bling, the organ pealed forth melodies un-
der the skillful touch of Professor Donley.
When, at 10:20 o'clock. Dr. George J. Cook
called the association to order, Rev. F. E.
Dewhurst led in prayer, during which the
forty or fifty doctors present stood with
reverently bowed heads. Governor Mat-
thews was next introduced to make the ad-
dress of welcome. He spoke with his now
well-know- n felicity, but not at length. His
remarks were cordially received. He spoke
as follows: .

Dr. Cook made some few
announcements, explanatory of the printed
programme. He said the society is divided
into three sections, surgical, medjeal and obstet-

rical-gynaecological. The first and last
meet in Plymouth Church, and the second
In Meridian-stre- et M. E. Church, opposite
Plymouth. Dr. Cook announced the re-
ceptions provided for.

The reading of the minutes were sus-
pended because previously printed, and the
annual address of the president was be-
gun. Instead of the conventional popular
discourse, the address was purely surgical,
being on the subject, "Fibroid Tumors of
the Uterus." Charts Illustrating conditions
treated In the discourse were displayed on
the walls to the right and left. The speaker
sald'the cause of these tumors, which differ
from sarcoma, is not known. The patfer
proved too long to be finished before noon,
and, at the suggestion of the reader, it will
be finished this morning at the general
meeting at 9 o'clock. The first session then
ended for the dinner recess.

AFTKRXOON SESSIONS.

Divided Into Three Sections Medical
Science at Meridlmi-S- t reel.

The afternoon session of the society was
held In three sections, one being in the gen-

eral audience room of the Plymouth
Church, one upstairs and one across the
street in the Sunday-scho- ol room of the
Meridian-stre- et M. E. Church. In this last
m?3tlng place, Dr. W. S. Christopher, of
Chicago, was expected to preside, but, be-

ing absent, Dr. Orpheus Everts, of College
Hill, O., was selected in his stead. The
first paper heard was by Dr. C. G. Come-gy- s,

of Cincinnati, on the subject of the
value of medical knowledge to the practi-
tioner at law in all cases involving expert
medical testimony. He advocated that a
new class of special practice should be es-

tablished, whereby the student of medi-
cine should become a lawyer for the con-
duct of cases in which the competency of
testators to make wills, and In which men-
tal responsibility of all sorts is concerned.
He used the term "forensic medicine," as
descriptive of what he meant It has corns
to pas3, he said, that many lawyers have
undertaken to exculpate themselves for
their own inability to comprehend the ex-
pert medical testimony given, by accusing
the medical man of base insincerity and by
denouncing his testimony as of doubtful
worth. From such abuse, the speaker con-
tinued, there is no escape except that the
doctor study law and bring to bear the
knowledge of long and patient study upon
the phases of litigation which require his
services as an expert. The paper arousod
no discussion, but was well received, as
manifested by applause.

Dr. Everts next yielded the chair to Dr.
Hibberd, and read a paper cn the subject,
"Problems of Public Interest Regarding the
Insane." He treated it In reference to the
dependency of the Insane, the care ami
treatment necessary, and the degree of
preventabillty of Insanity. In regard to the
care of the insane he said that such means
should be taken as would give this class
the nearest approach to individual treat-
ment, so as to adapt the curative agency
to the particular need of the patient. In
the management of the class, he said, pa-tis- an

or bipartisan boards of trustees may
be equally good or equally bad. He said
also that there Is no doubting the fact of
cures of the Insane, but as to what the
cures are due there is some question. He
denounced the policy of quieting patients
by the U3e of depressing, drugs so as to
acquire the reputation of having done away
with tho restraints which seem to friends
cf the pattent so horrible and inhuman.
It was simply using chemical clubs, he said,
with which to beat out the life of the pa-
tient, or polson3 with which to kill the
patient bv slow degrees. He held to the
belief that insanity, while theoretically pre-ventib- le,

is not practically so, because
prevention Implies an Ideal and impossible
state of society.

Papers were read before this section by
Dr. I. N. Love, of St. Louis, subject,
'Chorea in Its Relation to Rheumatism."

and by Dr. H. M. Lah, of this ciu. sub-
ject, "Chorea: Its Etiology and Treat-
ment." These papers ,provoked an ani-
mated discussion, in which Dr. Love made
the statement that, while quinine Is a suc-
cessful remedy when chorea ia due to ma-
laria and it is given in small quantities,
this disease has a number of causes, and
quinine would not answer in all. He said
the people of th Mississippi valley are be-
ing quininized to death, and that the drug
is a dangerous one.
