During the progress of Mr. Murray's speech
members crowded about him and gave him
close attention. At its conclusion the Re-
publicans on the floor and In the galleries
applauded igorously.

This
allusion to alleged executive interference
elicited laughter on both sides of the cham-
ber.

Democrntlc Caucus Called
Special to the Indianapolis Journal.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 5. The Democratic
members of Congress will meet in caucus
next Monday to consider the federal elec-
tion bill. The caucus is called to consider
certain amendments proposed to the bill,
but its principal object will be to deter-
mine whether it Is part of the policy to
send the bill to the Senate pending a dis-
position of the silver bill by that body.

Represertatlve Tucker, author of the bill
now being discussed In the House, says
that the caucus was called for the puriose
of determining whether or not the Demo-
cratic party was earnestly in favor of the
repeal of the election laws, as demanded by
the platform. "We are either in favor of the
repeal or we are not," said Mr. Tucker,
"and we might as well find out just how
we stand. If Mr. Fitch's bill is to be
adopted as the party measure It seems to
me we might as well abandon the flht.
If hl3 bill incorporates all there is objec-
tionable, then wo've got no cause. I am
pretty well satisfied, however, that the
caucus will make a satisfactory declar-
ation on the subject"

Mr. Tucker said the caucu3 would repre-
sent the friends of both measures (his own
and Mr. Fitch's), as he understood the call
had been initiated by those in favor of the
Fitch bill. The vote on the bill and pend-
ing amendments is to be taken at noon
next Tuesday. So far but one amendment
has been offered by Mr. Lacey, of Iowa.
This is said to be largely Identical with
the bill drawn by Representative Fitch,
chairman of the committee reporting the
bill, which he has proposed as a substitute.
It differs from the Tucker bill in that it
leaves on the statutes Sections 2002 to 012,
inclusive, which the Tucker bill repeals,
along with all others affecting the ap-
pointment of supervisors and deputy mar-
shals.

Fought Under a False Name and
Pensioned Under His Right One.

Southern Bulldozers Scored by ilr.
Murray Democrats to Caucus

on the Election Laws.

WASHINGTON. Oct 5.- -A petition ha&

been filed In the District Supreme Court
by Judge Charles D. Long, of Detroit, a
member of the Michigan Supreme Court,
for a mandamus upon the Commissioner' of
Pensions to compel him to pay a pension
Illegally suspended. The petition states
that on Sept. 23 last he was Informed by
the pension agent at Detroit that payments

n his claim had ben suspended "pending
epeclal medical examination to determine
his . present degree of disability." He de-
nies that he ever received notice of this
suspension other than as stated, although
ho was once ordered to report to the exam-
ine board at Detroit. Judge Long then
states that he believes this order was not
made by the Secretary of the Interior,
who Is empowered by Section 4120, Kevised
Btatutes of the United States, to strike from
the pension rolls names put thereon by
fraudulent presentations. But even this
cannot be done, he maintains In his peti-
tion, without due notice to the pensioner,
who shall have full opportunity to be
heard. Judge Long further objects that
such a preceding is In violation of the fifth
amendment to the Constitution, which pro-
vides that no citizen shall be deprived of
"life, liberty or property without due proc-
ess of law." Ills pension, he claims, is
valuable property, of which he has been de-
prived without such process.

The Commissioner, in suspending the pen-
sion, held that while Judge Long was
drawing a good salary as a member of
the Supreme Bench of Michigan he could
not also draw $72 per month for total dis-
ability. Judge Bradley, after hearing the
petition, granted a rule returnable Oct.
15, calling upon Commissioner Lochren to
show causa why the writ should not Issue.

Speaking of the case to-d- ay Commis-
sioner Lochren said: "As to the question
raised whether the Commissioner has thepower to suspend a pension I will say that
this rule is not a new one, as has been
charged against Secretary Smith and my-
self in the newspapers. It is an old rule,
and has' been in practice in the bureau
from the beginning. The ground Is taken
that the action 13 contrary to the Constitu-
tion in 'depriving a man of his life, lib-
erty or property, etc. Now a pension is
not property until the pensioner gets themoney. The mere privilege of drawing a
pension does not constitute property. If It
Is a property right, even Congress could
not Interfere with it, and yet nobody would
question for a minute that Congress can
repeal all the pension laws if desired. Par-
ticular stress appears to be laid on the word
withdraw. Suspension is merely withhold-
ing payment; withdrawing is taking it
away. Suspension of pensions is merely a
precautionary measure. If. on inquiry, the

is found to be entitled to his pensionKerson it in full; If not, the government Is
protected during that time.

