“WEHAVETHEBOXES

How the Gang Now in Control of

Democracy Expects to Win.

Sim Coy, the Notorious, Expresses the
Ground for His Confidence in the
Re-Election of Sullivan.

IT WILL BE MAYOR DENNY

Chairman Smith Believes He Will
Suceeed by 3,000 Votes.

Sullivan and Coy Talk from the Same
Platform—More Developments
of the Fraud Scheme.

“They have practically got us beat, but
we have the boxes, and by God, we don't
intend that they shall be declared elected.”

These were Sim Coy's words to another
Democrat, yesterday, in speaking of the
campzign outlook. It Is the keynote of
the Democratic campaign from now on.
Fraud, corruption, ballot-box stuffing, im-
portation of crooks and roughs, bribery—in
these lies the only hope of success for Sul-
livan. 8im Coy has said it, and Sim knows
whereof he speaks, for he has been made
& prominent leader by the Sullivan gang
of corruptionists for this very purpose,
There are many men on the Democratic
city committee who would scorn to be im-
plicated in any such schemes, yet it is
Strange that they did not see the reason for
the appointment of men like Sim Coy and
“Charlie” Polster ‘to conduct Sullivan's
campaign. These two men, one a convicted
eriminal and the other a self-confessed
highway robber, have been the most prom-
inent figures in the Sullivan campalign.
Night and day they have worked for the
little, miserable Mayor, who has not the
courage to s=lip fromm under the bondage of
these two cholce leaders. Now they have
carried him so far that he cannot get un-
der the cover of his good name and use

it as a shield against these charges of cor-
ruption.

Sim Coy is one of the kind of men who
grows confidential to those whom he thinks
are his friends. He is candid. His friends
say that.

The efforts to buy votes and to get col-
ored Republicans out of the city will be
kept up until noon of election day, and
even longer. The T. Pinkerton Taggart
plan of sending colored men to Chicago
is Yeilng industriously worked, and a few

men have already been furnished free
transportation over the Big Four, with
whom the Democratic committee made a
Gicker through Mayor Sulllvan and the
Board of Works, giving the road a public
sidewalk that is very valuable,

J. T. V. Hill and a man named Christy,
both negroes, who have been hired by Tag-
zart, are working the exportation scheme
or the chairman. Christy Is the owner of
a small praper, whose columns are sold to
the Democratic committee. Large blocks
of transportation are furnished the com-
mittee by the BElg Four under the guise
of “‘editorial passes’ issued to this sheet,
The Journal exposed this part of the
scheme a few days ago, and the Big Four
officials who are acting for the road have
not even entered a faint denial of the
road's purchase of the South Delaware-
street sidewalk. R. W. Thompson, the Dem-
ocrat negro who was kicked out of the post-
office department for insulting two young
girls, I1s posing as the editor of the sheet,
and he is used to distribute the tickets.
Very few of the negroes have confidence in
Thompson's promises.

Hill and Christy went up to the home of
Peter Vories, on Yandes street, a few dayvs
ago and tried to get him to go on one of the
excursions to Chicago, promising to get him
work there that would pay him blg wages.
They promised him free transportation and
a little money. Vories is a colored man who
refused their money, resolving to stay in
Indianapolis and vote for Mr. Denny. The
Big Four is beginning to advertise the ex-
cursions on which it iIs pr(-rf_lsm to take
these negro voters out of the city. They
begin on the Sth, and one will also leave the
city early on the morning of election day.
The colored men are told when they appiv
for this free transportation that they wilil
be given spending money, but that the
money will not be handed them until the
train reaches Chicago. By the time the
train reaches Chicago, If it ever gets there,
it will be too late for the men to return to
Indianapolls and vote, and the man in
charge will laugh at the men when they ap-
ply for their “spenling money" at Chicago

A Republican ecolored man went to T.
Plinkerton Taggart a few days ago and toid
him he wanted to go on one of the free ex-
cursions. There was no trouble about this.
Then the colored man told Taggart that he
might be able to get a party to go, if there
would be any money in the work. Tagerart
told him that it would be worth his while
if he could get a party of fifty together
and bring the list to the committee room.
The man wanted the money in advance,
but Taggart was too smart for that.
Finally he agreed to give the man 20 just
about the tims the Democratic negro gave
Tagegart a wink., That wink settled mat-
ters, and when the man went to talk to
Taggart further and learn more about the
gcheme, Taggart told him that he did not

care to have furthérmore to do with him.

They Talked from the Same Plat-

form Last Night—<More Free Deer.
A characteristic Democratic rally was
held last night on “Irish hillL,” at the
corner of Meek and Dillon streets. Sulli-
van was there, a4s was also a plentiful
supply of Sullivan free beer, At this cor-
ner, just a half block from the new Home
brewery, had been placed a speakers’
stand. As soon as the shades of night fell
a huge bonfire was kindled in the street.
Across the street from the stand, at a con-
venient distance, was a grog shop, and it
did business last night,

Chalrman Smith's Estimate of the
Result of the Eleciion.
Chairman Smith, of the Republican city
committee, {s the most serenely confident
man in the city as to the outcome of the
election next Tuesday.

MORE OF THE SULLIVAN FRAUD.

Neat Scheme Practiced by Whieh the
First Ticket Was Obtained.

A contest between the two political parties
without the perpetration or attempt to per-
petrate frauds on the part of Democracy
would be In the nature of a paradox. The
ingenuity of the managers of the present

wholesale puchase of votes that was
carried on so successfully at the last city
election. 'The scheme followed last year was
unavailable this election, because of 1{ts
exposure in the columns of the Journal a
few days ago. Those Intellects of the op-
position, however, that were tralned in the
ways of iniquity and crime were not long
in concocting another plan by which to
obtain possession of a ballot, Possession
of a legal ballot once obtained, the chan-
nel for a prolific bribery is open and the
blood monev drawn from the gamblers is
then available.

The plan which has been evolved, and
which it was intended to make use on
next Tuesday to secure possession of bal-
lots and get them outside the voting room,
is even more ingenious than that followed
at the last election.

This ballot went inzo his inside pocket,
and he then drew forth a plece of blank
paper resembling a legal ballot in size and

hand, and with it thus held he was to come
into the election room and announca that
he had spoiled his ballot, and secure a
second ballot. The supposed ballot, which
he held crumpled in his hand, was to be
handed to the Democratic clerk and im-
mediately destroyed. The destruction of the
bogus ballot would forever destroy the evi-
dence of the crime, and the vote buyer,
having secured the second ballot, retired
to the booth, stamped the ballot, returned
to the room and voted, After this,
sion of the coveted ballot having been se-
cured, the plan of purcha=se was the same
as that followed at the last election.

It was hoped that the concoction of this
last scheme might be kept a secret until
after the vote was In at least, but its
discovery has again thwarted the schemes
of the fraud workers. The Republican
election officers have recelved instructions
to be on the alert and watch for any at-
tempt to perpetrate fraud, and take prompt
action to secure the arrest of any person
attempting it. The men to serve have heen
selectewl with a special regard for their
ability to prevent any crime against the
ballot from being successfully carried out.
