May Retaliate.

The Latter Charged with Slashing St.
Louis Grain Rates Local Freight

Traffic Increasing.

East-boun- d freight rates from St Louis
are on tho verse of demoralization. Lines
competing with tho Bis Four charge that
the latter is putting grain into Liverpool
for less than 27 cents from the MlssissippL
General Freight Agent Hibbard, of the Van-
dalia. had a conference with Pennsylvania
line people last Friday at Columbus, O.,
concerning retaliation, and arrangements
are said to have been made for an early
announcement of competitive rates unless
the Trunk Line Association puts a stopper
on the Big Four. Among other charges
Bald to be current among Big Four competi-
tors Is that two heavy dealers from Bal-

timore and one from St. Louis are in the
"Western grain belt paying high prices for
corn for export. This grain Is rushed
through St. Louis to the seaboard by Big
Four lines at cut rate. All the lines the
Rock Island, the Union Pacific, the Missouri
Pacific and the fcanta Fe get a fhare of
this. The Rock Isiand carries the grain
Into Illinois, where the Kankakee Dispatch
takes it. They are rushing things while
the opportunity lasts, as the restoration of
pence on Eastern line3 at war and the pos-
sible action of the Pennsylvania will stop
this cutting.

Frelctt TrnCle Increasing.
The train records show that 740 more

loaded cars were handled at this point In
the week ending Oct. 7 than In the week
ending Sept. 30, but comparisons with last
year are still unfavorable. The Peoria &
Eastern and the Lake Erie & Western are
the only lines which did not share in the
Increase of last week. A study of the sit-

uation shows that in east-boun- d business
there was no Improvement, In fact less
grain was shipped than In the week ending
Sept. 20, and the shipments of live stock
were not as heavy, while in west-boun- d busi-
ness some increase was shown, but wholly
in the higher class freights, the through
lines not yet feeling the effects of the start-
ing ud of some of the Iron Interests In
Pennsylvania and Ohio. Iast year at this
tim iron structural work for county
bridges, buildings and railway supplies cre-
ated a heavy tonnage: this year but little
Is moving of this class of freights. So far
as anthracite coal is concerned for Indian-
apolis lines it cuts but little figure. Com-
ing to local business, with some roads an in-
crease wa3 shown last week. About the
Panhandle, the C, II. & D. and the Big
Four depots more activity was noticeable,
but the volume of business has by no means
reachtnl a point where increasing the num-
ber of platform men and working over
time Is the order of things, as had been the
case in the corresponding months for many
years past. There is a feeling among
freight men that business from this on will
Improve, but 1I have gotten well over be-
lieving it will reach, in the next ten months,
the volume of years past. The large quan-
tity of ceroals now In store and the corn
crop are the basis of this belief on the part
of the freight men, they being confident that
It will move, even at present prices, with-
in the next few months. The shipments
of live stock to this city will now begin to
Increase. Thus far the local packing houses
have been obliged to depend largely on hogs
and cattle shipped here from quite a dis-
tance, but the business from now on is
likely to take on a more local character.

Local Industrial Situation Better
Than a Month Ago.

What the Various Factories Arc Now
Doing1 A Suffar Famine

Growing Flowers.

A visit to various manufactories, such as
were visited thirty days ago, in some cases
shows some Improvement in business. The
chair factories, which thirty days ago were
Idle, are running full-hand- ed and on full
time. The Udell woodenware works, A.
A. Barne3 proprietor, are running the
largest force ever employed, and, with the
improved machinery In the new building,
are turning out 100 per cent more work
than ever before. The Indianapolis Stove
Company, which a month ago started up
with orders to keep it busy for two or
three weeks, has been receiving orders
quite freely, and President Bennett says
it has orders now in which will keep it
busy until the holidays. The Brown-Xetch-a- m

Company ha3 increased its force to
about two hundred and fifty men, and has
several large contracts in hand. The Atlas
engine works have increased their force to
160 men, usually employing 550 to COO men.
These works are putting in two ninety- -
horse-pow- er engines for the New York
store, and three boilers, each CG feet long
by 16 feet In diameter. Chandler & Taylor,
who were idle thirty days ago, and who
usually employ 150 men, have thirty men at
work. They have received a number of
orders from foreign countries which they
are now filling. The Slnker-Davl- s machine
works are doing little else than repair
work, and are not working full time or
full-hande- d. Ellis & Helfenberger, manufac-
turers of iron fence, etc.. are pressed with
work, the recent fire having set them back.
These works are building a fine Iron fence
for the Normal Institute, Normal, 111. It
is to be eight thousand feet in length.
They also have a number of orders for
fencing yards of county buildings.
At the other iron works they are working a
few men. Hetherlngton & Berner have com-
menced running their foundry three days
in the weak, and are working about one-thi- rd

their usual number of machinists. E.
C. Atkins & Co. report their business as
better than they looked for under the un-
favorable conditions. They are employing
250 men. about fifty men ehort of their
usual number. The several bicycle works
are working only a few men, filling orders
as they ccme in and not stocking up any
ahead as in former years. The Parry Cart
Company, which usually employs eight
hundred people, now has two hundred men
at work, about one hundred more than
thirty days ago. The stock it had on hand
is pretty well reduced, and if orders con-
tinue to come in through thl3 month as
during the first week it will soon be obliged
to further increase the force. The flour-
ing mills are still running full time and ex-
periencing the most prosperous times they
have enjoyed in some years. Dean Brothers,
steam pump manufacturers, who, thirty
days ago, were shut down, have thirty men
at work, their usual number being 160 men.
Nordyke & Marmon have about two-thir- ds

their usual fcrce, and have in the last
thirty days received a number of .good
orders, mostly on foreign account. ' The
lounge manufacturers are gradually increas-
ing the number of employes, and are now
working about one-ha- lf their usual . force.
Otto Stechhan has established a very hand-
some store in his block on South Alabama
street in which to sell, exclusively, lounges.
The manufacturers have recently gotten out
a number of new and elegant designs 'in
lounges; there are now over one hundred
different patterns made by manufacturers
here.

