American Agriculturist.

By budding and grafting trees we are en-

abled to rapidly multiply and srpetuate
varieties which time and exper.cnce have
determined are worthy of preserving and
cultivation. Out of many millions of seed-lln- rs

raised in times past, a few hundred
have been selected for perpetuation, and
this is malnlv done by budding and graft-
ing upon seedling or other Inferior kind of
stocks. If you plant seedling apples and
cherrie3 you have no means of knowing in
advance what quality of fruit they are
goin to produce, and long experience has
shown that it is very likely to be. in
the main, very poor. If not absolutely
worthier; consequently, to save time and
avoid the chances of spending time and
labor In cultivating inferior varieties, we
plant grafted trees of known merit and
value. Besides this risk of securing few
or none of value from seed, we must wait
many years longer for seedling tres to
reach a bearing age than with grafted
tres. Planting seedling tree? would be
very much like going back to the old stage-
coach for traveling about the country.

It Is commonly supposed that a heavy
mulch of manure or other material around
berry bushes and trees, to prevent the
ground from warming up so rapidly, will
retard blossoming In the spring and be a
help In escaping late frosts, but the ex-
perience of careful experimenters shows
this to be a fallacy. The temperature in
which the branches and buds are placed
seems to influence the blossoming more
than the temperature of the ground in
which the roots grow. A mulch a foot
thick around berry bushes did not. appar-
ently, retard their blossoming In the least.
It seems, therefore, that the recommenda-
tion to apply conrse manure around peach
trees late in the winter, when the ground
is covered vith mow, in the hope of keep-
ing the frr.st in linger and holding back
the blossoming period, to escape frosts, i3
unprof.tab'.e. and some other means must
be discover-.- ! to accomplish this much- -
dcslred nsult.

ALL ITS DEBTS PAID

The World's Fair Also Celebrated
on Chicago Day.

Last of the Debenture Bonds Lifted
Yesterday's Paid Admissions

Over 300,000.

CHICAGO, Oct. 10. The world's fair Is
now free from debt and the management
has a snug sum in bank besides. Yesterday
the paid admissions were 713,645. Treasurer
Seeberger and Auditor Ackcrman celebrated
the day by making out a check for $1,563,-310.7- 6,

payable to the Illinois Trust and Sav-
ings Bank, trustee of the holders of expo-
sition debenture bonds. The check went to
President J. J. Mitchell, of the bank, to-da- y,

and was used to settle the last cent of debt
owed by the fair. Of the amount called for
by the check $231,960.76 was for interest and
$1,333,350 for the last Installment of 30 per
cent due on the Issue of $3,000,000 floated to
Insure the completion of the fair.

After the check had been signed and veri-
fied last night Treasurer Seeberger had
something to say about the financing that
made the check possible. "We had esti-
mated," he said, "that we should have
enough money on hand to-d- ay to clear up
all our obligations, Including some amounts
due contractors and various minor claims.
The rain cut into our receipts, so that Sat-
urday we were short of the estimate just
$100,000. On Saturday I called for our white
wagon and made a trip around to see what
the reserve duo us ' amounted to. I got
$1CS,000 and hauled it over to the world's
fair branch of the trust company. Forty-thre- e

thousand of th9 amount was from
concessioners and $18,000 came In one lump
from the Ferris wheel. When we figured
up all our resources and our liabilities we
felt all right. We had notified . the con-
tractors and everybody else who had any
sort of claim on us to be on hand Saturday
and get what was due. A. grood many of
them cama and a few stayed away, but
practically everything was paid, and our
balance In bank amounts to moro than any
claim unpresented. Counting to-da- y's

check the exposition has paid out since its
origin, for all purposes, a little more than
$30,286,000. On the same basis that furn-
ished us with data when we figured on pay-
ing off the bonds to-d- ay we ought to close
the gates and find a balance in the treasury
on Nov. 1 of about $1,500,000.

President Higinbotham emphasized what
the treasurer had said about the bright
financial outlook. "We were very anxious,"
er was satisfied so the accounts could be
wiped off the books. As it is. every vouch-
er was stisfled so the accounts could be
balanced off. Where a man failed to come
and claim his money we had a check made
out and pinned to the voucher ready for the
owner. Of course there are a few clalm3 in
dispute, but every adjusted indebtedness is
settled and out of the way."

When the president and treasurer made
up their estimate of assats on hand after
the liquidation of all claims they were fig-
uring on an attendance of less than 590,000
for Chicago day. As the event proved, they
were something like $2f),0e0 short of the
actual receipts from all sources. A con-
servative calculation made by one of the
directors at night put the income from con-
cessions alone at over $100,000 for the day,
whlla the receipts from tickets were in the
neighborhood of $1?0.000 more than Presi-
dent Higinbotham had figured on.

MAY STAND FOR YEARS. .

Engineers and architects are firm in the
belief that the world's fair buildings will
withstand the elements for years to come.
Director of works Daniel II. Burnham and
his staff of skilled engineers and architects
declare that with the exercise of a reason-
able amount of care and at no great cost
the world's fair may be revived in all of Its
external glory In any succeeding year for
years to come. At every point the buildings
at Jackson Park have been subjected to a
severe trial test during the past eighteen
months. On the durability of the buildings
during the exceptionally stormy winter and
summer just ended the reputation of
architects, builders and engineers has bzen
staked. The test 1 as in every way been a
successful one. T7 e fair stands, in its clos-
ing days, more fl.mly and with more evi-
dences of stability than when it opened last
May, and it will continue a thing of beauty
and a joy to the beholdsr if the ruthless
hands of the wreckers and salvage men are
not laid upon It. In speaking of the matter
E. R. Graham, of liurnham's office, said:
"A more durable matsHal for such a pur-
pose could not be found except at a pro-
hibitive cost. If the staff is good for one
year it is good for many. In places the
plaster may have pseled off the buildings
where that material has been used, but, ex-
cept where force has been exerted, the staff,
even that which waa put on two years ago,
is to-d- ay intact. The peeling of the plaster
on such a structure as th2 Transportation
Building, the only one where it is used ex-
tensively, realiy amounts to nothing and
would not justify the substituting of staff."

Commissioner Bromberg, of Alabima,
frightened the members of the national
commission, to-da- y, by introducing a res-
olution, asking the director general to In-

quire whether the plans of the buildings, as
approved by the commission, included tho
elevators to the Manufactures roof, and
inquiring whether it was safe for an un-
limited number of people to be allowed on
the promenade roof. The Commissioner, In
speaking to his resolution, declared, em-
phatically, that thore was danger of great
loss of life If panic should occur, by fire
or other cause, on the high-rco- f prome-
nade, even though the council of admin-
istration had ordered the construction of
stairways from the four corners of the
building. If any fatalities resulted, he said,
every official deserved to be indicted for
murder in the first degree. The resolu-
tion was referred to Commissioner Mas-se- y,

of the council of administration, to
report. The committee on ceremonies re-
ported that arrangements were made, in
accordance with the act of .Congress, to
celebrate, in an elaborate and significant
manner, the closing of the exposition. It
had not been decided whether the closing
festivities would occupy one or two days,
but the committee informed the commis-
sion it would fully equal the ceremonies of
the opening.

After the lams caued by tho attend-
ance of nearly three-quarte- rs of a million
;ople yesterday, the pooplo began to com"
again this morning. The gates were er.rly
besieged by impatient throngs. The people
who came from all parts of the country
on excursion rates will remain, in mosi
cases, a week to sec the exposition. The
