WHEAT OFF ONE CENT

Chicago Market Affected by the
Uneertainty as to Silver.

Heavy Reeeipts Also Helped the Decline
—Corn 3-8¢ Lower—The Provi-
sion Pit Stagnant.

CHICAGO, Oct. 13.—Unrest over the sil-
ver outlook chiefly caused a loss of a cent
a bushel in the price of wheat to-day. Corn
was only affected to the extent of 3c de-
cline, and provisions are practically un-
changed.

Wheat ot the opening was about 3@':c
lower than yesterday’s closing figures,
fluctuated slightly and recovered the early
decline, then declined 1c, held steady, and
the closing was about 1'¢c lower than yes-
terday. Washington news was the main
factor. The heavy receipts in the North-
west also tended to depress values, as did
also small export clearances from the sea-
board. Cables were weak. Considerable
long wheat was unloaded, and the specu-
lative offerings were heavy. There was
but littie disposition to buy in view of in-
dications of another liberal increase in the
visible supply. In corn, the long$ had al-
ready liquidated, and there was a strong
party in the marlet who favored higher
prices on the small crop. Prices had a 5%c¢

range, closing at ¥c from the bottom. lql_l-
loading by longs caused a decline of wf%cC
in ocats. Good buying made E;cﬂ reaction,
but the market closed easy. Stagnation
was the only feature in provisions.

THECOUNTRYWAITING

All Lines of Business Still Per-
meated with Unecertainty.

Rather Pessimistie Report of the Condi-
tion of Trade by Dun & Co.’s
Weekly Review,

NEW YORK, Oct. 13.—-R, G. Dun & Co."s
weekly review says: The country has been
waiting. While uncertainty has prevailed
men have not known what to do with safe-
ty, and so have done as little as they could.
Industries cannot always wait, and in them
an arrest of improvement generally means
some reaction. Merchants who have obli-
gations to meet cannot always wait, and
for some there has come misfortune. The
speculators and traders wait because they
have no substantial basis for a judgment.
The volume of business transacted in-
creases some, because the longer people
g0 without clothing, or food, or other nec-
essaries, the more certain their demand is
to revive. Government crop reports have
not helped speculation, because they are
now in harmony with prevailing judgments.
Wheat has weakened 1%c, though the gov-
ernment report would indicate a yileld of
991,000,000 bu., so small as to warrant higher
prices. Western receipts for the week have
been 6,054,648 bu., against 9,361,979 last year,
while Atlantic exports have fallen to 621,-
861 bu., against 1,909,123 last year. Corn has
advanced 1'4c, while pork products are un-
changed, but eith@#r would be very much

stronger, if men put full confidence in offi-
clal estimates, Oil has risen lc and coffee
is unchanged.

Cotton stands just where it did a week
ago in spite of a repert, which some inter-
preted as conclusive proof, of a yield far
below that of last vear, but the enormous
stock of old cotton in sight here and abroad
would expiain great hesitation in that mar-
ket, even if the official estimates were fully
credited. Cotton goods show a general im-
provement in tone, though weak in spots.
The demand for woolen goods is not a
third of the usual magnitude, and sales of
woo!l at the three chief markets for the last
week were 2,500,452 pounds, against 7,009,600
last vear. The situation is a strange one,
which perplexes the ablest dealers, and
though in dress goods a steady demand ap-
pears, the uncertainty as to men's
goods, knit goods and carpets is
as great as it maonths had not
clapsed with extraordinarily narrow dis-
tribution of products. Outside New York
boot and shce factorles are but poorlyv em-
ployed, and Eastern shipments were 34 per
cent. below last vear's, but bright spots
appear in woemen's shoes and in rubber
goods,

The failures for the past week number
394. Fighteen failures were in magnitude
exceeding $100,000, and eighty-four were over
$5,000 each, but less than $100,000, The ag-
gragate of liabilities in the failures for the
first week in October were only 23,491,292,
though the number was large. This week
the liabilities have apparently been in-
creased,
