Horse Thief in the Jail Gets Rather
Close to Liberty.

An attempt to escape from the jail was
nipped in the bud by Sheriff Emmett last

night. Clarence Johnson is confined in the
Jail awalting trial for horse stealing, and
occupied a cell In what is known as “mur-
derers’ row,” which is the upper tler of
cells on the south side of the bullding. The
cell in which he was confined is a noted

one, and has contained some famous crooks.
It is the cell in which Louis Guetig was con-
fined for a lnng time, while waiting trial for
the murder of his sweetheart, Mollie Mo-
Glew. About ten years ago a man named
Campbell was confined in this cell, and, by
someé means, obtained a brace and bit,
with which he bored holes through the steel
roo}lng. and then sawed out a plece of the
roof.

There were three prisoners in the cell at
the time and two of them succeeded in es-
caping but the third was captured, he being
unable to squeeze entirely through the hole
on account of his size. The hole was
patched up by replacing the portion of steel
removed and riveting it. Yesterday John-
son succeeded in digging out the lime that
h been plastered over the place and get-
tirtz a mop handle under the plate. He
had pried the plate down about an inch and
it would have taken hut litile trouble to re-
move It during the night, had not the work
been discovored by Sheriff Emmett when
he was locking the prisoners up last night.
After all the prisoners had been locked up
he removed Johnson and his cell-mate to
another cezll and prevented the scheme from
being carried out

UTY HAS NO MOXEY

Sullivan Crowd Leaves Finances
in & Deplorable Condition.

No Funds on Hand to Pay the Debts Now
Due, and a Big Lump of Bonded In-
debtedness to Meet Next Month.

HAWKINS'S MYSTERIOUS ACT

Will Not Sarrender His Itemized
Statement of Estimates.

Board of Works Holds Its Last Meeting
and Resigns—A Brief Couneil Meet-
ing—More Candidates Loom Up.

~

From the developments vesterday it

Seems no great surprise that an honest
man like ex-Controller Woollen was anx-
fous to resign and get away from the gang
that manipulated the finances of the Sulli-
van administration. The city is practically

bankrupt, as far as ready cash goes, and
it will require careful financiering to put
it in shape. Mr. Woollen did the best he
could to conduct the city’'s affairs as far
as they pertain to his department, but
the pressure of the gang was too much,
and the controller was thwarted. His res-

ignation before the election was a perfect-
ly logical one,

The city has in the neighborhood of
$2,600 in the treasury, with outstanding bills
that amount to more than this, not to men-
tion the excessive election expenses,
amounting to something like $12.000. There
will be demands for money bhefore the
month is out, and yet there is not a penny
in sight with which to meet them. Between
Nov. 10 and 15 there will become due $140,-
000 in temporary loans. Before leaving the
city Mr. Woollen estimated that the taxes
to come in in November would pay off the
temporary indebtedness and leave about
$38,000 for expenses for the rest of the half
Year. His =2siimates of the taxes included
the railroaa taxes, which are now in liti-
gation and which may not be available.
To add to that, President Hawkins has
acted In a pecullar manner in the matter
of estimates for his departments, in such
a manner, in t’act. that the new controller
is not able to tell whether all the appropri-
ations for that department have been used
already, or whether none of them have
been used. Mr. Woollen did not llke Haw-

kins’s style of doing business in this matter,
and did not hesitate to say so.

Mr. Woollen told the Democratic Coun-
cll that if they reduced the tax rate the
city would fall behind. The entire Sulli-
van machine prevailed against Mr. Wool-
len, and the rate was cut down_ for political

effect. As a result, the city’s financia
condition {is deplorable. Durg} the lanl
yaer a number of temporary foans were
made in order to raise money without in-
creasing the tax rate and exposing directly
the Democratic manipulations. The machine
made no provision for meeting these obliga-
tions when they became due. During the
year the following sums were borrowed,
the date on which they become due also
being given:

On Jan. 24 city bonds amountin to
109,500 will fall due. The encampfnent
bonds of $35,000 must be provided for with-
in the next year, and then there are the
$621,000 of bonds which the New York Life
I{lsura.nco Company is looking after for a
while. These bonds are provided for by
refunding bonds, however, and if the ecity
can float the refunding bonds, this will re-
lieve her of tha® much of the indebtedness.

