"The position is this, then." said Mr. But-
ler, "that the rule3 are binding upon the
minority and do not bind the majority."

"That is not the position," replied Mr.
Hill. "We cannot tie ourselves up so that
the majority has not the right to amend
the rules."

Mr. Butler If the Senate will pardon me.
we have tied ourselves up by a code of
rules to which the Senator subscribed when
he took the oath. Now, I understand the
Senator to say that he is not bound by a
code of rules, except so far as it meets his
approval."

Mr. Hill If we have, as the Senator says,
tied ourselves up, we ought to be per-
mitted to change the rules.

Mr. Butler How?
HOW TO REACH A VOTE.

Mr. Hill By simply presenting at the
proper time, and hour, and place, and oc-

casion, to be dertermined by the majority,
an amendment to our rules and then pro-

ceed.
"Without notlco?" asked Mr. Vest.
"As regulated by the majority," replied

Mr. Hill, "and then vote upon it If the
majority desire to change the rule there is
no practical difficulty."

Mr. Butler Then I understand the Sen-
ator from New York, In proceeding to
change the rules, would disregard Kule 4').

Mr. Hill Thus far I have proceeded with-
in the letter of the rule. Th iosltion of
the majority upon this question will de-
pend upon the attitude of the minority.

Mr. Butler Then 1 understand the Sen-
ator would not bo bound by the rules in
proceeding to amend, but would amend
the rules according to the will of the ma-
jority at any hour of the day.

I Mr. Hill I have said that the power to
(change the rules is a constitutional right.
It overrides any particular rule.

Mr. Butler I am not asking whet the
majority would do; I am asking what the
Senator from New York would do.

Mr. Hill I hope I am one of the ma-
jority. I hope before the debate Is through
that a majority will be found by my side,
ready to insist upon the constitutional
right to amend the rules whereby we can
carry out the provisions of the Constitu-
tion that vests the majority and not the
minority with the power to legislate.

Mr. Butler To that proceeding there
would be no objection: not the slightest. I
have finally got the Senator from New
York to a point which, 1 confess, was
rather difficult. (Laughter.)

Mr. Stewart remarked that Mr. Hill was
on the fence on the silver question, wdilch
brought forth the reply from Mr. Butler
that when the persuasive eloquence of the
Senator from Nevada had a Utile further
play the New York Senator would drop
completely over on the silver side. (Laugh-
ter.) Mr. Stewart modestly concurred in
this view.

Mr. Hoar asked Mr. Butler a question,
which he answered in the Yankee fashion
of asking another, whether the Senator
from Massachusetts held that the Senate
could change Its rules except under the
rules.

Mr. Hoar If there were a motion made
to amend the rules, and that motion were
presented to the presiding officer, after de-
bate, or after what is called filibustering hail
gone so far that In the opinion of the con-
stitutional presiding officer of this body,
who is chosen by the American people and
not by the Senate, and vwhose duty is pre-
scribed by the Constitution, had reached a
point which implied to his mind that fur-
ther discussion was intended to prevent ac-
tion, it wo.i'd be in his power and would
be his duty to say to the Senate, shall I
put this c.ujstlon, without further debate
or dilatory motions? and, thereupon, to.
direct the yeas and nays to be called, per-
mitting no man to interfere, and if a ma-
jority of the Senate said "yea" it would be
his duty to put the question.

MR. BUTLER GROWS FUNNY.
Mr. Butler said that as fair a man as

the Vice President was, he should resent
making him the depository of the power to
say when debate should terminate, even
with his party in the majority, because it
was, In his opinion, subversive of the very
foundation principles upon which the gov-

