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MUST GO ELSEWHERE

Corbett and Mitchell Cannot Fight
at Coney Island.

Mayor Boody, of Brooklyn, Serves Warn-
ing on the Pugilists—The En-
glishman Quite Angry.

NEW YORK, Oct. 19.—Mayor Boody, of
Brooklyn, to-day gave it out that he would
not permit the prize fight between Corbett
and Mitchell to take place at Coney Island.
District Attorney Ridgeway is also reported
to have sald that the offering of a purse
by the Coney. Island Athletic Club was
more or less of a bluff to find out how the
people of Brooklyn and Kings county would
stand it, and that the tolerance of a prize
fizght—that is an international prize fight—
would never be considered. The sporting
men of New York do not actually laugh
out loud at the “campaign documents,” but
some of them do say that the bluff is on the

part of the politicians. Some go far enough
to add that, as soon as the election Is over,
the status of the Corbett-Mitchell little
bout will be as it was a day ago—that is,
that it will go on, if John Y. McKane, the
boss of Gravesend, sayvs it may. Others
insist that Governor Flower, who stopped
boxing in Buffalo, to be consistent, must
make these sluggers go elsewhere than in
this State to slug. PBob Fitzsimmons this
afternoon said that he would fight either
man under any terms. He preferred Mitch-

1, and expressed a desire to meet the

nglishman, rough and tumble, or any
way. Sheriff Courtney, when asked if it
was true that the fight would not take

lace, sald: ‘“No; there will be no fight.
at Mayor Boody says is perfectly true,
and the fight cannot come off."

Charley Mitchell, who is now In Pitts-
burg, was very angry when informed by a
reporter that Mayor Bnod{.e of Brookly ..
had decided that the fight tween Corbet:
and himself could not take place at Coney
fsland. It was the first definite intimation
that the English pugilist had received of
the intended Interference by the Brooklyn
authorities, and he at once launched out
{nto a bitter denunciation of the New York

inisters, who he claimed were responsi-

le for Mavor Boody's action. He said
they did not know the difference betweer
a prize-fight and a boxing match, and they
would do well to attend to their own bus-

ess. No atterupt was made to stop small
ahts. but an international affair gave the
preachers an opportunity to get a little
cheap notoriety.

Mitchell then declared that the fight would

ve to come off. The money was up, and
f they could not fight In this country he
would insist upomn settling the matter in
Mexico or Cuba under London prize-ring
rules on the turf, for the original stakes.
The purse was no object. He would pre-
er to have the contest in New Orleans or

Francisco, but if this cannot be ar-
ranged he will demand that Corbett go out
of the country with him and 1ight for the
$10,000 a side. He had canceled everything
else and would insist upon this. In con-
clusion Mitchell said that If the fight was
revented: by Brooklyn's Mayor he would
Ee in $5,000, as the officials of the Coney
Island Club had put up $10,000 guarantee
that the “mill"” would come off under their
auspices,

Corbeit Will Continune to Train.

ASBURY PARK, N. J., Oct. 19.—Pugilist
James J. Corbett received word that the
Kings county officials, at a special meet-

ing, had decided to stop the proposed fight
between him and Mitchell at the Coney
Island Athletic Club to-day. He sald that
he proposed going on with his daily train-
ing as heretofore, and if the fight did not
come off it would be no fault of his. Cor-
bett refused to say whether he would sign
to fight before any other club.

Cannot Fight in Lounisiann.
NEW ORLEANS, Oct. 19, — Governor
Foster, in an interview on the subject of
the prize fights In this State, said he would

take steps to prevent their being held

here. In his opinion, there is not any great

likelihood of the Mitchell-Corbett or other

events taking place here. Should there be,

however, he will at once take steps

whereby such attempts will be thwarted.

CHOKED TO DEATH.

A Patient Swallows a Sponge on the
Operating Table and Dies.

