SHAW CONVICTED.

Found Guilty of Assessing Federal Em-
ployes for Campaign Purposes.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
LOUISVILLE, y., Oct, 25.—In the United
States Court, late this afternoon, W. 1.
Shaw, ex-deputy collector, was found guilty
cn two counts of the indictment charging
him with assessing government employes
for campalign purposes. The jury was only
out twenty minutes. Shaw was held in
$2,000 bail, which was furnished by ex-Col-
lector Albert Scott. Shaw will be sen-
tenced Saturday. The llmit of punishment,
as fixed by law, is $5,000 fine and two years’
imprisonment.

The trial of ex-Collector Albert Scott,
agalnst whom there are two Indictments,
willl begin to-morrow, Colonel Scott is
charged with assessing government em-
loyes for campalign purposes and certify-
ng to falsc accounts. The last charge will
be taken up first, The indictment alleges
that Colonel Scott slgned salary voucher
for several employes who, instead of being

at work, were attending a Grand Ammy en-
campment. The trial of ex-Chlef Deputy

~ploliggtor W. k. Riley, who stands indicted

for the same offensé of which Shaw was
convicted, will come up when the proceed-
ings against Colonel Scott have been
brought to a ciose.

The conviction of Shaw has created a
sensation in local Republican circles. Dis-
trict Attorney Jolly (Republican) conducted
the prosecution. This was the first civil-
service case ever tried here, and great in-
terest was taken in it. An appeal will be
taken to the Supreme Court, Shaw s
about thirty years of age, and held offize
under Colon2t Scott four years.

BETTER THAN UNCLE SAM'S.

Counterfeit Silver Coins That Are Worth
More than the Genuine.

WHEELING, W. Va., Oct. 25.—It has
been discovered that West Virginia towns
have been flooded with thousands of coum-
terfeit silver dollars. The bogus money
has the true ring, but is a little overweight
and percepiibly larger in diameter. The
milling is not perfect, but so nearly so0 that
it would take an expert to detect the Jdif-
ference, The people appear perfectly will-
ing to take them, although aware that
they were not minted by the government.

NAY VOTE ON FRIDAY

All the Long-Winded Silver Sena-
tors About through Talking.

If the Amendments Can Be Voted Down
on Friday the Repeal Bill Will Be
Adopted on Saturday.

CONGRESS TO ADJOURN SOON

Bill to Extend the Chiuése Aect Not
Likely to Pass This Session.

Features of Yesterday’s Debate in Both
Houses—Remarks of Messrs, Pugh,
Stewart and Jones.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 25.—The prospect at

the close of the session of the Senate this
evening looked favorable to the beginning of
voting on the amendments to the repeal bill
by" Friday. Senator Faulkner had been
canvassing the Senate during the afternoon
with a view of asking the Senate to fix a
time when the vote could be taken, but
concluded not to make this request, for
the reason that he was of the opinion,
after getting the views of various Sena-
tors, that the speechmaking would be ex-
pedited by allowing the business to drift.
The result of Mr. Faulkner's inquiries was
the discovery that the speeches on the main
question would soon be exhausted Senator
Jones will conclude to-morrow and Sena-
tors Teller, Martin, Allen and Stewart each
desire to talk from an hour to an hour and
& half. So far as learned there will be no
other speeches, and when the last of these
shall have been concluded voting will be
the next thing in order.

None of the amendments will receive a
sufficient vote to insure adoption, and it is
possible that none of them will recelve as
high a wvote as will be recorded in opposi-
tion to the bill. The reason for this state-
ment is found in the fact that the sllver
men do not expect any of them to carry
and, therefore, consider it unnecessary to
attempt to have a:u’ of them adopted.
There is still some talk to the effect that
some of the more conservative repealers
would be willlng to aid in preventing un-
conditional repeal by voting for some of the
amendments, but a majority of the free-
colnage men are of the opinion that noth-
ing can be agreed upon that would be ad-
vantageous to sllver, and many of them
now announce their intention of voting
only for the free-coinage amendment and
of giving no countenance to any of the
other amendments. This programme s of
course, subject to change, as so nany
other Senate programmes have changed in
the past few weeks, '

