Lecturer Slattery Mobbed by a
Crowd of St. Louis Toughs.

The Latter Wanted to Lynch Him or
Teach Him a LessonRescued by

Police Serious Riot at Boston.

ST. LOUIS. Oct 27.-Ex-- Priest Slattery
to-nig- ht gave an anti-Cathol- ic lecture to
men only at Central Turner Hall. The place
was crowded to suffocation, and several
hundred were unable to gain . admission.
These remained In the vicinity, patronizing
near-b- y saloons. During the lecture the
crowd was very boisterous, but made no
threatening demonstrations. About 10

o'clock, at the conclusion of the lecture,
Siattery, accompanied by his wife, started
for his hotel. The crowd followed, growing
more and more boisterous every minute.
Finally surrounding the couple, the crowd,
almost with one voice, yelled "Lynch him,"
"teach him a lesson." Recruits jollied the:
crowd every minute, and as they pressed
close, Slattery threw one arm around his
wife and, shaking his disengaged fist at the
crowd, hurled defiance in their teeth.
A score of policemen at thl3 moment
charged tho crowd, but were unable
to reach Slattery. Growing wilder every
minute the crowd repeated its yells of
"Lynch him," "Kill the fanatic." Rein-
forcements arrived from the police station,
and the officers were enabled to make
their way to the side of the twain against
whom the mob's cries were directed, and
at whom stones and other missiles now be-

gan to be thrown. The officers finally
succeeded in getting Slattery to the hotel.
Just at the entrance the mob, now num-
bering upwards of thousands, made a des-
perate effort to wrench Slattery from the
officers, but the latter pushed him into the
hostelry and closed the door, leaving the
mob outside. Over half of the throng
were still" standing in little knots in the
vicinity of the hotel at midnight, but the
police aro rapidly dispersing them. Slat-
tery and his wife were unharmed. Both say
they are used to such demonstrations, but
in a vastly milder form. Several arrests
have been made by the police. The better
class of Catholics denounce the action of
the mob.

Itlot nt the Hub.

BOSTON, Oct 27. There was a riot of no
small proportion in th Italian quarter of
this city thl3 afternoon, in which knives,
razors and revolvers I figured. While in
North square, a small plaza in tho most
thickly-populate- d portion of the North End,
where fewarm Italians, Hebrews and Greeks,
with a scattering of a dozen other nation-
alities, patrolman Look found Frank Sag-gan- zl

under the influence of liquor and at-
tempted to arrest him. In less than three
minute3 the square was alive with ex-
cited Italians, all seeking the life of. the
otticer. and a riot ensued. An infuriated
crowd of Italians rusneci down upon him
in an attempt to rescue the prisoner, a
dozen or more of the leaders branching
stilettos and dirks. Women screaming at
the top of their voices in Italian
from windows urged on the lead-
ers, and when ten patrolmen ap-
peared on the scene in a "hurry
up" wagon they were forced to club their
way to wnere patrolman Look and Andrew
Fairbum, a tormer officer at the East
Cambridge Jail, had Sagganzl pinned
against a building. A halt dozen of the
mob closed in on Fairbum, and several
plunged their murderous dirks into his
back. Tho police charged upon the mob
and fousht their way through to where
their fellows were clubbing right and left
The officers' charge broke up the mob, and
they made a number of arrests. Including
Pomlnlco Frosta, who is said to have bttui
the first to stab Fairbum. Rafael Scar- -
mella and Manuel Ferclerto, all leaders In '

the riot, have severe scalp wounds. At
least thirty-fiv- e persons wtjre reported later
at the station house as wounded in the
fight though none is in a serious condition.

GOUNOD'S FILNKRAL.

The Composer Burled vrith Civic mid
Military Honor.

PARIS, Oct 27. The remains of Gounod,
tha great composer, were burled to-da- y,

with full civic and military honors. Pres-
ent at the funeral were all the celebrities
in arts and sciences who could possibly
manage to come to Paris for tho occa-
sion. The hears3 was followed by two large
chariots laden with floral offerings and other
colossal tributes in flowers to the d?ad mu-
sician were borne upon the shoulders of
many of the mourners. There were large
crowds present at thj funeral of the com-
poser of "Faust," but they were slim as-
semblages in comparison to the throngs
which attended the funeral of Marshal Mae-Maho- n.

