4. Because it boldly grappled with the
formidable problem of crushing the rebel-
llon fomented by a section of the Demo-
cratic party, and sympatized with by
gnother section of the same, aimost equally
dangerous

6. Bocause, by a just policy of taxing
foreign imports, it made the direct burdens
of the peaple lighter, established our credit
abroad, equipped. armed and paild a gigan-
tic army and formidable navy for the

How to Shuck Black Walnuts.

Ohio Farmer,

One difficulty in securing these nuts is
the difficulty in removing the outer coating.
This may be largely overcome by, boring a
few holes with an auger through a plec: of

lank, and driving the nuts through the

oles with a small-headed hammer. A
blacksmith's shoeing hammeoer is good. The
holes should range from one to two inches,
so that the different sizes may be put
through the hole that will remove the
shuck. By having the receptacle entircly
covered except the hole the shucks are
thus separat from the nuts.

There will be a small portion of the shuck
left on where it came over the hole, but
when the nuts are dried a little this is
easily removed if it does not drop off of it-
self. The shhucks may be brushed to one
side into a box, so that everything is
cleaned up.

One great advantage of this is that the
hands are but slightly stained, and most
of it may be removed by washing in gaso-
line. One persol with thils costless arrange-
mant can take the shucks from two bushels
in an hour. It pays to wash the shucked
nuts while yet wet in a tub with a broom,
as they are then freed from th: remnants
of the outer coating and look much nlcer
when servod.
