The Murderer of tbe Wrattens
Implicates Two Relatives.

Glass Manufacturer Over's Close Call-M- ore

Harrison County Crime
" Smallpox Xot Stamped Out.

Special to the Indianapolis Journal.
WASHINGTON, Ind., Oct. 31. "Bud"

Stone, who admits having taken a promi-
nent part in the butchery of the family of
Denson Wratten, Is establishing a record
for depravity that has few equals. He has
made three distinct statements to the
Daviess county grand jury, and in his last
interview he implicates Charles S. McCaf-fert- y

and Robert Swanegan, near relatives
of the family. He was brought here under
extreme secrecy at midnight last night
and unknown except to a few people. He
was "given another hearing by the grand
jury. A strong influence was brought to
bear on him in order to have him make a
correct statement. His aged father, 'Squire
Stone, of Harrison township, was brought
to the city last night for the purpose, and
Revs. Heavenrldge and Asbury, of the
Methodist Church, also had a long talk
with Stone and exhorted him to tell the
truth about the murder and to screen no
guilty man.

For over four hours questions were
put to him and he answered them wdth the
same freedom and coolness that marked
his conduct on other occasions. It is be-

lieved by the officers that about what may
be regarded as the truth has been wrung
from Stone, and his story confirms the
suspicions that have rested on McCafferty
from the earliest moment. McCafferty's
wife gets the property of the Wrattens.
This circumstance is regarded as very
strong, and, coupled with the fact that
his boot heel corresponds with the tack
prints In the window that was kicked In
Is regarded as good evidence. Stone says
he has lied about the case through ex-

citement, and that he is cool and his
senses collected now, and he has told the
whole truth. Swanegan and McCafferty will
be arrested- - at once. Stone was returned
to Jeffersonvllle prison without any demon-
stration.

A Donble-Dye- d Villain.
An interesting description of the wonder-

ful prevaricator, Stone, is given by Warden
Patten, who was in the city yesterday. He
said:

"I have had under my custody since I
have been warden some half dozen murder-
ers who have been sent up for crimes that
were simply sickening in their hideousness.
These human fiends were all alike in one

nrespect they had eyes of the clearest
blue imaginable. Take that man Stone, for
Instance, who committed the atrocious
murder of the Wratten family. A more
hadened criminal and heartless wretch

never breathed, but to look at him and
gaze lto the azure depths of his eyes you'd
think he was an angel In human form.
That man," continued the warden, with an
emphatic slap of his hands, "doesn't think
any more of shedding human blood than
of killing a squirrel. Even now he exults
with a sort of fiendish delight over his in-

human deeds, notwithstanding he makes
loud protestations of penitence. The other
day he was down on his knees praying for
all there was in It, and shouting so that
one would think that he would raise the
roof off his cell. I went to him and told
him very emphatically thM he would have
to cease his shouting. He responded: 'I'm
so happy, because I know I'm going to
heaven.' I informed him that he would have
to cease ht3 yelling, just the same, as his
prayers would go just as high if made In
a lower tone of voice. He has been very
sullen ever since, and lopks as though he
would do something desperate If, he could."

The case
will be heard Friday before Mayor Diggs,
at Winchester.

The Harringtons are
white, and live a quarter of a mile from
the Bass house. The health officers, after
some work, declare that Zeb Smith's fam-
ily, or little girl, had the smallpox while
in Muncie, and that there has been some
very clever falsehoods to suppress the fact.

For a Smallpox Hospital.

The County
Commissioners had a meeting at this city
yesterday to take some acMon on provid-
ing a hospital for persons who had been
exposed to smallpox at the Maltten home,
some miles north of this city. Because the
City Council could not join them In build-
ing the hospital in the country they left
without talcing any action on the matter.
Dr. Firtich, city health nicer, has pre-
pared plans for the building and will at
once let the contract, and then the proper
persons will have it to pay. The case is
several miles northeast of Dunkirk, and
the city i3 yet free from contagion. Citi-
zens generally condemn the action of the
commissioners.

The woman rushed into the building and
met officer Morgan. "My son, who just
ran away from me, is a dangerous lunatic.
He thinks Governor Flower has designs
on his life. He threatens to go to Albany
and murder him. 1 was bringing the boy
here, but as soon as he saw the sign over
the door he ran away. I'm afraid he may
commit murder unless placed in some
asylum."