"So much misrepresentation has appeared
In the newspapers about pensions recently
that I am really glad the matter is to come
before a court for adjudication. If I have
no power to suspend a pension, and it Is
not my duty, then I shall be glad to be re-
lieved; but if the court decides that I have
the power and that it is my duty, then it
is incumbent on me to use that power ami
ferform that duty. .1 am also glad that It

Long who is to test the. matter,
for I presume he U a man of wealth, and
will have the matter carefully examined.

Deaths by the Gulf Storm and
Tidal Wave May Beach 2,500.

Only a Few of the 1,800 People Who
Lived onCheniere Arminada Es--

aped the Gale Fury.

CAPT. TERREBONNE'S WORK

Sixty-Tw-o Persons Saved with
Great Risk to Himself.

Hundreds of Bodies Lyinj? in the
Marshes Unlmried Relief for

the Survivors.

New Orlttanp, Oot. 5,The loss of life
by Sunday night's tidal wavr and hurricane
is now estimated at 1,750. aa follows: On
Cheniero Carminada island. 1,(50, ont of a
population of 1,600; on Grand Isle, 21, oat
of TCO; at 13ayou Andre, 72, oat of 7'; at
Bayou Dufort. 10. out of 75. Reports from
other places may swell the total number of
victims to 2.500.

The hero of the hoar around Frenob mar-

ket is Capr. Rudolph Terrebonne, the big.
blailcocimanderof the lugger Good Mother.
He is being lionized by his conntrymen,
and from what is said of Captain Terrebonne
by the refasees from Cheniero, he deserves
all of the praise and credit that is
acoorded hirr.. Captain Terrebonne, dor-in-s

the height of the cyclone, risked his
life half a dozen times in saving the lives
of men, women and ohildren xrho were un-

able to help themselves. While the storm
was at its fary the house Captain Terre-
bonne occuDled beftan rocking to and fro.
Thero was two feet of water on the ground,
bur. nevertheless, the captain cauput hold
of his wife and one child, while his seven
teen-year-o- ld von seized another one of tho
children and they left the house. Captain
TerrebonDo weighs 1)50 pounds and is pow-
erfully built, but it took all of his strength
to keep from blowlcs away. Some
distance from bis house was a
two-stor- y house, and to this place the cap-
tain made his way with his 'amilr. In the
house ho found several people cronchod in
four on the lower tloor. The captain then
left in search of those who were in need of
assistance. At almost every step he found
some nnfortuuato whom he took to the
house vhero his family was. Heoontinued
doing this for over an honrand during that
time niauazed to pave slxty-foo- r people,
who were on the point of Riving up when he
came to their aid. After the sixty-fou- r
reople had been safely landed in the low-
er portion of the bouse tho building began
to sway to nud fro. The crowd became
panic stricken, and would hhvodashed out
into the storm had not the captain placed
his burly form in the doorway and pre-
vented tbeoi. He requested everybody
to go up stairs, knowing that if
the house went in those on tho
second lioor would have a bettor
chance of escape than the people on the
ground lioor. who would be crushed to
death by falling timbers. All but three
obeyed the captain's orders. As soon as
fbn majority reached the upper lioor the
building collapsed. The sixty-tw- o people
on the second lioor escaped injury, whlje
tho9 below were crushed to death. The
second lioor sank down and rested on tho
debris on the ground. Everybody held on
to the timbers, and were prevented from
blowing away. The sixty-tw- o people re-

mained in this situation until daylight,
when the wind lulled. CaDtain Terrebonne
lost a aister, who was drowned.

f WHKItr, Till" LOSSES OCCURRED. "

With tho information that has reacbod
tho city to-da- y from Grand Isle, from
Cheniero Carminada, from Ilayon Cook
country and the territory adjacent thereto
and from that section Jyingupon this hide of
the' river, from the upper line of the parish
of Plsqnemino to the quarantine station,
from the lake coast and elsewhere, it is now
possible to give a fair calculation
of tho loss of life and extent of
the damage done by the late storm. In the
Pointo a la Hache conntry the death list
to-da- y has been swollen tn eighty, and tfce
searching parties are still out, with tfi'e
prospect of increasing the number to an
even hundred at least. The destruction
ol property and orops in the same com-
munity will go into the thoussnds.
Around Shell Beach and bt. Malo
island the list of dead is in
the neighborhood of thirty. On the
Mississippi sound and vicinity probably a
score of people have been lout, with reports
coming in that the Chandeleur islands were
swept away and that great damage re-
sulted, with attendant loss of life. Tho
loss to shipping will amount to many thou-
sands of dollars. It is believed now that
the loss of life in the Bayou Cook country
will approximate two hundred. Scores of
iishing smacks and luggers have been de-
stroyed and the country swept clean of its
houses. The loss of lifo on Chen-
iero Carminada will be over 1.G50,
Tho Chinese camps on Bayou Senet and
Boy ou Andre have suffered severely, and
nicnv were drowned there. It is fair to
estimate, therefore, that between seven-
teen and eighteen hundred people perished
In the storm.