A Fnnlne in Sugnr.
There has been a regular famine In sugar

in thi3 city during the last thirty days.
The Jones sugar warehouse generally at
this season of the year has In store from
three to five thousand barrels of sugar, but
for the past thirty days it has had practlc- -
ally none. On Thursday morning last the
twelve wholesale crccers h.:d on hand but,
twenty barrels. At 9 a. m. eleven carloads'
were placed on the tracks In the Jone3
warehouse yards, and at 11 a. m. every bar-
rel had been taken, and most of it shipped
by wholesale grocers. It is now almost a
dally occurrence that one of the wholesale
grocers borrows sugars from one of his
neighbors to fill an Imperative order, and
In many cases the retail grocer has to
wait a day or two before he can get an or-
der filled. The greatest scarcity is in gran-
ulated sugars. Eastern dealers will set
no time when they will fill orders for this
grade of sugars. In other grades they noti-
fy by telegraph just when they can fill or-
ders. The scarcity of sugars has excited
some sharp competition between the fast
freight lines, which has resulted in some' ex-
traordinarily quick time from the East to
Indianapolis having been made within the
last three weeks.

Ilnnlnean of the Florist.
But few persons are aware of what an

important Industry 'that of the florists
has become In this city. In the city "and
Its immediate suburbs there are now
twenty-tw- o firms of florists, and all seem
to be prosperous. Their harvest is be-
tween tho first frost and the first of June.
While their profits are largely from the
sales of flowers for weddings, funerals
and parties, they reap a large revenuo
from caring in their hot houses for plant3
of the persons who through the summer
have made Indianapolis so famous for its
beautiful floral displays in the yards on
the more prominent streets. Some idea of
tho growth of this Industry may be formed
from the fact that five years ago there
were but ten florists who made it a reg-
ular business. It is stated that in no city
of the Union are flowers sold as low by
the florists as in Indianapolis, and this
has tended to Increase the demand. ' Sev-
eral of the florists are taking special pains
to raise choice flowers and plants which
aro most in demand. It is claimed that
the chrysanthemum shows here have been
of great benefit in this direction.

St. Louis, Oot 7.A now national party

is in process of formation, and. its ad-
herents claim, with more prospects of
growth and success than any movement
sinoe the campaign of Fremont and Day-
ton. The Panamerican bimetallic con
vention which met here this week was but
the prelude of a series of conventions
which is to result in the formation of a
new party in the West and South, made np
of Democrats. Populists and all forms of
Frptestants against the two old parties.
Free silver will be the leading issue. When
Mrs. Mary Fllen Lease declared in
the recent convention that a new
Mason and Dixon's line wonld di-
vide tbo Fast and West she had
the coming party in mind. At an execu-
tive meeting of tholeaders. held subsequent
to the convention, the chances of success
in breaking tho solid South wero disoussed.
It was claimed that the West and North-
west would swing into line if a single
State in the Sooth could be eeoured before
the next national campaign. Governor
Tillman showed that his State eould only
bo carried by the Democrats, owing to tho
preponderance of black votes.

Manning and Kagas. of Alabama,
pointed to the last campaign te,

and spoko hopefully of suooess
there. Their views were accepted and a
convention is to be held at Atlanta, Ga., in
December.

In England and on the continent there

are on all trains coaches labeled "ladles
onlv," In addition to the ordinary and smok-
ers'" carriages. As a usual thing these com-
portments, intended for the use of timid
women traveling alone are carefully
avoided, and on the continent it is not un-
usual to see women crowding into the
smoking carriages, while the "ladles only"
are almost empty.

Novel SuffrnRe Experiment.

After sixty years of restricted suffrage,
Belgium, under her new constitution, is
alout to try a startling experiment. The
now law gives a vote to every male citizen
who has reached the ape of twenty-fiv- e. A
married man who pays taxes, or a tax-payi- ng

bachelor of thirty-liv- e, is entitled
to an oxtra vote. A third vote is plven to
a citizen of Independent means, possessing
a certificate of hlsh education, or who holds
or has held a public olllce of a certain
rank. It is believed that every husband
will place his extra vote at the disposal
of his wife, thus indirectly Riving her the
elective franchise. Under the new constitu-
tion the number of votes in Belgium will
leap from iy. to l.S'XJ.OOo. -

A well-equipp- ed Belgian will now be able
to cast a vote on election day just after
breakfast, and if ho feels greatly interested
in the campaign he can stick in another
vote at dinnertime, and still another on
his way home to supper. When the voter
feels muddied over a big question he can
go to the polls like a man and put in two
votes one on each side of the burning 13-su- e.

He can pair off with himself, nullify
his first indiscreet vote, and make sure of
being in the right by standing squarely on
two platform