The average running expenses of the city
amount to about $40,000 a month. The ex-
penses for the department of public safe-
Pr for September amounted to $20,604.90. It
8 not known whether the expenses for Oc-
tober will be largely in excess of that sum
or not, .Theraby hangs the tale of Mr.
Hawkinsg’'s refusal to give Mr. Woollen the
original estimates, which were first handed
to the controller, then taken away from his
office, and finally refused him when he de-
manded them back.

The Board of Safety. in maki
estimates for the coming year h;}grélglg‘g
t!nn. submitted the estimates In detail
Controller Woollen went over these esti-
mates bhefore sending his recommendation
to the Council on the tax rate. A few davs
afterwards Clerk Herrick came Into the
Controller’'s office and asked to borrow the
statement of kstimates. Tha table was
gl_w?n him. Some time afterwards Mr
Voollen demanded of him the stutement'
Mr. Herrick referred the Controller td
President Hawkins, who had the statement
in his possession. When the Controller
asked Hawkins for the statement, the pres-
ident of the Board of Safety replied that
the statement wes his own personal prop-
erty. Mr. Woollen insisted it was a part
of the records of his office, and that he
would not have let Clerk Herrick take
it if he had known that the return of it
would be refused. Mr. Woollen did not get
the original estimate, and Hawkins still
has it. It would not do, however, to have
no estimates at all, so Hawkins had a
brief statement, bunching all the estimates
prepared, and sent to Mr. Woollen. This
statement, very incomplete, is now in the
possession of Controller Trusler. It i{s as
follows:

It would have been possible for the Boa rd
of Safety, if it chose, to have expended a
large part of the appropriations based on
the original estimates the few wesks be-
fore the election and run the department
on a very narrow margin the rest of the
yvear. It is not known that this has been
done, but it is within the range of possi-
blities. The total appropriation recom-
mended by the board Yor the vear was
$256,004.95, which included a recommenda-
tion of §,000 for a shed to cover the Rast
Market square, $7,000 for an additional fire
company and §7.00 for mounted police.
Hawkins's refusal to surrender the itemized
account of his estimates still remains a
mystery. He is still In Chicago, and will
probably not return before Thursday.

While the Controller was wondering ves-
terday how long the $2000 in the treasury
would last, a bill for $1,988.82 for the In-
dianapolls Dessicating Company for the
month ending Oect. 15 came In. If this was
pald, it would wipe out the balance in the
treasury. The $1300 bill for the repalr of
the Erie ladder also confronts the balance,
and the Board of Works owes several hun-
dred dollars for broken stone.

Mr. Trusler had a talk with City Treas-
urer Holt yesterday, but that official de-
c¢lined to lend the city money to tide it over.

“l cannot say just yet what steps we will
take to get the city out of this unpleasant
fix,” said Controller Trusler vesterdayv
afternoon. “I understand Mr. Woollen fa-
vored the issuance of 3150000 or more of
bonde. People a few years from now will
forget the condition that exists at the
preserit if we issue bonds, and the ery is
apt to go up, “Well, vou increased the bhond-
ed Indebtedness of the city." We will try
to get the 312000 of encampment bonds
which are in the hands of Colonel Lilly.

Mr. Woollen said yesterday before leav-
ing the city:

“My financial plans have been defeated
time and again. When I recommended a
higher tax rate the Council or somebody
else would cut it down, for fear that the
result might be politically disastrous, 1
presume,. The thing has never been run
as 1 wanted to run it, and the public
knows that I am not to blame. If 1 have
done all tThat 1 could to bring about cer-
tain ends and then been defeated by others,
I cannot be held responsible.”