ernment was framed. Mr. Butler, re-

ferring to the remarks of Mr. - Mills, that
he (Mills) and the Senator from Ohio (Mr.
Sherman) would grasp hands on the pend-
ing bill, drew a laughable picture of the
Senator fromOhio, whom he characterized
as the arch enemy of silver, and the Sen-
ator from Texas voluptuously embracing
one another. "And when the election laws
are reached," Mr. Butler said, "it the gov-
ernment gets over its paralysis, and when
the tariff bill for revenue only is reached,
If it survives that paralysis, how the Sen-
ator from Texas will rush into the arms of
the Senator from Ohio and embrace him
again and again, because of the fact that
they had shaken hands across the financial
chasm." (Laughter.) Bat, Mr. President,
the age of wonders and surprises will not
end with seeing me in the arms of the Sen-
ator from Kansas and the Senator from
Texas in the arms of the Senator from
Ohio. We shall, I hope, live to see a
long, fond, cordial, gushing embrace be-
tween the Senator from New York (Mr.
Hill) and the President of the United
States. (Laughter.) That would be a
picture for the artist. How long and ling-
ering and loving it will be. (Laughter.)
A bucket of boiling hot water would not
separate them. We are going to have a
great many surprises of this kind. It
would not surprise me to see my venerable
friend from Nevada (Mr. Stewart) rushing
up to the White House to embrace the
President. (Laughter.) I think as long
as these love scenes continue there is no
danger of revolution or of the govern-
ment stopping. I regard them as very
hopeful signs of the future." Mr. Butler
closed with an appeal for a compromise.

Mr. Palmer was about to address tho
Senate when Mr. Teller withdrew his mo-
tion to amend the Journal, disposing of the
question pending before the Senate. The
Journal was approved and the repeal bill
was then taken up for the first timo since
Monday.

Mr. Manderson gave notice of an amend-
ment to the rules. It provides that If, upon
a vote by yeas and nays, it appears to
the Chair upon recapitulation and before
the announcement of the result that a
quorum has not voted, he shall call upon
tho Senators present and not voting by
name to vote, and shall direct the secre-
tary to add to the list of Senators voting
the names of Senators present and not
voting, including those announcing pairs,
or who may or may not have been excused
from voting, and to enter the same on the
Journal.

Mr. Peffer then resumed his speoch
against the bill begun on Friday. At 5:05
o'clock the Senate, upon motion of Mr.
Voorhees, took a recess until 10 o'clock
to-morr- ow morning.

County Boards of Health Enforc-
ing Vaccination of Children.

Opinion by the Attorney-Gener- al De-

claring that the Board's Rules
Operate as lv.

Fear of the spread of smallpox has be-
come very general throughout the north-
eastern section of the State, and boards of
County Commissioners, acting as county
health boards, are beginning to enforce
vaccination upon school children and adspt
other precautions to prevent the spread
of the disease. In Randolph county a
question has cogie up as to the power of
the board to enforce this rule, and the
secretary. Dr. A. F. Huddleston, requested
of the Attorney-gener- al an opinion. Attorney-g-

eneral Smith last evening sent his
reply, in which he says:

"Aside from those powers which are ex-
pressly statutory the State and other
health boards of Indiana in the performance
of their ofilciaJ duties are called upon to
exercise that authority which is designated
by the courts and law writers of the coun-
try as "police power." It is that right
resting with the State and through it with
municipalities, towns and counties, which
enables it to protect the health and com-
fort of all its citizens. It is a power that
is Inherent and plenary, and cannot be
limited or in any way circumscribed by
contract or even legislative enactment.
Under the general police powers of the
State persons and property are subject to
such rules us may be necessary to secure
and preserve the health, comfort and
morals of the State. In discussing thispower the Supreme Court of our State
bald, in the cae of Hockett vs. State, lu5
Ind., that 'it extends to the protection oflives, limbs, health, comfort and conven-
ience, as well as the property, of all per-
sons within the State. It authorizes theLegislature to prescribe the mode and man-ner in which every one may so use hisown as not to injure another, and do what-ever is necessary to promote the public
welfare; not inconsistent with its organiclaw.

"Under the act of 1SD1 establishing aState Board of Health and defining itspowers, the boards of commissioners oftho several counties of the State are con-
stituted boards of health ex officio for theirrespective counties, and it is made theirduty to protect the public health by theremoval of causes of disease when known,and in all cases to take rrompt action toarrest the spread of contagious diseases,to abate and remove nuisances dangerousto the public health and to perform suchother duties as may from time to timebe required of them by the State Board ofHealth pertaining to the health of the peo-
ple.