———

SYRACUSE, N. Y., Oct. 19.—Patrick Ken-
aley, of Jordan, died on the operating table
at St. Joseph's Hospital here yesterday,
not from the surgeon’s knife, but by being
choked to death with a spongs which was
being used by an assistant to keep the
mucus from Kenaley's throat. The man
died in great agony. His friends immedi-
ately applied to Coroner C, S, Roberts for

an investigation. Kenaley came to Syracuse
to be operated upon for a perforating ulecer
of the left heel. ]It was decided by Dr. Tol-

man and the hospital physicians to take the
leg off at the ankle. The patient had been
put under the influence of anaesthetics, and
Dr. Tolman was performing the operation,
An attendant had been instructed to swab
out the man's throat that had ftilled with
mucus. In some way the sponge got loose
and Kenaley drey it into his throat with
the next respiration. He bpegan to choke to
death. An attempt was made to extract the
spenge, Instead of the desired result, it
went still further down., It was decided
that tracheotomy was the only means to
gave the man’'s life. It was of no use. He
had choked to death before the sponge was
taken out. The case has aroused much
interest among the medical profession.

Lease caused the suffrage plank to be in-
corporated in the Populist platform. The
advocates for the original scheme have con-
tinued to complain of Mrs. Lease's action

until now it is said the quarrel has grown
until it is nothing more or less than a
division in the ranks of the suffragists on
political grounds, the Populists taking
Mrs. Lease's side and the Republicans Mrs.
Johns's, The Populist women sav that
back of it all and the real inspiration of
the quarrel is the jealousy of Mrs. Lease’'s
growing influence, not only in Kansas, but
in the country at large.

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OUR MONEY SYSTEM

Finance Discussed by Horace
White at the Bankers’ Congress.

What an Elastic Currency Means and
How It Can Be Secured—Address
by Ex-Director Leech.

CHICAGO, Oct. 19.—The feature of to-
day's proceedings at the bankers’ con-
gress was an address by Horace 'White,
of New York. Mr. White said in part:

“Nearly everybody who busies himself
with the subject of finance says that we
ought to have an elastic currency. What
is meant by that? Evidently it means a
currency that will expand when there is
an active demand for it and contract when
the demand subsides. This suggests an-
other query: What do we mean by de-
mand? We mean the demand for money
to carry on the exchange of the products
of the country, which, moved at certain
periods and years in larger volumes than
at other perigds and years, depend upon
the state of the crops and the market for
We all agree that the currengy
more abundant when the exchanges of
goods are rapid and extensive, and less
abundant when the contrary conditions
exist, How can we get this kind of cur-
rency? We cannot get it from the govern-
ment, because , the government cannot
when the demand is increasing or
it has never been
proposed to gauge the issuing of currency
by the collections at the custom house,
but that method will be much more philo-
sophical than the per capita method.”

Mr., White "then gave the history of
money from the early ages to the present
day, and, continuing, said: “But the p92int
I wish to illustrate is that a check on a
bank, or a private individual's acceptance,
or a certificate of deposit in an insurance
company, or any kind of shin plaster will
periorm all the functions of a bank note
if the public have the same confldence in
the issuer, There is no difference between
the check and the bank note as regards
their intrinsic nature and character. A
perfectly elastic currency would be one
which should rise and fall in volume pari
passu with the quantity of sugar, flour,
cloth and other commodities seeking to
be exchanged for each other. It is easy
to see that the check system is automatic
and elastic, and that it accommodates it-
self to the volume of the business at one
time as well as at another. It is not quite
80 easy to see that the bank-note system
may be automatic and elastic in the same
way,

“Now our problem is ‘o devise a system
where the bank notes shall be elastic like
the check, and in like inanner make barter
a sclence. We can see now, if not before,
why the government has no facjlities for
imparting elasticity to the cufrency. It
has neither the requisite knowledge of the
needs of business nor the means of respond-
ing to them. Even if it had an oracle to
keep it informed of the needs of business
it would have no means of putting the
money where it is needed unless it should go
into the business of discounting commercial
paper, in which case it would have to re-
ceive deposits also and perform the other
functions of a bank. Under the George
Smith regime, when the certificate of de-
posit was first raade prominent, there was
abundance of money for legitimate trade.
This means simpiy that for the purpose of
bartering the consumable products of the
country against each other there was no
lack of instruments of exchange. It is not
a banking function to furnish capital for
the building up of a new country or for
permanent works of any kind. Most of
the misfortunes that have overtaken banks
iIn this country have resulted from loans
to speculators, such as advances to rail-
way builders, to real estate owners and
the like. No currency will ever be elastic
cnough to satisfy such wants.