The Republicans have abandoned all idea
of introducing amendments as a party
measure. Mr. Sherman had at one timeo
thought it would be wise policy on the part
of Republicans to offer a mcasure for the
settlement of the question, but he SnUys
now that he doubts the expediency of inter-
fering in any way with the passage of the
repeal bill as it stands. He thinks that
authority should be given for bonds, but
sees the difficulty of getting such a pro-
vision through at this time, nrnd will, in all
probability, not attempt it. Thie repeal RNe-
publicans say that to introduce a bond
amendment at this time would certainly
bring on debate which might prove intermi-
nable and result in the defeat of the bill
The stories which have been sent out from
here stating a purpose to present a bond
amendment have, therefore, back of them
only the belief on Mr. Sherman's part that
such an amendment would be desirable if
it could be offered without endangering the
main question.

It is believed that if the voting on the
amendments can be begun early in the ses-
sion Friday the flnal vote can be reached
by Saturday at the latest, and the bhill sent
to the House of Representative for its ac-
tion. When the House shall have acted
upon the bill adjournment until the begin-
ning of the rogular session on the first
Monday In December will be in order. There
is very little doubt now that this adjourn-
ment will be taken, although the Dermo-
cratie managers of the Senate have not
vet given the subject sufficlent consideration
to fesl justified in making an oflicial an-
nouncement. They have been In confer-
ence with Speaker Crisp, who adviges nd
journment when the repzal bill shall be dis-
posed of. So general I8 the desire on the
part of Senators and members to get away
that it wouid be next to impossibie to hold
a quorum of either house In Washington,
even should it be attempted, It was at
one time belleved that there should be an
effort to pass the bill for the extension of
*the Chiness exclusion aet, but that proba-
bllity has becn averted., Senator Perkins,
who has taken an active Interest in this
matter, as has also his Democratic col-
league, Mr. White, had askoed the mem-
bers of the committee on forzign relations
to postpone thelr report upon this bill until
Mr. White shall be able to be in the Son-
ate and take part in the discusslon, and he
is led 1o believe that the request will be
granted, As Mr, White is detained in Cul-
ifornin by important business it is more
than likely that the bill will not be reported
until the convening of the l'v.:‘.l[_u!‘ sessjon.

Mr. Hoar expressed his disapproval of
the form of the proposed acknowledgment,
He thought it an exceedingly awkward and
imperfect one. By it the government of
Great Britain would receive from the State
Department a copy of a joint resolution
of Congress tendered to all governmentis.
It seemed better that the President should
make a pleasant, courteous acknowledg-
ment to all the countries by name for its
contributions to the exposition. Some de-
grea of ceremony should be observed in
dealing with forelgn governments. It
seemed to him that the mode proposed in
the hastily-drawn resolution would be al-
most a slight to foreign governments. He
suggested a substitute, and then the reso-
lution was laid aside without action, Mr.
Sherman first expressing his opinion that
the resolution was in proper form, and
saying that it had been prepared at the
State Department. Soon after the resolu-
tion was again taken up and passed in an
amended form, in accordance with Mr.
Hoar's suggestion. The second part of the
joint resolution now reads: “That the
President of the United States be requested
to communicate to each foreign government
which has participated in said exposition

the acknowledgments of Congress for its
contribution.”

PUGH'S FINAL PROTEST.