All th3 musical societies or France
sent delegates to the funeral, and they
inarched in the procession and sung as th'cortege proceeded to the Church of La Mad-
eline. At the Madeline those who attended
the last rites over the body of Gounod lis-
tened to a delightful, solemn musical serv-
ice. M. Poincart? and an official belonging
to President Carnot's household represented
the government at the funeral. Among the
wreathes placed around or upon th? casket
containing the remains of the composer
were several sent from foreign theaters,
and one from every theater of any impor-
tance in France. Nearly all th? public
bodies also sent offerings of flowers, and
the leading actresses und actors were rep-
resented among thn3 who wished to show
that the memory of Gounod was dear to
them.

The papal nuncio presided at the musical
mass, and after the ceremony Ambrose
Thomas and St. Saens, th composers, de-
livered the funeral orations on the steps
of La Madeline. At the conclusion of this
display of oratory the funeral procession
was reformed and proceeded through the
Champs Elysee to the cemetery at Auteull.
where the remains were placed In a vault
beneath a small cliapel.

"How few people know what an interest-
ing chap the fox is," said the naturalist
"They know him only by reputation, and
that as a chicken thief, which he is. But he
has lots of points. I tell you. A merry, sly
dog is reynard. All summer he lives in lux-
urious ease, roaming the woods and saunter-
ing by the pearly brooks, or basking in the
noonday sun.

"He loves fish, and, going down to the
streanvhe waits till he spies a plump trout.
It's over in a twinkling. A' leap, a snap,
and oft he trots with his juicy morsel. A
stupid crawfish snoozes by his hole near the
water's edge. Reynard drops his tail In
the water and tickles him with it. The an-
gry crustacean comes out of his hiding
place and is seized and crushed, armor and
all. When the ripening corn is ready to
drop and the luscious fruits have reached
their maturity, and .all nature is plethoric
with ripening fullness, then Master Fox is

, in clcfver. Timid rabbits prick up their ears
and run, unconscious of danger, along the
hillside: the quails skulk noiselessly In the
wheat stubble: birds pour forth their notes
of praise and he catches them alb He
loves fruits. Stealthily stealing into orch-
ards, where apples and plump pears tempt,
and in the vineyard he fairly revels ingrapes. His cubs grow fat and saucy. He
shows them-ho- to pilfer honey, and when
the busy bees have laid up a winter store
he craws to the hives near the garden
fence and, jumping up to the small open-
ing, lick3 the sweet drops with pure de-
light. Out come the stinging, bumming
honey-make- rs and settle like a pall on his
thick pelt; but he doubles up in a twink-
ling and, rolling over and over, crushes
them by the score and eats them as a
relish.

"Cunning? No animal beats him. Look
at his brainy head. His delicate ears broad
below to catch every sound from the high-
est note of the shrill warbler to the low
crooning of the cricket or the distantmurmur of storm, or the fevered pants of
the prancinR-- hounds, and tapering so sharp-
ly to a point that they can shape them-
selves to every wave of air that makes the
tiniest rustle of noise. Note the crafty
calculation and foresight of the low, fiat
brov.--. What a nose! Now full of resolutepurpose pointing straight forward, andanon turning up with concentrated malice
and scorn.

cat's, yet it trembles with modest humility.'

speak in the thin cynical lips, and
the mouth opens from ear to ear. He can
leap, crawl, run, and swim with the ve-
locity of lightning, and his wiry body is
carried so noiselessly along that scarce a
trace is left His delicate footfalls echo no
response even among the dead leaves of the
forest. His walk is treacherous, his glance
sinister. Seizing a bunch of grain in his
mouth he will swim into the midst of a
flock of ducks and seize the plumpest for
a dinner.

"He will feign death like a 'possum, and
even the hound's teeth and the flash of gun-
powder have failed to arouse him.

He'll crawl
along, nibbling the juicy flowers until near
enough to make a grab. He'll stalk a bird,
with his hind legs 'dragging behind him.
until nrar enough to spring. How farmers
dread his inroads in the poultry yard. Fas-
ten the yard up tight and he'll burrow a
'winding passage into the ground beneath
and suddenly appear among the drowsy
chickens and stupid geese, whose shrill
'and alarm sd cries arouse the farmer from
his bed to sally forth, finding all safe. Then
the fox will sneak back and pack away the
plumpest pullet or the fattest goose.