This afternoon a flashily-dresse- d woman,
who gave her name as Augusta Fuller,
pushed her way into the private office of
Justice Goetting, in the Lee-aven- ue Police
Court. Brooklyn, and demanded to sse Jus-
tice Coetting. Mrs. Fuller owned the resi-
dence in which she Hve3 and is apparently
independent. She imagines that Senator
Hill owes her $1,000,000 and Is attempting to
defraud her out of it. Justice Goetting sent
her word that he would see that she was
not defrauded of the money owed her by
Senator Hill. She left apparently pacified.

Still another crank turned up to-nig- ht.

He entered a saloon on Grand street and de-
manded a passage ticket to Russia and $100.
He must have both at once or he would
make things lively. He remained in the
place nearly a quarter of an hour, and
then went outside. In his hand was
a brick tied up in a handkerchief. When
he reached th outside he looked up and
down the street carefully, and, untying the
brick threw it through a plate-glas- s win-
dow. He was arrested. On his person was
found a dangerous-lookin- g knife. He said
he was Moses Schenick. a Russian, twenty--

one years old, out of employment.

"WIIKllE'S CAPTAIX BROOKS 1"

Till One Stood on n l!rld?e and
Yelled Till Captared.

NEW YORK, Oct. 31. Harlem developed
lt3 crank to-nig- ht. The crank stood on
Harlem bridge, brandishing a revolver, and
yelled, "Captain Brooks owes me $30,000

and I mean to have it. He borrowed It
twelve years ago to speculate with."

There were a good many pedestrians on
the Harlem bridge at the time, and the
trolley cars were filled with passengers.
They heard the shouts and saw the revol-
ver, became fearful, and hurried out the
cars to huddle behind the buttresses of the
bridge and call on the police.

"Where's Captain Brooks?" yelled the
crank.

No one answered, but several knew that
the only Captain Brooks in that portion of
the city was the chief officer of the twenty-nint- h

precinct. Officer Boyle, whose post
is on the bridge, hesitated for a moment
when he first saw the crank. Then he em-
ployed strategy, and managed to get be-
hind the man who wanted the $50,000. He
promised to take him to Captain Brooks If
the crank would give up his revolver. The
crank consented, and was promptly ar-
rested. He said his name was John O'Don-nel- l,

and he was twenty-eig- ht years old.

TyO AVHEELIXG CRANKS.

Xctresn AnnnultH it Doctor und Gporge
Hockle Threaten a Preacher.

WHEELING. Oct. 31. The atmospheric
or otner conditions which are inflaming
the cranks of the country have struck thi3
city.

Within
a week he has written to every city and
county official, every pastor and several
policemen, threatening all with death. To-
day Rev. Dr. Swope received a letter say-
ing he could preach one more sermon and
if it waOn't satisfactory the writer would
blow up his church. A letter to ofilcer
Moran threatened to cut his throat on sight.
These letters caused Hohle's arrest while
he was prowling about Moran's house. He
will be sent to an asylum.

STORIES OF JIAUIUSOX.

Fund of Anecdotes with Which Chl-easro'- M

Dead 3Inyor Was Supplied.

In addition to a business connection withthe late Mayor Carter H. Harrison, I wasprivileged to have a social acquaintance
that frequently permitted me, upon the oc-
casion of his visits to New York or mine toChicago, an opportunity for enjoying an in-
terview that invariably I found to be en-
tertaining, and generally left in my mem-ory numerous interesting anecdotes and a'host of pithy expressions with which Mr.
Harrison's conversation was always lib-
erally provided.

Two weeks ago, while visiting the world'sfair, I met Mr. Harrison as h: was step-
ping aboard an express train at the Van
Ruren-stre- et station en route for SouthPark, and accepted his hearty and sincere
Invitation to accompany him.