The property loss will be several million
dollars. There were three or four hundred
craft engaged in the oyster or tish Indus-
try, and half of these have been wrecked,
turned bottom up or sunk. The result is a
severe blow to the oyster business, with a
scarcity of oysters lor part of the season,
at least, fu prospect. New Orleans obtains
a largo proportion of her oysters from
Bayou Cook, Bayou Barataria and
tho lower end of Jefferson parish.
From persons arriving on the Shell Beach
train this morning it was learned deiiniteiy
that the loss of life at I'ointe n la llache
has now reached eighty. Fifty-seve- n

bodies were found yesterday in the vicin-
ity of Grand l'rairie and the old quaran-
tine station, the larger part of whom were
Austrian colonists who were engaged in
tho oyster business on the bayous near
Grand l'rairie.

The majority of the bodies were washed
ont to sea or fir into the marshes. The un-fortnua- tes

wero found in every imaginable
plare. Some wero lying high nnd dry on
the land, where it is supposed they were
washed by thi water after death had re-
lieved thern from their sntlerings. Some of
the dead were burled under the wreckage
of their houses, which evidently coliaped
without warning. The bodies wero muti-
lated and torn in a most horrible manner.
Arms and leas had ieD pulled front the
bodies and were seen floating in the pools
in the depressions in tho Held or lodged on
nn elvGtion. wher tho water had
brought them. Collins were ont of
the question. and the bodies not
claimed by relatives or friends wrro
interred in trenches, lour or lire bodies
beintr placed in one trench. The ruflriug
of the sin vivors is being relieved as last an
possible, und provimons were sent out this
morning. Tno entire population of nil the
rdacen named are now in absolute need of
fond aid drink. Dead bodies are floating
around rn evry side, nnd the situation is
unparalleled iu the history of the South.

VOTED AGAIXST HOME RULE.

The Senate Conllrma Cleveland's Ob-Joctlon- nhle

Appointments.
WASHINGTON, Oct. 5. The Senate spent

the entire day, except a few minutes In the
morning, behind closed doors In the consid-
eration cf executive business. The' greater
part of the day was devoted to the discus-
sion of the alleged violation of the home-rul-e

principle In the appointment of men as
Indian agents of one State who live In an-
other. There were five of these cases, and
In each case a Republican had been re-

moved to make place for a Democrat. The
appointments were as follows: W. L. Har-grav- e,

of Indiana, at Western Shoshone
agency, Nevada; .Isaac J. Watters, of Dela-
ware, at Nevada agency, Nevada;
Robert N. Allen, of Illinois, at White
Earth Minn.; James A. Smith, of
Mississippi, at Yankton, S. D.; Joseph Rob-
inson, of Missouri, at Nez Perces, In
Idaho. The Senators of the various States
to which these men had been appointed
took exceptions to the appointments and
merely expressed In the executive ses-
sion to-da- y the opinions they had given
cut very freely on all occasions before
when the subject was under discussion.
Thev complained, as one .man, of the vio-
lation of the homo-rul- e doctrine, and called
attention to the fact that In making the
appointments the President had violated
the plede3 of his own party platform.
They also showed that In no Instance were
the States into which men had been im-jort- ed

for the purpose of filling the offices
Democratic in politics, and asserted th.it
in making the appointments the President
was hardlv treating his own party fairly In
those States. The first vote taken was
upon the confirmation of Allen, and he was
confirmed by a vote of 2 to 21. while the
vote In the other cares stood 21 to 22 in
favor of confirmation.

After the Indian agencies were disposed
of the appointment of Henry W. Smith,
of Virginia, to bs Chief Justice of New Mex-
ico was taken up and the same fisht was
made upon him as upon the Indian agents,
except th.it it was not so tierce or so long
drawn out. He also was confirmed by a.
party vote.

The appointments of J. J. Van Alen as
embassador to It.ly and Robert Preston a3
Director of th Mint went over, as there