The refusal of Hawkins to turn over an
itemized statement of estimates is in di-
rect violation of the charter.

ELECTION EXPENSES,

Strange Things Found in the Dudget
by the Controller.

Upon examining the election
budget, yesterday, Controller Trusler
opened his eyes wide with surprise. He
discovered an inspector whose identity has
heretofore escaped noticg. It was one of
the Sullivan inspectorships which has been
somewhat in the dark. This berth was
known as the inspectorship of booths.
There were also numerous inspectors of
booze in the Sullivan campaign, but they
do not appear on the books as such. The
inspector of booths was R. C. Arnold, and
he asked the modest sum of 33 a day for
his work. He claimed three days' pay.
The election bill, the last attempt of the
Sullivan crowd to make a grab, Is abso-
lutely funny in some particulars. Between
the lines, =0 to speak, can be seen the
hankering for a grab; in the lines can be
seen the same hankering.

Albert Sahm estimated roughly, yester-
day, that the election expenses would be In
the neighborhood of $12,000. There is not a
penny in the treasury with which to pay
these expenses. Treasurer Holt told the

Controller yesterday that he was unwill-
ing to advance any money for the pay-
ment of these bills, and so the hungry
horde of inspectors and others who had
snaps will have to wait until Nov. 10,
when the taxes begin to come in. Not only
that, but they will have to take & great
deal less than they claim, for the bills are
exorbitant to a degree.

One of the first bills to be presented is
that of Bert Spencer. He only wants $100
for “making the record of the election re-
turns.” Willlam Jackson, for locating the
polling places, wants §120. Tom Hedian,
who received a salary from the city, is
even more modest than the others, He
sends in his bill thus: “For services as
special messenger and watcher of reserve
supplies, $100,"" The duties of watching the
reserve s?pues on election day were very
onerous. great many people in Indian-
apolis would have been glad to have footed
up the tally sheets on the day after the
election for a five-dollar note, S8am Perrott,
who was also pald by the city for his
services in the controller's office on that
day, asked for for helping in footdng
up the sheets, F. E. Fuller also wants
$0 for helping foot up the figures. A bill
for 3100, where the service would have been
dear at $l10! George Perrot, a brother of
Sam, and also emplo?red in the controller's
office, asks for $% for alding in canvass-
ing the vote. W. W. Spencer does not even
g0 to the formality of itemizing his serv-
ices. He simply bunches them and asks for
$35. F. C. Collins had an awful job in put-
ting sealing wax on as many as 158 pack-
ages. He says the job was worth % of
any man's money, although the Controller
may have a different opinion on the mat-
ter. That noble patriot, “Goose” Eden,
and his compeer, Martin Draper, immo-
lated themselves on the political a}ake for
$12 each. They say they put in three days
each in putting up booths. They first de-
cided to allow themselves four days at $
each, but, feeling somewhat conscience-
stricken, they changed their bill and made
it read “three days at $ each”"—same
total, Mark Bressan thinks his three days’
time was worth £ ® day. He “looked
after the ballot boxes.” He also figures in
the bills for buggy hire. Willlam Reobin-
son's claim is that he ‘“located inspect-
ors.” He and Willlam Carney want $6
each for this work. They no doubt de-
serve the money for locating the Sullivan
inspectors, for that was more than any
other men could do during the Sullivan
regime. Simeon Loftin says he “looked
after the election booths” He thinks the
hard work and damage to his health
amounted to 35 a day for three days. The
Sentinel Printing Company presented a
bill for $460.30. ’

Girton & Stout do not want very miucii.
They delivered the ballot boxes. Any mes-
senger agency In the city would have
been glad to have delivered a single box
even for 2 cents. The firm delivered 158
of them, and wants 50 cents each, a total
of $79. The election board accounts alone
run up to the excessive sum of $4,263.99,
and the bills are just beginning to come
in. One inspector made a claim of three
days’ service for one of his judges, al-
though it is not apparent how a Jjudge
ooulf serve that many days. Fred J. Yr%(
sent in a bill for twenty-three meais. Only
seven officials are allowed within a booth,
and allowing them, at the most, three
meals each, it cannot be seen how more
than twenty-one meals were served.
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BOARD OF WORKS MATTERS.