"The powers of county boards are madesubordinate to those of the State board,although it is undoubtedly true that coun-ty boards may supplement the rules of theState board with such additional regula-
tions not inconsistent with those of theState board as shall in an emergency benecessary for the protection of the healthand comfort of the people of their respec-
tive counties. The State board has adopt-
ed an elaborate and comprehensive code ofrules, which have doubtless been submittedto the county board of Randolph county,
and which have or should have been adopt-
ed by that board and placed upon the recor-
ds-kept of their proceedings. These rulesof the State board prohibit persons affectedwith any contagious or infectious diseasefrom attending any public or privateschool; and provide further that in allcases where exposure to smallpox is threat-ened that it shall be the duty of the countyboard to compel vaccination or revaccina-tlo- n

of- - all exposed persons. From thedocument submitted for my consideration,it appears that the county board of Ran-dolph county has also established a rulepreventing any child from attending-- thepublic schools without first having beenvaccinated and presenting a certificate ofvaccination from some physician.
"The power to make the rules and regu-

lations above referred to Is recognized by
the statue, and in so far as they are notin violation of the law they are as bindingupon the people aif enacted by the Gen-
eral Assembly of the Stata The laUrrpart of Section 9 of the act of 1891 provides
that the secretary of any board of health(State, town or city) who shall fail or re-
fuse to promulgate and enforce such rules

, and, regulations (as were adopted by thewaj;, board),, and any person or persons,
or the officers of any corporation. who shallfall or refuse to obey such rules 'and regu-
lations, shall bo deemed guilty of a misde-meanor, and, upon conviction thereof,shall be fined in any sum not exceedingone hundred dollars, and upon a second con-
viction the court or Jury trying the causemay add imprisonment in the county Jailfor any period not exceeding ninety days.
Also, by the terms of Section 14 of this act,any violation of Its terms is made a misde-meanor, punishable by fine In any sum notexceeding one hundred dollars.
tu1 clear' tnerefor taken as a whole,that the rules and regulations adopted byState, town, city and county boards ofhealth, not inconsistent with the statute orbeyond the powers delegated to such bodies,are as much a part of the law and as sus-ceptible of enforcement as are the express
provisions of the statute referred to. I amclearly of the opinion that the county boardof Randolph county has not exceeded itsauthority in providing the rule which re-lates to vaccination. The emergency forsuch a course is set out and the law en-joins upon the county board to take allnecessary steps for the prevention of thespread of contagious diseases, and It isapparent from the very language employedthat such boards arc expected to take pre-cautionary measures and not wait untilsome dread disease has obtained a footholdin the community or become epidemic Incharacter."

W. Fred Petit, Alleged Wife Poi-

soner, Granted a New Trial.

However, He Has Only a Few Weeks to
Live Story of the Celebrated

Munlcr Case.

Fred W. Petit, ex-minis- ter and alleged
poisoner of his wife, was granted a new
trial by the Supreme Court at noon yester-
day. The prisoner, confinsd In the northern
penitentiary for life, is dying of consump-
tion, and it is scarcely possible that he will
live to racclve the benefit of tho amnesty
extended by the higher court. On the 20th
clay of November, Petit was sentenced
to th northern prison by Judge Snyder, of
th2 Montgomery Circuit, where the case had
gone from Tippecanoe county on change of
venue. The trial of the celebrated cause
occupied five weeks, and was productive of
wid3 Interest throughout the country.