"“The requisites of an elastic currency are,
first, that there must be no limit set upon
It except the demands for Instruments
with which to exchange the consumable
products and materials moving through the
country, including such as have been im-
ported from or are golng to forelgn coun-
tries; second, it must be issuable at once
as the demand for it arises, without wait-
iIng for somebody else to do something
else, and without spending more monev i:1
making preparations for it than is finally
obtained. The present national bank cur-
rency is not now and never was an elastic

"“The great merit of the national b ur-
rency 1s its security. This Is due to z:lt:ff ;7::{
ernment's guaranty, which, in its turn, is
Justified. 'ﬂm.,‘ government guaranty is also
sufiicient for the note holders. The question
is whether United States bonds can be dis-
pensed with as part of the security of the
government.” Mr. White then read the copy
of a_communication from the Controller of
thg United States showing that the taxes
19\ ied on the national banks of the United
States since the organization of the system
had neotted the government the round .
of $130,193,000 . . e =D o

135,000, and continued: “It appears
therefore, that if there had never been any
bond security for national bank notes the
government would have lost less than a
million dollars by redeeming the notes of all
failed banks. To put it in another way: If
there had been a common fund of some-
thing less than a million dollars accumu-
lated by taxation of bank notes, no loss
would have resulted to the government.

Mr. White then went on to say: “Bond se-
curity for bank notes is not consistent with
elasticity. If you ask me whether I con-
#lder elasticity a more valuable feature than
sacurity, I say decldedly not. Our aim
should be for both security and elasticity,
Both are attained in the Scotch system by
unlimited liabllity of the shareholders of
banks for their note issues. Formerly the
lHability of sharsholders of all the banks,
except three, were uniimited as to all claims
whatsoever, but since the failure of the City
of Glasgow Bank, and largely {n consequence
of it, tha uniimited liability clause has been
repealed, except as to note issues. Thus it
has Jappened that the notes of failed banks
in Scotland have always been received by
the other banks at par, and have never de-
praciated, although they have neither bond
szcurity nor safety fund behind them.

“If a bank note system Is both elastic and
secure-we have every requisite of a perfect
system. What we mean by security is the
convertibility of the bank note into gold on
demand. It is only within four or five
months that signs have appeared in the
financial firmament that the limit of fiat
money that can safely rest on one hundred
millions of gold has been reached. I only
regret that this additlonal circulation for
which we see there was a real demand was
obtained at such a costly rate by the pur-
chase of silver bulllon, whereas, the public
might have been more easily and accurately
served with bank notes, which cost nothing
but the printing. I say bank notes—not EOvV-
ernment notes. Another reason why bank
notes are preferable is that they are con-
tinually balancing each other in the trade of
the country, just as checks do. In other
words, they redeem themsclves without the
use of gold. Gold is needed as a touchstone
all the tima, but its actual transfer is re-
quired only to settle balancss of internation-
al trade.”

Mr. White then exampled the imperial
banks of Germany, France and England
as another way to dispense with bond se-
curity for bank notes, He also said:
“There is no reason that I can discover
why the national banks should not be al-
lowed to have branches as the Scotch and
Canadian banks do.” Mr. White then
went on to show why the national banking
act must be gotten rid of, if a flexible cur-
rency is secured, In so far as the “bond se-
curity’” clause is concerned, sayving: s 1
bond security were dispensed with and
its place taken by either a safety fund, un-
limited liability or bank consolidation, an
elastic currency would be secured.' In
conclusion Mr. White read the bill, which
was drawn up by him last winter and in-
troduced In the House of Representatives
by Mr. Walker, of Massachusetta,

LEECH ON SILVER.