When the sllver purchase repeal bil! was
taken up Mr. Pugh addressed the Senate in
opposition to it. He expressed his belief
that nine-tenths of the Senators favoring it
did not desire either free coinage or any

degree of silver coinage, and that President
Cleveland did not desire it. He spoke of the
compromise which had been gotten up by
Democratic Senators, and sald that com-

promise would have had the support of
thirty-three Democratic . Senators had not
President Cleveland interposed and de-
manded unconditional repeal at all hazards.
The resistance to unconditional repeal was
not to be conlunued, although the justifica-
tion for it should increase. The debate
wculd be exnausted, and further opposi-
tion would necessitate a resort to extreme
methods, He had satisfled himself. how-
ever, that he could not get a sufficlent num-
bhef of Senators to join him in the use of
what was characterized as filibustering,
and he was foreced to reconsider his vote

against the diabolical measure and appeal

td the people to organize their forces for
the great battle of the future. He would
rather be called a fllibuster by the conspir-
ators and lickspittles of the gold ring than
e called a traitor or a faithless representa-
tve of the State and people who had hon-
dred him with their trust and contidence.
HMe should do his duty as a Senator, as he
vnderstood it, and would leave the conse-
quences to God and his country.

Mr. Stewart followed Mr. Pugh, and
quoted extensively from to-day’'s papers on
the silver situation. He went on to de-
nounce the gold conspirators as having
agents in the Capitol dictating legislation,
and as having a Presldent determined to
carry out their policy. That President was
now in the saddle and Congress was help-
less. He would rather sacrifice his life than
see the country under the rule of a gold
king. No political party had dared to go
before the people and ask:them to indorse
what was demanded. He said that if the
convictions of Senators could be recorded
in thelr votes there would be a majority
of two-thirds against the repeal Lill. In
another turn of his speech he pictured the
gold coanspirators as “haughty pirates” and
as “Anarchists,”” who wanted to revolu-
tionize the money system of the world.
The subjugation of the two housgs of Con-
gress to the will of the executive, he said,
was one of those lessons of which lovers of
liberty should take notice. The gold ring
was sapping the foundation of the govern-
ment and weakening the people's respect
for law. He pleaded with Senators to Ay
no heavy hand on the people, but to relleve
them from the injustice deone them by un-
Just legislation.

After Mr. Stewart had read all the news-
paper articles that were supplied to him by
his secretary, who occupled a seat close at
hand, he read a large number of letters and
telegrams sent to him from all over the
South and West, commending him for the

~ht which he was making for free coinage.
At last he eame to what, he said, would be
very interesting matter, and he said he was
very sorry Lthere were not more Senators to
hear it. That was a cue for a roll call, and
Mr. Allen acted on it and suggested the
absence of a quorum. This call, at 2:40, re-
sulted in gathering fifty-four Senators, and
then Mr., Stewart read the interesting pa-
per, and went on with his speech. After
declaring that 70,000,000 'neople, pleading for
justice, could be intimidated, he stopped
suddenly and said he would yield to his col-
league (Mr. Jones), and would fiuish his
speech afterwards.

SENATOR JONES'S SPEECH.

Mr. Jones resumed the speech begun by
Fim some weeks ago by a preliminary state-
ment that the gspeeches that were being
made by the opponents of the bill were not
made in the hope of changing any vote in
the Senate, but because they believe in the
truth of their cause, and were determined
to present before the people of the United
States the basic reasons which were at the

foundation. Alluding to what he called the
“abuse and objurgations” by the news-
papers upon the Senators opposing the re-
peal bill, Mr. Jones said: “We defy them
all. We lanugh at them. I know that I am
performing a great duty in this body—a
duty to my country—and nothing that the
newspapers c¢an say will induce me to
omit one word or to retreat one step.” Mr.
Jones attributed to a defectlve monetary
svstem the fact that so many men in Great
Britain and the United States are unable
to find employment, and sald: *““The skele-
ton in the cleset of every nation is the idls
men. The national policy which keeps men
at work g the policy which makes men
prosperous and happy. With reguiar work
there would he fewer lunatics, fewer insane
asylums, fewer jalls and crimes. The best
missionary work is that which keeps men
emploved.” Mr. Jones got off a joke on Mr.
Sherman, who joined In the laugh against
himself. Mr. Jones quoted a speech made
in the Ohlo Legislature, in which the Ohican
sald: “What we need is money and plenty
of it,”" and added: *“Mr. Sherman might
well have sald now, ‘“What we need {8 scarce
money and plenty of it.""™ In conclusion,
he dellvered a glowing eulogy on the silver
miners of the United States as brave and
hardy men possessed of self-reliance, and
he contraste] them with the bondholders,
not to the advantage of the latter. They
had never asgked the government for boun-
ties of any sort. They had simply asked,
and only asked now, that the plain intent
of the Constitution as to gold and silver be
given effect.