Perhaps it will be at
th3 root of an old tree, beneath a ledge of
rocks, or In the hollow of a dead tree
trunk, or a burrow with several entrances
in the sand or loam. Tell-tal- e chicken bones

KEEPING BOARDERS.
Some Advice to Women "Who Under-

take the ThnnklesM Uunlnenn.
New York Times.

Almost every woman thinks she could
run a boarding house, or at least "take a
few boarders." A few boarders never paid
any 'one. That is a business in which the
rule of arithmetical progression holds good
to an extent almost beyond the belief of the
uninitiated.

In opening a boarding house, whether it
be In the city or the country, the first con-
sideration should be absolute security as
regards the lease and a written under-
standing concerning repairs. Moreover, a,
woman should take pains to learn how long
a notice to quit la given or required, es-
pecially if no mention of this be made in
the lease. In eome States It is only thirty
days, In others a tenant renders himself
responsible for a renewal of the lease If
notice be not given three months before the
expiration of that which he has already
signed. For instance, a lease ending in
May, 1S94, is renewed by the mere neglect
of the tenant to give notice Feb. 1, 1801, that
ho does not want the house after May 1.

A genial landlord who believes that an
honest man need not be ashamed of telling
how he makes his money, has volunteered
the following points for the benefit of those
who think of entering into any such busi-
ness:

"You must reckon rent, servants wages,
fuel, light and the interest on the money
you have invested in furniture. Provision-
ing is the smallest part of the problem, and
that is why I cannot make special rates for
children. If you know anything abut
housekeeping, you know what It costs per
head to feed your family each wt4i.
Reckon the same for your boarders, for,
when you come to allow for feeding your
servants, what they steal from you, what
vou will be swindled out of and what will
be wasted in spite of you, you will not have
r. largo margin of profit resulting from the
discounts allowed you in buying wholesale.

"I find that I have to refurnish every
three years. I don't mean to say that I
have to buy one hundred bedsteads every
three years; but, for instance, I must get a
new office carpet every year, and what
with breakages and the ordinary wear and
tear the entire cost of refurnishing must
be met everv three years. I

"Tho way that I regulate prices Is this:
I set down all these items interest on

i money invested, rent, wages, provisions for.
say 100, fuel and light and diviue tne sum
by the number of weeks in my season
(from February to October.) That shows
me my running expenses. To this I add
what I feel I should itave for my troublo:
in short, my salary, and then arrange the
prices of my rooms so that they shall yield
that amount. It takes close reckoning, and
in a bad season I lose my salary and
sometimes more."

In all large concerns a most careful esti-
mate is made at regular times as to the
cost not only of production, but of selling:
and the system is reduced to such detail
that the percentage of rrofit on each sales-
man is computed, and he who is not paying
for himself is promptly dismissed.

Business is a question of dollar and
cents as well as of hard work. If you
know nothing of It and have no need to en-
ter the struggle except your desire to pos-
sess more than a competence, leave the
fitjht to thoso who are compelled to wage
it. Or if the fascination be so strong thatyou cannot resist, do nothing without the
advice of some honest business man, who
knows the ways of th world nnd whomyou can trust to guide you. Few of us
aro without ?ome friend, and professional
advice can be bought at retsonab?e ratesby thoso who are lacking in friends or in
confidence.

possible alike in England and America. Inmost factories, workshops and salesrooms.

proaches or degrading entanglements as
they would be in their own ho:nei. So,
therefore, there Is no reason In the world
why in America we should, so far as the
girls are concerned, bother ourselves as to
whether they have chaperons or not. If
there is danger to this class of girls in Eng-
land berause they cannot have chaperons.
It might be well for those having tha so-
cial condition of the mother country at
heart to study the methods almost univer-
sally in use In the United States, and, to
tho extent of adopting these methods,
Americanize the working girls of England.

United States, there is no es?entHl differ
ence, nor likely soon to ba any. The pres-
ence of older women in every company adds
to the dignity and t variety quite r.3 much
as to the decorum and propriety.