As we seated ourselves in a comparative-ly empty car Mr. Harrison said:
"I was thinking at tho moment I metyou of the vast difference there is in men,

the impulsive and the calculating. Thethought itself was created by an incident
that occurred on the platform as I reachedit, and is of no moment in Itself, but re-
calls to my mind another incident that hap-
pened to me just after the election of Pres-
ident Benjamin Harrison. Of course, my
politics made me his opponent, but afterthe election I one day wrote the Presidentan Impulsive and what I considered a
rather bright letter, saying that I was
proud to have it known that a Harrison
had been elected to such an exalted olfice,
and while I did not know that I could hon-
estly lay claim to any relationship, yet I
hoped theiu might be some connection
ever so distant between us. I don't knowas I expected any reply, but I felt in a par-
ticularly good humor at the time andthought the President might also. In a
few days an answer came. I opened it
with the most agreeable anticipations, but
all It said was, "Year communication to
the President has been received and is
hereby acknowledged. It was signed bv
the President's secretary. I really felt
quite disappointed, and yet It was only an
Indication of the difference in our nature
th? President serious and earnest; I, per-
haps, a trifle too frivolous."

As we passed the Twelfth-stre- et station
and looked out upon the crowds awaiting
trains and boats Mr. Harrison observed:

"Every man has an ambition, of caurse.
Mine is to be Mayor of this city when it is
as large as London, when It is to the world
what London la to-da- y. Then I shall have
you put a cable for me from Ixmdon to the
Times building, bringing it down through
the lakes, and every morning I will r?pro-duc- e

In my paper every line of good news
that is printed in every important city of
Europe the same day. I could do it easily.
The papers there are on the streets six
hours before we go to press, and every line
could be sent over in that time every edi-
torial that in any way concerned us. I
would give the editorial opinion of every
daily In Great Britain and the continent,
in extenso, on every subject of internation-
al importance. I would spread more uni-
versal Information In Chicago than would
be found in any other city on earth."

Senator Hill Induces the .Senate to
Adopt It AVI th out Quorum.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 31. The Senate did
not indulge in Idleness to-da- y after its long
and wearying campaign on the silver ques-
tion. It met at noor. and did not adjourn
till a quarter before 5 o'clock. Between
these hours it considered and finally passed
the very important measure known as the
New York bridge bill. It is a House bill,
with various amendments reported by the
committee on commerce. All these amend-
ments, which were rather of form than of
substance, were agreed to by the Senate
and the discussion which took place was
over an amendment proposed by Mr. Mc-
pherson, of New Jersey. One of them was
to give the authorities of Hudson county,
New Jersey, the power to fix the New Jer-
sey end of the bridge; and another to pro-
vide that the bridge be constructed without
a pier in the river. The first was with-
drawn and the second was voted down. The
bill passed without any other amendments
than those reported by the committee on
commerce. An effort will be made to-morr- ow

to take up the bill to amend the Chi-
nese exclusion act and to make It the un-
finished business.

When the Senate convened . the attend-
ance of members was not large, and there
were only a few people scattered through
the galleries. Mr. Blackburn, chairman of
tho committee on rules, Introduced, and
the Senate adopted, the following resolu-
tion, which was, undoubtedly, inspired by
tho recent discussion of the rules during
the past few weeks.

"That the committee on rules be instucted
to inquire and report to the Senate what
revision of, or amendments to, the rules, if
any, should be adopted to secure a more
efilcient yund satisfactory disposition of the
business ot the Senate."

A bill was reported from the judiciary
committee by Mr. Pugh. to provide for the
time and place for holding the term of the
United States Circuit and District courts
In the State of South Dakota. The amend-
ments recommended by the committee were
agreed to and the bill passed.

Mr. Walthall, from the committee on pub-
lic lands, reported a bill to extend for one
year, from the time they become due, final
payments ou entries under the desert land
act. The bill was passed.

Mr. Hill then moved to take up the New
York r.id New Jersey bridge bill.

Mr. Mcpherson offered an amendment giv-
ing the freeholders of the towns of New
Jersey power to decide the location. Mr.
McPherson sail the bridge would ruin
blocks of buildings and destroy streets and
boulevards. The people of New Jersey
would laugh at the want of intelligence
which the Senate would show by authoriz-
ing the location. In the middle of the river,
of a pier with an area as large as an island.

Ttejectcd without a division, The
bill was then passed without division, with
tho amendments reported from the commit-
tee on commerce.

Mr. Clray moved to take up the House
bill to amend the Chinese exclusion act of
May 3. 1'-'-. so as tc make it the "unfin-
ished business." The vote was announced
as 2 J to 0, but as there was no quorum vot-ln- if

the motion was withdrawn, and the
Senate proceeded to executive business,
and, at 4:13, adjourned till to-morr- at
noon.