The Members All Resign—Natural Gas
Pipe Extension.

The members of the Board of Works have
all resigned, and Mr. Denny will probably
name thelr successors before another board
meeting is held. At the board meeting ves-
terday a number of contracts and bonds
were approved. The Manufacturers' Natu-
ral-gas Company was given permission to
extend its main from Louisiana street, at
the alley between Illinols and Tennessee

streets, up that allay to Georgia street, over
Georgia street to the first alley east of Ili-
nois, and from thence to the Grand Hotel.

Final estimates were allowed on the fol-
lowing improvements:

In behalf of C. Walters, for improving
Mississippl street, from Fall creek ta Twen-
ty-second street.

In behalf of Philips & Laockey, for ime-
proving Fountain street, from Glen Drive
to Laurence street.

“BILLY” REED CAUGHT

Youthful Murderer of Officer
Barker in a Prison Cell.

Had Been Hiding in This City Since the
Commission of the Deed—He Says
Whisky Caused the Crime.

William Reed, the slayer of special
watchman Barker, wept bitter tears of re-
pentance in a prison cell last night. The
boy murderer was found at 7 o'clock last
evening at the home of Ed Boring, his
cousin, at No. 40 West Sixth street. He
has been ill sinecs the night of his awful
deed, and has not been out of the city.
Yesterday morning when Chief Detective
Splann arrived at the Shelbyville jail he as-
certainad that the officers of that place
had made a mistake, Their prisoner, in-
stead of being *“Billie Reed,” was Harry
Perdee, a young man recently employed
by the Big Four railroad as a special con-
stable at Mooresfizld Perdee was en
route to Cincinnati, and stopped at Shelby-
ville last Saturday. He bears no resems-
blance to Reed, and how the sheriff mis-
took him for the latter the officers here are
unable to comprehend. Immediately on his
return, Chief Splann again took up the

search for the much-wanted fugitive, and
late yesterday afternoon learned positivel

that he was yet in the city. About 7 o'cloc

the chief, with detectives Dougherty and
Kaehn, drove quietly out to the Boring
home, and in a half hour Reed was a pris-
oner. Yesterday afternoon Reed's mother,
in compauy with her sister, Mrs. Boring,
called at the office of Hon. Thomas W.
Hanna and acquainted him with the fact of
the boy's presence in Indianapolis. The
women kept nothing concealed from the at-
torney, and, after fully placing him in pos-
session of the secret, requested his profes-
slonal assistance. It was agreed that Mr.
Hanna should call at the Boring home last
night, have a talk with Reed and then give
him wup to the officers. It was proba-
bly the mission of Mrs. Reed's to
the attorney’'s office that furnished
the detectives a clew as to the whereabouts
of her son, although it is stated that the
mother did not, until Sunday night, know
that the young man was here. When the
detectives entered the Boring home they
bluntly announced the purpose of their vis-
it, and in a few moments Reed ste;pped
from a rear room into the presence of ‘the
officers. His youthful face paled with fear
and excitement, but he made no attempt
to evade arrest or to deny his act. While
the young man was preparing to accom-
pany the detectives, attorney Hanna ar-
rived and was accorded a short interview
with his cllent. The principal admonition
imposed on the latter was to the effect
that it would be vitally necessary for him
to refrain from speech relative to his erime.
Before leaving the house, Reed requested to
gee his sweetheart, who, it seems, lives