Fred W. Petit was one of the brilliant
young divines of the Methodist Church, a
Mason of hlarh degree, and to the world a
polished, cultured gentleman. The crime for
Which h3 Is now suffering was the result of
the most cunning and diabolical scheming,
although the evidence was purely circum-
stantial, and, as hundreds of people b2-llev- e.

should not have convicted him. ' Tctlt
was the pastor of the Shawnee Mound
Church, a pretty little edifice, situated in
the most picturesque portion of Tippecanoe
county. Adjoining the church was the par-
sonage, where the rolnistsr, with his wife
and little girl, lived In apparent happiness.
During the month of June, 1SSD, Mr3. Petit
absented herself from her home for a w:ek
and visited her aunt, a Mrs. Ford, of South
Bend. She returned to Shawnee Mound
about the middle of the month, and th3 day
after her arrival was taken 111. From the
evidence shown It appeared that her fatal
Illness dared from tho moment that h?r hus-
band caused her to drink of a cup of tea
which h2 had made for her. The fact that
wltnses present heard her remark, "Fred,
this tea U so bitter," furnished the prose-
cution with a theory that on this occasion
Petit administered hl3 wifa the lirst doso of
strychnia. The physician who was called
found the woman suffering with convul-
sions. She was relieved, but on the follow-
ing morning suffered a recurring attack.
For three days hsr symptoms were strongly
characteristic of strychnine poisoning, and
she finally died In horrible arony. During
her illness her husband remained at her bed-
side, and the State showed a damaging line
of evidence when it proved that after each
dose of medicine administered by Petit his
wife grew alarmlnaly worse. After death
sho was taken to In home of her mother,
at White Plains, New York, and interred.
- Three months later the body was taken
up by Chemist Peters, of Lafayette, and
quantities of strychnine poison found in
the stomach. In the meantime Petit, leav-
ing his little daughter with his wife's
mother, returned to Shawnee Mound. Then
the tongues of the gossips began to wag
His name was coupled with that of Mrs.
Elma Whitehead, the wealthiest widow in
Tippecanoe county, a member of his flock
and the occupant of a splendid mansion
within a half-mil- e of the little Methodist
parsonage. There were few attractive
features about the widow, but it was
shown unquestionably that she and the
minister had been guilty of much Indiscreet
conduct, anil It was soon boldly hinted
that Petit had killed his wife In order
that 'he might enjoy the wealth of Mrs
Whitehead. Petit was arrested and jailed
at Lafayette on the charge of wife murder,
but his case w.is vtnued to Montgomery
county, and on Nov. 8, 1S90, the case was
called to trial before Judge Snyder, one of
the most competent and able jurists of the
State. The prosecution was conducted by
Prosecutor Haywood, of Lafayette, assisted
by Prosecutor Anderson, of Montgomery
county, and Colonel Wilson, of Lafayette
The prisoner's attorneys, Stuart, Gaylord
& ICumler and Colonel Dehart. of La-
fayette, struggled hard against the dam-
aging evidence of the State, but without
avail, and after five weeks of legal battle
the prisoner was found guilty. Almost
from the day of his incarceration Petit
began to droop and give way to the dismal
surroundings of the prison. Rapidly he
drifted Into lung trouble, and a letter a few
days ago received from tho prison states
that, he will survive but a few weeks. Ho

'Is frightfully emaciated from disease and
confinement, and is unable to speak above
a whisper.

The appeal to the Supreme Court for a
reversal of the decision of the lower court,
refusing a new trial, has ben pending for
more than a year. Judge Hackney in hi a

ruling finds that the most important error
committed by Judge Snyder was in the re-
fusal to grant the defense a continuance,
in order that they might produce Mrs.
Ford, the aunt of the dead wife. They
held that this witness could testify to the
prisoner's real affection for his wife, and
also to the fact that she had been subject
to peculiar symptoms not unlike those
from which she died. Mrs. Ford, it ap-
pears, had gone far west, and the lower
court in the refusal to grant a continuance
claimed that her evidence was not ma-
terial, and that Petlt's attorneys were
dilatory In their efforts to produce her.
The Supreme Bench failed to agree with
the lower court on this point, and this,
with a number of other errors, was con-
sidered of vital importance to the case.

When they appeared upon the stage it
was readily seen that Adam Miller, of
Buffalo, who was Walker's opponent, had
the advantage in weight.