E. 0. Leech, ex-Director of the United

States Mint, now a New York banker,
read a paper on “The sillver question, as
related to the appreciation of gold.” Hae
said:

“He must be blind, indeed, who fail to
see that the distrust, which was the main
feature of the recent panic, had its birth
in the silver poliey of this country. Noth-
lnT shert of a radical reversal of this policy
will restore confldence and attract foreigm
investments. All foreign investors and the
Ereat mass of our own business people
believe that it is not possible for this coun-
try to continue to absorb in its curreancy
a depreclated and depreciating metal with-
out resulting in placing our monetary sys-
tem on a sllver basls, where our paper
dollars will represent only a promise to
pay a sllver dollar. This Is the logical, prac-
tical business reason for the distrust which
has been created, and it is equally logical
to say that it will rot disappear until the
cause is removed. In order to merit the
canfidence of the world and maintain our
excellent credit and reputation as a coun-
try of the first class, we rmust maintain
our monetary system ahove all question,
with all our currency redeemable on demand
in the money which civilized countries
have decided to do business with—gold.
The only way to do this is to go out of
the sliver business until such a time as

has been losing such o!as-‘

other commercial countries may find it
for their interests to join with us in re-
storing silver to its former use as money.
That the sober second thought of the Amer-
ican ple is asserting itself and will
compel such an action at the hands of
their legislative representatives is beyond
Question."”

Mr. Leech tken discussed the claim that
what appeara to be a depreciation in the
value of silver is really an appreciation in
the value of gold, occasioned by its scar-
city and by the disuse of silver as money
He cited statistics to show that there i3
more actual money and more siiver money
in use in the world to-day than ever be
fore. ‘““The product of silver for the last
twenty years,” he said, *‘has aggregated
over $2.400,000,000 in coining value, while for
the preceding period of twenty years it
was only $948,000,000, and the coinage of sil-
ver for the last twenty vears has aggre-

ted the enormous sum of $2,300,000,000."

egaring the fall in prices, Mr. Leech said:
“Without going into individual articles, it
Is suflicient to say that there is not one of
the great staple commodities which has
fallen largely in price, where such declin=
cannot be readily traced to circumstances
affecting the demand and supply of the
article itself. To ascertain with accuracy
whether or not there has been an appre-
ciation irn the value of the world’s money—
gold—it would be much fairer to take as
& basis of comparison those things which
have not been subjected to special causes
of cheapening, and which are most quickly
and naturally affected by the plenty or
scarcity of money, namely, interest and
wages."”

Mr. Leech read a table giving the aver-
ages of the rates of discount in the princi-
pal cities of Europe from 188 to 1802, from
which it appeared that “‘the rate of inter-
est has been steadlly lowered each vear,
which could not be the case if the amount
of actual money had grown scarcer. The
unanimous report on wages and prices by
the Senate committee on "finance, made
after an exhaustive examination by a
special committee of distinguished Sen-
ators, shows that the wage-earner .to-dayv
not only receives higher wages In every
branch of industry than in prior years,
but also that he can purchase more of the
necessities of life with his wages than ever
before.”

E. H. Pullen, vice president of the Na-
tional Bank of the Renubliec, of New York
read a resolution condemning Congress for
failing to repeal the Sherman purchase
law. It was passed by an emphatic, unan-
imous vote,

A number of papers were ordered print-
ed without .reading. To-night the delegates
were the guests of the Chicago Bankers'
Association at a reception at the Union
League Ciub,

On the report of the nominating commit-
tee the following officers for the ensuing
vear were elected: President, M. M. White,
president of the Fourth National Bank of
Cineinnati; first viece president, John J. P.

THE BATTLE OF TRENTON
Commemorated by a Monument Sur-
mounted by a Statue of Washington.