Mr. Jones's peroration was: ‘“The Amer-
fran RHepublic, Mr. President, did not lose
its liberties until the Senate had degener-
ated into a mere instrument for recording
the will of the chief magistrate. Macaulay
has commented upon the ease with which
all democratic forms and
titles appertaining to a republican form of
government were opposed in that common-
wealth econcurrenily with the absourprtion
of all the powers of the state, executive,
legislative and judicial, in the hands of one
man. But that was a long time ago. Time
changes and men change with them. This
was a veryv different republic from that of
Rome, I, for one, will not believe that the
Senate of the United States will ever he-
come a subservient Senate. I do not knqw
that I can speak for the vot-
ers of the mining States and mil-
llons of voters in other States who
are heartily with me on all fundamental
f;-:aturvs of the qguestion now befaore the
Senate, when [ assert that if the entire
monetlary systemm of the country is to be
changed it is too great a question to be
considered without consulting the Amer-
ican people, whosge representatives and
fservants we are. If there is a majority of
Senators here favorable to the p:iss'a;.rl- of
this measure and able to secure a vote
upon it, without reference to the fatal ef-
fect it is absolutely certain to have not onlv
on all the people of the mining States, but
of the producing masses in every State,
may I not beg those Senators to pause and
refiect that there Is no emergency whatever
demanding its passage: and that it s ex-
cellent 1o have a giant's strength, but it js
tyrannous to use it like a gilant.” (Ap-
plause In the galleries.) '

He said that under existing
laws there are thousands of men who have
failed honestly and who are forced to do
business in an underhand way, in the
names of their wives or other relatives.
The passage of the proposed bill would rem-
edy that, o that they could resume busi-
ness openly and honrestly, The relations of
men are so intimately connected-—the debtor
may be a creditor and the ereditor may be
a debtor—that if you take away the abll-
ity of a creditor to collect from his debtor
you may take away his ability to discharge
his obligations to his creditor. He sald that
he had been a merchant for thirty-five
vears and had done business with people
of the whole world. In this time he had
been a creditor to a very large amount and
he affirmed that his losses by dishonesty
had not exceeded one-sixteenth of 1 per
cent.

Mr. Kilgore next spoke in opposition to
the bill e stated that a bankruptcy law
had been In existence in England since the
time of Heney VI1II and a bill in the same
line was passed in 18583, which was said to
be the perfection of bankruptcy laws; and
yet they did not prevent fraudulent impo-
sitfon upon the creditor class. He did not
belteve it necessary to pass any bill of this
kind, but he would not have such grave ob-
jections against a voluntary bankruptcey
law instead of the involuntary law pro-
posed.

It relates to the clas-
sifiled service, and turns over the selection
of goverment employes entirely to the
States. The States are to provide by act
of Legislature how they shall name citizens
to take the places in the classified ser-
vice.

By Mr. Coombs: A resolution outlining a
plan for a tariff bill, and instructing the
wavs and means committee to bring in a
bill in accordance with its provisions. The
bill, according to the resolution, shall have
four schedules: A, composed of articles fres
of duty, including all raw materials; I3,
articles to pay duty of 10 per ¢cent.; C, arti-
cles of luxury, wine, spirits and tobacco,
upon which duty must be charged suffi-
cllent at leas. t'2 protect manufacturers, to
pay internal ' :venue tax; D, a schedule for
the protection of labor. All articles not cov-
ered by the preceding list to go into an un-
classified schedule. After the amount of
revenues needed shall be ascertained and
the amount of revenue to be obtained from
the first four schedules shall have been de-
ducted from the amount needed, the re-
mainder shall bé raised by import taxes on
unclassgified articles. When the reading of
the resolution had been completed Mr,
Pavne asked, sarcastically, whether such a
bill would be constitutional according to
the terms of the Chicago platform. Mr.
Outhwaite insisted that the resolution be
referred 1o the ways and means committes,
and it was so referred.