near the Borings. The girl was summoned, *

and a passionate embrace, mingled with
tears and wvows of eternal constancy,
were indulged in by the couple. Then the
prisoner was brought tq the police station,
where he was locked up and the charge of
murder entered against his name. The in-
stant the clanking gates of the cell closed
behind him the boy broke into tears. A
few minutes afterwards Mrs. Reed called
to see him, and the interview between
mother and son was bitterly sad. Reed is
scarcely "twenty vears of age. He is of
slight bulld and is naturally of a delicate
constitution. Last night he cried continu-
ously. His demeanor is characteristic of
profound® penitence, and it is evident that
he realizes the enormity of his act.

“I do not want to talk about this,” he
gaid, gulping down a great sob. “I would
rather you would go to my lawyer. 1
don't know what I ought to say. I know
that I would not have done that thing had
1 not been drinking. Why should I?
Samuel Barker has been a good
friend to me and my famil e
never harmed a hair of my head. hisky
did it all. Why, I don't remember throwing
that rock. I did not know what I had done
until several hours afterward. NoO one can
tell how I feel about it. It was a terrible
thing, and I don’'t want to talk about It
any more,"”

Reed has been in this city from the mo-
ment he committed the crime. He refuses
to tell where he spent the time until he
went to the house on Sixth street. His rea-
sons are that the family who kept him do
not want to be known in the case. His at-
torney and family claim that he made no
effort to escape, but was only waliting untlil
he could secure the services and consult
with an attorney before giving himself up.

The present contract with the electric-
light company expires next Sunday, and
the company presented a new contract,
asking that a five years’ franchise be

given. The matter will rest with the town
attorney, and the board will meet some
evening to take action upon it. It is be-
lieved that the contract will be awarded.
The stumps on Morris street and BEelmont
avenue have not yet been removed, but
the marshal promised to remove them
within a few days. There are many cul-
varts throughout the town that need re-
pairing, and Marshal Maholm  was
notified to bring notice of the defective ones
to the board. A difficult question that has
bothered the board for some time is the
forming of pools on Miller street during
extreme rainv weather. The slope is gen-
erally towards this point, and, as Miller
street is not improved, the water remains
and forms a large pond. The southern
boundary of the town extends to the south
line of Miller street, and, in making an
improvement, the town would be held liable
for all such improvements., The town claims
that it has a right of way in Miller street
as far west as Eagle crzek. This fact Is
disputed by a parl{ who has fenced in 2
portion of it. Charles Maley owns all the
ground immediately south of Miller street,
west of Belmont avenue, as far as Eagle
creek. He refuses, in case of any improve-
ment. to bear hi® share of the expense, and
he cannot be compelled to pay such expensc
by the town, as he is not within corporation
limits. The town has twice before at-
tempted to annex hils land, but was de-
feated in court. A motion to take an ap-
peal in this case was passed, and it remains
with this coming decision as to what gen-
eral preparation the board will make
to rid the town of this defect. A step In
this direction is the raising of the roadway
of Reesner street, from Miller street to
Johnson street. and the lowering of the
gutters of Mlller street, from Harding
street to Reesner street. Bids were opened
for this improvement, and after long dis-
cussion the bid of James Anderson of $92
for the whole work was accepted. Ander-
gon is a colored citizen of West Indjan-
apolis, and this is the first time that a
colored man has been awarded any con-
tract by the town.

Another ripple on the peace of the town is
the cow ordinance. 'I'he marshal has
been enforcing this ordinance vigorously
for some time. Some time ago he im-
wunded a cow and the owner thereon
srought suit against him. The marshal
was fined 1 cent and costs. The matter
was appealed in 'Squire Danlels's court,
but the first verdict was upheld. The
beard passed resolutions to defend the
marshal as far as possible. Defeat In this
case means a general conversion of West
Indianapolis from a town into a pasture
for stray animals. The board then ad-
journed. A meeting will be held within a
few dayvs to award the electrie-light con-