- ———

TRENTON, N. J., Oct. 19 —The monu-
ment to commemorate the battle of Trenton
was unveiled in this city to-day. Five
thousand militiamen from New York,
Pennsylvania, Connecticut, Massachusetts
and New Jersey took part in the exercises,
Governor Werts and staff, together with
the visiting Governors, were conveved in
carriages to the monument, where the ex-
crcises of the day were held. The grand
stand was occupied by many distinguished
persons, among them being ex-Governor
and Mrs. Greene, General Sewell, the New

Jersey Senators and members of Congress,
members of the Monmouth Battle Associa-
tion, the Princeton Battle Association, Sons
of the American Revolution, Daughters of
the American Revolution and of the Soci-
ety of Cincinnatl. After a setection by the
Seventh Regiment Band, Willilam Stryker
president of the association, came forward
and introduced Bishop Starkey, of New
York, who invoked the divine blessing on
this auspicious oeccasion. General
then made the opening address, and was
followed by many well known and prom-
inent men. The occasion was one long to
be remembered for the memory of those
present as well as the object for which they
met. The battle monument has for its
principal ornament a large bronze statue
of Washington, which stands on top of a
handsome shaft. The monument is 150 feet
above the street level and weighs four mil-
lion pounds, and the ghaft alone cost over
$60,000. The bronze statue of Washington
at the top of the shaft was presented by the
State of New York, through legislative ap-
propriation, in view of the fact that the
troops participated in the battle of Trenton,
which engagement probably decided the
fate ‘of our country. The shaft itself com-
memorates the battle of Trenton, which oc-
curred after the trving events about New
York. Washington is represented as he ap-
peared on the morning of Dec, 28, previous
to the famous battle. On that day Wash-
ington came down the Princeton road to
the spot where the monument now stands,
and ordered Capt. Alexander Hamilton, the
nineteen-year-old artilleryvman of New
York, later the distinguished statesman,
to fire upon the enemy advancing up War-
ren street. Washington then gave the or-
der for two brigades of American troops
to hurry up the Brunswick road and pre-
vent the enemy from escaping to Frince-
ton. Then came the battle and victory.

NEW YORK, Oct. 19.—The attendance
to-night clearly demenstrated that the in-
terest in the pyramid pool match between
Roberts, the English champion, and D'Oro
was increasing. D'Oro sald he did not feel
well on Wednesday night, and expeected to
make a better showing. The game was re-
sumed on the English table. Roberts made
a succession of shots in the sixty-seventh
frame, and the spectators yelled themselves

hoarse at his beautiful hazards and posi-
tion plays. In a break he held thirteen
balls, and finally got the remaining two,
This was the firet time since the mateh be-
gan that either player had got the credit
of fifteen balls on the English table, He
was unfortunate in the following frame,
however, by making two scratches, which
made it necessary for him to spot the next
two balls he made, In the seventy-zeventh
frame he took fifteen by beautiful play,
and followed it by securing thirteen in the
following frame, running ahead of his ad-
versary by a score of 580 to 577. The Cu-
ban got square a few minutes later by tak-
ing the entire thirteen amid rapturous ap-
plause, putting his total yp to 582, Roberts
responded with twelve, which brought him
within three of his adversary. In the last
frame of the night's play, D'Oro made
fourteen, and the game was adjourned

PROBABLY A “FAKE.”

Report that Dr. Graves's Coffin Con-
‘ tained a Log Instead of a Dody.
DENVER, Col.,, Oct. 19.—The News pub-

lishes a sensational article to-day to the

effect that Dr. Graves, the famous poison-
er, who was supposed to have committed
suicide in jail, is not dead. It is main-
tained that a pine log occupied the cofiin in-
stead of a body.

The story is that Charles N. Chandler, a
wealthy citizen of Thompson Center, Conn.,

arrived hera Tuesday in company with
Stephen Morse, of the same town, which Is

Dr. Graves's old home, and where the body
is supposed to have been buried. These
gentiemen told the hotel proprietor where
ttey stopped that Dr. Graves was not
dead; that the casket was opened at the
grave in Thompson Center, agalnst the
protests of the widow, and found to con-
tain a plne log instead of a dead body,
and that the supposed dead doctor s now
énjoying his liberty in a forelgn country.
A rumor has been current here for some
time past that the body carried from lhe
cell in the county jall on that Sunaay
morning was wax, and not the flesh of the
alleged famous poisoner, and that this
trick had been played in order to give the
prisoner his liberty and deceive the public;
that the parties to the deception were some
high officlals and a seeret organization.
This rumor was strengthened by the fact
that no one was allowed to view the re-
mains except the most intimate friends
of the Graves family, and also that Mrs.
Graves refused to allow the body to be
embalmed before shipping it to Massachu-
setts, but to-day is the first time the re-
port has appeared in print,

Nothing Too Good for the Officers
of the Russian Fleet.