Nathan Stranss Shoots Himself in His
Office at New York.

NEW YORK, Oct. 2&5.—Nathan Strauss,
lived with his wife in the Grenoble
apartment house at Fifty-seventh street
and Seventh avenue, shot himself, at §:5)
o'clock this morning, in the rizht temple
with a revolver, in his office, at No. 88
West Broadway., He was taken to Cham-
bers-street Hoepital, where he dled soon
after noon. Mpr. Strauss was the nmnager
of the branch house of Levi SBtrauss & Co,,
of San Francigco, a dry-goods firm. He
was forty-five years old.

When Mr. Strauss reached his office this
morning he greeted the clerks pleasantly,
as usual. After glancing at his mall he
walked back to a room in the rear. Sev-
eral of the porters who were working near
the room heard the report of a pisfol, and
on entering the room found Mr, BStrauss
in an unconscious condition. There was a
terrible wound in his temple. In his right
hand he firmly grasped his pilstol, Mr,
Strauss wa2.of an extremelyv nervous tems-
perament.

PROMPTLY REMOVE

Admiral Stanton Detached from
Command of Our Fleet at Rio.

He Saluted the Admiral Mello, Leader
of the Brazilian Insurgents,
Without Instructions.

NAVAL OFFICERS SURPRISED

They Cannot See How Such a Seri-
ous Blunder Could Be Made.

Captain- Picking Placed in Charge of
the American War Ships in the
Harbor of Rio de Janeiro.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 25.—The peremptory
removal of Commodore and acting Reap
Admiral Stanton, stationed at Rio de Jane
eiro, Brazil, from the command of the South
Atlantic station, was one of the most starts
ling surprises ever experienced in Washing-
ton officially, and for a time it has almost
obscured the interest in the silver fight.
FPresident Cleveland took action after a long
conference with the Secrelaries of State and
the Navy, and when put in possession of
all the facts, and also of such further infore
mation as Senhor Mendonca, the Brazilian
minister in Washington, was able to fure
nish. The official order was briefly made
public by Secretary Herbert in the follow-
ing memorandum: *“The Navy Department
learned by authority late to-day, by tele-
gram from Rear Admiral Stanton, in comes
mand of the United States naval forces at
Rio de Janeiro, that this officer had saluted
the flag of Admiral Mello, commanding the
insurgent fleet. This salute was unauthore
ized by any instructions the Admiral had
received. It was an unfriendly act toward a
friendly power, and the Secretary of the
Navy, after consulting with the President
and Secretary of State, Issued an order dee
taching Admiral Stanton from the comse
mand of his squadron and turning it over
to Captain Picking, the next in rank. This
was in reply to a telegram of inquiry.”

In the early morning State and Navy Dee
partmgnt officlals were incredulous as to
the possgibllity of there being any truth in
the report published in the Berlin Nord
Deutsch Zeltung and cabled to America
vesterday. Commodore Stanton had been
specially selected for this post of duty bee
cause he was considered to possess In a pre-
eminent degree those qualifications of coole
ness and discretion which fitted him to deal
with the revolutionary conditions prevailing
in the various countries to which his ase
signment would naturally call him. As one
of the highest officers in the service, who
himself influenced in no small degree Com-
modore Stanton’'s appointment, remarked
to-day: “This matter s as much
of a surprise to me as A
gsiap in the face would be, The relations
of the United States to the recognized gove
ernment of Brazil were such that it was
not believed an officer of high rank and ex-
perience would go out of his way to give a
galute to a naval forece avowedly in insure
rection against the government and ace
tually engaged in bombarding the natlonal
capital.