Hundreds of Deer Killed to Supply Ven-
ison for a Banquet Given by Social-
ists—British Troops Defeated.

PARIS, Oct. 19.—Admiral Avellan visited
Marshal Canrobert during the course of the
day.

In fact, it was in the
Crimea that the French first loved and
esteemed the Russians. Marshal Canro-
bert also alluded to his friendship for
Alexander III. Admiral Avellan replied to
the fact, that though he was too young "0
remember the Crimean war, the receptior.
France had accorded to the Russian sailors
had shown him where her sympathies were,
In conclusion, Admiral Avellan begged.
Marshal Canrobert not to inconvenience
himself to return his visit, but within half
an hour Marshal Canrobert drove to the
Military Club to return the visit to the
Russian commander.

The Russian sailors lunched at the Min-
istry of Foreign Affairs to-day and received
the usual ovation whenever they were rec-
ognized while passing through the streeis.
At the Ministry of Foreign Affairs the now

familiar toasts to Russia and France were
roposed and drunk with the customary
entnusiasm. To-night the visitors were en-
tertained by the municipal authorities at tha
Town Hall. These authorities are Soclalists,
but they did not hesitate this evening to
lavish every luxury upon the officers of
the Russian autocrat. Several hundred
deer were killed to supply the courses of
venicon and five hundred waiters were
kept busy serving the wines and dishes.
President Carnot presided, and among the
46 guests were all the members of his
military household. The usual toasts were
given and answered with the usual cordial-
ity.

BRITISH DEFEATED.

Rumor That the Matnbeles Have Won
n Vietory in South Africea.
LONDON, Oct. 19.—~Kaffir rumors have
reached Johannesburg to the effect that the
Matabeles have defeated the British South
Africa Company’'s column, under the com-

mand of Captain Raafe.

Rider Haggard, the novelist and South
African traveler, said to-day, in speaking
of the war with the Matabeles: *““The fight-

ing qualities of the Matabeles have nezver
bzen tested by contact with a fighting race.
Theilr warfare has consisted mainly of raids
on inferior races, They are accustomed to
the most brutal massacres.

They are so thor-
oughly savage that it is impossible for them
to exist beside civilized people.” Mr. Hag-
gard talked at length of the best methods
of fighting South Arrican tribes. He thought
that the Fort Salisbury and Fort Victoria
columns ought to be supported by others
who could be called to their assistance.
The recent south African wars, he said, had
shown that the error of the British was to
underrate the enemy.

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SPEECH BY KAISER.

Wilhelm Unveils a Statue of His
Grandiather and Talks.
BREMEN, Oct. 19, — Emperor Willlam
vesterday attended the unveiling of the
monument erectad to the memory of Em-
peror Willlam I, his grandfather. Upon his
arrival here Emperor Willlam proceeded
direct to the statue, where the Mayor
made a laudatory speech, in which he
greeted the Emperor as the preserver and

continuer of the work begun by his grand-
father. The Emperor then unveiled the
statue amid the cheers of the multitude
assembled, and the ceremony ended. The
Emperor afterwards drove through ‘the
city, visiting the Citizens' Park, and re-
turned in time to attend a banquet at the
Rathhaus. At the banquet the Emperor
made a speech, in which he said:

“In the elevating festival which has just
been celebrated the city of Bremen has
solemnly paid a debt of gratitude te Em-
peror William I. No worthier day could
have been found than the anniversary of
the battle of the nations at Leipsic, In
which the monarchs of the holy alli-
arce f{reed Prussia, and Germany, and
the whole of Europe from the {ron
yoke of subjugation. What a glori-
ous presage it was for the Emperor
Frederick, whose birthday came upon the
same date. In his youth he bore in his
breast a presentment of coming events
and a burning desire for the unity of his
beloved fatherland, and then, when the
dawn of the new empire broke into splendor
he was permitted to realize the dreams of
ycuth.  His German sword in hand, the son
won for his father on the bloodstained
field the imperial crown of Germany. So
as it was to his weighty strokes we owe
the fact that the empire's armor was first
welded on, our German people will ever
kcep before their eyes the victorious first
crown prince, To-day, his birthday, the
veil has fallen from the statue of his heroic
father, and the features of Willlam I looked
down on us with noble gravity, How in-
dustriously God led him, and what a glor-
jous disposition of heaven it was that this
fllustrious man, after many years of sore
vicissitudes, should be summoned to reign
at an age when others are wont to re-
tire from work; what unexpected successes,
with God's help, he achieved. God appoint-
ed him to fulfill the aspirations of all Ger-
mans, and it was a victoriously won im-
perial crown that returned to Germany her
unity. For this task he had to find great
min to share in the honor of executing
hif ideas and of co-operating with him as
counselors. Truly Bremen (8 justified to-
‘day in erecting a memorial to the old im-
perial hero.”

Scenes on n Pest Ship.
LONDON, Oct. 19 —Seaman Jenkins, of
the steamer Etna, which has arrived at
Swansea, recites a terrible tale of the ex-
periences of that vessel In transporting
Arab pllerims who had been to Mecca
back to Morocco. He says that the pil-
grims on the ship were s0 numerous as
to crowd the vessel's accommodations to
the utmost, and that they were all in a

filthy condition. Not only the hold, but
the decks, swarmed with the worshipers,
and he gives an awful account of the sick-
ness and mortality that occurred duriag
the trip. According to his story, the deaths
from cholera among the pilgrims amounted
to forty daily. The corpses were not dis-
posed of in the usual way, but were sus-
pended by ropes from the sides of the
vessel, where they hung, rotting and stink-
ing., until the vessel's arrival in port. This
remarkable proceeding was due to the Mo-
hammedan aversion to being burled at sea.
In addition to the mortality among the
pilgrims, the chief mate and six seamen
of the steamer's company died during the
passage.

Moors Fortifyving Themselvas.
PARIS, Oct. 19.—A dispatch to the Temps

from Madrid savs that the Moors are at
work night and day digging trenches
around Melilla. They are also busily en-
gaged in strengthening the heights domi-
nating Fort QGuarach. The natives, ac-

cording to the correspondent of the Temps,
are throwing up breastworks on the right

pank of the River Oure. In an interview
to-day, Senor Canovas del Castillo blamed
the government for its inaction in the face
of the hostile atitude of the Moors.

Kaltenborn - Stachau as War Minister,
whose resignation was accepted by  the

Kaiser to-day, proves to have been errone-
ous. The Emperor to-day appointed Gen.
Brousart Schellendorf, a brother of a for-
mer Minister of War, to the office. Gen,
Von Kaltenborn-Stachau will be given
command of an arimy corps.

Two Found Dead in a Cottage at Cene
tral Park, New York.

NEW YORK, Oct. 19.—~Captain Collins, of
the "Central Park police force, was sume-
moned from his home this morning by po-
liceman James Cain, who. at 64 a. m,
discovered three of his officers and a boat-
man named Furey lying on the floor of the
toilet room of a cottage adjoining the
croduet grounds. The men had deserted
their posts and entered the room through a
window. While dozing away a gust of
mingled sewer and illuminating gas had
burst through the traps and overcome them
before they could escape. Cain's attention

was attracted to the cottage by the sound
of heavy snoring and he tried the door,
only to find it locked. Peeping through the
window he saw four forms lving on the
floor. With a mighty effort he forced the
door and dragged the four out into the
fresh air. Of the guartet two were dead.
A third died a few moments after being
regcued. The other was alive, but appar-
ently beyond help.
